Thursday marks the only regular season meeting between the two schools.
The Hawkeyes won at Michigan last season in the only meeting, 74-70.
lowa is 7-3 against the Wolverines in the last 10 meetings in lowa City.

LOGICNAMED T0 WOODEN AWARD MIDSEASONTOP 20

lowa senior Samantha Logic has been named to the John R. Wooden Award Women's Mid-

season Top 20 list, comprised of the front-runners for college basketball’s most prestigious indi-
vidual honor. The list is chosen by a poll of national women’s college basketball media members.
Logic is the only player from the Big Ten on the midseason list.

EUNEACTS:

lowa is 41-12 overall since the start of last season (27-9 last year; 14-3 this year).

The Hawkeyes enter Thursday ranked No. 13 in the NCAA RPI. lowa is the second-highest
ranked Big Ten team in the RPI; Maryland is No. 5.

lowa is 13-0 this season when scoring 70 or more points, and 1-3 when failing to reach
the 70-point plateau.

The Hawkeyes are 11-0 when registering more steals than their opponent this year, and
10-1 when recording fewer turnovers.

lowa ranks 25th nationally in assists. The Hawkeyes are 10-1 when notching more assists
than their opponent.

The Hawkeyes are 10th nationally in 3-point field goal percentage (38.5%), 16th in scor-
ing offense (78.2), 18th in 3-pointers per game (8.0), and 29th in field goal percentage
(44.9%).

lowa senior Melissa Dixon leads the nation in 3-point shooting, averaging 3.94 3-pointers
per game, nearly one more 3-pointer than any other player. Kelsey Mitchell of Ohio State is
second (3.74).

Dixon made six 3-pointers (6-0f-10) in the win at Rutgers on Jan. 4, surpassing Lindsey
Meder (261) for the most in lowa history.

Dixon ranks fifth in Big Ten history with 277 career 3-pointers.

She scored 31 points in lowa’s win at Drake on Dec. 21, making 10 3-pointers (10-0f-14),
setting a new school record. The previous school record was seven, accomplished five times
in program history, twice by Dixon; the NCAA and Big Ten record for 3-pointers in a single
gameis 12.

L.000-POINTCLUB:

Four members of this year’s team have reached, or have the potential to reach 1,000 career
points this season.

Senior Samantha Logic (1,273 points) ranks 17th on lowa’s all-time scoring list. Necole
Tunsil is 16th (1,283).

Senior Melissa Dixon (1,248 points) is 19th. Jamie Cavey is 18th (1,265).

Senior Bethany Doolittle became the 33rd member of lowa’s 1,000-point club in the
Hawkeyes' win over Penn State on Dec. 28. She has 1,071 career points.

Sophomore Ally Disterhoft has 726 career points. She tallied 474 in 36 games as a fresh-
man last year (13.2 per game), and is averaging 14.8 points per game this season.

MOVING UP CAREER CHARTS:

Samantha Logic (737 career assists) surpassed Cara Consuegra (1997-2001; 576) as lowa's
all-time assists leader during lowa’s win at lllinois on March 2, 2014, during the 2013-14
regular season finale. She ranks sixth in Big Ten history. Jess Strom of Penn State (776) is
fifth, while Helen Darling of Penn State is fourth (791).

Melissa Dixon is lowa’s career record holder for 3-pointers (277). She ranks fifth in Big Ten
history. Amber Moore of lllinois is fourth (293), and Lindsay Bowen of Michigan State s third
(294). Kelly Mazzante of Penn State is second (357), while Maggie Lucas of Penn State is
the Big Ten record holder (365).

Bethany Doolittle is third all-time in program history with 223 career blocks. Tangela Smith
is second with 235.

Head Coach Lisa Bluder

Lisa Bluder (pronounced BLUE-dir), the all-time win-
ningest coach in program history, is in her 15th season as
head coach at the University of lowa and her 31st season as
a college head coach.

Under her direction, the Hawkeyes have advanced to 13
postseason appearances (11 NCAA and two WNIT) in 14
seasons, including NCAA Tournament berths in each of the
last seven seasons. lowa is the only team in the Big Ten, and
one of 14 in NCAA Division | women'’s basketball, to qualify
for the NCAA Tournament in each of the last seven years. There are 343 Division | teams.

The longest-tenured Big Ten coach, Bluder has posted a 292-169 (.629) record at lowa
and her career record stands at 648-311 (.674). Bluder surpassed Hall of Famer C. Vivian
Stringer (269 wins) as the all-time winningest coach in program history on Feb. 10,2014,
as the Hawkeyes defeated Northwestern, 90-84.

Bluder, 1-of-10 active major college coaches with 600 or more wins, is a three-time Big
Ten Coach of the Year (2001, 2008 and 2010) and two-time WBCA Regional Coach of the
Year (2001 and 2008). She has guided lowa to a winning record in 13 of her 14 years at
lowa, including 10 upper-division finishes in the challenging Big Ten Conference. Bluder,
who ranks fourth among Big Ten coaches all-time in league victories (138), has led lowa
to eight 20-win seasons in her 14 years, including six of the last seven years.

Bluder has coached numerous players to different awards in her 14 years in lowa City. She
has mentored 19 players to 40 All-Big Ten honors, including 11 first team picks, 11 second,
11 third and seven honorable mention selections. She has also had two Big Ten Freshman
of the Year award winners, two Big Ten Sixth Player of the Year recipients, six members of
the Big Ten All-Freshman team and three players named to the Big Ten All-Defensive team,
with Kachine Alexander earning the honor twice.

Five players during Bluder’s tenure have earned a total of six Women's Basketball Coaches
Association (WBCA) all-region team accolades and six players have earned a total of 11
honorable mention All-America honors.

With Bluder on the lowa sidelines, student-athletes have been named Academic All-Big
Ten 67 times, including a program-best eight honorees in 2011and 2012.The 67 honorees
equal the third-highest total in the Big Ten during the last 14 years.

In her 10 years at Drake, Bluder brought great success and tradition to the Bulldog
program and established herself as one of the top coaches in the country. She led Drake
to five 20-plus win seasons in her last six years, including five post-season appearances.
She guided the Bulldogs to eight Missouri Valley Conference Tournament appearances,
reaching the semifinals six times and winning the tournament four times. Bluder was also
named the Conference Coach of the Year three times at Drake.

Bluder began her coaching career at St. Ambrose, where she coached six successful
seasons, building the Bees into a NAIA powerhouse. During her tenure at St. Ambrose,
Bluder guided the Bees to four straight national tournaments, including two consecutive
Final Four appearances. The 1990 St. Ambrose team was ranked No. 1 and Bluder was
named the NAIA Converse Coach of the Year.

A graduate of Linn-Mar High School in Marion, lowa, Bluder was a three-year starter at
Northern lowa. She graduated from UNIin 1983 with a bachelor’s degree in marketing.

LOWA RANKED FOR THE 11TH-STRAIGHT WEEKTHIS SEASON:

lowa is No. 20 in this week's Associated Press Top-25 poll and No. 18 in the USA Today Coaches poll. lowa has been ranked in
each of the first 11 weeks this year: preseason (19/19), week 2 (18/18), week 3 (17/16), week 4 (22/19), week 5 (24/24), week 6
(23/24), week 7 (23/20), week 8 (20/20), week 9 (17/17), week 10 (22/21), and week 11 (20/18).

In the AP Poll, Maryland is the highest-ranked Big Ten team (No. 7), followed by Nebraska (No. 14), lowa (No. 20), Minnesota
(No. 21), and Rutgers (No. 25).

The Hawkeyes finished the 2013-14 season ranked 19th in the AP Top-25 poll, and 26th (receiving votes) in the USA Today
Coaches poll. lowa was ranked for eight weeks last season in the AP poll, and received votes in nine additional weeks.

lowa was picked to finish third behind Maryland and Michigan State in the 2014-15 Coaches Big Ten preseason rankings, while
senior Samantha Logic was named preseason All-Big Ten by league media and coaches.

Logic earned honorable mention All-America honors from the Associated Press and the WBCA as a junior last year. The Racine,
Wisconsin, native was a unanimous first team All-Big Ten selection by the coaches, and a first team selection by the media to become
the 18th lowa player to garner first team All-Big Ten honors -- the most of any Big Ten program.

HAWKEYES IN BIGTEN PLAY:

lowa head coach Lisa Bluder is a three-time Big Ten Coach of the Year (2001, 2008 and 2010). She has guided lowa to 10 upper-
division finishes in the Big Ten in 14 seasons. lowa won a share of the Big Ten regular season championship in 2008 and finished in
a three-way tie for second in 2009. The Hawkeyes clinched a share of the title in 2008 with a win at Wisconsin in the regular season
finale (March 2, 2008).

Since the 2008 season, lowa has finished first once, second twice, third twice, fourth once, and seventh once.

MOSTB1G VICTORIES;

Head coach Lisa Bluder has 143 career Big Ten victories (139-92), surpassing former Ohio State head coach Jim Foster (136)
for the fourth-most in league history. Rene Portland of Penn State has the most in conference history (176). Former Hawkeye head
coach and current Rutgers coach C. Vivian Stringer is second with 173 wins, and Karen Langeland of Michigan State has the third
most (156).

DIXON SETS 3-POINT RECORD IN WIN AT DRAKE:

Senior Melissa Dixon made 10 3-pointers (10-o0f-14) in lowa’s 100-98 win at Drake on Dec. 21, setting a new school record.
The previous school record was seven, accomplished five times in program history, twice by Dixon. The NCAA and Big Ten record for
3-pointers in a single game is 12. She finished with 31 points. Dixon was named to the Big Ten Player of the Week Honor Roll.
