Tennessee registered a 23-22 win over the Hawkeyes in the 1987 Kickoff Classic, played
in East Rutherford, New Jersey.

KIRK FERENTZ AS AN ASSISTANT

lowa head coach Kirk Ferentz was the Hawkeye offensive line coach when the Hawkeyes
last played in the TaxSlayer Bowl (1983).

Ferentz was also on the lowa staff when the Hawkeyes defeated Tennessee in the
1982 Peach Bowl (28-22) and lost to the Volunteers in the 1987 Kickoff Classic (23-22).

lowa is 11-12-0 all-time against the SEC, including a 4-3 mark in bowl| games. Following
are lowa’s bowl results against SEC opponents:

Big Ten Conference teams have played in the TaxSlayer Bowl on 10 previous occasions,
including the last four seasons (Penn State and Maryland also had appearances before
joining the Big Ten). The Big Ten is 4-6 in the event, including a 24-19 victory by Nebraska
over Georgia a year ago. lowa is 0-1 in the event, dropping a 14-6 decision to Florida in
the 1983 Gator Bowl. Ohio State was the first Big Ten team to participate, dropping a
17-15 decision to Clemson in 1978.

lowa has won two of its last three games in the state of Florida. lowa defeated Georgia
Tech, 24-14, in the 2010 Orange Bowl, and South Carolina, 31-10, in the 2009 Outback
Bowl. The Hawkeyes lost to LSU 21-14 in the 2014 Outback Bowl. lowa is 4-7 all-time
in the state of Florida.

lowa is 6-6 in games during the month of January. That included a 5-4 record on Jan.

Kirk Ferentz (pronounced FAIR-rintz,
rhymes with parents) is in his 16th season as
head football coach at lowa and is the dean
of Big Ten Conference football coaches. His
latest contract extension runs through the
2020 season.

Named Big Ten Conference Coach of the
Year in 2002, 2004 and 2009, joining
Hayden Fry, Bo Schembechler and Joe
Paterno as the only three-time recipients.
Guided lowa to Big Ten titles in 2002 and
2004.

Ferentz ranks ninth with 115 overall wins as a member of the Big
Ten Conference. He has 68 Big Ten wins, ninth all-time.

Named the 2002 Associated Press and Walter Camp National
Coach of the Year and AFCA Regional Coach of the Year.

lowa has made two BCS bowl appearances, including a 24-14 win
in the 2010 FedEx Orange Bowl.

lowa has played in seven January bowl games with four January
bowl victories (2004 Outback Bowl, 2005 Capital One Bowl, 2009
Outback Bowl and 2010 FedEx Orange Bowl).

lowa has posted a 106-63 (.627) overall mark and a 63-46 (.578)
Big Ten record since 2001. Ferentz has placed in the top one-half
of the conference nine times, including Big Ten titles in 2002 and
2004, and a second-place finish in 2009.

At lowa, Ferentz holds an overall record of 115-84 (.578) and a
68-60 (.531) mark in Big Ten games. In his 19th season as a college
head coach, he holds a career mark of 127-105 (.547). He had an
overall record of 12-21 at Maine from 1990-92.

Believed to be the only Division | head coach to coach three sons
at the same college. Brian, in his third season as lowa’s offensive
line coach, was a Hawkeye letterman from 2003-05. James was a
three-year starter on the Hawkeye offensive line before graduat-
ing in May, 2013. Steven is an offensive lineman in his third season.

SCHERFF EARNS OUTLAND TROPHY, ALL-AMERICA HONORS

Senior offensive lineman Brandon Scherff was named the Outland
Trophy winner Dec. 11 at The Home Depot College Football Awards
show at the Walt Disney World Resort. He is the fourth lowa Hawkeye
to earn the Outland Trophy, an award that is given to the outstanding
interior lineman in college football. lowa’s previous winners include
Calvin Jones (1955), Alex Karras (1957), and Robert Gallery (2003).

In addition, Scherff has earned unanimous Consensus All-America
honors.

As of 2009, the NCAA has recognized the All-America teams
selected by the Associated Press (AP); Football Writers Association
(FWAA), American Football Coaches Association (AFCA), Walter Camp
Foundation (WCFF) and Sporting News to determine consensus All-
Americans. Scherff was named to the first All-America team by each of
the five organizations and is one of 13 players to earn the unanimous
distinction.

In addition to the five outlets used in forming the consensus All-
America team, Scherff has been named first team All-America by
Sl.com, CBSSports.com, USA Today, Scout.com, College Sports Madness,
and Phil Steele. He was named the Rimington-Pace Offensive Lineman
of the Year in the Big Ten Conference, and earned first-team All-Big Ten
honors for the second straight season. He was also a semifinalist for
the Rotary Lombardi Award.

Scherff is a 6-foot-5, 320-pound left tackle who has started all
12 games this season. The native of Denison, lowa, has started 25
consecutive games since missing the final five games of the 2012 season
because of a major injury. He has 35 career starts.

SCHERFF LEADS ALL-BIG TEN RECOGNITION

Senior left tackle Brandon Scherff was named the Rimington-Pace
Big Ten Conference Offensive Lineman of the Year, along with earned
first team All-Big Ten honors for the second straight season.

Offensive lineman Austin Blythe, linebacker Quinton Alston and
defensive tackles Carl Davis and Louis Trinca-Pasat earned second-team
honors on the coach’s team. Big Ten media named DE Drew Ott to
the second team. lowa is the only team with three defensive linemen
named to the first and second teams.

Hawkeye players earning honorable mention recognition were
tight end Jake Duzey, safeties John Lowdermilk and Jordan Lomax,
cornerback Desmond King, wide receiver Tevaun Smith, and offensive
right tackle Andrew Donnal.

lowa finished the regular season 7-5 overall, 4-4 in the Big Ten, and bowl eligible for
the 13th time in the last 14 seasons. Since 1999, the Hawkeyes have won seven or
more games 11 times, including six of the last seven seasons.
Twelve Hawkeyes earned All-Big Ten honors, including LT Brandon Scherff, who was
named Rimington-Pace Offensive lineman of the year and first team All-Big Ten. Second
team coach’s honors went to OL Austin Blythe, LB Quinton Alston, DT Carl Davis, and
DT Louis Trinca-Pasat. Second team media honors went to DT Carl Davis and DL Drew
Ott. TE Jake Duzey, SS John Lowdermilk, FS Jordan Lomax, DB Desmond King, WR
Tevaun Smith, and RT Andrew Donnal earned honorable mention.
lowa is the only team with three defensive linemen named to the first or second All-
Big Ten teams.
lowa scored 30 or more points in five Big Ten games (3-2) for the first time since 2002,
when it scored 30 or more points in six Big Ten games. Under head coach Kirk Ferentz,
lowa is 62-7 when scoring 30 or more points.
The Hawkeyes averaged 31.2 point per game in Big Ten play, the highest average since
2002 (37.8), and the third-highest average since 1999 (2001, 32.6).
lowa has three road wins this season (3-2) and seven road wins over the last two
seasons (4-1 in 2013). It is the first time in the Ferentz era lowa has back-to-back
winning seasons on the road. lowa has five winning road records since 1999 (2002,
5-0; 2004, 3-2; 2009, 4-1; 2013, 4-1; 2014, 3-2).
lowa’s passing offense of 242 yards per game ranks sixth best for a single season.
In Big Ten games only, lowa’s pass offense ranked No. 2 in the league with 248.5
yards per game, its highest average since 2005 (263.5) and the third-highest average
under Kirk Ferentz (2004, 263.4).
In Big Ten games only, the Hawkeyes ranked No. 4 in total offense, averaging 417.2
yards per game, its highest average since 2005 and the second-highest average
under Kirk Ferentz.
In Big Ten games only, the Hawkeyes led the conference in pass defense, allowing
136.9 passing yards per game.
lowa’s defense allowed just 16 red-zone touchdowns, tied for the fewest in the
league.
Nineteen Hawkeyes have caught at least one pass this season (eight backs, seven
receivers, four tight ends). The Hawkeyes had 10 or more players record at least one
catch in four of their seven wins.
lowa has converted 14 fourth-down attempts, tied for the most in the Big Ten. The
Hawkeyes scored two touchdowns on fourth down (one pass, one rush).
The lowa defense forced 52 3-and-outs on 147 drives (35.3 percent). The Hawkeyes
forced 4.3 3-and-outs per game, the 22nd highest total in the country.
The Hawkeyes were the least penalized team in the Big Ten. lowa was flagged 42 times
for an average of 28.9 yards per game.
lowa totaled 587 yards of total offense and 304 yards rushing at lllinois. Both numbers
are season highs, and both rank No. 4 in the Kirk Ferentz era.
In four of lowa’s seven wins, the Hawkeyes recorded an interception on its
opponents’ final drive (CB Greg Mabin vs. UNI; FS Anthony Gair at Pitt; SS John
Lowdermilk at Purdue; FS Jordan Lomax vs. Indiana).
lowa has returned an interception for a touchdown in each of the last seven
seasons and 12 of the last 14 seasons. CB Desmond King returned an interception
for a touchdown (35 yards) against Indiana on Oct. 11, and SS John Lowdermilk
returned an interception (17 yards) against Nebraska on Nov. 28.
lowa used 17 first-time starters -- eight on offense (QB C.J. Beathard, C Tommy Gaul,
FB John Kenny, WR Jacob Hillyer, RB Jonathan Parker, FB Macon Plewa, OL Sean Welsh,
OL Ike Boettger), seven on defense (DE Nate Meier, LB Bo Bower, CB Maurice Fleming,
FS Anthony Gair, LB Josey Jewell, CB Greg Mabin, LB Reggie Spearman), and two on
special teams (P Dillon Kidd and K Marshall Koehn).
Three true freshmen have seen action -- K Mick Ellis, LB Ben Niemann and DB Miles

106 yards on 15 carries.

game with a carry since Brandon Wegher in 2009 (vs. lowa
State).

e Named Big Ten Freshman of the Week following his 106-yard
rushing game against Northwestern.

e Rushed for 106 yards to become 1-of-4 different Hawkeyes
to lead team in rushing in any single game this season
(Weisman 8; Wadley 2; Rudock 1; T. Smith 1).

LB Josey Jewell has started the last three games in place of
LB Travis Perry. Jewell’s first career start was at lllinois. Perry
had three career starts to his credit before being injured
at Minnesota and missing the final three games. LB Reggie
Spearman started lowa’s first seven games, the first starts of
his career.

LB Quinton Alston and LB Bo Bower have started every game
this season. Entering this year, lowa’s linebackers combined
for two career starts, one by Alston and one by Perry.

Perry recorded five tackles and registered his first career
sack in his first start this year against Northwestern. Perry and
Jewell recorded career highs in tackles at Minnesota. Perry
made six stops, while Jewell was credited with nine tackles.
e Alston ranks third on the team with 83 tackles.

e lowa’s linebackers have combined for 16.5 tackles for loss
this season.
o Allfive linebackers -- Alston, Bower, Jewell, Perry, Spearman

-- have at least one sack.

e Alston has two forced fumbles and is tied for second on the
team with five breakups.
e Bower has two of lowa’s 12 interceptions.

THE NEXT NEXT-MEN-IN

Redshirt freshman LB Josey Jewell started the last three
games in place of injured LB Travis Perry. Jewell’s start against
Illinois was the first of his career. He is the third linebacker
this season to record his first career start (Bo Bower, Reggie
Spearman). Senior LB Quinton Alston and junior LB Travis Perry
each had one career start prior to this season.

Fifth-year senior C Tommy Gaul started lowa’s last six games
at center, his first six career starts. Gaul played the majority
of lowa’s game against Indiana on Oct. 11, entering the game
on lowa’s opening drive when RG Jordan Walsh left due to
injury. Starting center Austin Blythe slid to right guard, and
Gaul handled snaps the rest of the game. Gaul, a Des Moines
native, joined lowa as a walk-on in 2010. He appeared in one
game in 2011, and two games in 2013.

2 HAWKEYES EARN ACADEMIC ALL-DISTRICT HONORS

Senior running back Mark Weisman and junior defensive back
Jordan Lomax were named to the Capital One Academic All-
District 6 first team. Weisman was later named a second team
Academic All-American.

Weisman holds a 3.32 grade point average and is majoring in
health and human physiology. He earned academic All-Big Ten
recognition in 2012 and 2013. He is a three-time honoree on
the Ul Dean’s List.

Lomax earned academic All-Big Ten honors in 2013. He is an
economics major and carries a 3.52 grade point average. Lomax
has also earned Dean’s List recognition in three semesters.

In the last 16 seasons, under Ul head coach Kirk Ferentz, 24
lowa football student-athletes have combined to earn academic
All-District and All-America recognition on 45 occasions.

55 AND COUNTING

The Hawkeyes have played 55 consecutive games without a
missed or blocked PAT, the longest streak of any school in the
nation. lowa has converted on 164 consecutive PATs during the
streak.

GLANCE AT THE SCHEDULE

e lowa played five games following its opponent’s bye week
(lowa State, Maryland, Northwestern, Minnesota, and lllinois).
The Hawkeyes were 2-3 in those contests.

e The Hawkeyes defeated Purdue in their Big Ten opener on Sept.
27. It marked the 12th time in Kirk Ferentz’ 16 years at lowa
that the Hawkeyes opened the conference season on the road.

e lowa played only two games during the month of October (1-1).

e The Hawkeyes did not face Big Ten opponents Michigan,
Michigan State, Ohio State, Penn State, and Rutgers.

2 E. E RE D B

QB Jake Rudock passed for more yards (572) through the
first two games of the season than any quarterback in program
history. His completions (64) and attempts (93) were also more
than any other quarterback through two games.

As a team, lowa’s 592 passing yards (66-0f-96) were the most
through two games since 1985 when Chuck Long and Marc
Vlasic threw for a combined 671 yards (44-of-74) against Drake
and Northern lllinois.

lowa’s 55 passes in Week 2 against Ball State marked the
highest number of pass attempts for an lowa team under Kirk
Ferentz since the 2006 Outback Bowl (55 vs. Florida). lowa’s 35
completions against Ball State were the second most under Kirk
Ferentz (36 vs. Indiana in 1999).

Kirk Ferentz is in his 16th season as lowa’s head football coach
and ranks second in longevity among FBS head coaches. Ferentz
is first among Big Ten coaches and nationally ranks behind
Virginia Tech’s Frank Beamer. Ferentz is tied for third with Bob
Stoops of Oklahoma.

[OWA PROGRAM NOTES
lowa has 104 wins since 2002. Only 23 programs across
the country have 100 or more wins since the start of the
2002 season.

Including 2014, the Hawkeyes have earned bowl eligibility
in 13 of the last 14 seasons.

lowa earned Big Ten Conference championships in 2002 and
2004 and placed second in 2009. lowa (8-0, 2002) is one of
three Big Ten teams to post a perfect mark in conference
play since 1998 (BCS era).

lowa has ranked in the top 10 in the final Associated Press
and CNN/USA Today coaches polls in four of the past 11
seasons, including a ranking of seventh in both polls at the
conclusion of the 2009 season. lowa ranked eighth in 2002,
2003 and 2004 and the Hawkeyes were also 20th in 2008.
lowa established a school record with 11 wins in 2002 (11-
2) and matched that record in 2009. In 2009, lowa started
9-0 and won 10 regular season games for just the fourth
time in school history.

lowa won 10 or more games in three consecutive years
(2002-04) for the first time in school history.

Kirk Ferentz has been named Big Ten Coach of the Year three
times (2002, 2004 & 2009) and he was named National
Coach of the Year in 2002. Ferentz joins Michigan’s Bo
Schembechler (four), lowa’s Hayden Fry (three) and Penn
State’s Joe Paterno (three) as the only coaches to be
honored in more than two seasons.

lowa has had national award winners in: Robert Gallery
(2003 Outland, Top Lineman); Brad Banks (2002 Davey
O’Brien, Top Quarterback; 2002 Associated Press National
Player of the Year); Dallas Clark (2002 Mackey, Top Tight
End); Nate Kaeding (2002 Groza, Top Kicker); Shonn Greene
(2008 Doak Walker, Top Running Back).

lowa has appeared in the final Associated Press poll 22
times in program history, a total that ranks 25th-best in
the country.

lowa’s football record in the 2000 decade was 80-45 (.640), a
record that ranks as the best decade in lowa football history,
based on total wins. lowa posted a record of 77-40-4 (.652)
during the 1980’s and the Hawkeyes were 62-53-2 (.538)
in the 1990’s.

Part of the Hawkeyes’ long term success is due to the
stability in the program. lowa has had just two head coaches
since 1979. Hayden Fry took over prior to the 1979 season
and coached through the 1998 season, posting a record of
143-89-6. Current coach Kirk Ferentz replaced Fry, leading
the program for the last 15-plus seasons. Ferentz also
served as lowa’s offensive line coach from 1981-89 under
Fry.

lowa fans are known for their support of Hawkeye athletics,
and the attendance figures from 2012-13 support that claim.
lowa was one of four programs in the nation to rank among
the top 25 in attendance for football, men’s basketball and

women’s basketball events in 2013-14. In addition, lowa was the
only program in the nation to rank among the top 25 in attendance
a year ago in football, men’s basketball, women’s basketball, and
wrestling. lowa sold an estimated 11,000 tickets to the 2014
Outback Bowl, with more than 15,000 Hawkeye fans attending
the game in Tampa. lowa sold 95 percent of it bowl game ticket
allotment, the highest percentage of any bowl team.

BALL AND THE NFL

e There are 29 Hawkeyes currently active in the NFL.
e At least one lowa Hawkeye has been selected in every NFL Draft

since 1978.

e Since 2010, lowa has had 22 players drafted in the NFL. Among Big

Ten teams, only Ohio State (23) has more. lowa has had three first
round picks in the last five NFL drafts, only Wisconsin (4) has more
among league teams.

e lowa had 18 players drafted from 2010-12. Six Hawkeyes were

drafted in each of those years, including three first round picks (OL
Bryan Bulaga, 2010; DE Adrian Clayborn, 2011; OL Riley Reiff, 2012).

e lowa and Alabama were the only two college football programs

to have a first round draft selection following the 2009, 2010 and
2011 seasons.

e lowa had six players drafted in the 2012 NFL Draft, which tied for

the most in the Big Ten and tied for fourth in the country.

e In NFL 2011 regular season statistics, former Hawkeye linebackers

Chad Greenway (Minnesota) and Pat Angerer (Indianapolis) finished
third and fourth, respectively, in tackles.

e Former Hawkeyes Marshal Yanda (Baltimore OL) and Chad

Greenway (Minnesota LB) were named to the Pro Bowl for the
first time in their respective NFL careers in 2012. Greenway was a
repeat selection in 2013.

e Three former Hawkeyes were involved in the 2012 Super Bowl. DB

Tyler Sash played for the Super Bowl champion New York Giants,
while LB Jeff Tarpinian was on the injured reserve roster of the
New England Patriots. Former lowa center Brian Ferentz, now is
his second year as lowa’s offensive line coach, was New England’s
tight ends coach.

e Former lowa DB Sean Considine and OL Marshal Yanda won Super

Bowl rings with the 2012 Baltimore Ravens in the 2013 Super Bowl.

e Everylowa senior starting tight end (10) under Kirk Ferentz has been

drafted in the NFL or made an NFL team in his first year as a rookie.

e All 11 members of lowa’s starting defensive unit in 2008 were either

drafted or signed to NFL free agent contracts following the drafts.

e QOver the past 12 years, 114-0f-128 (89 percent) of lowa’s senior

starters have been drafted in the NFL or signed NFL free agent
contracts.

HAWKEYE HISTORY

lowa has played 1,192 games since beginning football in 1889.
lowa’s overall record is 613-540-39 (.531). That includes a 386-213-16
(.641) record in home games, a 227-327-23 (.412) record in games
away from lowa City, a 306-366-25 (.457) mark in Big Ten games and
a 269-177-15 (.600) record in Kinnick Stadium.
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
