HELLER'S YEAR-BY-YEAR RECORD

ABOUT HEAD COACH RICK HELLER

Rick Heller has turned the University of lowa
baseball program into a perennial Big Ten Confer-
ence and NCAA contender in his first six seasons
as the Hawkeyes' head coach.

Heller has injected new life into the lowa pro-
gram, leading the Hawkeyes to the 204 victories
-- an average of 34 wins per season -- advancing
to two NCAA Regionals, and claiming the first
Big Ten Tournament title in program history.

The 2017 title was lowa's first since winning the
regular season crown in 1990.

The Eldon, lowa, native became the 20th head
coach in program history in 2013 -- his fourth
stop as a collegiate head coach. He has enjoyed
stints at lowa (2014-present), Indiana State
(2009-13), Northern lowa (1999-2009), and
Upper lowa (1987-99), leading all four schools to
NCAA postseason play. He is one of nine coaches
all-time and one of five active coaches to lead
three different Division | programs to NCAA
Regional play.

In 32 seasons as a head coach, Heller owns a
career record of 894-698-4. He is one of two lowa
head coaches to lead the program to the NCAA
Tournament.

« Highlighted by series wins over No. 19 Oklahoma
State, No. 23 Illinois, No. 30 Nebraska, and No. 18
UClrvine, the Hawkeyes finished last season with
a31-24 overall record to mark lowa's and head
coach Rick Heller's sixth straight 30-win season.
lowa's six straight seasons of 30 or more wins is
the longest stretch since posting seven straight
30-win seasons from 1979-85.

« Finishing sixth in the Big Ten at 12-12, lowa
qualified for the Big Ten Tournament for a record
sixth straight season. lowa upset top-seeded In-
diana in the first round, before bowing out of the
conference tournament with losses to Nebraska
and Minnesota.

« lowa's six straight series wins from March 29 to
May 4 were the most consecutively since 2015.

- lowa returns five starters, its designated hitter,
2/3 of its starting rotation, 11 total pitchers, and
22 letterwinners in 2020.

- Offensively, the Hawkeyes return 71.7 percent

« lowa's starting rotation, that lost Friday-night
starter Cole McDonald (6-3, 3.54 ERA) to the MLB
Draft, will feature LHP Jack Dreyer, RHP Grant
Judkins, and RHP Duncan Davitt for opening
weekend.

« Dreyer, a redshirt sophomore from Johnston,
lowa, who missed all but two starts of 2019

with a shoulder injury, will man the No. 1 spot.

In his first start of last season, he punched out

over Pittshurgh. Dreyer posted a 3.69 ERA over
