¢ Junior Brady Ellingson started the first game of his career, registering seven points and
posting season bests in assists (5), rebounds (4), and steals (2).

¢ |owa made 11 3-pointers in the contest, including sinking its last four attempts of the
first half. The Hawkeyes attempted 36 triples, the second most in a single-game in the
Fran McCaffery era.

¢ lowa owned the glass, pulling down 22 more rebounds than the Cyclones (53-31).

e All 11 players who played in the game recorded at least two points for lowa.

¢ lowa leading scorer, Tyler Cook, was held to a season-low two points. However, the
sophomore forward dished out a career-best five assists and grabbed eight rebounds.

e Three Cyclone starters scored in double figures: Lindell Wiggington (24), Nick Weiler-
Babb (15), and Donovan Jackson (12).

HEAD COACH FRAN McCAFFERY

Fran McCaffery, who is signed through the 2020
season, is in his eighth season as the head basket-
ball coach at the University of lowa and his 22nd
year overall as a college head coach. McCaffery has
reached the 20-win plateau eight of the last 11 sea-
sons, including four of the last five years.

McCaffery spent five seasons (2005-10) as the
head coach at Siena, six years at UNC-Greensboro
(1999-2005) and three seasons at Lehigh (1985-88)
before joining the Hawkeyes.

McCaffery has three decades of Division | coach-
ing experience. He completed his 35th season as a
collegiate coach in 2017, which includes 21 years as a head coach and 14 as
an assistant. McCaffery is one of 12 coaches to lead four different Division |
teams to the NCAA Tournament.

McCaffery, 57, holds a career mark of 392-283 (.580) and guided his teams
to 11 postseason appearances (seven NCAA and four NIT). He is 141-107
(.569) at lowa. McCaffery led lowa to NCAA Tournament victories in two of
the last three years (2015 and 2016), the first time Hawkeye teams have won
tournament games in consecutive seasons since 1996-97.

Since taking over the lowa program in 2010, the Hawkeyes have earned
six postseason tournament berths (3 NCAA, 3 NIT). McCaffery coached lowa
to 25 victories in 2013, equaling the second-most win total in program his-
tory. McCaffery has guided five different Hawkeyes to all-conference honors,
including four straight first team honorees. The last time lowa had four con-
secutive first-team all-league honorees was 1945-48.

McCaffery has posted upper division finishes in each of the past five sea-
sons at lowa and 17 of 21 seasons as a head coach. He has posted 20 wins or
more eight of the last 11 seasons, including four of the last five years at lowa
(2013, 2014, 2015, and 2016).

McCaffery and the Hawkeyes have made Carver-Hawkeye Arena one of
the most feared arenas to play nationally. Fans have embraced McCaffery
and his team’s style of play with attendance increasing by more than 50 per-
cent since 2010. The Hawkeyes boast a 73-17 (.811) home record the last five
seasons, which includes a school-record 18 wins in 2014.

McCaffery’s five years at Siena were the best in its 70-year history. He led
the Saints on an incredible run that ended with three straight Metro Atlantic
Athletic Conference championships and NCAA Tournament appearances. In
so doing, Siena became the only program in the country to win its regular
season and postseason title 2008-10.

McCaffery’s Saints owned a 112-51 (.687) record in his five years with the
program. He guided the Saints to four consecutive 20-win seasons.

The 2009 MAAC Coach of the Year and 2010 District | Coach of the Year is
the third winningest coach, by percentage, in league history (68-22, .756). He
is the only coach to guide a MAAC program to two NCAA Tournament wins.
McCaffery led his 2008 and 2009 teams to first round NCAA Tournament
victories over Vanderbilt and Ohio State, respectively.

In his final two seasons at Siena, he coached the Saints to back-to-back
27-win campaigns and boasted a combined 39-3 (.929) record against MAAC
opponents, which included MAAC Tournament contests.

McCaffery began his coaching career as an assistant at Penn (1982-83)
and Lehigh (1983-85). After three seasons as head coach at Lehigh, he spent
11 seasons as an assistant at Notre Dame (1988-99).

McCaffery played basketball at Wake Forest his freshman year (1977-78)
and then concluded his collegiate playing career at Penn his final three sea-
sons (1979-82).

He earned his B.S. degree in Economics from The Wharton School (Penn)
in 1982. McCaffery also earned a Master of Education from Lehigh in 1985.

TIN THERN UNIVERSITY

e Southern University lost its first five games of the season by an average of 24 points,
all on the road. The Jaguars lost their season opener, 102-55, at lllinois.

e The Jaguars have played six of their eight games on the road, losing all six. Southern
will play at Central Florida on Saturday at noon (CT) and then travel to lowa City for
Sunday’s nonconference game.

¢ Nine players on Southern’s roster of 16 have redshirted. Twelve of the 16 players are
upperclassmen (seven juniors and five seniors).

e Senior forward Jared Sam is the only Jaguar to average double figures in scoring, av-
eraging 16.6 points per contest. He also leads the squad in rebounding (7.6). Sam has
recorded a team-best three double-doubles this season.

e Southern has been outrebounded by an average of 5.4 rebounds per game and aver-
age 66 percent from the foul line. Junior guard Eddie Reese is the only Jaguar to have
made more than 10 3-pointers (17). Reese has attempted nearly double the amount
of 3-pointers than any other player on the roster.

e Morris Scott is serving as Southern’s interim head coach for the 2017-18 season after
stints as an assistant coach and then associate head coach for the Jaguars. Scott is in his
seventh year on the Southern coaching staff. During his time on the Southern bench,
the Jaguars have made two NCAA Tournament appearances (with two SWAC tourna-
ment titles - 2013 and 2016) and won a SWAC regular season championship (2014).

Other than games against Louisiana (.367), Virginia Tech (.333), and Indiana (.385), the
Hawkeyes have shot the basketball well. The Hawkeyes have shot 50 percent or better in
five of their 10 games, including shooting a white-hot 60 percent against UAB on Nov. 22.
The Hawkeyes shot 59.6 percent against Chicago State, 54.3 percent versus Grambling
State, 50.9 percent versus South Dakota State and 50.9 percent against Penn State. lowa
is shooting 47 percent from the field.

GARZA SHINES IN EARLY SEASON GAVIES

Freshman Luka Garza ranks second on the team in rebounding (6.3), first in blocked shots
(1.3), second in free throw attempts (39), and is fifth in scoring (7.6).

Garza became just the second Hawkeye in the last 20 years to register 16 points and
five rebounds in their debut (Aaron White in 2011).

Garza followed up that performance against Chicago State (16 points, 5 rebounds) with
adouble-double against Alabama State. The native of Washington, D.C. had 11 points and
a game-best 13 rebounds. Garza is the fifth Hawkeye to post a double-double in either
his first or second game over the last 20 years, joining Dean Oliver, Reggie Evans, Devon
Archie, and Aaron White. Garza’s efforts in those first two wins garnered the forward Big
Ten Freshman of the Week accolades.

Sophomore forward Cordell Pems| had successful sports hernia surgery in May. Pems| did
not participate in the Prime Time League nor lowa’s exhibition games overseas.

Pemsl| is averaging 5.8 points and 5.7 rebounds after 10 contests. The native of
Dubuque, lowa, reached double figures for the third time this season, scoring 10 points
and snagging eight rebounds before leaving Thursday’s game at lowa State due to injury.

Pemsl netted a game-high 15 points in lowa’s win over Alabama State on Nov. 12. He had
a personal-best 14 rebounds and a career-best six assists at Virginia Tech. The 14 boards
against the Hokies are the third most by a Big Ten player this season.

Pemsl started 14 of 34 games a year ago, averaging 8.9 points and five rebounds per
contest. The forward shot a single-season school record 61.7 percent (116-0f-188) from
the field his during freshman campaign.

Last year as a redshirt freshman playing alongside honorable
mention All-American Peter Jok, Isaiah Moss averaged 6.5 points
per game. Through 10 games his sophomore campaign, the native
of Chicago is averaging 11.6 points per contest, a +5.1 points per
game improvement.

Moss has netted double figures in seven of 10 games this sea-
son. He is shooting 42 percent from the field and has missed only
one free throw in 18 attempts.

BOHANNON NAMED CANDIDATE FOR BOB COUSY AWARD

Sophomore Jordan Bohannon is on the 20-player watch list for the
2018 Bob Cousy Point Guard of the Year Award. The annual honor
recognizes the top point guards in Division | men’s college basket-
ball. A national committee comprised of top college basketball
personnel determined the watch list of 20 candidates.

Bohannon joins Minnesota’s Nate Mason and Bryant Mcintosh
of Northwestern as the only Big Ten student-athletes on the na-
tional list.

The native of Marion, lowa, has had a great start to the 2017-
18 campaign, dishing out a team-best 44 assists, and averaging a
team-best 13.3 points. He is shooting 47.7 percent (31-of-65) from
3-point range and 84.6 percent (22-0f-26) from the free throw line.
He is averaging 3.1 3-pointers made per game, which ranks first in
the league and 17th in the country.

Bohannon, one of five players named to the All-Big Ten Fresh-
man Team, led the Hawkeyes in assists (175) and 3-pointers made

22 (29 points on 8-of-11 shooting from the field and 13-0f-16 from
the free throw line).

Cook ranks 11th in the league in rebounding (7.1) and 24th in
league scoring (13.3). He has one double-double to his credit this
season (Penn State).

Not only has Cook done a good job getting to the free throw line,
but making his foul shots. Cook ranks 44th nationally in free throw
attempts (62) and 64th in free throw makes (44).

CONNOR McCAFFERY TO PLAY FRESHMAN SEASON

Freshman guard Connor McCaffery announced his decision earlier
this month to play his freshman season on the basketball court.
McCaffery will join the baseball team upon conclusion of the bas-
ketball season. A decision as to whether or not McCaffery will red-
shirt baseball this spring will be determined at that time.

However, the guard’s start to his freshman year has been off to a
slow start. After playing in lowa’s two exhibition games, McCaffery
missed lowa’s first 10 regular season games. McCaffery sat out the
first two games due to a sprained ankle, while he missed lowa’s
last eight outings due to illness (mono).

(89), and was third in scoring (10.9 ppg). He was one of only two
freshmen in the country over the last 25 seasons to register 175+
assists and 85+ 3-pointers. His 89 triples shattered lowa’s single-
season freshman record, besting Matt Gatens’ previous mark of
52 set in 2009. Bohannon’s 175 assists are the most by an lowa
freshman and rank eighth-best by any Hawkeye player in a single
season. He finished the season by posting a school-record three
straight double-doubles in points and assists (Indiana, South Da-
kota, and TCU). Bohannon helped lead lowa to a win at nationally-
ranked Maryland, draining eight 3-pointers (8-of-10) -- the most by
a Hawkeye rookie and one shy of Chris Kingsbury’s school record.

LRIPLEPLAY

Jordan Bohannon finished his rookie season with a flurry, posting a
school-record three straight double-doubles in points and assists.

Bohannon tallied 24 points and 10 assists against Indiana at
the Big Ten Tournament on March 9. The native of Marion, lowa,
then registered 19 points and 11 assists against South Dakota on
March 15 in the first round of the NIT. Bohannon bested that per-
formance again on March 19, posting personal bests in scoring
(25) and assists (13). The 13 helpers are the most by a Hawkeye in
a postseason game.
