Freshman Joe Wieskamp made his first 3-pointer of the game on a banked 3-pointer with

0.2 seconds left to propel the visiting Hawkeyes to a 71-69 win at Rutgers on Saturday.

¢ |lowa led the Scarlet Knights by two points (68-66) in the closing seconds before Geo
Baker rattled home a 3-pointer with 3.3 seconds remaining to give Rutgers a one-point
advantage (69-68) before Wieskamp’s heroics.

e Nicholas Baer had six points and four rebounds, but he had a +12 plus-minus, and
tipped Connor McCaffery’s long inbounds pass from underneath lowa’s own basket to
Joe Wieskamp for the game-winner.

e Three Hawkeyes netted double figures: Jordan Bohannon (18), Isaiah Moss (17), and
Tyler Cook (12).

e Jordan Bohannon made three 3-pointers to move into sole possession of second place
on lowa’s all-time 3-pointers made list. Bohannon netted 15 of his 18 points in the
second half.

e The game featured eight ties and 13 lead changes.

e Four Rutgers players scored in double figures: Ron Harper Jr. (16), Geo Baker (13),
Myles Johnson (10), and Eugene Omoruyi (10).

HEAD COACH FRAN McCAFFERY

Fran McCaffery, who is signed through the 2023
season, is in his ninth season as the head basket-
ball coach at the University of lowa and his 23rd
year overall as a college head coach. McCaffery
has reached the 20-win plateau eight of the last 12
seasons, including four of the last six years.

McCaffery spent five seasons (2005-10) as the
head coach at Siena, six years at UNC-Greensboro
(1999-2005) and three seasons at Lehigh (1985-
88) before joining the Hawkeyes.

McCaffery has three decades of Division | coach-
ing experience. He completed his 36th season as a
collegiate coach in 2018, which includes 22 years as a head coach and 14 as
an assistant. McCaffery is one of 12 coaches to lead four different Division |
teams to the NCAA Tournament.

McCaffery, 59, holds a career mark of 421-302 (.582) and guided his
teams to 11 postseason appearances (seven NCAA & four NIT). He is 170-
125 (.576) at lowa; the third winningest coach in program history. McCaf-
fery led lowa to NCAA Tournament wins in two of the last four years (2015
& 2016), the first time Hawkeye teams have won tournament games in
consecutive seasons since 1996-97.

Since taking over the lowa program in 2010, the Hawkeyes have earned
six postseason tournament berths (3 NCAA, 3 NIT). McCaffery coached lowa
to 25 victories in 2013, equaling the second-most win total in program his-
tory. McCaffery has guided five different Hawkeyes to all-conference honors,
including four straight first team honorees. The last time lowa had four con-
secutive first-team all-league honorees was 1945-48.

McCaffery has posted upper division finishes in five of the last six seasons
at lowa and 17 of 22 seasons as a head coach. He has posted 20 wins or
more eight of the last 12 seasons, including four of the last six years at lowa
(2013, 2014, 2015, and 2016).

McCaffery and the Hawkeyes have made Carver-Hawkeye Arena one of
the most feared arenas to play nationally. Fans have embraced McCaffery
and his team’s style of play with attendance increasing by more than 50
percent since 2010. The Hawkeyes boast a 82-23 (.781) home record the last
six seasons, which includes a school-record 18 wins in 2014.

McCaffery’s five years at Siena were the best in its 70-year history. He led
the Saints on an incredible run that ended with three straight Metro Atlantic
Athletic Conference championships and NCAA Tournament appearances.

McCaffery’s Saints owned a 112-51 (.687) record in his five years with the
program. He guided the Saints to four consecutive 20-win seasons. McCaffery’s
achievements earned the head coach Siena Hall of Fame recognition in 2017.

The 2009 MAAC Coach of the Year and 2010 District | Coach of the Year
is the third winningest coach, by percentage, in league history (68-22, .756).
He is the only coach to guide a MAAC program to two NCAA Tournament
wins. McCaffery led his 2008 and 2009 teams to first round NCAA Tourna-
ment victories over Vanderbilt and Ohio State, respectively.

In his final two seasons at Siena, he coached the Saints to back-to-back
27-win campaigns and boasted a combined 39-3 (.929) record against MAAC
opponents, which included MAAC Tournament contests.

McCaffery began his coaching career as an assistant at Penn (1982-83)
and Lehigh (1983-85). After three seasons as head coach at Lehigh, he spent
11 seasons as an assistant at Notre Dame (1988-99).

McCaffery played basketball at Wake Forest his freshman year (1977-78)
and then concluded his collegiate playing career at Penn his final three sea-
sons (1979-82).

He earned his B.S. degree in Economics from The Wharton School (Penn)
in 1982. McCaffery also earned a Master of Education from Lehigh in 1985.

Tuesday will be Maryland’s third visit to lowa City. lowa won the first meeting inside

Carver-Hawkeye Arena on Feb. 8, 2015 (71-55), while the Terrapins were victorious on
their last trip to lowa City (84-76) over two years ago on Jan. 19, 2017.

The first three meetings between lowa and Maryland were played on neutral floors:

Honolulu (1984), Baltimore (1999), and New York City (2013).

SCOUTING MARYIAND

Maryland enters Tuesday’s game having won 10 of its last 14 basketball games. The
Terrapins dropped its last outing, 65-52, at nationally-ranked Michigan.

The Terrapins are 5-4 in true road games, including a 4-4 record in road contests during
conference play. Tuesday will be the fourth time Maryland will be on the road in five
contests.

In Maryland’s last game against the Wolverines, the Terrapins shot 36 percent (20-of-
55) from the field, including 27 percent (6-o0f-22) from 3-point range. Three Terrapins
netted double figures: Aaron Wiggins (15), Bruno Fernando (12), and Anthony Cowan
(10). Michigan led by as many as 15 points in the first half. Maryland out-rebounded
the Wolverines by nine (39-30).

Three starters average in double figures for Maryland: Anthony Cowan (15.8), Bruno
Fernando (14.5), and Jalen Smith (11.8). Fernando also leads the team in rebounding
(10.6) and blocked shots (1.9). Two Terrapins have made 50 or more 3-pointers: Aaron
Wiggins (52-0f-122, .426) and Anthony Cowan (51-of-154, .331).

Maryland ranks first in the Big Ten in rebound margin (+9.9); second in blocked shots
(4.7) and field goal percentage defense (.396); third in free throw percentage (.737);
and fifth in 3-point percentage (.362), scoring defense (64.6) and scoring offense (72.8).
Individually, Bruno Fernando ranks first in the conference in field goal percentage (.661),
second in rebounding (10.6), third in blocked shots (1.9), and 16th in scoring (14.5).
Anthony Cowan Jr. ranks fourth in the league in assists (4.5), fifth in free throw accuracy
(.832), and eighth in scoring (15.8).

Tuesday’s game features three of the Big Ten’s top 3-point shooters. lowa’s Isaiah
Moss (.453) and Joe Wieskamp (.449) rank first and second, respectively, followed by
Maryland’s Eric Ayala (.448), who is third.

Mark Turgeon is in his eighth season as head coach at Maryland (176-88, .667) and
21st year overall as a head coach (426-247, .633).

lowa assistant coach Sherman Dillard began his coaching career at Maryland, spending
six seasons (1979-85) as an assistant coach. Dillard helped coach the Terrapins to four
20-win seasons and five NCAA Tournaments. The 1980, 1984 and 1985 squads reached
the Sweet 16, while the 1984 team won the ACC Tournament.

Six Maryland players scored in double figures in a 91-73 win over lowa on Jan. 7, 2018,
inside the XFINITY Center in College Park, Maryland.

lowa made 10 of its first 14 3-point attempts, finishing the game making 52 percent
(11-of-21) from long distance. The Hawkeyes made seven more triples than Maryland.
Sophomore Isaiah Moss led all scorers with a career-high 25 points, bolstered by 4-of-6
shooting from 3-point range. Backcourt mate Jordan Bohannon contributed 17 points
and five assists. Bohannon scored 15 of his 17 points via the 3-point shot.

lowa led 64-61 midway through the second half before Maryland ended the game on
a 30-9 run covering the final 10:17.

Maryland attempted 15 more free throws and made 13 more foul shots than lowa.
The Terrapins shot 56.7 percent from the field, making 34 of their 60 attempts.
Anthony Cowan had 15 points, seven assists and zero turnovers directing Maryland’s
offense. Other Terrapins in double figures included Bruno Fernando (21), Darryl Morsell
(14), Mical Cekovsky (13), and Kevin Huerter (12).

The game featured four ties and eight lead changes.

This contest was the only meeting between lowa and Maryland last season.
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lowa won its last two contests in thrilling fashion, upending North-

western and Rutgers on last-second 3-pointers. The last time the

Hawkeyes won back-to-back games at the buzzer was 2002. Luke

Recker sank game-winning baskets over Wisconsin (58-56) and

Indiana (62-60) at the Big Ten Tournament in Indianapolis.

e Junior Jordan Bohannon scored the game-winning 3-pointer
with 0.6 seconds remaining to lift the Hawkeyes to an 80-79
win over Northwestern on Feb. 10. Bohannon scored all 15 of
his points in the second half, including 13 points in the final
3:20. Northwestern led lowa by 15 points (72-57) with 4:30 left
in the game and 11 points (76-65) with 2:09 remaining. lowa
out-scored Northwestern 23-7 to rally for the victory.

¢ Freshman Joe Wieskamp made his first 3-pointer of the game on
a banked 3-pointer with 0.2 seconds left to propel the visiting
Hawkeyes to a 71-69 win at Rutgers on Feb. 16. lowa led the
Scarlet Knights by two points in the closing seconds before Geo
Baker rattled home a 3-pointer with 3.3 seconds remaining to
give Rutgers a one-point advantage before Wieskamp’s heroics.

Bohannon led lowa to a pair of victories over Indiana (Feb. 7) and
Northwestern (Feb. 10), averaging 20 points, 4.5 assists and one
steal, while shooting 66.7 percent (8-12) from 3-point range and
54.5 percent (12-22) from the field.

The native of Marion, lowa, tied a season best with 25 points and
also dished out a team-best six assists with no turnovers ina 77-72
win at Indiana. Bohannon scored lowa’s final 11 points, including
going 5-of-6 from the free throw line, over the final 90 seconds to
preserve the win at Assembly Hall.

Bohannon netted all 15 of his points over the final 5:28 of Sun-
day’s win over Northwestern to cap a 15-point lowa comeback over
the final 4:30, including sinking the game-winning 3-pointer with
0.6 seconds remaining. The last second win was lowa’s first since
Adam Woodbury’s last second game-winner over Temple on March
18, 2016, in the first round of the NCAA Tournament. Bohannon’s
game-winning triple was the 239th of his career to tie Matt Gatens
for second all-time in program history. Bohannon made two treys
in the final 25 seconds against the Wildcats.

Fran McCaffery and the lowa Hawkeyes reached the 20-win plateau
for the fifth time in seven seasons with its win at Rutgers. McCaf-
fery joins Lute Olson (6) and Tom Davis (10) as the only lowa head
coaches to win 20 or more games in at least five seasons. Both
Olson and Davis had 20+ wins over a span of six of seven seasons.

MOSS FILLIN'ITUP
Redshirt junior Isaiah Moss has been on fire shooting the basketball
the last eight games. Moss is 18-0f-30 (.600) from 3-point range
during that span. The Chicago native made all four 3-point attempts
at Penn State -- all in the first half -- was 5-of-6 from long distance
versus lllinois and 6-0f-10 at Minnesota on Jan. 27.

Moss ranks first in the Big Ten in 3-point accuracy (.453).

Jordan Bohannon joined classmate Tyler Cook in the 1,000-point
club on Jan. 12. Bohannon is 60 assists from becoming the sixth
Hawkeye to amass 1,000 points and 500 assists. Bohannon also sur-
passed Matt Gatens for second in career triples made as a Hawkeye
with his three treys in lowa’s road victory at Rutgers on Saturday.

Cook became the 13th Hawkeye to total 1,200 points and 500
rebounds with his scoring totals in lowa’s win over Northwestern
on Feb. 10. Cook is one of 15 players in lowa history to have 14 or
more double-doubles.

Tyler Cook has led the Hawkeyes in rebounding in 12 of lowa’s last
17 games. Cook recorded career point No. 1,000, in lowa’s win over
Northern lowa on Dec. 15. He netted 15+ points and 5+ rebounds
in ten straight contests played, dating back to the Michigan State
road game on Dec. 3. He is the first Hawkeye to accomplish the feat
since James Winters 25 years ago (1993-94).

Cook is one of two Big Ten student-athletes to average better
than 16 points and eight rebounds per game (Wisconsin’s Ethan
Happ). Cook ranks in the top ten in the league in scoring (seventh),
rebounding (fifth), and ninth in field goal percentage (.552). The
St. Louis native registered his fifth double-double of the season in
lowa’s comeback win over Northwestern on Feb. 10.

RYAN KRIENER TAKING THE NEXT STEP

Junior Ryan Kriener posted his first career double-double in lowa’s
15-point win over No. 5 Michigan on Feb. 1. Kriener was 6-of-9
shooting from the field, including making his only 3-point attempt,
and was 2-of-4 from the foul line.

Kriener has registered single-season bests in nearly every sta-
tistical category as a junior. His scoring (5.3) and rebounding (3.0)
averages have improved, along with his shooting percentages. His
3-point accuracy (.364) has nearly doubled from his freshman (.200)
and sophomore (.200) seasons.

The native of Spirit Lake, lowa, has tallied double figures six times
this season.

Last season, lowa posted a 14-19 overall record, including a 4-14
mark in conference play. The Hawkeyes have already more than
doubled its Big Ten win total from a year ago and have six more
victories than last season with six regular season games remaining.

lowa’s overall win total improvement and conference improve-
ment from a year ago both rank among the best in the country
among schools in Power 5 conferences.

lowa’s all-time winning coach, Tom Davis (1987-1999), had his
lowest win total as a lowa’s coach in his eighth season (11 wins)
and rebounded in his ninth year with 21 victories. Fran McCaffery
also had his lowest win total as lowa’s coach in his eighth year (14
wins) and has rebounded this season with 20 wins and counting.

EAST START FOR WIESKAMP

Joe Wieskamp is off to a fast start for the Hawkeyes as a freshman.
The shooting guard ranks third on the team in scoring (11.8 ppg),
second in rebounding (4.8 rpg), and third in steals (24). Wieskamp
is shooting at a team-best 45 percent clip from 3-point range (44-
of-98) and 51.9 percent overall from the field (98-0f-189).

Wieskamp has been the Big Ten Freshman of the Week two of
the last five weeks. The native of Muscatine, lowa, sank his first
3-pointer of the game with 0.2 seconds remaining and lowa trailing
by one point to propel the Hawkeyes to a 71-69 heart-stopping win
at Rutgers on Saturday.

Wieskamp matched a personal-best with 24 points in lowa’s
win over lllinois. His efforts in lowa’s two victories five weeks ago
earned Wieskamp, Big Ten Freshman of the Week accolades on
Jan. 21. The rookie helped lowa set a Carver-Hawkeye Arena team
record for field goal percentage, making 68 percent of its attempts
(34-0f-50) versus the Fighting Illini. He also helped the Hawkeyes
total 89 points at Penn State, its highest point total ever at State
College, dating back to 1955.

Wieskamp earned Big Ten Freshman of the Week laurels for the
second time after totaling 16 points, seven rebounds, five steals,
and two assists in lowa’s 15-point win over No. 5 Michigan. The five
steals are the most by a Hawkeye in a Big Ten game in two years.
Wieskamp became the fourth freshman nationally to register 16+
points, 7+ rebounds and 5+ steals versus a ranked opponent in the
last five seasons (LSU’s Ben Simmons; NC State’s Dennis Smith, Jr.;
Pitt’s Trey McGowens).

Two weeks ago, Wieskamp had a 13-point effort in lowa’s win
at Indiana -- making all four of his 3-point attempts in the first half
-- and scored a team-best 21 points in the comeback victory over
Northwestern.

Wieskamp posted his first career double-double versus Pittsburgh
on Nov. 27, totaling a team-best in points (18) and rebounds (11).

Jordan Bohannon was one of the honorees at the 2018 Musial
Awards, which celebrated the greatest moments of sportsmanship
and those in sports who embody class and character.

Last February, Bohannon, an lowa sophomore, was approaching
the Hawkeyes’ consecutive free throws made record. The record
was held by the late Chris Street, an lowa basketball legend who
died in a car accident in 1993 at age 20. With a chance to break
the record, Bohannon intentionally -- and selflessly -- missed a free
throw to honor Street and keep the record in his name.

The awards ceremony took place in St. Louis on Nov. 17. Bohan-
non traveled with the Street family from New York to St. Louis after
lowa’s two games in New York City.

Other honorees included recently-inducted Baseball Hall of
Famer Jim Thome, Loyola men’s basketball team chaplain Sister
Jean Dolores Schmidt, Florida State softball head coach Lonni Al-
ameda, Minnesota high school pitcher Ty Koehn, and Hall of Fame
shortstop Ozzie Smith.

The event is named for Stan Musial, the late St. Louis Cardinals
legend who was beloved for his approach on and off the field. The
mission of the Musial Awards is to encourage selflessness, integrity
and civility in sports and society -- and to inspire people across the
country to be good sports.

lowa has made 42 more free throws than any other Big Ten team.
The Hawkeyes have made 477 fouls shots, while Minnesota is
second behind lowa with 435 makes. The Hawkeyes rank first in
the country in free throw makes (474) and 10th nationally in free
throw attempts (635).

The Hawkeyes are the only team with three players ranked in
the top 10 in the league free throw percentage. Jordan Bohannon
ranks third (.855, 71-0f-83), Luka Garza is fourth (.853, 64-0f-75),
and Connor McCaffery is eighth (.795, 62-0f-78).

SHOOTING FOR PERFECTION

lowa had a player make all his 3-point attempts in the first half
(min. four attempts) four times this season.

Freshman Joe Wieskamp made all four of his 3-point attempts
at Indiana (Feb. 7) and was 4-of-4 vs. Illinois (Jan. 20). Junior Isaiah
Moss was 4-of-4 at Penn State (Jan. 16) and was 5-of-5 vs. lllinois
(Jan. 20).

LOWA HISTORY
lowa has played 2,798 games since beginning basketball in 1902.

lowa’s overall record is 1,646-1,151 (.588). lowa’s 1,646 wins are
41st most among Division | programs. That includes a 1,052-368
(.740) record in home games, a 588-781 (.429) record in contests
away from lowa City, a 775-783 (.497) mark in Big Ten games and
a 457-142 (.763) record in Carver-Hawkeye Arena.

HAWKEYES RETURN EXPERIENCE

lowa returns 90.5 percent of minutes played a year ago, a percentage
that is fourth most in the country: Washington (95.2 percent), Wis-
consin (93.9 percent), and Syracuse (90.8 percent). Returning lowa
players scored 94.9 percent (2,496 of 2,630) of its offense a year ago
and a combined 4,246 career points entering the 2018-19 season.

lowa is one of four schools nationally to have all five starters
return with all five being its top five scorers in 2017-18 (Syracuse,
Brown, Harvard).

McCaffery has 421 overall wins and 171 victories while
on the lowa sidelines. He recently surpassed Lute Olson for second
on lowa’s coaching win chart with lowa’s win at Indiana on Feb. 7.
Tom Davis is lowa’s all-time winningest coach with 269 wins.
