HAWKEYES FALL AT INDIANA ON MONDAY

Indiana used an 18-0 run over a six minute span midway through the second half to separate
from the visiting lowa Hawkeyes on Monday inside Assembly Hall. The Hoosiers ultimately
prevailed, 77-64, in the second game of the Big Ten Conference slate for both teams.

e Brady Ellingson netted a game and season-best 16 points, while also equaling a season
high with four assists. The 16 points are the most for the junior guard in a Big Ten game
since scoring 17 versus Ohio State on Jan. 28, 2017.

e Jack Nunge returned to his home state and contributed 12 points in his second start
of the season. Nunge, a native of Newburgh, Indiana, shot 50 percent from the field
(4-0f-8) and made both free throw attempts.

e The Hoosiers outscored the Hawkeyes, 15-4, at the free throw line.

¢ |lowa shot the basketball better from 3-point range (10-of-24, .417) than from inside
the 3-point arc (15-of-41, .366).

e Four Hoosiers scored in double figures: Juwan Morgan (15), Collin Hartman (13), De’Ron
Davis (13), and Devonte Green (12).

ALL-TIME SERIES RESULTS

lowa holds a 44-26 advantage in the series. lowa State has won the three of the last four
meetings. lowa snapped a three-game losing streak to the Cyclones with a 78-64 win in
lowa City a year ago. The home team has won 10 of the last 12 in the series with the Cy-
clones winning in lowa City in 2010 and 2015.

The Cyclones own a slim, 18-17, advantage in games played at Ames. lowa State has
won the last seven meetings in Hilton Coliseum. The Hawkeyes’ last victory in Ames came
on March 21, 2003 (54-53) in the postseason NIT. lowa’s last regular season victory in
Hilton was Dec. 8, 2001 (78-53).

HEAD COACH FRAN McCAFFERY

Fran McCaffery, who is signed through the 2020
season, is in his eighth season as the head basket-
ball coach at the University of lowa and his 22nd
year overall as a college head coach. McCaffery has
reached the 20-win plateau eight of the last 11 sea-
sons, including four of the last five years.

McCaffery spent five seasons (2005-10) as the
head coach at Siena, six years at UNC-Greensboro
(1999-2005) and three seasons at Lehigh (1985-88)
before joining the Hawkeyes.

McCaffery has three decades of Division | coach-
ing experience. He completed his 35th season as a
collegiate coach in 2017, which includes 21 years as a head coach and 14 as
an assistant. McCaffery is one of 12 coaches to lead four different Division |
teams to the NCAA Tournament.

McCaffery, 57, holds a career mark of 392-283 (.581) and guided his teams
to 11 postseason appearances (seven NCAA and four NIT). He is 141-106
(.571) at lowa. McCaffery led lowa to NCAA Tournament victories in two of
the last three years (2015 and 2016), the first time Hawkeye teams have won
tournament games in consecutive seasons since 1996-97.

Since taking over the lowa program in 2010, the Hawkeyes have earned
six postseason tournament berths (3 NCAA, 3 NIT). McCaffery coached lowa
to 25 victories in 2013, equaling the second-most win total in program his-
tory. McCaffery has guided five different Hawkeyes to all-conference honors,
including four straight first team honorees. The last time lowa had four con-
secutive first-team all-league honorees was 1945-48.

McCaffery has posted upper division finishes in each of the past five sea-
sons at lowa and 17 of 21 seasons as a head coach. He has posted 20 wins or
more eight of the last 11 seasons, including four of the last five years at lowa
(2013, 2014, 2015, and 2016).

McCaffery and the Hawkeyes have made Carver-Hawkeye Arena one of
the most feared arenas to play nationally. Fans have embraced McCaffery
and his team’s style of play with attendance increasing by more than 50 per-
cent since 2010. The Hawkeyes boast a 73-17 (.811) home record the last five
seasons, which includes a school-record 18 wins in 2014.

McCaffery’s five years at Siena were the best in its 70-year history. He led
the Saints on an incredible run that ended with three straight Metro Atlantic
Athletic Conference championships and NCAA Tournament appearances. In
so doing, Siena became the only program in the country to win its regular
season and postseason title 2008-10.

McCaffery’s Saints owned a 112-51 (.687) record in his five years with the
program. He guided the Saints to four consecutive 20-win seasons.

The 2009 MAAC Coach of the Year and 2010 District | Coach of the Year is
the third winningest coach, by percentage, in league history (68-22, .756). He
is the only coach to guide a MAAC program to two NCAA Tournament wins.
McCaffery led his 2008 and 2009 teams to first round NCAA Tournament
victories over Vanderbilt and Ohio State, respectively.

In his final two seasons at Siena, he coached the Saints to back-to-back
27-win campaigns and boasted a combined 39-3 (.929) record against MAAC
opponents, which included MAAC Tournament contests.

McCaffery began his coaching career as an assistant at Penn (1982-83)
and Lehigh (1983-85). After three seasons as head coach at Lehigh, he spent
11 seasons as an assistant at Notre Dame (1988-99).

McCaffery played basketball at Wake Forest his freshman year (1977-78)
and then concluded his collegiate playing career at Penn his final three sea-
sons (1979-82).

He earned his B.S. degree in Economics from The Wharton School (Penn)
in 1982. McCaffery also earned a Master of Education from Lehigh in 1985.

o After losing its first two games of the season to Missouri and Milwaukee, lowa State
has won five straight games, including capturing the 2017 Puerto Rico Classic.

¢ The Cyclones won the Puerto Rico Classic with victories over Appalachian State, Tulsa,
and Boise State.

¢ |owa State is 2-1 at home this season, winning its last two games over Western lllinois
(70-45) and Northern lllinois (94-80).

¢ |owa State won its last contest, 94-80, over Northern lllinois on Monday night in Ames.
The Cyclones trailed 38-36 at halftime, but made 61 percent of its field goals (22-of-
26), including 60 percent of its 3-point attempts (9-of-15) in the second stanza. For
the game, lowa State was a season-best 14-o0f-26 (.538) from long distance. Lindell
Wiggington (28) and Donovan Jackson (24) combined for 52 of lowa State’s 94 points.

BOHANNON NAMED CANDIDATE FOR BOB COUSY AWARD

lowa sophomore Jordan Bohannon has been named to the
20-player watch list for the 2018 Bob Cousy Point Guard of the Year
Award. The annual honor recognizes the top point guards in Divi-
sion | men’s college basketball. A national committee comprised
of top college basketball personnel determined the watch list of
20 candidates.

Bohannon joins Minnesota’s Nate Mason and Bryant Mcintosh
of Northwestern as the only Big Ten student-athletes on the na-
tional list.

The native of Marion, lowa, has had a great start to the 2017-18
campaign, dishing out a team-best 42 assists, and averaging 12.7
points. He is shooting 47 percent (26-o0f-55) from 3-point range
and 84.6 percent (22-of-26) from the free throw line. He is aver-
aging 2.89 3-pointers made per game, which ties for first in the
league.

Bohannon, one of five players named to the All-Big Ten Fresh-
man Team, led the Hawkeyes in assists (175) and 3-pointers made
(89), and was third in scoring (10.9 ppg). He was one of only two
freshmen in the country over the last 25 seasons to register 175+
assists and 85+ 3-pointers. His 89 triples shattered lowa’s single-
season freshman record, besting Matt Gatens’ previous mark of
52 set in 2009. Bohannon’s 175 assists are the most by an lowa
freshman and rank eighth-best by any Hawkeye player in a single
season. He finished the season by posting a school-record three
straight double-doubles in points and assists (Indiana, South Da-
kota, and TCU). Bohannon helped lead lowa to a win at nationally-

ranked Maryland, draining eight 3-pointers (8-0f-10) -- the most by
a Hawkeye rookie and one shy of Chris Kingsbury’s school record.

Jordan Bohannon finished his rookie season with a flurry, posting a
school-record three straight double-doubles in points and assists.

Bohannon tallied 24 points and 10 assists against Indiana at
the Big Ten Tournament on March 9. The native of Marion, lowa,
then registered 19 points and 11 assists against South Dakota on
March 15 in the first round of the NIT. Bohannon bested that per-
formance again on March 19, posting personal bests in scoring
(25) and assists (13). The 13 helpers are the most by a Hawkeye in
a postseason game.
