•	 Saturday features two of the Big Ten’s most efficient 3-point shooters. Michael Finke of Illinois 
is shooting a Big Ten-best 52.9 percent (18-of-34) from long distance during conference play, 
while Iowa’s Brady Ellingson has made 51.7 percent of his attempts (15-of-29), which ranks 
third in the league.

•	 Five of Iowa’s final seven conference games are one-plays; games against teams the Hawkeyes 
will face only once during the regular season.

•	 Nicholas Baer is one of only two Division I men’s basketball players this season to amass 170+ 
points, 35+ blocked shots, 35+ steals, and 25+ 3-pointers (Iowa State’s Deonte Burton).

•	 Iowa is 8-0 when allowing 70 points or fewer and 6-1 when committing 12 turnovers or less.
•	 Jordan Bohannon is one of two freshmen nationally this season with 55 3-pointers and 115 

assists (UCLA’s Lonzo Ball). Also, Bohannon owns the Iowa freshman single-season 3-point 
field goals made record with 56.

•	 Ahmad Wagner has started 11 games this year, including Iowa’s last five games. The Hawkeyes 
are 8-3 in games in which he has started.

•	 Big Ten leading scorer Peter Jok (20.6 ppg) returned to the lineup in Iowa’s last three games 
after missing the previous two contests due to injury (back).

•	 After scoring in double figures once in 27 games last year, Brady Ellingson has netted double 
digits six times this season.

•	 Three of Iowa’s top four scorers this season are true freshmen. Tyler Cook is second (11.6), 
followed by Jordan Bohannon (9.2), and Cordell Pemsl (9.1).

•	 Peter Jok has scored 25+ points nine times this year, a total that ties for the tenth most nationally. 
Jok ranks 25th in country - fourth among players from Power 5 conferences - in points per game 
(20.6). He also ranks seventh nationally in free throw accuracy (.918) and 67th in 3-pointers (2.7).

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Fran McCaffery, who is signed through the 2020 
season, is in his seventh season as the head bas-
ketball coach at the University of Iowa and his 20th 
year overall as a college head coach. McCaffery has 
reached the 20-win plateau eight of the last 10 sea-
sons, including the last four years.
	 McCaffery spent five seasons (2005-10) as the 
head coach at Siena, six years at UNC-Greensboro 
(1999-2005) and three seasons at Lehigh (1985-88) 
before joining the Hawkeyes.  
	 McCaffery has three decades of Division I coach-
ing experience. He completed his 34th season as a 
collegiate coach in 2016, which includes 20 years as a head coach and 14 as 
an assistant. McCaffery is one of 12 coaches to lead four different Division I 
teams to the NCAA Tournament.
	 McCaffery, 57, holds a career mark of 383-275 (.582) and guided his teams 
to 10 postseason appearances (seven NCAA and three NIT). He is 132-98 
(.574) at Iowa. McCaffery has led Iowa to NCAA Tournament victories in each 
of the past two seasons, the first time Hawkeye teams have won tournament 
games in consecutive seasons since 1996-97.
	 Since taking over the Iowa program in 2010, the Hawkeyes have earned 
five postseason tournament berths (3 NCAA, 2 NIT). McCaffery coached Iowa 
to 25 victories in 2013, equaling the second-most win total in program his-
tory. McCaffery has guided five different Hawkeyes to all-conference honors, 
including three straight first team honorees. The last time Iowa had three 
consecutive first-team all-league honorees was 1946-48.
	 McCaffery has posted upper division finishes in each of the past four sea-
sons at Iowa and 16 of 20 seasons as a head coach. He has posted 20 wins or 
more eight of the last 10 seasons, including the last four at Iowa (2013, 2014, 
2015, and 2016).
	 McCaffery and the Hawkeyes have made Carver-Hawkeye Arena one of 
the most feared arenas to play nationally. Fans have embraced McCaffery 
and his team’s style of play with attendance increasing by more than 50 per-
cent since 2010. The Hawkeyes boast a 58-12 home record the last four sea-
sons, which includes a school-record 18 wins in 2014.
	 McCaffery’s five years at Siena were the best in its 70-year history. He led 
the Saints on an incredible run that ended with three straight Metro Atlantic 
Athletic Conference championships and NCAA Tournament appearances. In 
so doing, Siena became the only program in the country to win its regular 
season and postseason title 2008-10.  
	 McCaffery’s Saints owned a 112-51 (.687) record in his five years with the 
program. He guided the Saints to four consecutive 20-win seasons.
	 The 2009 MAAC Coach of the Year and 2010 District I Coach of the Year is 
the third winningest coach, by percentage, in league history (68-22, .756). He 
is the only coach to guide a MAAC program to two NCAA Tournament wins. 
McCaffery led his 2008 and 2009 teams to first round NCAA Tournament 
victories over Vanderbilt and Ohio State, respectively.
	 In his final two seasons at Siena, he coached the Saints to back-to-back 
27-win campaigns and boasted a combined 39-3 (.929) record against MAAC 
opponents, which included MAAC Tournament contests.
	 McCaffery began his coaching career as an assistant at Penn (1982-83) 
and Lehigh (1983-85). After three seasons as head coach at Lehigh, he spent 
11 seasons as an assistant at Notre Dame (1988-99).
	 McCaffery played basketball at Wake Forest his freshman year (1977-78) 
and then concluded his collegiate playing career at Penn his final three sea-
sons (1979-82). 
	 He earned his B.S. degree in Economics from The Wharton School (Penn) 
in 1982. McCaffery also earned a Master of Education from Lehigh in 1985.

•	 The Hawkeye defense forced 21 turnovers, scoring 21 points off the Spartan miscues.
•	 Michigan State outrebounded Iowa, 46-32, and scored 18 points after grabbing 14 of-

fensive boards.
•	 Iowa outscored Michigan State 20-10 at the foul line, while the Spartans outscored the 

Hawkeyes, 27-12, via the 3-point shot.
•	 Christian Williams had a game-best three steals, all collected in a span of 31 seconds.
•	 Miles Bridges scored 14 of his game-high 16 points in the first half for the Spartans. 

Nick Ward netted 12 of his 14 points in the second half, while Cassius Winston tallied 
all 12 of his points in the second stanza.

SCOUTING ILLINOIS
•	 Illinois enters Saturday ranked 69th in the RPI. The Illini posted a 10-3 nonconference 

record; since league play began on Dec. 27, Illinois has won four of its 11 Big Ten games.
•	 Illinois is 1-5 in Big Ten road games, winning for the first time at Northwestern (68-61) 

on Feb. 7. The Fighting Illini have won three neutral site games this season away from 
Champaign (VCU, Missouri, and BYU).

•	 Two Illini average double figures: Malcolm Hill (16.8) and Maverick Morgan (10.2).
•	 Illinois has three players who have made 34 or more 3-pointers: Jalen Coleman-Lands

•	 Illinois dropped its last game, 83-70, versus Penn State last Saturday. The Nittany Lions

Jaylon Tate is 53rd nation-
ally in assist-to-turnover ratio (2.37).

•	 John Groce is in his fifth season as head coach at Illinois (91-73, .555).

•	 Iowa’s bench scored 40 of its 64 points, led by Ahmad Wagner and Nicholas Baer each 

netting a team-best 12 points. The 12 points matched a season high for Baer, while 
Wagner tied a career high.

•	 In addition to leading the squad in scoring, Baer paced the team in rebounding (7) and 
blocked shots (2).

•	 Both teams made 26 field goals, but Illinois outscored Iowa, 15-7, at the free throw 
line and made nine 3-pointers compared to the Hawkeyes’ five.

NOT YOUR AVERAGE BAER
Sophomore Nicholas Baer ranks first on the squad in blocks (1.4), 
steals (1.4) and rebounding (6.0), and is third in assists (1.9). Baer 
is one of only two Division I players to amass 170+ points, 35+ 
blocked shots, 35+ steals, and 25+ 3-pointers made (Iowa State’s 
Deonte Burton).
	 Baer’s 37 blocked shots currently ranks third best in a single-
season by an Iowa sophomore, three rejections behind Erek Hansen 
Basabe (40) for second.
	 Baer is the only reserve in the Big Ten with 170+ points, 150+ 
rebounds, 35+ blocked shots, and 35+ steals this season.
	 Baer is tied for fifth in the Big Ten in steals (1.4) and is tied for 
seventh in blocked shots (1.4). The native of Bettendorf, Iowa, has 
led the team in steals nine times this year, being credited with three 
steals or more in a game a team-best six times.	
	 Baer posted his first career double-double in Iowa’s win over 
Northern Iowa on Dec. 17, with 11 points and a game-high 11 
rebounds. He has pulled down 10 or more rebounds in two of his 
last six games (11 at Nebraska and 10 versus No. 17/19 Purdue).

NICHOLAS BAER PLAYED OVERSEAS IN AUGUST

PETER JOK SCORCHING THE NETS
After averaging 7.0 points per game as a sophomore, Peter Jok 
averaged 16.1 points last year as a junior (+9.1), and is averaging 
a Big Ten-best 20.6 points this season as a senior (+4.5). The +9.1 
improvement last year was tops among Big Ten players.
	 Jok returned to the lineup in Iowa’s last three games after miss-
ing the previous two games due to injury (back). Jok finished had 
12 points versus Nebraska, 28 points at Minnesota, and 13 at 
Michigan State.
	 Jok was named to the preseason All-Big Ten first team, while 
also being named to the Jerry West Shooting Guard of the Year 
Award, Naismith Trophy and John Wooden Award watch lists, and 
a candidate for the Senior CLASS Award. Jok scorched the nets for 
42 points against Memphis and 33 against Omaha on Dec. 3. Jok 
nearly had a triple-double against Stetson (15 points, 8 rebounds, 
7 assists) and a double-double against No. 25/25 Iowa State (23 
points and nine rebounds).
	 Jok has been recognized as the Big Ten Player of the Week twice 
this season (Nov. 21 and Dec. 12). He averaged 28.5 points, six re-
bounds, two steals, and two assists against Seton Hall and UTRGV 
for the Nov. 21 award. Jok averaged a team-best 19 points, 8.5 
rebounds, and five assists in contests versus Stetson and No. 25 
Iowa State for the Dec. 12 distinction.
	 Jok, who scored career point No. 1,000 against Memphis, made 
his first 24 free throw attempts this season before misfiring on 
his first attempt at Notre Dame. Jok has had free throw streaks 
of 28, 27, 26, and 25 the last two seasons. The school record for 
consecutive free throws made is 34 set by Chris Street (Jan. 2-Jan. 
16, 1993).
	 Jok ranks 25th nationally in points per game (20.6), seventh 
in free throw accuracy (.918), and 67th in 3-pointers per contest 
(2.7). His 20.6 scoring average is fourth among players from Pow-
er 5 conferences. Jok has scored 25 points or more nine times this 
year, which ties for tenth nationally.
	 Jok is the first Hawkeye with four 30-point games in a season 
since Adam Haluska (5) in 2006-07.
	 Jok has made 196 career 3-pointers, which are the sixth most 
in program history. He is 16 triples from surpassing Adam Haluska 
(2005-07) for fifth place with 212.

NEXT-MAN-IN
With Big Ten-leading scorer Peter Jok missing time two weeks ago 
due to injury, Iowa needed other players to fill the void on the pe-
rimeter. One of those players has been sophomore Brady Ellingson.
	 The 6-foot-4, 193-pound reserve averaged 7.8 points, three as-
sists, 0.4 turnovers, and 2.2 rebounds the last five contests. He is 
shooting a white-hot 11-of-17 (.647) from 3-point range during the 
five-game span.
	 Ellingson tallied 17 points, bolstered by a career-high five 3-point-
ers (5-of-7) against Ohio State. He also posted personal bests in 
minutes played (25), rebounds (4), assists (3), and steals (1). At 
Rutgers, the native of Menomonee Falls, Wisconsin, had a career 
high in assists (5), to go along with six points and two rebounds. 
Against Nebraska, Ellingson totaled 11 points, five assists, one steal, 
and one rebound.
	 For the year, the sharp-shooter is shooting a Big Ten-best and 
second nationally 55 percent from 3-point territory (28-of-51), and 
1.000% at the free throw line (18-of-18).
	 Ellingson has dished out five assists and committed no turnovers 
in two of Iowa’s last four games (Rutgers and Nebraska).

•	 Peter Jok, the Big Ten’s leading scorer, is currently averaging 20.6 points per game. 

The last Big Ten player to average at least 21 points per game was Minnesota’s Kris 
Humphries (21.7) in the 2003-04 campaign.

•	 Ryan Kriener became the 10th different Hawkeye to have reached double figures in a 
game this season after netting 14 at Northwestern (Jan. 15).

•	 Iowa is 61-12 when scoring 80 points or more, the last seven seasons. The Hawkeyes 
are 64-2 when holding opponents to fewer than 61 points, the last seven years.

•	 Iowa has scored 90 points or more six times this season.
•	 Iowa has had four players earn weekly praise by the Big Ten. Peter Jok was named 

Player of the Week on Nov. 21 and Dec. 12, Isaiah Moss was tabbed Freshman of the 
Week on Dec. 12, while Jordan Bohannon was Freshman of the Week on Feb. 6.

•	 Iowa has amassed 30 Big Ten wins the last three seasons, a total that is fifth best in 
the conference: Wisconsin (37), Maryland (35), Purdue (33), and Michigan State (32).

•	 After scoring in double figures once in 27 games last year, Brady Ellingson has netted 
double digits six times this season.

•	 Peter Jok totaled 29 points, six rebounds, and a career-best eight assists vs. No. 17/19 
Purdue on Jan. 12. Jok became just the third Big Ten player with at least 29 points, 
six rebounds, and eight assists in a game versus a ranked foe in the last 20 years 
(Minnesota’s Nate Mason in 2017 and Denzel Valentine of Michigan State in 2016). 
Additionally, he is the first Hawkeye to post those numbers in any game since Adam 
Haluska had 31 points, nine assists, and nine rebounds vs. Coppin State in 2006.

•	 Peter Jok poured in 42 points against Memphis on Nov. 26. The 42 points are the most 
by a Hawkeye in 40 years and tie for the fourth most in a single-game in program his-
tory, tying Bruce King’s 42 points against Pittsburgh in 1976.

•	 Jordan Bohannon was 7-of-15 from long distance at Notre Dame; the 15 attempts tied 
Justin Jackson for the second most 3-point attempts in a single-game in Iowa history.

•	 Peter Jok tied a Carver-Hawkeye Arena record against Omaha, making all 12 free 
throw attempts. The perfect 12-of-12 mark tied Luke Recker (2001 vs. Kansas State), 
Val Barnes (1992 vs. Ohio State), and Roy Marble (1988 vs. Northern Iowa).

•	 Iowa played in back-to-back overtime games (Michigan and Nebraska) for the first time 
since Dec. 25 and Dec. 27, 1984.

•	 Iowa surpassed the century mark for the 97th time in program history with a 116-84 
win over Savannah State on Nov. 13. The 116 points equal the seventh most points in 
a game in school history and are the most points by a Big Ten team this season.

•	 Iowa posted school records in 3-pointers made (18) and attempted (43) in its victory 
over Savannah State on Nov. 13.

•	 Iowa made all 13 of its free throw attempts at No. 15 Purdue on Dec. 28. The last time 
a Hawkeye team made all of its free throws (min. 10 attempts) was at Virginia (15-of-
15) in the NIT quarterfinals on March 27, 2013.

•	 Isaiah Moss was named Big Ten Freshman of the Week on Dec. 12. It marked the first 
time a rookie Hawkeye was honored by the conference office since Nicholas Baer on 
Dec. 21, 2015.

•	 Peter Jok joined Reggie Evans (twice) and Aaron Fuller as the only Hawkeyes to post 
30+ points and 10+ rebounds in a single game the last 20 years. Jok totaled 30 points 
and 11 rebounds against Seton Hall (Nov. 17). His efforts earned the team captain Big 
Ten Player of the Week honors on Nov. 21.

•	 Peter Jok scored 27 points in Iowa’s opener versus Kennesaw State. The 27 points are 
the most by a Hawkeye in a season opener since Adam Haluska poured in 29 against 
The Citadel in 2006. 

•	 Freshman Tyler Cook (10) joined Aaron White as the only two players to grab 10 or 
more rebounds in their first game as a Hawkeye in the past 20 years.

	 Moss (6-5, 205 pounds) earned his first conference weekly rec-
ognition after averaging 17.5 points and five rebounds in Iowa’s 
two victories.
