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PROGRAM QUICK HITS

- Towa has made 10 consecutive postseason appearances (8 NCAA, 2 WNIT).

- The Hawkeyes have made a postseason tournament appearance in 16 of head coach Lisa Bluder’s 17
seasons at the helm of the program, receiving 12 NCAA Tournament and four WNIT (2003, 2005, 2016,
2017) opportunities.

- Bluder is one of 10 Division I head coaches to win 700 games or more in her career. She is in her 34th
season as a head coach, 18th at Towa.

- Towa ranks third nationally in assists (625) and assists per game (21.6).

- Three Hawkeyes are averaging double figures in scoring this season, while seven are averaging seven
or more.

- Five Hawkeyes average 4.0 or more rebounds per game, including Megan Gustafson (12.8), Chase
Coley (5.9), Hannah Stewart (4.8), Kathleen Doyle (4.0), and Amanda Ollinger (4.3).

- Junior Megan Gustafson averaged 27.8 points and 13.1 rebounds in Big Ten play.

- Sophomore Kathleen Doyle averaged 12.6 points and 7.5 assists per game in conference action.

- As of Feh. 27, junior Megan Gustafsan is the only player in the country averaging 24 or more points and
12 or more rebounds per game.

- Gustafson is the only player in the nation scoring 24 or more points and shooting 60-plus percent
from the field.

- Towa has defeated eight teams - Quinnipiac, Western Kentucky, Elon, Iowa State, UNI, Drake, Ohio
State, and Michigan State — that made the NCAA Tournament last season.

- Bluder owns a 366-208 (.638) overall record and a 179-119 conference mark at Iowa. In her 34 seasons
as a head coach, Bluder is 722-350 (.674).

She was a two-time All-Big Ten
selection.

BIG TEN TOURNAMENT HISTORY

Towa is 22-21 in the Big Ten Tournament since its inception in 1994-95.

The Hawkeyes have claimed two tournament titles (1997, 2001) and made four championship
game appearances.

Last season, the eight-seeded Hawkeyes fell to ninth-seeded Northwestern, 78-73, in the open-
ing round of the tournament. Megan Gustafson led the team with 27 points and six rebounds.
Makenzie Meyer also scored in double figures with 10 points.
