HAWKEYES TOPPLE FIFTH-RANKED MICHIGAN AT HOME

A 21-2 run in the first half propelled lowa to a 74-59 triumph over No. 5 Michigan last

Friday evening in lowa City. The win was the Hawkeyes’ fourth over a ranked opponent.

e Junior Ryan Kriener registered his first career double-double with career highs in both
points (15) and rebounds (10).

e lowa’s 74 points are the most No. 5 Michigan has allowed in Big Ten play this year and
the second most this season (78 vs. South Carolina). The Hawkeyes also limited the
Wolverines to a season-low 32.3 percent (21-0f-65) shooting from the field.

e Joe Wieskamp (16 points) has netted double figures in 12 of lowa’s 14 home games
this season. Wieskamp became the fourth freshmen nationally to register 16+ points,
7+ rebounds and 5+ steals versus a ranked opponent over the last five seasons (LSU’s
Ben Simmons; N.C. State’s Dennis Smith Jr.; Pitt’s Trey McGowens). Wieskamp collected
five (personal best) of lowa’s seven steals.

e Luka Garza, who entered the game scoring 20+ points in four straight contests, netted
15 of his game-high 19 points in the second half.

e The win ties Fran McCaffery with Lute Olson for second on lowa’s all-time win chart (168).

e Friday’s contest was the only regular season game between lowa and Michigan.

¢ |lowa dominated around the basket, out-scoring Michigan 40-20 in the paint and out-
rebounding the Wolverines by 12 (48-36).

e Friday’s win is the first time an unranked lowa team (AP Poll) beat an AP Top 5 team by
15+ points since beating then-No. 5 Purdue, 88-69, on Feb. 18, 1998.

¢ Michigan freshman Ignas Brazdeikis scored nine of his 16 points in the first 9:12 of the
contest. Jordan Poole also netted 16 points, while Zavier Simpson contributed 10 points.

lowa has three players average double figures in scoring in games versus Indiana: Tyler
Cook (14.8 ppg in four games); Jordan Bohannon (12.5 ppgin four games); and Luka Garza
(11.5 ppg in two games).

HEAD COACH FRAN McCAFFERY

Fran McCaffery, who is signed through the 2023
season, is in his ninth season as the head basket-
ball coach at the University of lowa and his 23rd
year overall as a college head coach. McCaffery
has reached the 20-win plateau eight of the last 12
seasons, including four of the last six years.

McCaffery spent five seasons (2005-10) as the
head coach at Siena, six years at UNC-Greensboro
(1999-2005) and three seasons at Lehigh (1985-
88) before joining the Hawkeyes.

McCaffery has three decades of Division | coach-
ing experience. He completed his 36th season as a
collegiate coach in 2018, which includes 22 years as a head coach and 14 as
an assistant. McCaffery is one of 12 coaches to lead four different Division |
teams to the NCAA Tournament.

McCaffery, 59, holds a career mark of 419-302 (.581) and guided his
teams to 11 postseason appearances (seven NCAA & four NIT). He is 168-
125 (.573) at lowa; the third winningest coach in program history. McCaf-
fery led lowa to NCAA Tournament wins in two of the last four years (2015
& 2016), the first time Hawkeye teams have won tournament games in
consecutive seasons since 1996-97.

Since taking over the lowa program in 2010, the Hawkeyes have earned
six postseason tournament berths (3 NCAA, 3 NIT). McCaffery coached lowa
to 25 victories in 2013, equaling the second-most win total in program his-
tory. McCaffery has guided five different Hawkeyes to all-conference honors,
including four straight first team honorees. The last time lowa had four con-
secutive first-team all-league honorees was 1945-48.

McCaffery has posted upper division finishes in five of the last six seasons
at lowa and 17 of 22 seasons as a head coach. He has posted 20 wins or
more eight of the last 12 seasons, including four of the last six years at lowa
(2013, 2014, 2015, and 2016).

McCaffery and the Hawkeyes have made Carver-Hawkeye Arena one of
the most feared arenas to play nationally. Fans have embraced McCaffery
and his team’s style of play with attendance increasing by more than 50
percent since 2010. The Hawkeyes boast a 82-23 (.781) home record the last
six seasons, which includes a school-record 18 wins in 2014.

McCaffery’s five years at Siena were the best in its 70-year history. He led
the Saints on an incredible run that ended with three straight Metro Atlantic
Athletic Conference championships and NCAA Tournament appearances.

McCaffery’s Saints owned a 112-51 (.687) record in his five years with the
program. He guided the Saints to four consecutive 20-win seasons. McCaffery’s
achievements earned the head coach Siena Hall of Fame recognition in 2017.

The 2009 MAAC Coach of the Year and 2010 District | Coach of the Year
is the third winningest coach, by percentage, in league history (68-22, .756).
He is the only coach to guide a MAAC program to two NCAA Tournament
wins. McCaffery led his 2008 and 2009 teams to first round NCAA Tourna-
ment victories over Vanderbilt and Ohio State, respectively.

In his final two seasons at Siena, he coached the Saints to back-to-back
27-win campaigns and boasted a combined 39-3 (.929) record against MAAC
opponents, which included MAAC Tournament contests.

McCaffery began his coaching career as an assistant at Penn (1982-83)
and Lehigh (1983-85). After three seasons as head coach at Lehigh, he spent
11 seasons as an assistant at Notre Dame (1988-99).

McCaffery played basketball at Wake Forest his freshman year (1977-78)
and then concluded his collegiate playing career at Penn his final three sea-
sons (1979-82).

He earned his B.S. degree in Economics from The Wharton School (Penn)
in 1982. McCaffery also earned a Master of Education from Lehigh in 1985.

ALL-TIME SERIES RECORDS

Indiana holds a 103-76 advantage in the series that began with an 18-12 Hoosier victory
in 1909. The Hoosiers have won the last three meetings, dating back to the 2017 Big Ten
Tournament in Washington, D.C.

Indiana holds a 60-29 advantage in games played at Bloomington. The Hoosiers won
last season’s contest played at Assembly Hall (77-64) on Dec. 4, 2017. lowa’s last win in
Bloomington, Indiana, came on March 3, 2015 (77-63).

2COUTING INDIANA
¢ Indiana (43 NET Ranking) snapped a seven-game losing skid Saturday night at nation-

ally-ranked Michigan State. The Hoosiers outlasted the Spartans, 79-75, in overtime.
Five Hoosiers netted double figures, led by freshman Romeo Langford’s 19 points.
Sophomore Justin Smith posted a double-double (13 points, 10 rebounds). Indiana
was 13-0f-19 (.684) from the foul line, while Michigan State was 8-of-22 (.364).

e The Hoosiers are 10-2 at home this season and close out conference play with six of
nine at Assembly Hall, including the next two contests (lowa and Ohio State). Indiana
has played six of its last eight conference games on the road. Indiana has sold out seven
of its 12 home games.

e Two Hoosiers average double figures in scoring: Romeo Langford (17.4) and Juwan Morgan
(15.9). Morgan also leads the team in rebounding (8.0), blocks (1.5), and steals (1.1).

¢ Indiana ranks fourth in the league in field goal percentage (.474) and blocked shots (4.4),
and sixth in 3-point field goal percentage defense (.316). Individually, Romeo Langford
leads all freshman and is sixth in the conference in scoring (17.4). Senior Juwan Morgan
ranks seventh in the Big Ten in both rebounding (8.0) and field goal percentage (.589).

e Archie Miller is in his second season as head coach at Indiana (29-25, .537) and eighth
season overall as a collegiate head coach (168-87, .659).

LAST MEETING

The Hoosiers scored the game-winning basket with 49 seconds remaining to edge the

Hawkeyes, 84-82, on Feb. 17, 2018, in lowa City, lowa.

e Tyler Cook poured in 28 points, currently the most by Cook against a Big Ten team in
his career. He also grabbed a game-best 10 rebounds for a double-double.

e Jordan Bohannon scored all 10 of his points in the final nine minutes. He also dished
out a game-best seven assists, six of which came in the first 6:30 of the contest.

¢ |owa took advantage of its free throw attempts, making 19 of its 22 attempts (.864).
Tyler Cook was 10-0f-12 (.833) from the charity stripe.
The Hawkeyes were credited with 20 assists on 27 field goals made (.741).

¢ lowa made 55 percent (27-of-49) of its field goal attempts, including making its first
10 attempts of the game. Indiana shot 56 percent (32-0f-57) from the field, including
58 percent (14-o0f-24, .583) from 3-point territory.

¢ |owa out-rebounded the visiting Hoosiers by 14 (33-19).

e Four Hoosiers netted double figures: Robert Johnson (29), Devonte Green (18), Justin
Smith (15), and Juwan Morgan (12). Johnson’s 29 points were the most by an lowa
opposing player in 2018-19 and his nine triples tied a Carver-Hawkeye Arena record.

JOE WIESKANMP NAMED BIG TEN FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK

Joe Wieskamp was named Big Ten Freshman of the Week on Monday by the conference
office. The honor is the second in three weeks for the native of Muscatine, lowa.

Wieskamp helped lowa knock off No. 5 Michigan, 74-59, in lowa City on Feb. 1, finishing
with 16 points, seven rebounds, two assists, and a personal-best five steals in the victory.
He shot 60 percent (6-of-10) from the field and 75 percent (3-of-4) from the foul line.

The five steals are the most by a Hawkeye in a Big Ten game in two years. Wieskamp
became the fourth freshman nationally to register 16+ points, 7+ rebounds and 5+ steals
versus a ranked opponent in the last five seasons (LSU’s Ben Simmons; NC State’s Dennis
Smith, Jr.; Pitt’s Trey McGowens).

lowa finished with 74 points against the Wolverines -- the most Michigan has allowed in
Big Ten play and second most this season (78 vs. South Carolina). The win is lowa’s fourth
over a ranked opponent this season and highest victory over a ranked opponent since
beating No. 4 Michigan State on Jan. 14, 2016.

Jordan Bohannon joined classmate Tyler Cook in the 1,000-point
club on Jan. 12. Bohannon is 76 assists from becoming the sixth
Hawkeye to amass 1,000 points and 500 assists.

Cook became the 20th Hawkeye to total 1,100 points and 500
rebounds with his rebounding totals in lowa’s win over lllinois.

Tyler Cook has led the Hawkeyes in scoring seven of the last 14
games played and has led the squad in rebounding in nine of
the 14. Cook recorded career point No. 1,000, in lowa’s win over
Northern lowa on Dec. 15. He netted 15+ points and 5+ rebounds
in ten straight contests played, dating back to the Michigan State
road game on Dec. 3. He is the first Hawkeye to accomplish the feat
since James Winters 25 years ago (1993-94).

Cook is one of two Big Ten student-athletes to average better
than 16 points and eight rebounds per game (Wisconsin’s Ethan
Happ). Cook ranks in the top ten in the league in both scoring
and rebounding. The St. Louis native collected seven points, eight
boards, and a block in lowa’s win over No. 5 Michigan last Friday.

MOSS FILLIN'ITUP
Redshirt junior Isaiah Moss has been on fire shooting the basketball
the last five games. Moss is 15-0f-23 (.652) from 3-point range dur-
ing that span. The Chicago native made all four 3-point attempts
at Penn State -- all in the first half -- was 5-of-6 from long distance
versus lllinois and 6-of-10 at Minnesota on Jan. 27.

Moss ranks second in the Big Ten in 3-point accuracy (.456).

BYAN KRIENER TAKING THE NEXT STEP

Junior Ryan Kriener posted his first career double-double in lowa’s
15-point win over No. 5 Michigan last Friday. Kriener was 6-of-9
shooting from the field, including making his only 3-point attempt,
and was 2-of-4 from the foul line.

Kriener has registered single-season bests in nearly every sta-
tistical category as a junior. His scoring (5.8) and rebounding (3.3)
averages have improved, along with his shooting percentages. His
3-point accuracy (.400) has doubled from his freshman (.200) and
sophomore (.200) seasons.

The native of Spirit Lake, lowa, has tallied double figures in scor-
ing in five of lowa’s last nine contests.

EAST START FOR WIESKAMP

Joe Wieskamp is off to a fast start for the Hawkeyes as a freshman.
The shooting guard ranks third on the team in scoring (11.4 ppg),
and second in rebounding (5.0 rpg) and steals (23). Wieskamp is
shooting at a 43 percent clip from 3-point range (36-0f-84) -- sec-
ond best on the team -- and 50.3 percent overall from the field
(83-0f-165).

Wieskamp led the team in scoring for the fifth time this season in
lowa’s win over lllinois (Jan. 20), matching a personal-best with 24
points. His efforts in lowa’s two victories three weeks ago earned
the native of Muscatine, lowa, Big Ten Freshman of the Week ac-
colades on Jan. 21. Wieskamp helped lowa set a Carver-Hawkeye
Arena team record for field goal percentage, making 68 percent
of its attempts (34-0f-50) versus the Fighting lllini. He also helped
the Hawkeyes total 89 points at Penn State, its highest point total
ever at State College, dating back to 1955.

Wieskamp earned Big Ten Freshman of the Week accolades for
the second time in three weeks after totaling 16 points, seven
rebounds, five steals, and two assists in lowa’s 15-point win over
No. 5 Michigan.

Wieskamp posted his first career double-double versus Pittsburgh
on Nov. 27, totaling a team-best in points (18) and rebounds (11).

MAKING THE FREEBIES

lowa has made 42 more free throws than any other Big Ten team.
The Hawkeyes have made 432 fouls shots, while Minnesota is
second behind lowa with 390 makes.

The Hawkeyes are the only team with three players ranked in
the top 10 in the league free throw percentage. Jordan Bohannon
ranks second (.866, 58-0f-67), Luka Garza is third (.849, 62-0f-73),
and Connor McCaffery is ninth (.797, 59-0f-74).

RECENT TRENDS

lowa has been shooting the basketball at a good clip over the last
five contests. During the five-game stretch spanning games played
Jan. 16-Feb. 1, lowa is shooting 50.3 percent (151-0f-300) and 45.7
percent (48-0f-105) from 3-point range. The Hawkeyes are also av-
eraging 18.6 assists and 11.2 turnovers (1.7 assist-to-turnover ratio).

The awards ceremony took place in St. Louis on Nov. 17. Bohan-
non traveled with the Street family from New York to St. Louis after
lowa’s two games in New York City.

Other honorees included recently-inducted Baseball Hall of
Famer Jim Thome, Loyola men’s basketball team chaplain Sister
Jean Dolores Schmidt, Florida State softball head coach Lonni Al-
ameda, Minnesota high school pitcher Ty Koehn, and Hall of Fame
shortstop Ozzie Smith.

The event is named for Stan Musial, the late St. Louis Cardinals
legend who was beloved for his approach on and off the field. The
mission of the Musial Awards is to encourage selflessness, integrity
and civility in sports and society -- and to inspire people across the
country to be good sports.
