Illinois enters Wednesday’s matchup with a 7-9 overall record and a 2-1 mark in Big Ten play

Sophomore forward Alex Wittinger (14.4) and freshman guard Brandi Beasley (11.2) are each averaging double digits
in scoring, while freshman guard Petra Holesinska is averaging 9.9 points. Wittinger also leads the team with 8.7
rebounds per game.

The Illini lead the Big Ten Conference and rank 19th nationally in free throw percentage, shooting .770 from the line.
Wittinger ranks 11th nationally with 41 blocks this season. She leads the Big Ten in both blocked shots (41) and blocks
per game (2.56).

lowa leads the all-time series, 53-19.

Illinois defeated the Hawkeyes, 70-65, in Champaign, lllinois, on Dec. 28. Megan Gustafson (21 points, 13 rebounds)
and senior Ally Disterhoft (11 points, 12 rebounds) each posted double-doubles in the contest.

The Hawkeyes won the lone meeting between the two teams last season. lowa defeated Illinois, 61-56, in lowa City
Megan Gustafson led the Hawkeyes with 16 points and 10 rebounds on 8-of-11 shooting from the field.

The Hawkeyes have won 18 of the last 22 meetings, including four of the last six games.

The Hawkeyes rank fourth in the Big Ten and 14th nationally in assists (292).

lowa also ranks second in the conference and 13th in the NCAA in assists per game (18.3).

Seven Hawkeyes have dished out 20 or more assists on the season. Sophomore Tania Davis leads the team with 66.
Sheis joined by freshman Kathleen Doyle (58), senior Ally Disterhoft (42), freshmen Makenzie Meyer (24) and Bre Cera
(22), junior Chase Coley (20) and senior Alexa Kastanek (20).

lowa has won by 20 or more points six times this season, including wins against Oral Rob-
erts (96-76), Hampton (84-51), Massachusetts (71-30), Northern lowa (88-39), Robert
Morris (81-60), and Kent State (83-48).

The Hawkeyes are averaging 76.1 points per game and holding their opponents to 64.4
(+11.9).

Freshman Kathleen Doyle leads the team with 34 steals on the season.

The LaGrange Park, lllinois, native is tied for sixth in the Big Ten Conference, averaging 2.1
steals per game.

Doyle’s 2.1 steals per game average is the highest among all Big Ten freshmen.

For the second straight week, sophomore Megan Gustafson was named to the Big Ten
Women’s Basketball Player of the Week Honor Roll, the conference office announced Jan.
2. It marked the fourth weekly honor of Gustafson’s career and her third of the season.
Gustafson averaged 21.5 points and 11.0 rebounds in a pair of Big Ten Conference games
against lllinois and Nebraska last week.

She led all scorers with 21 points, shooting 7-0f-12 (.583) from the field at lllinois. Gus-
tafson pulled down 13 boards (6 offensive) to register her eighth double-double of the
season. She also dished out three assists and went 7-for-8 from the free throw line against
the Illini.

The Port Wing, Wisconsin, native recorded a team-high 22 points and a team-leading nine
rebounds to lead lowa to its first Big Ten victory of the season. She shot an impressive .750
from the field (9-for-12) and added two blocks and a pair of steals.

On the season, Gustafson is averaging 17.5 points and 9.9 rebounds. She’s shooting .669
(117-0f-175) from the field -- a mark that ranks second in the Big Ten and sixth nationally.
Gustafson earned Big Ten Player of the Week accolades on Nov. 14 before being named
to the Honor Roll on Dec. 26. She garnered Big Ten Freshman of the Week honors on Feb.
22,2016.

Sophomore Megan Gustafson has scored in double figures in every game this season,
while senior Ally Disterhoft has netted double digits in 15-o0f-16 games.

Gustafson has netted 20 or more points eight times this year, while Disterhoft has ac-
complished the feat four times. Both Hawkeyes have scored 20 or more points in games
against Oral Roberts, James Madison, and Drake.

Together, the pair averages 33.9 points per game.

Sophomore Megan Gustafson and senior Ally Disterhoft each registered double-doubles
against lllinois on Dec. 28.

Gustafson led all scorers with 21 points and grabbed a game-high 13 boards to register her
eighth double-double of the season and the 17th of her career.

Disterhoft netted 11 points and a season-high 13 rebounds. It marked her first double-
double of the season and the seventh of her career.

Sophomore Megan Gustafson registered the 17th double-double of her career against Il-
linois on Dec. 28. It was her eighth double-double of the season.

Gustafson is one of 31 NCAA student-athletes to record eight or more double-doubles this
season.

Gustafson has led lowa in boards in 15-0f-16 games this season.

The Port Wing, Wisconsin, native ranks sixth nationally in field goal percentage (.669), 13th
in field goals made (117), 18th in double-doubles (8), 20th in rebounds (159), and 28th in
rebounds per game (9.9).

Down 11-2 in the first quarter to Kent State, the Hawkeyes used a 40-5 run over a 12-min-
ute span to ultimately defeat Kent State, 83-48, on Dec. 20.

lowa made 12-0f-18 field goals in the second quarter and held Kent State to 3-of-16
shooting. lowa also dominated the boards in the second frame, 18-3.

Megan Gustafson (20 points), Ally Disterhoft (18 points), and Makenzie Meyer (12 points)
all scored in double figures for the Hawkeyes.

Junior Christina Buttenham registered her first career start in the contest. She netted five
points and pulled-down a career-high six boards in 18 minutes of action.

Head Coach Lisa Bluder

Lisa Bluder (pronounced BLUE-dir), the all-time winningest
coach in program history, completed her 16th season as head
coachat the University of lowa and her 32nd season as a college
head coach in 2015-16.

Under her direction, the Hawkeyes have advanced to 15
postseason appearances (12 NCAA and three WNIT) in 16
seasons, including NCAA Tournament berths in eight of the
last nine seasons.

Bluder, the 2015 Carol Eckman Award winner, has posted
a333-194 (.632) record at lowa and her career record stands
at 689-336 (.672). Bluder surpassed Hall of Famer C. Vivian Stringer (269 wins) as the
all-time winningest coach in program history on Feb. 10, 2014, as the Hawkeyes defeated
Northwestern, 90-84.

Bluder, 1-of-14 active Division | coaches with 675 or more wins, is a three-time Big Ten Coach
of the Year (2001, 2008 and 2010) and two-time WBCA Regional Coach of the Year (2001 and
2008). She has guided lowa to a winning record in 15 of her 16 years at lowa, including 11
upper-division finishes in the challenging Big Ten Conference. Bluder, who ranks third among
Big Ten coaches all-time in league victories (160), has led lowa to nine 20-win seasons in her
16 years, including seven of the last nine years.

Bluder has coached numerous players to different awards in her 16 years in lowa City. She
has mentored 19 players to 47 All-Big Ten honors, including 12 first team picks, 16 second,
11 third and eight honorable mention selections. She has also had two Big Ten Freshman of
the Year award winners, two Big Ten Sixth Player of the Year recipients, eight members of the
Big Ten All-Freshman team and three players named to the Big Ten All-Defensive team, with
Kachine Alexander earning the honor twice.

Five players during Bluder’s tenure have earned a total of seven Women's Basketball
Coaches Association (WBCA) all-region team accolades and six players have earned a total of
11 honorable mention All-America honors. Bluder coached her first consensus All-American
in Samantha Logic, who earned the honor after being named a WBCA Division | Coaches All-
American, USBWA All-American, ESPN Second Team All-American, and Third Team Associated
Press All-American.

With Bluder on the lowa sidelines, student-athletes have been named Academic All-Big Ten
75 times, including a program-best eight honorees in 2011 and 2012. The 75 honorees is the
highest total mentored by any of the Big Ten coaches. Bluder has also mentored three Academic
All-Americans in Ally Disterhoft (2015, 2016), Logic (2015), and Lindsey Meder (2001, 2002).
Disterhoft was also named Academic All-America of the Year in 2015.

Inher 10 years at Drake, Bluder brought great success and tradition to the Bulldog program
and established herself as one of the top coaches in the country. She led Drake to five 20-
plus win seasons in her last six years, including five postseason appearances. She guided the
Bulldogs to eight Missouri Valley Conference Tournament appearances, reaching the semifinals
six times and winning the tournament four times. Bluder was also named the Conference
Coach of the Year three times at Drake.

Bluder began her coaching career at St. Ambrose, where she coached six successful sea-
sons, building the Bees into a NAIA powerhouse. During her tenure at St. Ambrose, Bluder
guided the Bees to four straight national tournaments, including two consecutive Final Four
appearances. The 1990 St. Ambrose team was ranked No. 1 and Bluder was named the NAIA
Converse Coach of the Year.

A graduate of Linn-Mar High School in Marion, lowa, Bluder was a three-year starter
at Northern lowa. She graduated from UNI in 1983 with a bachelor’s degree in marketing.

Senior Ally Disterhoft now ranks fifth on lowa’s all-time career scoring list.

Disterhoft has 1,805 career points and is 254 points from tying lowa’s all-time scoring record of 2,059 set by Cindy Hauge-
jorde (1976-80).

Disterhoft also ranks ninth all-time in 3-point field goals (140), 13th in career blocks (62), and 13th in rebounds (695).

A career day by sophomore Tania Davis led the Hawkeyes past in-state foe lowa State on Wednesday, Dec. 7.
Davis registered career highs in points (23), 3-pointers made (5), and field goals made (7).
The Flint, Michigan, native was 7-0f-11 from the field and 5-0f-6 from 3-point range in 30 minutes of action.

The Hawkeyes are 10-0 when leading at the half.

lowa is 10-0 when scoring 70 points or more.

The Hawkeyes rank 14th nationally in total attendance (41,782).

lowa shot .688 (11-for-16) from three point range against UNI on Dec. 4, marking the second-highest 3-point field goal
percentage in a single game this season (Tennessee, .857, vs. Navy).

Two Big Ten teams are included in the week 10 (Jan. 9) Associated Press Top 25. They include: No. 3 Maryland and No. 11
Ohio State.

Maryland (No. 3) and Ohio State (No. 11) are also included in the week 10 USA TODAY Coaches Poll (Jan. 10). Michigan (8),
Michigan State (7), and Northwestern (3) are receiving votes.

The Hawkeyes rank 13th nationally, averaging 18.3 assists per game. lowa’s 292 total assists on the season rank 14th.

lowa also ranks 13th in field goal percentage (.472) and 17th in defensive rebounds per game (30).

Sophomore Megan Gustafson ranks sixth nationally in field goal percentage (.669), 13th in field goals made (117), 18th in
double-doubles (8), 20th in rebounds (159), and 28th in rebounds per game (9.9).

Senior Ally Disterhoft ranks 40th nationally with a .543 field goal percentage.

lowa leads the Big Ten Conference in 3-point field goal percentage defense (.273) and field goal percentage defense (.358).
The Hawkeyes also rank second in assists (18.3), third in defensive rebounds (30.0), fourth in field goal percentage (.472),
and fifth in rebounding offense (41.9).

Two Hawkeyes rank within the top-10 in field goal percentage. They include: Megan Gustafson (.669; 2nd) and Ally Dister-
hoft (.543; 9th).

Gustafson ranks second in the league in field goal percentage (.669) and offensive rebounds (3.5), third in defensive re-
bounds (6.4), fourth in rebounding (9.9), seventh in blocked shots (1.5), and 10th in scoring (17.5) and free throw percent-
age (.780).

Sophomore Tania Davis is shooting .867 from the free throw line -- the third-highest total in the conference. She also ranks
12th in assists, averaging 4.1 per game.

Disterhoft ranks seventh in 3-point field goal percentage (.393), ninth in field goal percentage (.543), and 13th in scoring
(16.4).

Freshman Kathleen Doyle is tied for sixth in the conference in steals (2.1).

Senior Ally Disterhoft has netted double figures in 93 of her 100 career starts, including 48 of her last 49 games.

The lowa City, lowa, native has started 100 consecutive games and appeared in every game of her Hawkeye career (118).
Disterhoft has 1,805 career points and is 254 points from tying lowa’s all-time scoring record of 2,059 set by Cindy Haugejorde (1976-80).
Disterhoft has registered 20 or more points in four games this season.

Last season, Disterhoft became the program’s highest scoring junior, netting 565 points to break Michelle Edwards’ record
of 564 points in 1986-87.

The Hawkeyes held Massachusetts to just 30 points in the first game of the Hawkeye Challenge on Nov. 19, tying a Carver-
Hawkeye Arena record for fewest points allowed. It also marked the second-fewest points allowed in the Big Ten this season
(27, Purdue vs. North Carolina Central).

lowa held the Minutewomen to just 10 first half points, breaking a program record for fewest points allowed in a first half.
The Hawkeyes allowed just 39 points against UNI on Dec. 4. It marked the second time this season lowa has held an op-
ponent to under 40 points.

Sophomore Tania Davis was named the Madness Big Ten Women'’s Baskethall Player of the Week, College Sports Madness
announced Dec.12.

Davis averaged a team-high 18.5 points, shot .526 from the field (10-0f-19), .600 from 3-point range (6-for-10) and a per-
fect 1.000 (11-for-11) from the free throw line to lead lowa to a pair of wins over lowa State and Robert Morris.

The Flint, Michigan, native registered career highs in points (23), 3-pointers made (5) and field goals made (7) to guide the
Hawkeyes past in-state rival lowa State (88-76) on Wednesday.

Two days later, Davis netted 14 points and was a perfect 7-for-7 from the charity stripe to help the Hawkeyes to an 81-60
win over Robert Morris.
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«  (Center/forward Megan Gustafson was named Big Ten Player of the Week, the conference of-
fice announced Nov. 14. It is the second weekly honor of Gustafson’s career.

« The Port Wing, Wisconsin, native posted back-to-back double-doubles to lead lowa to wins
overall Oral Roberts and Hampton on Nov. 11 and 13. The sophomore tied a career high in
points (25) and recorded 12 rebounds, an assist and a block in 26 minutes of action against
Oral Roberts on Nov. 11. Two days later, Gustafson netted 14 points and pulled down 11
boards to lead the Hawkeyes past Hampton. She also went a combined 7-for-8 from the free
throw line.

Hawkeye to win Big Ten Player of the Week since Samantha Logic won the award on March
2,2015.

Senior Ally Disterhoft was named Preseason All-Big Ten by the coaches and media, the Big Ten
Conference announced Oct. 24. The lowa City, lowa, native was a second team All-Big Ten selection
in 2015 and 2016 and an honorable mention All-Big Ten honoree in 2014. She was also named to
the Big Ten All-Freshman Team and Big Ten All-Tournament team in 2014.

lowa made its ninth straight postseason appearance (8 NCAA, 1 WNIT) with an at-large bid
to the WNIT in 2016.

. lowa was one of six Big Ten Conference teams (Minnesota, Michigan, Nebraska, Northwest-
ern, Rutgers) and one of three teams from lowa (Drake, UNI) to be included in the WNIT field
of 64.

. lowa returns four of its five starters from last season in senior Ally Disterhoft, junior Chase

(oley, and sophomores Tania Davis, and Megan Gustafson.
Senior Ally Disterhoft garnered second team All-Big Ten accolades by coaches and media for
the second consecutive season and received lowa'’s Sportsmanship Award. The preseason All-
Big Ten pick by coaches and media scored in double figures in every game last season and in
78 of her 84 consecutive starts.

« Tania Davis and Megan Gustafson were named to the 2016 Big Ten All-Freshman Team.
