• Iowa has won five straight games against Michigan, dating back to February, 2014.

• Four of the last seven meetings between Iowa and Michigan in Iowa City have gone to 

overtime, dating back to 2009.

• The Hawkeyes enter Tuesday’s contest having won a season-best fi ve games in a row.

• Iowa was credited with 34 assists on 36 fi eld goals in its last ou& ng against Northern 

Illinois last Friday. The 34 assists & e the school single-game record previously set on 

Dec. 1, 1984 against George Mason and are the most by a Big Ten team this season.

• In Iowa’s seven home games, freshman Luka Garza is averaging team bests in scoring 

(15.9), rebounding (7.9), and blocked shots (2.28). He is shooting 66.7 percent from 

the field (36-of-54) inside Carver-Hawkeye Arena.

• Tyler Cook has dunked the ball nine times during Iowa’s five-game win streak, including 

a season-best six in Iowa’s versus Drake. Cook has 28 dunks this season.

• Fran McCaffery has 397 wins in 22 seasons as a head coach; he is three victories from 

reaching the 400-win milestone.

• Iowa has ne" ed 90 points or more in seven of its nine wins.

• Iowa is 9-0 when scoring 80 points or more and 5-0 when Iowa has fewer turnovers 

than its opponent this season.

• Iowa is shoo& ng the basketball at a 53 percent clip in its nine victories and has made 

52 percent of its fi eld goal a" empts in its seven home games.

• Tuesday will be the second of three straight home games for the Hawkeyes.

• The Hawkeyes rank third in the country in assists per game, averaging 19.7 per contest. 

Addi& onally, Iowa ranks ninth in total free throw a" empts (349), 15th na& onally in total 

rebounds per contest (41.4), and 38th in rebounding margin (+7.0).

• Iowa has only played two of its 15 regular season games at full strength. The Hawkeyes 

have had at least one player not active due to injury in 13 of their 15 games.

• Iowa’s top six scorers are underclassmen with sophomore Tyler Cook leading the pack 

(13.8). Freshman Luka Garza leads the squad in rebounding (6.6) and blocks (1.4), and 

sophomore Jordan Bohannon ranks first in assists (4.8).

• After a slow start, Iowa has climbed to No. 150 in the RPI. Michigan enters Tuesday’s 

game with an RPI of 37.

Iowa was credited with 34 assists on 36 made baskets en route to a comfortable, 98-75, 

win over Northern Illinois Friday night in Iowa City. The 34 assists � e the school single-

game record previously set against George Mason on Dec. 1, 1984.

• Three Hawkeyes scored in double fi gures: Luka Garza (25), Tyler Cook (17), and Isaiah 

Moss (11).

• Luka Garza and Tyler Cook combined for 42 points and 10 rebounds. The frontcourt 

duo combined to shoot 14-of-15 (.933) from the fi eld and 11-of-15 (.733) from the free 

throw line.

• Luka Garza posted personal bests in scoring (25), blocked shots (5), and 3-pointers (3). 

The Hawkeye freshman mad all eight of his fi eld goal a� empts, including three triples.

• Point guard Jordan Bohannon dished out seven assists for the fi # h � me this season. 

He also had zero turnovers direc� ng the Hawkeye off ense.

• Iowa started the contest making 14 of its fi rst 17 fi eld goal a� empts, sprin� ng out to a 

35-17 advantage in the fi rst 10 minutes of the game. The Hawkeyes fi nished the game 

shoo� ng 58 percent (36-of-62) from the fi eld.

• Iowa’s bench scored a season-high 53 points, bes� ng the previous high of 52 established 

against Southern University (Dec. 10).

• The Hawkeyes made 12 3-pointers, one shy of its season high mark of 13 set against 

Southern. Iowa shot 54 percent (7-of-13) from 3-point territory in the fi rst half.

• Four Huskies scored in double fi gures: Eugene German (20), Jus� n Thomas (16), Gairges 

Daow (12), and Dante Thorpe (11).

• Friday’s game was played in front of a season-high 14,665 fans.

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Fran McCaff ery, who is signed through the 2020 

season, is in his eighth season as the head basket-

ball coach at the University of Iowa and his 22nd 

year overall as a college head coach. McCaff ery has 

reached the 20-win plateau eight of the last 11 sea-

sons, including four of the last fi ve years.

 McCaff ery spent fi ve seasons (2005-10) as the 

head coach at Siena, six years at UNC-Greensboro 

(1999-2005) and three seasons at Lehigh (1985-88) 

before joining the Hawkeyes.  

 McCaff ery has three decades of Division I coach-

ing experience. He completed his 35th season as a 

collegiate coach in 2017, which includes 21 years as a head coach and 14 as 

an assistant. McCaff ery is one of 12 coaches to lead four diff erent Division I 

teams to the NCAA Tournament.

 McCaff ery, 57, holds a career mark of 397-283 (.583) and guided his teams 

to 11 postseason appearances (seven NCAA and four NIT). He is 146-107 

(.577) at Iowa. McCaff ery led Iowa to NCAA Tournament victories in two of 

the last three years (2015 and 2016), the fi rst � me Hawkeye teams have won 

tournament games in consecu� ve seasons since 1996-97.

 Since taking over the Iowa program in 2010, the Hawkeyes have earned 

six postseason tournament berths (3 NCAA, 3 NIT). McCaff ery coached Iowa 

to 25 victories in 2013, equaling the second-most win total in program his-

tory. McCaff ery has guided fi ve diff erent Hawkeyes to all-conference honors, 

including four straight fi rst team honorees. The last � me Iowa had four con-

secu� ve fi rst-team all-league honorees was 1945-48.

 McCaff ery has posted upper division fi nishes in each of the past fi ve sea-

sons at Iowa and 17 of 21 seasons as a head coach. He has posted 20 wins or 

more eight of the last 11 seasons, including four of the last fi ve years at Iowa 

(2013, 2014, 2015, and 2016).

 McCaff ery and the Hawkeyes have made Carver-Hawkeye Arena one of 

the most feared arenas to play na� onally. Fans have embraced McCaff ery 

and his team’s style of play with a� endance increasing by more than 50 per-

cent since 2010. The Hawkeyes boast a 73-17 (.811) home record the last fi ve 

seasons, which includes a school-record 18 wins in 2014.

 McCaff ery’s fi ve years at Siena were the best in its 70-year history. He led 

the Saints on an incredible run that ended with three straight Metro Atlan� c 

Athle� c Conference championships and NCAA Tournament appearances. In 

so doing, Siena became the only program in the country to win its regular 

season and postseason � tle 2008-10.  

 McCaff ery’s Saints owned a 112-51 (.687) record in his fi ve years with the 

program. He guided the Saints to four consecu� ve 20-win seasons.

 The 2009 MAAC Coach of the Year and 2010 District I Coach of the Year is 

the third winningest coach, by percentage, in league history (68-22, .756). He 

is the only coach to guide a MAAC program to two NCAA Tournament wins. 

McCaff ery led his 2008 and 2009 teams to fi rst round NCAA Tournament 

victories over Vanderbilt and Ohio State, respec� vely.

 In his fi nal two seasons at Siena, he coached the Saints to back-to-back 

27-win campaigns and boasted a combined 39-3 (.929) record against MAAC 

opponents, which included MAAC Tournament contests.

 McCaff ery began his coaching career as an assistant at Penn (1982-83) 

and Lehigh (1983-85). A� er three seasons as head coach at Lehigh, he spent 

11 seasons as an assistant at Notre Dame (1988-99).

 McCaff ery played basketball at Wake Forest his freshman year (1977-78) 

and then concluded his collegiate playing career at Penn his fi nal three sea-

sons (1979-82). 

 He earned his B.S. degree in Economics from The Wharton School (Penn) 

in 1982. McCaff ery also earned a Master of Educa� on from Lehigh in 1985.

traveling to Iowa City for Tuesday’s Big Ten game.

• Four Wolverines average double fi gures in scoring: Charles Ma# hews (16.1), Moritz 

Wagner (14.9), Muhammad-Ali Abdur-Rahkman (10.6), and Duncan Robinson (10.4).

• Thirty-eight percent of Michigan’s off ensive produc! on come via the 3-ball, making 145 

triples (435) and totaling 1,153 points this season. Michigan is tops in the league in 

triples per game (9.7), while the Wolverines rank seventh in the conference in 3-point 

fi eld goal percentage (.363).

• Michigan beat Jacksonville by 25 points in its last ou! ng. The Wolverines shot 56 percent 

from the fi eld (31-of-55) and had a +18 advantage on the glass (41-23).

The Wolverines have won 11 of the last 18, but the Hawkeyes have won the last 

fi ve, including winning last year’s only mee! ng in Iowa City, 86-83 in over! me in the Big 

Ten opener on Jan. 1, 2017.

 Iowa owns a slim 38-36 edge in games played in Iowa City. Iowa holds a 17-13 edge in 

games played in Carver-Hawkeye Arena. Michigan has lost its last four contests at Carver-

Hawkeye Arena, da! ng back to 2012.

 Four of the last seven Iowa-Michigan games played in Iowa City have gone to over! me, 

da! ng back to 2009.

Four Hawkeyes scored in double fi gures in an 89-83 Iowa over! me victory over Michigan 

in Iowa City on New Year’s Day in the only mee! ng between the two teams a year ago.

Freshman Luka Garza leads the team in rebounding (6.6) and 
blocked shots (1.4), is second in free throws made (41) and a� empts 

(71), and is fourth in scoring (10.4).

 Garza has ne� ed double fi gures in four of Iowa’s last fi ve games 

(23 points versus Southern, 13 against Drake, 17 versus Southern 

Utah, and 25 against Northern Illinois). He had his best game as 

a collegiate player against Northern Illinois this past Friday, going 

8-of-8 from the fi eld, including making all three 3-pointers, and 

6-of-8 from the charity stripe, scoring a personal-best 25 points. 

He also denied a season-best fi ve shots.

 Garza has made 25 of his last 32 free throws (.781) a� er star� ng 

the season 16-of-39 (.410) from the charity stripe. Addi� onally, 

he has shot 50 percent or be� er from the fi eld in seven of the last 

eight games, making a combined 31-of-48 (.646) during that span.

 Against Chicago State on Nov. 10, Garza became the second 

Hawkeye in the last 20 years to register 16 points and fi ve rebounds 

in their debut (Aaron White in 2011).
