Three members of the University of lowa women's golf team -- seniors Jessica Ip and Morgan Kukla, and sophomore Sophie Liu -- were named
2017-18 Big Ten Women'’s Golf Preseason Honorees.

Ip has competed in all nine tournaments for the Hawkeyes this season. She leads the team for stroke average (75), low round (67),
rounds at-or-below par (5), top-10 finishes (1), and top-20 finishes (1).

Liu made her season debut at the Westbrook Spring Invitational, where she fired a 54-hole score of 240 (+24).

Kukla has appeared in seven tournaments for lowa this season. She has a stroke average of 77.8 and a low round of 73 (+1).
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
