Track & Field and Cross Country Coaches Association (USTFCCCA) Top 25 Week 5 poll. The women 
are ranked 21st in the nation and fourth in the Midwest region. The men are ranked 20th in the 
nation and second in the Midwest region.

MCCONICO CONTROLS THE BIG TEN
Senior Jaylan McConico leads the Big Ten and ranks second in the country with a 7.60 time in the 
60-meter hurdles. McConico broke the school record at the Tyson Invite on Feb. 14. McConico 
has earned Big Ten Track Athlete of the Week honors three times this season. 

TAUSAGA IS ONE OF THE BEST IN THE NATION
Senior Laulauga Tausaga started Day 2 at the Meyo Invite with a new school record and a first-
place finish in the shot put (17.96m). She currently ranks No. 1 in the Big Ten and second in the 
nation. On Feb. 19, she earned her second Big Ten Field Athlete of the Week honor this season. 

DANIELS MAKES SCHOOL HISTORY 
Senior Will Daniels finished strong in the heptathlon, securing a first-place finish at the Husker 
Invite on Feb. 8. He broke Iowa’s school record with 5,689 points and is currently ranks No. 1 in 
the Big Ten Conference and seventh in the nation. Daniels broke a personal best in all five events 
that make up the heptathlon. 

LIENAU CRUSHES 2002 SCHOOL RECORD
On Feb. 14, sophomore Tyler Lienau broke Iowa’s school record in the weight throw at the Texas 
Tech Shootout. Lienau hit a mark of 21.35 meters, a new personal best. He ranks sixth in the Big 
Ten and 20th in the nation.

LAWRENCE SITS IN MULTIPLE TOP SPOTS IN THE RANKINGS
Sophomore Wayne Lawrence is going into the Big Ten Championships at No.1 in three different 
events: 400 meters, 600 meters and the 4x400-meter relay. Lawrence is Iowa’s reigning school-
record holder in the 600 meters (1:16.55). Lawrence also is ranked twice in the top 16 in the 
nation: No.7 in the 4x400-meter relay (3:06.72) and the No. 8 in 400 meters (46.09).
