Wirfs has started the 
last 4  games at RT. He is the 1st true freshman in Ferentz’s 19 seasons to start at off ensive tackle.

Second-year Ɵ ght ends Noah Fant (So.) and T.J. Hockenson (redshirt freshman) have combined 
for 42 recepƟ ons this season.

 Kirk Ferentz has 141 overall wins and 85 Big Ten wins as 
Iowa’s head coach. The 85 conference wins rank sixth among the 
conference’s all-Ɵ me winningest coaches in Big Ten games. 
 Ferentz’s 141 wins in all games coached as a member of the Big 
Ten Conference rank sixth in league history and second all-Ɵ me 
at Iowa. He is two wins from tying Hayden Fry as the Hawkeyes’ 
all-Ɵ me winningest football coach.
 Both Ferentz (141, 85) and Fry (143, 96) rank in the top six 
in overall wins and Big Ten wins. Only Iowa and Michigan have 
two coaches ranked in the top 10 of both win categories (Bo 
Schembechler 194, 143; and Lloyd Carr 122, 81).

 FERENTZ TOPS IN LONGEVITY
 Kirk Ferentz is in his 19th season as Iowa’s head football coach. 
He is the longest tenured acƟ ve head coach in college football. 
Ferentz was named Iowa head coach on Dec. 2, 1998. Gary 
PaƩ erson of TCU is No. 2 in coaching tenure. PaƩ erson’s fi rst year 
with the Horned Frogs was 2001. Among Big Ten coaches, only Pat 
Fitzgerald (2006) and Mark Dantonio (2007) have been at their 
current schools for 10 seasons or more. 

 BIG TEN PERFECTION
 University of Iowa head coach Kirk Ferentz has twice navigated 
the Big Ten regular season schedule with an undefeated record. The 
Hawkeyes were 8-0 in 2002 and shared the Big Ten championship 
with Ohio State, and 8-0 in 2015, winning the Big Ten West Division 
Ɵ tle. 
 Since 1954, when the conference schedule expanded to seven 
games, only six Big Ten coaches, including Ferentz, have mulƟ ple 
undefeated Big Ten seasons.

 Iowa has outscored its opponents 93-40 in the fourth quarter. QB Nate Stanley has a 
161.51 passing effi  ciency in the fourth quarter and overƟ me (145.8 overall). The numbers 
include 33 compleƟ ons in 56 aƩ empts for 472 yards, six touchdowns and one intercepƟ on. 
Iowa scored points in the fi nal two minutes to Ɵ e the game or take the lead against Iowa 
State, Penn State and Northwestern.
 
 STANLEY MAKING AND CHASING HISTORY
 QB Nate Stanley has 22 touchdown passes, second in the Big Ten and Ɵ ed for 11th in 
the naƟ on. Stanley has thrown 12 touchdowns and zero intercepƟ ons against AP top 25 
opponents (Ohio State, Michigan State, Penn State, Iowa State). He averaged 236.8 yards 
per game against those four opponents. 
 He has thrown fi ve touchdown passes in a game twice this season (at Iowa State, vs. 
Ohio State), becoming the fi rst Hawkeye to have two fi ve-touchdown passing games in 
the same season. Stanley’s fi ve TD passes against Ohio State Ɵ ed a Kinnick Stadium record 
(Chuck Long in 1985, Fred Riddle in 1963). 
 In program history, only Stanley and Chuck Long have two career games with fi ve or 
more touchdowns. Long threw six TDs against Texas in 1984 and six against Northwestern 
in 1985.
 Stanley is the fi rst Hawkeye to throw 20-plus touchdowns in a season since James 
Vandenberg threw 25 touchdowns in 2001. Long holds the single season TD record. He 
threw 27 touchdowns in 1985. 
 Stanley threw 12 touchdowns in the fi rst four games of the season, becoming the fi rst 
quarterback in program history to throw 12 touchdown passes in their fi rst four starts. 
The four-game stretch was Iowa’s best since Chuck Hartlieb threw 12 touchdowns over 
a four-game stretch in 1987. Chuck Long threw 14 touchdowns in the fi rst four games in 
1985.
 Stanley threw three touchdowns in his fi rst career start Week 1. The last quarterback 
to do that was Ricky Stanzi (3, vs. Florida AtlanƟ c in 2008). Since, 1999, the only other 
quarterback to throw three or more touchdowns in his fi rst career start under Ferentz 
was Jon Beutjer (4, at Indiana in 2000).   
 Stanley threw for fi ve touchdowns and 333 yards against Iowa State in Week 2, becoming 
the fi rst Iowa quarterback with 300-plus passing yards and fi ve-plus touchdown passes 
since Chuck Hartlieb vs. Northwestern in 1987.
 AŌ er a slow start in the home loss to Penn State, Stanley completed 12 of his fi nal 14 
pass aƩ empts, while also leading Iowa on a three-play, 80-yard scoring drive to take a 
19-15 advantage in the fi nal two minutes.

 NOW, ABOUT THAT OHIO STATE WIN… 
 Iowa’s 55-24 win against No. 3 Ohio State was its fourth in the last fi ve home games 
against an AP top fi ve opponent, and marked Iowa’s 400th home win since becoming a 
varsity football team in 1889. What else happened?
• Iowa held Ohio State to 24 points, 22 points below the Buckeyes’ season average. 
• Iowa held Ohio State to 371 yards of total off ense, 200 yards below its season average. 
• Iowa intercepted QB J.T. BarreƩ  four Ɵ mes. He had thrown just one intercepƟ on in the 

fi rst eight games of 2017. 
• Iowa handed Ohio State just its second road loss under Urban Meyer (26-2). 
• The 55 points scored were the fi Ō h most points ever allowed by the Buckeyes, and the 

most allowed by an Ohio State defense since Penn State in 1994 (63).
• Iowa QB Nate Stanley Ɵ ed a Kinnick Stadium record with fi ve touchdown passes. In the

 No. 10 Wisconsin limited Iowa to three fi eld goals and held on for a 17-9 win over the 
Hawkeyes in Kinnick Stadium. 
 The visitors scored fi rst at the 10:06 mark of the second period on a 17-yard touchdown 
strike from QB Bart Houston to TE Troy Fumagalli.
 The Hawkeyes kicked fi eld goals of 41 and 47 yards by Keith Duncan and Miguel Recinos, 
respecƟ vely, in the second period and trailed 7-6 at halŌ ime.  
 Prior to the Recinos fi eld goal, Iowa LB Josey 
Jewell forced a Wisconsin fumble on Iowa’s goal 
line, which CB Desmond King recovered in the end 
zone to thwart the Badger scoring threat and keep 
it a one-possession game.
 The Badgers increased their lead to 14-6 
aŌ er a RB Corey Clement 1-yard score with 7:20 
remaining in the third quarter.
 AŌ er missing his fi rst two fi eld goal aƩ empts, K 
Andrew EndicoƩ  split the uprights from 36 yards 
with 1:24 leŌ  in the fourth quarter to extend 
Wisconsin’s advantage to 17-6.
 Desmond King returned the ensuing kickoff  77 yards, which resulted in a 25-yard fi eld 
goal by Duncan as Iowa trimmed the defi cit to 17-9. Iowa aƩ empted an onside kick, but 
the Hawkeyes were unable to come away with the ball before it bounced out-of-bounds.

 LB Josey Jewell leads the Big Ten and ranks fourth in the naƟ on with 11.3 tackles per 
game. Jewell missed the Northwestern game due to injury. The DNP snapped a streak of 37 
consecuƟ ve starts. He has 92 tackles this season, tops in the Big Ten and Ɵ ed for ninth naƟ onally. 
He is a semifi nalist for the LoƩ  IMPACT Trophy, Bednarik Award, and Butkus Award.
 His 9.5 tackles-for-loss (39 yards) ranks eighth in the Big Ten. He matched his career high 
with 16 tackles vs. Penn State and at Michigan State.  Jewell has led the team in tackles in 
each of the last two seasons (126 in 2015, 124 in 2016). His 2017 totals include 2.5 sacks 
(24 yards), 9.5 tackles for loss (career high), fi ve pass break-ups, and one intercepƟ on. 
 Jewell has 393 career tackles, seventh all-Ɵ me in program history. He needs seven 
stops to reach 400 and Ɵ e James Morris for sixth all-Ɵ me. He has 19 career games with 
double digit tackles. 
 Jewell was named Walter Camp, LoƩ  IMPACT, and Bednarik Award naƟ onal and Big 
Ten Conference Defensive Player of the Week following Iowa’s 24-3 win over Wyoming 
on Sept. 2. Jewell led Iowa with 14 tackles, including seven solo stops.
 Jewell was named Big Ten co-Defensive Player of the Week, Bronko Nagurski Defensive 
Player of the Week, Bednarik Award, and College Sports Madness Defensive Player of the 
Week following his performance vs. No. 4 Penn State.  He matched his career best with 
16 tackles, including 11 solo stops.  He added three tackles for loss, two pass break-ups, 
and a recovered fumble.  His fi Ō h career intercepƟ on and 33-yard return in the second 
quarter led to Iowa’s fi rst touchdown of the game.

 Snyder was sidelined again against Northwestern, Minnesota, 
and Ohio State due to injury.

 WADLEY PURSUES RARE FEAT
 Senior RB Akrum Wadley has 761 yards rushing in 2017. He 
rushed for 1,081 yards in 2016, and with another 1,000-yard 
campaign he could become the fourth Hawkeye in program history 
to produce back-to-back 1,000-yard rushing seasons, and the fi rst 
since Fred Russell went back-to-back in 2002 (1,355) and 2003 
(1,264). The other Hawkeyes with back-to-back 1,000-yard seasons

 WADLEY MOVING UP THE CHARTS
 RB Akrum Wadley is one of 15 players in program history to rush 
for 2,000 career yards. He has 465 career carries for 2,524 rushing 
yards, ninth all-Ɵ me. He needs 32 yards to Ɵ e Owen Gill for eighth 
all-Ɵ me. 
 Wadley has 23 career rushing touchdowns, tying for sixth all-Ɵ me, 
30 career touchdowns, sixth all-Ɵ me, and 180 career points, 12th 
all-Ɵ me. 
 Wadley has 3,340 career all-purpose yards, 11th most in program 
history (2,524 rush, 716 receiving, 100 KO returns). He is averaging

 RB Akrum Wadley and RB James Butler combined for 192 rushing 
yards on 30 aƩ empts in Iowa’s 55-24 win against No. 3 Ohio State. 
The duo averaged 6.4 yard per aƩ empt. RB Toren Young added 47 
yards rushing on fi ve aƩ empts, including a six-yard touchdown rush 
in the fourth quarter.
 Wadley added 40 yards on three recepƟ ons to total 158 all-
purpose yards on the day. 

 VANDEBERG STREAKING UP THE RANKINGS
 Senior WR MaƩ  VandeBerg has a recepƟ on in 28 consecuƟ ve 
games played. He has 127 career recepƟ ons, 10th most in program 
history. He has 1,614 career receiving yards, 17th in program history. 
He is 28 yards from passing Al Bream in career receiving yards, and 
eight recepƟ ons from tying Ed Hinkel in recepƟ ons.  
 VandeBerg missed Iowa’s fi nal nine games of 2016 due to a foot 
injury sustained in pracƟ ce on Sept. 26. He played in the fi rst four 
games of the season, leading the team in recepƟ ons, receiving 
yards, and receiving touchdowns (19-284-3 TDs) before the injury. 
On Dec. 21, 2016, the Big Ten Conference granted the University 
of Iowa’s medical hardship waiver request on behalf of VandeBerg 
and granted the wide receiver a fi Ō h year of eligibility.

 A NEW LOOK TO NATION’S TOP OFFENSIVE LINE UNIT
 The Hawkeyes entered the season with seven players returning on what was the top 
off ensive line in the country in 2016, but season-ending injuries to senior tackles Ike 
BoeƩ ger and Boone Myers have cleared the depth chart for redshirt freshman Alaric 
Jackson and true freshman Tristan Wirfs. 
 Jackson has started every game this season at leŌ  tackle, a posiƟ on Myers has occupied 
17 Ɵ mes, including the last fi ve games of 2016.
 Wirfs has started the last four games at right tackle. He is the fi rst true freshman in 
Ferentz’s 19 seasons to start at off ensive tackle, and only the fourth true freshman under 
Ferentz to ever start on the off ensive line. Center James Daniels, a junior in 2017, made 
two starts at leŌ  guard in 2015. The other two true freshman include Byran Bulaga in 2007 
(5 games at LG) and Mike Jones in 2003 (seven games at leŌ  guard).
  BoeƩ ger  (LT, LG, RT), Myers (LT, LG), and Sean Welsh (RG, RT); Daniels (C), Lucas LeGrand 
(C), and Keegan Render (LG, RG); and Levi Paulsen (RG) all started at least one game for 
an off ensive line that won the Joe Moore Award in 2016. 
 The Joe Moore Award honors off ensive line units that display a high level of toughness, 
eff ort, teamwork, consistency, technique, and “fi nishing”.  It is the only major college 
football award to honor a unit.
 The Hawkeyes were selected over naƟ onal runner-up Alabama and third-ranked Ohio 
State. Iowa was selected by a voƟ ng commiƩ ee comprised solely of people who played or 
coached the off ensive line posiƟ on, including all of the current off ensive line coaches at 
the Division I/FBS level as well as former players, coaches and colleagues of Coach Moore, 
and select media. Iowa’s off ense averaged 171.8 rushing yards per game -- averaging 4.5 
yards per carry, and more than two yards before contact -- and 325 yards total off ense 
per game.

 MYERS JOINS BOETTGER ON INJURED LIST
 Senior off ensive lineman Boone Myers underwent ankle surgery during the week prior 
to Iowa’s win over Minnesota and is out indefi nitely.  Myers joins fellow senior Ike BoeƩ ger 
on the injured list, as BoeƩ ger suff ered an Achilles injury in Week 2 at Iowa State and is 
out for the season.  Myers had 25 career starts, while BoeƩ ger started 21 Ɵ mes in his 
career.
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Since 1999, Kirk Ferentz’s fi rst year as Iowa head coach, 21 true freshmen have started for the Hawkeyes.

 Running backs Toren Young and Ivory Kelly-MarƟ n carried the ball for the fi rst Ɵ me in 
their careers Week 3 when RB Akrum Wadley and RB James Butler each leŌ  the North 
Texas game with injuries. 
 Young, a redshirt freshman, fi nished the game with a team-high 19 carries for a team-
best 78 yards. Kelly-MarƟ n, a true freshman, fi nished with 74 yards on 11 carries and two 
touchdowns (2, 6).  Kelly-MarƟ n is the fi rst Iowa true freshman with two-plus rush TD in 
a game since Marcus Coker in 2010 (vs Missouri).
 The rookies combined for 152 yards on 30 carries and two rushing touchdowns. Iowa’s 
seniors, Wadley and Butler, had 98 yards rushing on 24 carries.

 Brian Ferentz, a former Hawkeye football team captain and three-year leƩ erman for 
the University of Iowa football team, was named Iowa’s off ensive coordinator on Jan. 9, 
2017. He also coaches Iowa’s running backs. 
 Ferentz, the eldest son of UI head coach Kirk Ferentz, was an Iowa off ensive lineman 
from 2001-05. He joined the Iowa coaching staff  in 2012, serving as off ensive line coach 
and adding the Ɵ tle of run-game coordinator in 2015. 
 In 2016, Iowa’s off ensive line was the recipient of the Joe Moore Award, which goes to 
the best off ensive line in college football.  Due to injuries, Iowa was forced to use seven 
starƟ ng combinaƟ ons on the off ensive line, but the Hawkeyes were able to produce two 
1,000-yard rushers in the same season for the fi rst Ɵ me in program history.  The Hawkeyes 
were also a fi nalist for the Joe Moore Award in 2015.
 Under Ferentz’s direcƟ on, leŌ  tackle Brandon Scherff  won the 2014 Outland Trophy, was 
the Rimington-Pace Off ensive Lineman of the Year in the Big Ten; and earned unanimous 
consensus All-America honors.  Scherff  was the fi Ō h player selected in the 2015 NFL 
DraŌ  (Washington Redskins), while right tackle Andrew Donnal was selected by the St. 
Louis Rams in the fourth round.  Center AusƟ n Blythe was selected in the 2016 NFL DraŌ  
(Indianapolis).
 Ferentz joined the Hawkeye staff  aŌ er spending four years with the NFL’s New England 
Patriots.  He has been recognized by ESPN.com as one of the top assistant coaches in 
the Big Ten Conference under the age of 40.  Prior to joining the Hawkeyes staff , Ferentz 
worked under Patriots head coach Bill Belichick and current Houston Texans head coach 
Bill O’Brien, serving as New England’s Ɵ ght ends coach in 2011, helping the Patriots win 
the AFC championship and a spot in the 2012 Super Bowl. He was an off ensive assistant 
coach in 2010, working exclusively with the Ɵ ght ends.

 WALLACE, WOODS ADD COORDINATOR TITLES
 Tight ends coach LeVar Woods added the Ɵ tle of special teams coordinator in 2017. 
Woods had assisted with special teams since joining the coaching staff  in 2012.
 Linebackers coach Seth Wallace added the Ɵ tle of assistant defensive coordinator in 
2017. Wallace was defensive coordinator at Valdosta State before joining the Hawkeye 
coaching staff  in 2014. He was recruiƟ ng coordinator his fi rst two seasons. He coached 
defensive backs in 2015 and has coached linebackers since 2016.

 Iowa has three new faces on the 2017 coaching staff . Kelton Copeland coaches the 
Hawkeye receivers aŌ er spending the past four years at Northern Illinois. Ken O’Keefe 
is back on staff  as quarterbacks coach. O’Keefe was Iowa’s off ensive coordinator from 
1999-2011 and Iowa’s quarterbacks coach from 2000-11. Tim Polasek, Iowa’s off ensive 
line coach, spent the past three seasons as North Dakota State’s off ensive coordinator.

 STANLEY NAMED CFPA HONORABLE MENTION
 QB Nathan Stanley was named a College Football Performance Award honorable 
menƟ on honoree following Iowa’s 55-24 over No. 3 Ohio State on Nov. 4. He was one of 
six players recognized by the weekly award. 
 Stanley Ɵ ed a Kinnick Stadium record with fi ve touchdown passes and complete 20-
of-31 passes for 226 yards to lead Iowa to its fourth home win in the last fi ve meeƟ ngs 
against AP top fi ve opponents.

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 STANLEY NAMED B1G CO-OFFENSIVE PLAYER OF THE WEEK
 QB Nate Stanley was named Big Ten Conference co-Off ensive Player 
of the Week following Iowa’s 44-41 overƟ me win at Iowa State on 
Sept. 9. He was also one of eight quarterbacks naƟ onally named the 
Manning Award “Star of the Week.” 
 Stanley completed 27-of-41 pass aƩ empts for 333 yards and fi ve 
touchdowns, with no intercepƟ ons.  His scoring passes covered 10, 
17, 15, 46 and 5 yards, as nine Hawkeyes had at least one recepƟ on.
Stanley led the Iowa off ense on four scoring drives of at least 89 
yards.   
 Iowa’s fi nal scoring drive in the closing minutes of the fourth 
quarter covered 89 yards in just seven plays as the Hawkeyes Ɵ ed the 
game with 1:52 remaining.  Stanley then completed 2-of-3 passes for 
15 yards in overƟ me, including the game-winning touchdown aŌ er 
Iowa State had scored a fi eld goal on its overƟ me possession.
 Stanley established career highs in compleƟ ons (27), aƩ empts (41), 
yards (333), and touchdowns (5). He had eight touchdown passes in 
his fi rst two career starts (12 in four games), more than any other 
quarterback in the Kirk Ferentz era.
 Stanley became only the second Big Ten quarterback in the last 20 
years with 300-plus passing yards, fi ve-plus touchdown passes and no 
intercepƟ ons in a road game. The Big Ten honor was the fi rst career 
honor for Stanley.  

 IOWA LEADERSHIP GROUP
 The University of Iowa football program has 17 players in its 2017 
Leadership Group. The group includes fi ve seniors, four juniors, four 
sophomores, two redshirt freshmen, and two true freshmen. The 
Leadership Group will vote on the weekly gameday captains, be 
involved in team decision-making throughout the season, and provide 
feedback to the head coach.

• Iowa played in the Big Ten Ɵ tle game for the fi rst Ɵ me in pro-

gram history on Dec. 5, 2015. Iowa earned Big Ten Conference 
championships in 2002 and 2004 and placed second in 2009. 
Iowa (8-0, 2002; 8-0, 2015) is one of three Big Ten teams to 
post a perfect mark in conference play since 1998 (BCS era), 
joining Michigan State (1) and Ohio State (5).

• Iowa has ranked in the top 10 in the fi nal Associated Press and 
CNN/USA Today coaches polls fi ve Ɵ mes since 2002, includ-
ing a ranking of seventh in both polls at the conclusion of the 
2009 season. Iowa ranked eighth in 2002, 2003 and 2004. The 
Hawkeyes fi nished 2015 ranked ninth in the AP poll and 10th 
in the USA Today Coaches Poll. In the Big Ten, only Ohio State 
has more top 10 fi nishes since 2002. 

• Since 1936 when the fi rst AP poll was released, Iowa has ap-
peared in the poll 313 Ɵ mes, the fi Ō h highest total in the Big 
Ten (Ohio State, Michigan, Wisconsin, and MSU). Iowa has 
been the top-ranked team in the country 11 Ɵ mes.

• Iowa set a school record with 12 wins in 2015. The Hawkeyes 
won 11 games in 2002 (11-2), and 2009 (11-2).  In 2009, Iowa 
started 9-0 and won 10 regular season games for just the 
fourth Ɵ me in school history.

• Iowa won 10 or more games in three consecuƟ ve years (2002-
04) for the fi rst Ɵ me in school history.

• Kirk Ferentz has been named Big Ten Coach of the Year four 
Ɵ mes (2002, 2004, 2009, 2015) and was named NaƟ onal Coach 
of the Year in 2002 and 2015. Only Michigan’s Bo Schem-
bechler (6) has more conference coach of the year honors. 
Iowa’s Hayden Fry and Penn State’s Joe Paterno both won the 
award three Ɵ mes.  

• Iowa has had eight individual naƟ onal award winners under 
head coach Kirk Ferentz. They include Brad Banks (2002 Davey 
O’Brien, Top Quarterback; 2002 Associated Press NaƟ onal 
Player of the Year); Dallas Clark (2002 Mackey, Top Tight End); 
Nate Kaeding (2002 Groza, Top Kicker); Robert Gallery (2003 
Outland, Top Lineman); Shonn Greene (2008 Doak Walker, Top 
Running Back); Brandon Scherff  (2014 Outland, Top Lineman), 
Desmond King (2015 Jim Thorpe).

• Iowa’s off ensive line earned the Joe Moore Award in 2016, 
an honor bestowed upon the top off ensive line unit in the 
country. 

• Iowa’s football record in the 2000 decade was 80-45 (.640), a 
record that ranks as the best decade in Iowa football history, 
based on total wins.  Iowa posted a record of 77-40-4 (.652) 
during the 1980’s and the Hawkeyes were 62-53-2 (.538) in 
the 1990’s. Iowa is 57-38 (.600) since 2010.

• Part of the Hawkeyes’ long term success is due to the stabil-
ity in the program. Iowa has had just two head coaches since 
1979. Hayden Fry took over prior to the 1979 season and 
coached through the 1998 season, posƟ ng a record of 143-
89-6. Current coach Kirk Ferentz replaced Fry and is leading 
the program for the 19th season. Ferentz also served as Iowa’s 
off ensive line coach from 1981-89 under Fry.

 BLACK FRIDAY
 Iowa and Nebraska will meet on Black Friday, the day aŌ er 
Thanksgiving, for the seventh consecuƟ ve season. The teams 
have split the last six meeƟ ngs on Black Friday. The schools have 
played on Black Friday every year since Nebraska joined the Big 
Ten Conference. This season, for the fi rst Ɵ me since the rivalry was 
resumed, the game will kickoff  at 3 p.m. (CT) and be televised on 
FS1. 
 The two teams meet on Black Friday in 2018 and 2019, but the 
Big Ten Conference announced Sept. 12 that the teams will move 
off  of their Black Friday date in 2020 and 2021. Iowa will close both 
seasons against Wisconsin, while Minnesota will close the regular 
season against Minnesota. 

 FIND THE NFL-ER
 Cole Croston, a free agent signed by the New England Patriots 
following the 2017 NFL draŌ , made the team’s 53-man roster, 
meaning the Hawkeyes have had an NFL player on their off ensive 
line in each of Kirk Ferentz’ 18 completed seasons. Croston split 
Ɵ me at both tackles posiƟ ons for the Hawkeyes in 2016. 
 Austin Blythe, a four-year Iowa starter and seventh-round 
selecƟ on of the Indianapolis Colts in 2016, was the 15th off ensive 
linemen selected in the NFL draŌ  since 1999, Kirk Ferentz’s fi rst 
year as UI head coach. 
 From 2007-14, an eventual NFL fi rst-round draŌ  pick started 
on the Iowa offensive line. Brandon Scherff, selected by the 
Washington Redskins fi Ō h overall in 2015, was Iowa’s leŌ  tackle 
from 2012-14. Riley Reiff , selected 23rd overall by the Detroit Lions 
in 2012, started at leŌ  tackle from 2010-11. Bryan Bulaga, selected 
23rd overall by the Green Bay Packers in 2010, started at leŌ  guard 
in 2007 before moving to leŌ  tackle in 2008-09. 
 From 2005-06, BalƟ more Ravens All-Pro Marshal Yanda shared 
Ɵ me at tackle and guard for the Hawkeyes. Mike Elgin, a seventh 
round selecƟ on of New England, was Iowa’s starƟ ng center in 2004. 
Pete McMahon, draŌ ed by Oakland in 2005, was Iowa’s right guard 
in 2003. Oakland’s fi rst round pick in 2004, Robert Gallery, was 
Iowa’s leŌ  tackle from 2001-03. Eric Steinbach (CincinnaƟ ) started 
at guard for Iowa from 2000-02, and Bruce Nelson (Carolina) was a 
four-year starter from 1999-02. Steinbach and Nelson were second 
round draŌ  picks in 2003. 

 KIRK FERENTZ RADIO SHOW
 Iowa Coach Kirk Ferentz is featured on “Hawk Talk with Kirk 
Ferentz” each week during the regular season. The radio call-in 
show is hosted by Gary Dolphin, the play-by-play voice of the Iowa 
Hawkeyes.  The show airs live each Wednesday at 6:30 p.m. from 
Carlos O’Kelly’s in Iowa City.

 HOME GROWN HAWKEYES
 Iowa’s 2017 roster of 120 players includes 57 players from the 
state of Iowa.  The roster includes 20 players from Illinois; nine 
from Wisconsin; six from Michigan; four from Maryland; three from 
Florida, New Jersey, South Dakota, and Texas; two from Missouri, 
Nebraska, and Ohio; and one from Georgia, Indiana, Kansas, 
Minnesota, Mississippi, Missouri, North Carolina, and Pennsylvania.

The sophomore signal caller fi nished the 

contest comple" ng 8-of-15 passes for 125 yards.

RB Akrum Wadley rushed 24 " mes for a game-high 116 

yards. The senior tailback topped the 100-yard rushing 

plateau for the 10th " me in his career. Wadley is the second 

player in the Kirk Ferentz era to rush for 100-plus yards in 

back-to-back season openers (Fred Russell, 2002-03).

Iowa’s defense held Wyoming to 233 total yards, including 

59 yards rushing, sacked quarterback Josh Allen seven
