Redshirt sophomore Nicholas Baer ranks first on the squad in steals (1.4), is second in re-
bounding (5.9), and fourth in assists (1.8). His 1.4 steals per game average ties for seventh
best among Big Ten players.

lowa is 8-2 this season when Baer scores at least seven points in a game.

The native of Bettendorf, lowa, has led the team in steals four times this year, being cred-
ited with three steals or more in a game a team-best four times.

Baer posted his first career double-double in lowa’s win over Northern lowa on Dec.
17, with 11 points and a game-high 11 rebounds.

HAWKEYES RALLY TO OUTLIAST MICHIGAN IN OVERTIME

Four Hawkeyes scored in double figures in an 89-83 lowa overtime victory over Michigan
in lowa City on New Year’s Day. Sunday was the only regular season meeting between the
two teams.
The win was lowa’s fifth straight over the Wolverines.

Sunday marked the fourth time in seven games played in lowa City that lowa and
Michigan played an overtime contest. The Hawkeyes have won three of those games.
Senior Peter Jok led the Hawkeyes with 25 points. Freshman point guard had 17 points,
sophomore Nicholas Baer netted 12, while rookie Tyler Cook contributed 11.

In addition to the 17 points, Bohannon dished out six assists and had no turnovers.
Freshman Cordell Pemsl posted personal bests in steals (3) and blocked shots (2), to
go along with a team-best eight rebounds.
lowa took care of the basketball, committing only nine turnovers. The nine miscues are
the third fewest in a game this season for the Hawkeyes.

Forward D.J. Wilson led all scorers with a career-high 28 points for the Wolverines.

HEAD COACH FRAN McCAFFERY

Fran McCaffery, who is signed through the 2020
season, is in his seventh season as the head bas-
ketball coach at the University of lowa and his 20th
year overall as a college head coach. McCaffery has
reached the 20-win plateau eight of the last 10 sea-
sons, including the last four years.

McCaffery spent five seasons (2005-10) as the
head coach at Siena, six years at UNC-Greensboro
(1999-2005) and three seasons at Lehigh (1985-88)
before joining the Hawkeyes.

McCaffery has three decades of Division | coach-
ing experience. He completed his 34th season as a
collegiate coach in 2016, which includes 20 years as a head coach and 14 as
an assistant. McCaffery is one of 12 coaches to lead four different Division |
teams to the NCAA Tournament.

McCaffery, 57, holds a career mark of 378-269 (.584) and guided his teams
to 10 postseason appearances (seven NCAA and three NIT). He is 127-92
(.580) at lowa. McCaffery has led lowa to NCAA Tournament victories in each
of the past two seasons, the first time Hawkeye teams have won tournament
games in consecutive seasons since 1996-97.

Since taking over the lowa program in 2010, the Hawkeyes have earned
five postseason tournament berths (3 NCAA, 2 NIT). McCaffery coached lowa
to 25 victories in 2013, equaling the second-most win total in program his-
tory. McCaffery has guided five different Hawkeyes to all-conference honors,
including three straight first team honorees. The last time lowa had three
consecutive first-team all-league honorees was 1946-48.

McCaffery has posted upper division finishes in each of the past four sea-
sons at lowa and 16 of 20 seasons as a head coach. He has posted 20 wins or
more eight of the last 10 seasons, including the last four at lowa (2013, 2014,
2015, and 2016).

McCaffery and the Hawkeyes have made Carver-Hawkeye Arena one of
the most feared arenas to play nationally. Fans have embraced McCaffery
and his team’s style of play with attendance increasing by more than 50 per-
cent since 2010. The Hawkeyes boast a 58-12 home record the last four sea-
sons, which includes a school-record 18 wins in 2014.

McCaffery’s five years at Siena were the best in its 70-year history. He led
the Saints on an incredible run that ended with three straight Metro Atlantic
Athletic Conference championships and NCAA Tournament appearances. In
so doing, Siena became the only program in the country to win its regular
season and postseason title 2008-10.

McCaffery’s Saints owned a 112-51 (.687) record in his five years with the
program. He guided the Saints to four consecutive 20-win seasons.

The 2009 MAAC Coach of the Year and 2010 District | Coach of the Year is
the third winningest coach, by percentage, in league history (68-22, .756). He
is the only coach to guide a MAAC program to two NCAA Tournament wins.
McCaffery led his 2008 and 2009 teams to first round NCAA Tournament
victories over Vanderbilt and Ohio State, respectively.

In his final two seasons at Siena, he coached the Saints to back-to-back
27-win campaigns and boasted a combined 39-3 (.929) record against MAAC
opponents, which included MAAC Tournament contests.

McCaffery began his coaching career as an assistant at Penn (1982-83)
and Lehigh (1983-85). After three seasons as head coach at Lehigh, he spent
11 seasons as an assistant at Notre Dame (1988-99).

McCaffery played basketball at Wake Forest his freshman year (1977-78)
and then concluded his collegiate playing career at Penn his final three sea-
sons (1979-82).

He earned his B.S. degree in Economics from The Wharton School (Penn)
in 1982. McCaffery also earned a Master of Education from Lehigh in 1985.

e Thursday will be Nebraska’s Big Ten home opener after opening the season with a pair
of road games at Indiana (87-83) and Maryland (67-65). The Huskers won both games
by a combined six points.

¢ Nebraska is 5-2 in home games this season. Thursday will be the Huskers’ first home
game since an 81-76 win over Southern on Dec. 20.

* Three Huskers average double figures: Tai Webster (17.4), Glynn Watson, Jr. (13.9), and
Ed Morrow (10.4).

¢ Tai Webster was named Big Ten co-Player of the Week on Monday, averaging 19.5 points,
3.5 assists, 3.0 steals, and 3.0 rebounds per game in road wins at nationally-ranked
Indiana and Maryland. He shot 52 percent (13-of-25) from the floor in the two games.

¢ Nebraska ranks 37th in the country in offensive rebounds per game (13.3) and 66th
in blocked shots per contest (4.6). Individually, Ed Morrow ranks 74th nationally in
rebounds per game (8.4), while Glynn Watson, Jr. is 95th in free throw accuracy (.841).

RQOKIE FLOOR GENERAL

After having two veteran point guards graduate last spring (Mike Gesell and Anthony
Clemmons), Jordan Bohannon has done a fantastic job directing the Hawkeye offense as
a freshman. Bohannon ranks first on the team in assists (4.7), second in minutes played
(26.3), free throw accuracy (.864) and 3-pointers made (31), and fourth in scoring (9.1).
He has scored 17 or more points in four games and led the squad in assists 11 times.

Bohannon netted 12 of his 17 points in the second half and overtime in lowa’s triumph
over Michigan on New Year’s Day. He also had six assists and no turnovers.

Freshman Cordell Pemsl has had a great start to his collegiate career. The native of Dubuque,
lowa, has come off the bench in seven games, while starting eight. In 15 total games, Pemsl|
has scored in double digits eight times and is averaging 9.8 points and 5.3 rebounds, while
shooting a Big Ten-best 67.4 percent (58-0f-86) from the field.

In his eight starts, he is averaging 12.5 points and 4.9 rebounds per contest. He has
scored in double figures in six of eight starts. Pemsl| has made a staggering 68 percent of
his shot attempts (39-0f-57) in his eight starts.

After averaging 7.0 points per game as a sophomore, Peter Jok
averaged 16.1 points last year as a junior (+9.1), and is averaging
a Big Ten-best 22.1 points this season as a senior (+6.0). The +9.1
improvement last year was tops among Big Ten players.

Jok was named to the preseason All-Big Ten first team, while
also being named to the 2017 Jerry West Shooting Guard of the
Year Award and 2017 Naismith Trophy and John Wooden Award
watch lists. Jok has scored 25 points or more six times this season,
including scorching the nets for 42 points against Memphis and 33
against Omaha on Dec. 3. Jok nearly had a triple-double against
Stetson (15 points, 8 rebounds, 7 assists) and a double-double
against No. 25/25 lowa State (23 points and nine rebounds).

Jok has been recognized as the Big Ten Player of the Week twice
this season (Nov. 21 and Dec. 12). He averaged 28.5 points, six re-
bounds, two steals, and two assists against Seton Hall and UTRGV
for the Nov. 21 award. Jok averaged a team-best 19 points, 8.5
rebounds, and five assists in contests versus Stetson and No. 25
lowa State for the Dec. 12 distinction.

Jok, who scored career point No. 1,000 against Memphis, made
his first 24 free throw attempts this season before misfiring on his
first attempt at Notre Dame. Jok has had free throw streaks of 27
and 26 the last two seasons. The school record for consecutive
free throws made is 34 set by Chris Street (Jan. 2-Jan. 16, 1993).

Jok ranks 14th nationally in points per game (22.1), 14th in free
throw accuracy (.920), and 31st in 3-pointers per contest (3.1). His
22.1 scoring average is fourth best among players from Power 5
conferences.

Jok has made 179 career 3-pointers, which are the seventh
most in program history. He is 14 triples from tying Brody Boyd
(2001-04) for sixth place with 193.

Luka Garza and Jack Nunge have signed a National Letter of Intent
to attend the University of lowa in 2017.

Garza is a 6-foot-11, 240-pound forward from Maret School in
Washington, D.C. Garaza is a two-time first team All-DC, all-con-
ference and second team Washington Post All-Met honoree. He
scored more than 1,000 points and grabbed over 600 rebounds
his first three years. Garza averaged 25.5 points, 12.6 rebounds,
and 2.6 blocks as a junior, and 19.8 points and 9.8 rebounds his
sophomore campaign. He helped Maret earn back-to-back con-
ference championships (22-8 in 2014 and 22-5 in 2015). He was
recognized as the 2014-15 Washington Post All-Met Most Im-
proved Player. Garza averaged 11.3 points (54% FG, 36% 3-pt FG)
and 6.5 rebounds last year in the EYBL.

Nunge is also 6-foot-11 and weighs 220 pounds. He hails from
Newburgh, Indiana and attends Castle High School. Nunge earned
first-team AlI-SIAC, IBCA Supreme 15 Underclassmen, and Indiana
All Star-Core 6 honors following his junior campaign.

lowa is 57-10 when scoring 80 points or more, the last seven
seasons. The Hawkeyes are 63-2 when holding opponents to
fewer than 61 points, the last seven years.

As a team, lowa ranks 25th nationally in assists per game (17.6),
26th in scoring offense (83.5) and 61st in 3-pointers made (9.1).
Peter Jok poured in 42 points against Memphis on Nov. 26. The
42 points are the most by a Hawkeye in 40 years and tie for the
fourth most in a single-game in program history, tying Bruce
King’s 42 points against Pittsburgh in 1976.

Jordan Bohannon was 7-o0f-15 from long distance at Notre Dame
on Nov. 29; the 15 attempts tied Justin Jackson for the second
most 3-point attempts in a single-game in lowa history.

Eight different Hawkeyes have reached double figures in scoring
this season.
