INDIANA TOPS IOWA IN BLOOMINGTON

Indiana made seven more 3-pointers than lowa in an 89-77 win by the Hoosiers on Thurs-

day at Assembly Hall in Bloomington, Indiana.

e Luka Garza posted game bests in scoring (38) and blocks (4), and team bests in rebounding
(8) and 3-pointers (3). The 38 points are Garza’s second highest point total of the season
(44 at Michigan) and third highest point total by a Hawkeye in a single-game over the last
44 years. Thursday marked the fifth time this year that Garza netted 30+ points.

e lowa shot 50 percent from the field (26-0f-52), but was held to 28.6 percent from
3-point range (4-of-14).

e Joe Wieskamp also scored in double figures for the Hawkeyes, totaling 16 points.

e Junior Cordell Pems| was serving a one-game suspension and did not play for lowa.

e Devonte Green (7) and Rob Phinisee (2) combined for nine of the Hoosiers 11 triples.

e Thursday was the only regular season meeting between lowa and Indiana.

e Devonte Green scored 27 points, while Trayce Jackson-Davis had a double-double (17
points, 10 rebounds) to lead the Hoosiers.

ALL-TIME SERIES RECORDS
Minnesota holds a 106-96 advantage in the series. The 202 meetings are the most lowa
has played against any opponent.

The two teams have split the last 10 contests, dating back to 2014. The Hawkeyes won
this season’s first meeting by 20 points (72-52) in lowa City on Dec. 9.

The Gophers own a 65-35 advantage in games played at Minnesota. Six of the last
seven meetings at Williams Arena have been decided by six points or fewer, dating back
to 2012, with the seventh contest a double-digit decision in double overtime in 2017.
The Gophers have won the last three games played against the Hawkeyes in Minneapolis;
lowa’s last victory at Williams Arena came on Jan. 13, 2015 (77-75).

HEAD COACH FRAN McCAFFERY

Fran McCaffery, who is signed through the 2023
season, is in his 10th season as the head basket-
ball coach at the University of lowa and his 24th
year overall as a college head coach. McCaffery
has reached the 20-win plateau eight of the last 12
seasons, including four of the last six years.

McCaffery spent five seasons (2005-10) as the
head coach at Siena, six years at UNC-Greensboro
(1999-2005) and three seasons at Lehigh (1985-
88) before joining the Hawkeyes.

McCaffery has three decades of Division | coach-
ing experience. He concluded his 37th season as a
collegiate coach in 2019, which includes 23 years as a head coach and 14 as
an assistant. McCaffery is one of 14 coaches to lead at least four different
Division | teams to the NCAA Tournament.

McCaffery, 59, holds a career mark of 442-317 (.582) and guided his
teams to 12 postseason appearances (nine NCAA & four NIT). He is 191-
140 (.577) at lowa; the second winningest coach in program history. Mc-
Caffery led lowa to NCAA Tournament wins in three of the last five years
(2015, 2016, and 2019).

Since taking over the lowa program in 2010, the Hawkeyes have earned
seven postseason tournament berths (4 NCAA, 3 NIT). McCaffery coached
lowa to 25 victories in 2013, equaling the second-most win total in program
history. McCaffery has guided seven different Hawkeyes to all-conference
honors, including four straight first team honorees (2014-17). The last time
lowa had four consecutive first-team all-league honorees was 1945-48.

McCaffery has posted upper division finishes in six of the last seven sea-
sons at lowa and 18 of 23 seasons as a head coach. He has posted 20 wins
or more nine of the last 13 seasons, including five of the last seven years
at lowa (2013, 2014, 2015, 2016, and 2019). lowa’s 163 victories between
2013-19 are the most over an eight-year span at lowa since 1987-94.

McCaffery and the Hawkeyes have made Carver-Hawkeye Arena one of
the most feared arenas to play nationally. Fans have embraced McCaffery
and his team’s style of play with attendance increasing by more than 50
percent since 2010. The Hawkeyes boast a 96-27 (.780) home record the last
seven seasons, which includes a school-record 18 wins in 2014.

McCaffery’s five years at Siena were the best in its 70-year history. He led
the Saints on an incredible run that ended with three straight Metro Atlantic
Athletic Conference championships and NCAA Tournament appearances.

McCaffery’s Saints owned a 112-51 (.687) record in his five years with the
program. He guided the Saints to four consecutive 20-win seasons. McCaffery’s
achievements earned the head coach Siena Hall of Fame recognition in 2017.

The 2009 MAAC Coach of the Year and 2010 District | Coach of the Year
is the third winningest coach, by percentage, in league history (68-22, .756).
He is the only coach to guide a MAAC program to two NCAA Tournament
wins. McCaffery led his 2008 and 2009 teams to first round NCAA Tourna-
ment victories over Vanderbilt and Ohio State, respectively.

In his final two seasons at Siena, he coached the Saints to back-to-back
27-win campaigns and boasted a combined 39-3 (.929) record against MAAC
opponents, which included MAAC Tournament contests.

McCaffery began his coaching career as an assistant at Penn (1982-83)
and Lehigh (1983-85). After three seasons as head coach at Lehigh, he spent
11 seasons as an assistant at Notre Dame (1988-99).

McCaffery played basketball at Wake Forest his freshman year (1977-78)
and then concluded his collegiate playing career at Penn his final three sea-
sons (1979-82).

He earned his B.S. degree in Economics from The Wharton School (Penn)
in 1982. McCaffery also earned a Master of Education from Lehigh in 1985.

e The Gophers lost their last outing, 83-77, at Penn State on Feb. 8, in State College,
Pennsylvania. Daniel Oturu and Marcus Carr combined for 52 of Minnesota’s 77 points.
The Gophers, who were limited to just 22 points in the first half, scored 55 in the final
period to nearly overcome a 19-point second-half deficit.

e Three starters average double figures in scoring: Daniel Oturu (20.1), Marcus Carr (15.7),
and Gabe Kalscheur (11.7). Oturu ranks first in the league in rebounding (11.5) and
blocked shots (2.65); second in scoring (20.1) and double-doubles (13). Carr is second
in the conference in assists (6.7), while Kalscheur (2.4) and Willis (2.2) rank first and
fourth in 3-pointers made per game, respectively.

e Daniel Oturu and lowa’s Luka Garza each have totaled 13 double-doubles this season,
which tie for second most in the Big Ten behind Maryland’s Jalen Smith (15).

e The Gophers are third in the league in blocked shots (4.8) and fifth in assists (14.6).
Minnesota ranks 39th in the country in fewest turnovers per contest (11.6).

e Marcus Carr ranks 10th nationally in assists per game (6.7), 19th in minutes played
(37.0), 34th in assist-to-turnover ratio (2.4), and 89th in total free throw attempts
(132). Daniel Oturu is sixth nationally in rebounds per game (11.5), 10th in offensive
rebounds (3.87) and double-doubles (13), and 16th in blocked shots (2.65).

e Richard Pitino is in his seventh season as head coach at Minnesota (124-103, .546).
Pitino has led the Gophers to NCAA Tournaments two of the last three seasons.

GET TO KNOW THE NAME -- CJ FREDRICK
Redshirt freshman CJ Fredrick has made an impact on this team. Fredrick suffered an ankle
injury midway through the first half at Indiana and did not return.

Fredrick is third on the team in scoring (10.7), and first in the Big Ten in 3-point accu-
racy (.467, 42-0f-90) and 15th in field goal percentage (.497, 80-of-161). His 10.7 points
per game ranks third highest among Big Ten freshmen. Fredrick is 22-of-44 (.500) from
3-point range in 11 home games this season.

Fredrick was named Big Ten Freshman of the Week on Jan. 20, after averaging 16 points,
four assists, and three rebounds in wins over Northwestern and Michigan.

Fredrick was named to the Las Vegas Invitational All-Tournament Team after averaging
13 points, 3.5 assists, and 3.0 rebounds. He equaled a personal-best 21 points in lowa’s
win over Cincinnati.

The native of Cincinnati, Ohio, did not play at Syracuse due to a sore left quad and
missed two and a half games (second half vs. Penn State; entire games vs. Nebraska and
Maryland) due to a stress reaction in his left foot.

Fredrick has led lowa in scoring four times (DePaul, Cal Poly, San Diego State, and Cin-
cinnati).

ALL-AMERICA CANDIDATE LUKA GARZA

Luka Garza is on five late season watch lists: Wooden Award, Nai-
smith Trophy, Oscar Robertson Trophy, Lute Olson Award, and the
Kareem Abdul-Jabbar Center of the Year Award. He was also named
a first-team midseason All-American by Sporting News.

Garza is one of only two players in the nation (only player from
a Power 5 Conference) averaging 23 points and nine rebounds per
game. He ranks first nationally with ten 20-point/10-rebound games
this season, fourth in scoring (23.1), 10th in double-doubles (13),
third in points per 40 minutes played (30.6), and 38th rebounding
(9.8). His 13 double-doubles are the most by a Hawkeye in a single
season since Reggie Evans’ 18 during the 2001-02 season.

The native Washington, D.C., has totaled 593 points, the most by
a Hawkeye to start a season since Fred Brown in 1971. He is seven
points from becoming just the 12th Hawkeye to score 600 points
in a single-season. Garza is the First Hawkeye in 49 years to score
20+ points in 10 straight Big Ten games. He is the only center in the
nation shooting 39 percent or better from 3-point range (min. 80
attempts) and ranks 14th among Big Ten players in 3-point accuracy.

He has produced the two highest point totals in a single-game
by a Big Ten player this season (44 at Michigan; 38 at Indiana).

Garza was twice named Big Ten Player of the Week, Dec. 9 and
Jan. 20. He averaged 33.5 points and 8.5 rebounds in road games
at Syracuse and No. 4 Michigan in early December and averaged 30
points and five rebounds in wins over Northwestern and Michigan.

He is one of eight Hawkeyes in school history with 1,400 points
and 600 rebounds and one of only five Big Ten student-athletes
since the 2010-11 season to register multiple 30-point/10-rebounds
games in the same season.

Garza has scored 25 points or more 10 times this season, including
six of the last nine contests. He has controlled eight rebounds or
more in 20-of-25 contests, including 10 or more 12 times. He has
grabbed 12 or more rebounds eight times. He snagged a career-best
18 boards twice this year (at Nebraska and versus Wisconsin).

Garza is one of three Big Ten players to have five or more
25-point/10-rebound performances in the same season since the
2009-10 season (Purdue’s Caleb Swanigan, 2016-17; Ohio State’s
Evan Turner, 2009-10).

Garza is 17th on lowa’s career scoring chart with 1,412 points.

Garza amassed 77 points in two games against Michigan, the
most points by any Big Ten player versus a single opponent in reg-
ular season conference play over the last 20 seasons.

Redshirt sophomore Connor McCaffery is one of the nation’s best
in taking care of the basketball. McCaffery is the only player in the
country with 90+ assists and less than 25 turnovers. In fact, he is one
of two players since the 2007-08 season to do it, joining Jalen Avery
of Kent State last season.

McCaffery is the nation’s leader in assist-to-turnover ratio (3.96)
and is only player in the country averaging at least six points, four
rebounds, 3.5 assists per game, and fewer than one turnover per
game.

McCaffery, who has had to play multiple positions this season due
to lack of depth (1-4), has more steals (26) than turnovers (23).

GARZA NAMED NATIONAL, B1G PLAYER OF THE WEEK - DEC. 10
Junior Luka Garza made history by becoming the first Hawkeye in
program history to earn the Oscar Robertson National Player of the
Week (Dec. 10) accolade for his efforts in road games at Syracuse
and Michigan. The national honor is voted upon by the U.S. Basket-
ball Writers Association (USBWA). Garza was also named Big Ten
Player of the Week.

Garza averaged 33.5 points and 8.5 rebounds in road games
at Syracuse and No. 4 Michigan. He reached 1,000 career points
in the process of amassing a career-high 44 points in Ann Arbor
-- the most points scored in a game by an lowa big man, third
most in program history, most by an opposing player in Crisler
Center history, and the most points scored by a Hawkeye since
guard John Johnson poured in a school-record 49 points against
Northwestern in 1970.

Garza’s 44 points are believed to be the most in a game by a
Big Ten player since Purdue’s Glenn Robinson scored 44 against
Kansas on March 24, 1994. Garza made 17 field goals versus Mich-
igan, tying Bruce King (vs. Michigan on Jan. 31, 1976) for third
most in a game in lowa history. His 32 attempts tie three others
(Fred Brown, Murray Wier and Charles Darling) for fourth most in
a game in lowa history.

Garza led lowa to a Big Ten/ACC Challenge victory at Syracuse
(68-54). The native of Washington, D.C., posted game bests in
scoring (23) and rebounding (9).

HAWKEYE FASTBREAKS

lowa is 3-1 in Big Ten one-plays. The Hawkeyes beat Northwest-
ern, Rutgers, and Wisconsin. lowa lost at Indiana and will play
Ohio State (home) and Michigan State (away) later this month.
The Hawkeyes have posted five victories over ranked opponents
this season.

lowa is 12-1 at home, winning its last 11 straight at Carver-
Hawkeye Arena since its only loss to DePaul (Nov. 11). lowa has
won 26 of its last 31 (.838) home games, dating back to last
season.

lowa is 12-0 this season when holding opponents to 69 points
or fewer. The Hawkeyes are 13-2 when outrebounding their
opponents this season.

lowa is 14-5 this season when Luka Garza nets 20 points or more.
lowa won five straight Big Ten games during the month of
January, marking the fourth time in the last six seasons that
the Hawkeyes have won at least five consecutive Big Ten games
(2019-20; 2018-19; 2015-16; 2014-15).

The Hawkeyes registered 189 wins over the last decade, the
third highest winning decade in program history. lowa won 207
games in the 1980’s and 194 in the 1990’s.

lowa recorded an 84-68 win over lowa State in Ames on Dec.
12. The win snapped lowa State’s eight-game win streak over
the Hawkeyes in Hilton Coliseum. The Hawkeye victory is lowa’s
first over the Cyclones in Ames since March 21, 2003.

Luka Garza and CJ Fredrick were named to the 2019 Las Vegas
Invitational All-Tournament Team.

lowa finished runners-up at the Las Vegas Invitational, beating
No. 12 Texas Tech in the semifinals and falling to undefeated
San Diego State in the championship game.

lowa’s 85 points are the most Rutgers has allowed this season
(Jan. 22). The Hawkeyes were also the first Rutgers opponent
to shoot better than 50 percent from the field this season.
lowa has been nationally ranked in the AP Poll each of the last
four weeks and in the Coaches Poll five straight weeks.

lowa visited The Palestra in Philadelphia on Jan. 4, for a Big Ten
game against Penn State. It marked the Hawkeyes’ first visit to
the historic building since 1961. Fran McCaffery played in The
Palestra for three years while a guard at Penn (1980-82).

lowa held Maryland to 49 points on Jan. 10 in lowa City, its fewest
point total against the Hawkeyes in the 10-game series and the
fewest the Terrapins have scored in a league game since joining
the Big Ten in 2014-15.

Jordan Bohannon dished out a season-high 10 assists (zero turn-
overs) against Minnesota (Dec. 9), marking the seventh time in
his career that the senior was credited with 10 assists or more.
Luka Garza netted a career-high 30 points, bolstered by sinking
12 field goals against Oral Roberts (Nov. 15). The 12 field goals
made ties four former Hawkeyes for most in a single-game in
the Fran McCaffery era (Peter Jok, Jarrod Uthoff, Matt Gatens,
and Isaiah Moss). Garza is the seventh Hawkeye to score 30 or
more points in a single game in the McCaffery era. Garza is the
first Hawkeye to total 29 or more points in back-to-back games
(Oral Roberts, North Florida) since Matt Gatens in 2011-12.
lowa’s 96 points against Nebraska on Feb. 8 (96-72) in lowa City
is a season high and most points scored against Nebraska in the
34-game series history. The 24-point win is lowa’s third largest
margin of victory over Nebraska in the series.

lowa held the Minnesota to 52 points on Dec. 9, the fewest in
the series since 2007 (49). The Hawkeyes held Maryland to 49
points on Jan. 10, its lowest point total in a league game since
joining the Big Ten in 2014-15.

Luka Garza netted a career-high 30 points, making 12 field goals,
including two 3-pointers, and four free throws. The 12 field goals
made ties four former Hawkeyes for most in a single-game in
the Fran McCaffery era (Peter Jok, Jarrod Uthoff, Matt Gatens,
and Isaiah Moss). Garza is the seventh Hawkeye to score 30 or
more points in a single game in the McCaffery era.

lowa won 21 games in the 2018-19 regular season, matching
the highest total in 13 seasons (2015 and 2016).

lowa has qualified for four NCAA tournaments over the last six
years (2014, 2015, 2016, 2019) and seven postseason tourna-
ments over the last eight seasons (4 NCAA; 3 NIT).

lowa posted five victories over nationally-ranked opponents in
2018-19, equaling lowa’s highest total in the Fran McCaffery era
and the most since 2006 (8).

lowa has won 64 of its last 69 nonconference home games,
dating back to 2012.

lowa is 95-23 when scoring 80 points or more, the last 10 sea-
sons. The Hawkeyes are 77-2 when holding opponents to fewer
than 61 points, the last 10 years.

Fran McCaffery has guided lowa to upper division finishes in
the Big Ten in six of the last seven seasons. McCaffery has ac-
cumulated 18 first division finishes in 23 years as a head coach.
Fran McCaffery has guided lowa to 20 wins or more in five of the
last seven seasons and upper division finishes in the Big Ten six
of the last seven seasons. Only Michigan State (7) has more first
division finishes than lowa (6) and Wisconsin (6) since the 2013
season.
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Senior Jordan Bohannon underwent season-ending hip surgery
(left) on Dec. 19, at the University of lowa Hospitals & Clinics. Re-
covery from this procedure is typically 6-9 months.

The Hawkeye guard had the same procedure successfully per-
formed on his right hip this past May and played in 10 games this
season (8.8 ppg and 3.3 apg). During the course of the last couple
months, pain developed in his left hip that ultimately resulted in
the decision for additional surgery.

A third-team All-Big Ten performer last year, Bohannon was
credited with a team-best 118 assists, becoming just the seventh
Hawkeye to register three 100-assist seasons. He is one of 10 Divi-
sion | basketball players since 1992, to total at least 79 3-point-
ers and 118 assists in each of his first three seasons. As a junior,
Bohannon ranked third on the team in scoring (11.6 ppg) and led
the Big Ten in free throw accuracy during league play. Bohannon
is lowa’s all-time leader in 3-point field goals made (284).

Bohannon became the seventh Hawkeye to register three
100-assist seasons (Dean Oliver, Jeff Horner, B.J. Armstrong, An-
dre Woolridge, Mike Gesell, Devyn Marble).

NUNGE SUFFERS TORN ACL

Sophomore Jack Nunge suffered a season-ending torn anterior
cruciate ligament (ACL) of his right knee on Nov. 24, against Cal
Poly. The injury occurred late in the first half as Nunge was driving
to the basket.

Nunge (6-foot-11, 245 pounds) started lowa’s first five games,
averaging six points, 4.6 rebounds, and 1.8 assists. The native of
Newburgh, Indiana, redshirted last season.

lowa has played 2,832 games since beginning basketball in 1902.
lowa’s overall record is 1,665-1,165 (.588). lowa’s 1,665 wins are
36th most among Division | programs. That includes a 1,064-371
(.741) record in home games, a 595-793 (.429) record in contests
away from lowa City, a 783-794 (.496) mark in Big Ten games and
a 469-145 (.763) record in Carver-Hawkeye Arena.

Forwards Jack Nunge and Cordell Pemsl, along with guard CJ
Fredrick are on this season’s roster after redshirting a year ago.

Nunge saw action in all 33 games as a freshman, ranking second
on the team in blocked shots (25), fourth in steals (21), and fifth in
scoring (5.7). However, Nunge will miss the remainder of the 2019-
20 season after suffering a torn ACL in his right knee in lowa’s fifth
contest of the season. Pemsl played in two nonconference games
before undergoing a procedure to remove hardware near his knee
last December.

Fredrick was the 2018 Kentucky Gatorade Player of the Year his
senior year at Covington Catholic High School.

Joining the three redshirts on the roster this season will be new-
comers: Bakari Evelyn, Joe Toussaint, Patrick McCaffery, and Aidan
Vanderloo. Evelyn is a graduate transfer from Valparaiso, while
Toussaint, McCaffery and Vanderloo (walk-on) are true freshmen.

lowa basketball fans may join lowa Coach Fran McCaffery, and ra-
dio announcers Gary Dolphin and Bob Hansen for the “Hawk Talk
with Fran McCaffery” radio show. The next show will take place
Wednesday (Feb. 19) at Twelve01 Kitchen and Tap in Coralville,
from 7-8:30 p.m. (CT). Fans can submit their questions for Coach
McCaffery via Twitter by using the hashtag #HawkTalk.

Former lowa head men’s basketball coach Lute Olson was en-
shrined in the College Basketball Hall of Fame in Kansas City on
Nov. 24. Olson coached lowa for nine seasons (1974-83), taking
the Hawkeyes to five straight NCAA Tournaments, including the
1980 Final Four. He left as the Hawkeyes’ winningest coach -- his
165 wins now rank third most in school history. Olson was instru-
mental in the vision and construction of Carver-Hawkeye Arena,
which opened on Jan. 5, 1983. Olson went on to coach at the Uni-
versity of Arizona for 25 years (1983-2008).
