lowa led by as many as 41 points in a convincing 99-58 triumph over Western lllinois last

Thursday evening in lowa City. The win was lowa’s 10th straight over the Leathernecks.

e Four Hawkeyes netted double figures in scoring: Luka Garza (35), Jack Nunge (18), Joe
Wieskamp (11), and Patrick McCaffery (10).

e Jack Nunge played in his first game of the season following the unexpected passing of
his father, equaling a career high with 18 points.

e Garza recorded his 23rd career double-double, totaling 35 points, 10 rebounds, and two
blocks. He has posted 20 points or more 19 straight games, dating back to last season, tying
N.C. State’s T.J. Warren (2013-14) for the longest streak by a major conference player over
the last 20 seasons. Garza outscored the Leathernecks by himself in the first half, 30-26.

e lowa recorded scoring runs of 18-2 (spanning 3:51) in the first half and 22-2 (spanning
4:27) in the second half.

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HEAD COACH FRAN McCAFFERY

Fran McCaffery, who is signed through the 2024 sea-
son, is in his 1th season as the head basketball coach
at the University of lowa and his 25th year overall
as a college head coach. McCaffery has reached the
20-win plateau nine of the last 13 seasons, including
four of the last six years.

McCaffery spent five seasons (2005-10) as the
head coach at Siena, six years at UNC-Greensboro
(1999-2005) and three seasons at Lehigh (1985-88)
before joining the Hawkeyes.

McCaffery has over three decades of Division |
coaching experience. He concluded his 38th sea-
son as a collegiate coach in 2020, which includes 24 years as a head coach
and 14 as an assistant. McCaffery is one of 14 coaches to lead at least four
different Division | teams to the NCAA Tournament.

McCaffery, 61, holds a career mark of 448-320 (.583) and guided his teams
to 12 postseason appearances (nine NCAA & four NIT). lowa likely would
have competed in another NCAA Tournament in 2020, if not for the NCAA
canceling the postseason due to COVID-19. He is 197-143 (.579) at lowa; the
second winningest coach in program history. McCaffery led lowa to wins in
three of the last five NCAA Tournaments (2015, 2016, and 2019).

Since taking over the lowa program in 2010, lowa has earned seven post-
season tournament berths (4 NCAA, 3 NIT). McCaffery coached lowa to 25
victories in 2013, equaling the second-most win total in program history. Mc-
Caffery has guided five different first team honorees over the last seven years,
including the 2020 National and Big Ten Player of the Year, Luka Garza.

McCaffery has posted upper division finishes in seven of the last eight sea-
sons at lowa and 19 of 24 seasons as a head coach. He has posted 20 wins or
more 10 of the last 14 seasons, including six of the last eight years at lowa
(2013, 2014, 2015, 2016, 2019, and 2020). lowa’s 163 victories between 2013-
19 are the most over an eight-year span at lowa since 1987-94.

McCaffery and the Hawkeyes boast a 110-29 (.791) home record the last
eight seasons, which includes a school-record 18 wins in 2014 and 13 consecu-
tive victories in 2019-20.

McCaffery’s five years at Siena were the best in its 70-year history. He led
the Saints on an incredible run that ended with three straight Metro Atlantic
Athletic Conference championships and NCAA Tournament appearances.

McCaffery’s Saints owned a 112-51 (.687) record in his five years with the
program. He guided the Saints to four consecutive 20-win seasons. McCaffery’s
achievements earned the head coach Siena Hall of Fame recognition in 2017.

The 2009 MAAC Coach of the Year and 2010 District | Coach of the Year is
the third winningest coach, by percentage, in league history (68-22, .756). He
is the only coach to guide a MAAC program to two NCAA Tournament wins.
McCaffery led his 2008 and 2009 teams to first round NCAA Tournament victo-
ries over Vanderbilt and Ohio State, respectively.

In his final two seasons at Siena, he coached the Saints to back-to-back 27-
win campaigns and boasted a combined 39-3 (.929) record against MAAC op-
ponents, which included MAAC Tournament contests.

McCaffery began his coaching career as an assistant at Penn (1982-83) and
Lehigh (1983-85). After three seasons as head coach at Lehigh, he spent 11
seasons as an assistant at Notre Dame (1988-99).

McCaffery played basketball at Wake Forest his freshman year (1977-78)
and then concluded his collegiate playing career at Penn his final three seasons
(1979-82).

He earned his B.S. degree in Economics from The Wharton School (Penn) in
1982. McCaffery also earned a Master of Education from Lehigh in 1985.

e Garza scored 44 points at Michigan (Dec. 7, 2019) and 41 points versus Southern Uni-
versity (Nov. 27, 2020). He is one of two players in program history to score 40 points
or more in two games in a career (John Johnson, 49 and 46).

e Has tallied 102 points in three games; that is the most points by any Division | player
over his first 3 games of a season since Davidson’s Stephen Curry had 106 in 2008-09.

e Garza is the only Division | player in the last 25 years to score 100+ points on 75.0
percent shooting over any 3-game span. The last NBA player to accomplish that over
a 3-game span was Shaquille O’Neal in January, 1996.

e Torched Southern University for 41 points, nine rebounds, and three blocks. Garza net-
ted 36 first-half points, which is believed to be the most points scored by a Hawkeye
in a half in program history. In the first half, Garza made all 12 field-goal attempts and
was 10-of-12 from the free throw line.

e His 41 points are the most points scored by a Hawkeye in a single-game in Carver-
Hawkeye Arena history (1983), besting 36 scored by Adam Haluska (2006) and Rob
Griffin (2000). The arena record is 45 points by Brian Quinnett of Washington State in
a neutral site contest contested against Loyola Marymount (1986).

e Finished the Southern University contest with a .933 field goal percentage (14-of-15),
including a perfect 1.000 (3-of-3) from 3-point range, which is the best single-game
mark by a Big Ten player since 1984 (Minnesota’s Tommy Davis, 15-0f-16, at Indiana).

IOWA IN THE ACC/BIG TEN CHALLENGE

The Hawkeyes have won five of their last seven Challenge games, including a 2014 victory
over the Tar Heels (60-55) in Chapel Hill, North Carolina. lowa enters Tuesday’s match-
up having won three straight Challenge home games: Notre Dame (2013), Florida State
(2015), and Pitt (2018).

4 YEARS AGO...

Jordan Bohannon was spectacular in his first career start when the Hawkeyes visited Notre
Dame in the Big Ten/ACC Challenge on Nov. 29, 2016. Bohannon netted 23 points and dished
out seven assists with only one turnover in 32 minutes of action. He was 7-of-15 from
3-point range with the 15 attempts tying for second most in a single game in lowa history.

2COUTING NORTH CAROLINA

e No. 16 North Carolina won its first three games of the season over College of Charleston,
UNLV, and Stanford, before being edged by No. 17 Texas on a last-second shot in the
Maui Invitational Championship Game.

e The Tar Heels’ roster features nine returners and seven newcomers. A trio of return-
ing starters head the Tar Heels’ lineup, led by second-team All-ACC honoree Garrison
Brooks, and Armando Bacot and Leaky Black.

e Four Tar Heels average double figures in scoring: Garrison Brooks (12.3), RJ Davis (12.3),
Caleb Love (11.0), and Armando Bacot (10.8).

¢ North Carolina’s last two contests have been decided by a combined six points: 67-63
win over Stanford and 69-67 loss to Texas.

e The Tar Heels are shooting 46.7 (85-0f-182) inside the 3-point arc, and 27 percent from
3-point territory (16-0f-59). RJ Davis has made a team-best six triples (6-of-13, .462).

e North Carolina has more turnovers (63) than assists (40) through four games. The Tar
Heels have owned the glass so far this season, boasting an +18.0 rebounding margin.

¢ North Carolina was plagued by injuries a year ago, posting a 14-19 overall mark, includ-
ing a 6-14 conference record.

e The Tar Heels are coached by Roy Williams, who is in his 19th season at North Carolina
and 33rd season overall as a collegiate head coach. Williams has led North Carolina
to NCAA championships in 2005, 2009, and 2017, nine ACC regular season champion-
ships and three ACC Tournament titles. Willians has the fourth most wins by a Division
| coach behind Mike Krzyzewski, Jim Boeheim and Bob Knight.

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Tuesday will be the fifth overall meeting between the two pro-
grams. lowa posted wins in Chapel Hill in 1989 (98-97) and 2014
(60-55) and in lowa City in 1989 (87-74). North Carolina’s lone vic-
tory in the series came in the 2004 Maui Invitational Championship
Game (106-92).

The Hawkeyes had four different players lead the conference in
four major statistical categories. Luka Garza was first in points per
game (23.9), Joe Wieskamp led all players in free throw accuracy
(.856), CJ Fredrick was tops in 3-point field goal percentage (.461),
while Connor McCaffery led the league and nation in assist-to-
turnover ratio (4.6).

All four return in 2020-21, along with redshirt senior Jordan Bo-
hannon, who is lowa’s all-time 3-point leader.

All-American Luka Garza has been named to every major pre-
season All-America list, including headlining the AP Preseason All-
America Team. Garza, who is the first lowa men’s basketball player
named to a preseason AP All-American, was the lone unanimous
selection, receiving all 64 votes. Below is a sampling of Garza’s
preseason recognition:

It has been a difficult 12 months for forward Jack Nunge. On Nov. 24,
2019, Nunge tore his ACL (right knee) in the fifth game of the 2019-
20 season after sitting out the previous season (redshirt). Nearly 12
months to the day later, Nunge’s father (Dr. Mark Nunge) passed
away unexpectedly at the age of 53 on Nov. 28, 2020.

Nunge did not play in lowa’s first two games against N.C. Central
and Southern University as the redshirt sophomore was with family
back home in Indiana. Nunge returned to lowa City last week and
played in his first game in over a year, tying a career high with 18
points and snagging five rebounds versus Western lllinois.

CJ Fredrick made an impact in 2019-20 as a freshman. He was third
in team scoring (10.2), and first in the Big Ten in 3-point accuracy
(.461, 47-0f-102) and 14th in field goal accuracy (.483, 87-0f-180).
His 10.2 points per game ranked third among Big Ten freshmen.

The native of Cincinnati, Ohio, has made five of his first ten (.500)
3-point attempts in 2020-21. He also has dished out 13 assists to
only two turnovers through three games this season.

Fredrick was one of only three players nationally -- and only player
from a major conference dating back to 1993 -- with 65+ assists,
32 or fewer turnovers, and shoot 46%+ from 3-point range.

Fredrick missed six full games and two second halves due to dif-
ferent injuries (quad, ankle, stress reaction in foot).

Fredrick was named to the All-Big Ten Freshman Team, Big Ten
Freshman of the Week (Jan. 20, 2020), and earned all-tournament
honors at the Las Vegas Invitational.

Three of lowa’s guards have outstanding assist-to-turnover num-
bers through three games. Connor McCaffery, who led the nation
in assist-to-turnover ratio last season, has a 5.0 ratio (15 assists, 3
turnovers). Jordan Bohannon has a 4.67 ratio (14 assists, 3 turn-
overs), while CJ Fredrick has a 6.5 ratio (13 assists, 2 turnovers).

CONNOR MCcCAFFERY VALUES THE BASKETBALL

Connor McCaffery was the nation’s best in taking care of the basket-
ballin 2019-20 as a redshirt sophomore. He was the only player in the
country with 120+ assists and less than 30 turnovers. He finished the
2019-20 campaign as the national leader in assist-to-turnover ratio
(4.6) and was only player in the country averaging at least six points,
four rebounds, four assists, and fewer than one turnover per game.

He was the only player nationally, dating back to 1993, with 120+
assists, 120+ rebounds, 175+ points, 25+ steals, and 27 or fewer
turnovers in a season.

McCaffery has dished out 15 assists to only three turnovers through
the first three games of the 2020-21 season.

Over the last 10 games a year ago, he had three seven-assist/0-
turnover efforts, boasting a 6.85 assist-to-turnover ratio (48 assists;
seven turnovers in a combined 322 minutes).

McCaffery, who played multiple positions in 2019-20 due to lack
of depth (1-4), had more steals (35) than turnovers (27).

In addition to his accolades on the court, the two-sport student-
athlete is a role model off the court. McCaffery (finance major)
was named Ul’s Male Big Ten Sportsmanship Award honoree,
and earned NABC Honors Court, Big Ten Distinguished Scholar,
Academic All-District First Team, and Academic All-Big Ten recog-
nition in 2020. He is also on the Big Ten Anti-Hate and Anti-Racism
Coalition.

Jordan Bohannon had surgery on his left hip last December after
playing in 10 games in 2019-20. The native of Marion, lowa, had
the same procedure successfully performed on his right hip May,
2019. He played in 10 games prior to his latest procedure, averaging
8.8 points and 3.3 assists per game.

Bohannon enters this week tied with Wisconsin’s D’Mitrik Trice
for most games played among active Division | players with 115.

Bohannon has made a school-record 287 3-pointers and is 87
triples from tying the all-time Big Ten record (374, Jon Diebler).
His 287 triples are the most of any active player from a Power 5
conference.

A third-team All-Big Ten performer in 2019, Bohannon was
credited with a team-best 118 assists, becoming just the seventh
Hawkeye to register three 100-assist seasons. He is one of 10 Divi-
sion | basketball players since 1992, to total at least 79 3-pointers
and 118 assists in each of his first three seasons. As a junior, Bo-
hannon ranked third on the team in scoring (11.6 ppg) and led the
Big Ten in free throw accuracy during league play.

Bohannon became the seventh Hawkeye to register three
100-assist seasons (Dean Oliver, Jeff Horner, B.J. Armstrong, An-
dre Woolridge, Mike Gesell, Devyn Marble).

Bohannon has dished out 10 assists or more seven times in his
career. His five assists last week against Western Illinois pushed
him past B.J. Armstrong for fifth all-time in assists at lowa.

lowa has had a student-athlete lead the Big Ten in free throw per-
centage (league games only) each of the past three seasons. Jor-
dan Bohannon led the conference in 2018 (.949) and 2019 (.901),
while Joe Wieskamp was first in 2020 (.874).
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Luka Garza had a historic season in 2019-20, earning National Player of the Year honors
by six major news outlets, recognized as the Big Ten and USBWA District VI Player of the
Year, Pete Newell Big Man of the Year and Kareem Abdul-Jabbar Center of the Year, as
well as being honored as a unanimous consensus first-team All-American.

The six news outlets to name Garza National Player of the Year include: Sporting News,
Basketball Times, Stadium, Bleacher Report, FOX, and ESPN. He is the first lowa men’s bas-
ketball player to earn national player of the year distinction. Garza was also a unanimous
consensus first-team All-America selection. He joins former Hawkeyes Murray Wier (1948)
and Charles Darling (1952) as the program’s only consensus first team All-Americans. Garza
is also the first Hawkeye to win the Abdul-Jabbar and Newell national awards.

Garza (740 points and 305 rebounds) is one of three Big Ten players to ever total 740+
points and 300+ rebounds in a single-season (Purdue’s Glenn Robinson in 1994 and Pur-
due’s Joe Barry Carrollin 1979). He ranked second nationally with 12 20-point/10-rebound
performances, 20-point games (25); third in total field goals made (287) and points per 40
minutes played (29.8), fifth in scoring (23.9), 10th in 30-point games (5), 19th in double-
doubles (15) and offensive rebounds per game (3.58), and 34th in rebounding (9.8). His
15 double-doubles are third most in a single-season by a Hawkeye in three decades. Garza
averaged 26.7 points, 11.1 rebounds, and 1.7 blocks in 12 games against AP ranked op-
ponents in 2019-20, including recording 11 straight 20-point performances, the longest
streak by any player since UConn’s Kemba Walker in 2011.

As a senior,
Perkins averaged 18.6 points, 5.6 rebounds, 3.5 assists and 1.8 steals leading Lawrence
North to a 25-2 record. He shot 58 percent from the field and 35 percent from 3-point
range.

Ulis was the ESCC Player of the Year and named to the AP All-State Class 4A First Team.
The three-year starter finished with over 1,500 points, trailing only his brother, Tyler, in
the school’s record book.

Last season, Luka Garza became the sixth Hawkeye to average
22+ points per game and first in 49 years since Fred Brown aver-
aged 27.6 points per game in 1971. He became the fourth Big Ten
player since 1993 to average at least 23 points per game (Glenn
Robinson, Shawn Respert, and Carsen Edwards).

Garza finished the 20-game conference schedule averaging
26.2 points per game to become lowa’s first scoring leader in Big
Ten games only since Adam Haluska (21.3 ppg) in 2007. Garza’s
26.2 Big Ten scoring average is the highest by a true center since
Minnesota’s Tom Kondla (28.3 ppg) in 1967.

Garza tallied 38 points at Indiana (Feb. 13, 2020). The 38 points
were two points shy of matching the Assembly Hall single-game
record by an opponent. Garza had the two highest single-game
point totals in the Big Ten in 2019-20: 44 at Michigan & 38 at
Indiana. He amassed 77 points in two games against Michigan,
the most points by any Big Ten player versus a single opponent in
regular season conference play over the last 20 seasons.

Garza, who is 12th on lowa’s career scoring chart with 1,559
points, is the fourth Hawkeye over the last four decades to aver-
age better than 20 points per game. He totaled 287 field goals
and 530 field goal attempts; two field goals from John Johnson’s
record of 289 in 1970 and five attempts from tying Fred Brown’s
record of 535 in 1971.

He is one of six Hawkeyes in school history with 1,550 points
and 650 rebounds and is the only lowa player to post those num-
bers through his junior season. Garza joined Jarrod Uthoff (2015
& 2016) as the only players in program history to total 50+ blocks
and 35+ 3-pointers in a season.

Garza is also one of only five Big Ten players since the 2010-11
season to register multiple 30-point/10-rebounds games in the
same season.

Garza scored 25 points or more 13 times in 2019-20 (fifth na-
tionally). He controlled 10 rebounds or more in 14 games. He
snagged a career-best 18 boards twice in 2019-20.

QVERCOMING ADVERSITY

Last season, lowa had six players miss time due to injuries or ill-
ness: Patrick McCaffery (29), Jack Nunge (26), Jordan Bohannon
(21), CJ Fredrick (5), Cordell Pemsl (3), and Riley Till (1). Collec-
tively the group missed 86 games, which ranked fourth highest
amongst Division | teams.

Forwards Jack Nunge and Patrick McCaffery, and guard Jordan

Fran McCaffery and the lowa Hawkeyes have reached the 20-win
plateau six of the last eight seasons. McCaffery joins Lute Olson
(6) and Tom Davis (10) as the only lowa head coaches to win 20 or
more games in at least five seasons.

McCaffery has taken lowa to the NCAA Tournament four times,
and likely a fifth time last March if not for the postseason cancel-
lation due to the COVID-19 pandemic. Among lowa’s head basket-
ball coaches, McCaffery ranks third in tournament appearances
behind Davis (9) and Olson (5). Davis is lowa’s all-time winningest
coach, while McCaffery is second.

20-YEAR ANNIVERSARY

This season is the 20-year anniversary of lowa’s first Big Ten Tour-
nament championship. The Hawkeyes won four games in four
days, knocking off Northwestern (72-55), Ohio State (75-66), Penn
State (94-74), and Indiana (63-61). Reggie Evans was voted the
Most Outstanding Player of the tournament.

A number of recent lowa basketball graduates are playing profes-

In addition to Luka Garza being named Big Ten Men’s Basketball
Player of the Year, Garza was also a unanimous first-team all-
conference selection by both the media and coaches in 2019-20.
Sophomore Joe Wieskamp was a third-team all-conference hon-
oree, while CJ Fredrick was selected to the five-player All-Fresh-

man Team. Redshirt sophomore Connor McCaffery was the recipi-
ent of lowa’s Big Ten Men’s Basketball Sportsmanship Award.

Head Coach Fran McCaffery has coached a first-team All-Big Ten
honoree five of the last seven seasons, the most over a seven-
year span since 1956-62. Garza joins Devyn Marble (2014), Aaron
White (2015), Jarrod Uthoff (2016), and Peter Jok (2017) as first
team selections.

Fredrick is the ninth Hawkeye to be voted to the five-player
All-Freshman Team since the honor was first introduced in 2003.
Fredrick is the seventh rookie to be recognized on the All-Fresh-
man Team under Fran McCaffery and the fourth in four years (Jor-
dan Bohannon and Tyler Cook in 2017; Joe Wieskamp in 2019).

Garza was also voted the United States Basketball Writers Asso-
ciation (USBWA) District VI Player of the Year on Tuesday, as well
as the all-district team. Joining Garza on the 10-player all-district
squad was teammate Joe Wieskamp.

Garza and Wieskamp’s honor marks the sixth time in seven sea-
sons that a Hawkeye has garnered all-district recognition (Devyn
Marble in 2014; Aaron White in 2015; Jarrod Uthoff and Peter Jok
in 2016; Jok in 2017; Cook in 2019; Luka Garza and Joe Wieskamp
in 2020).

LUKA GARZA MAKES HISTORY

e Luka Garza netted a career-high 44 points at Michigan on Dec. 6,

2020. Garza’s 44 points are the most by an lowa big man, third

most in a game in program history, and are the most scored by a

Hawkeye in a single-game since guard John Johnson poured in a

school-record 49 points against Northwestern on Feb. 24, 1970.
