PROGRAM QUICK HITS

Towa has made 12 consecutive postseason appearances (10 NCAA, 2 WNIT) when a
postseason tournament was held. The 2020 postseason was canceled due to the
COVID-19 pandemic.

The Hawkeyes have made a postseason tournament appearance in 18 of head coach
Lisa Bluder’s 20 seasons at the helm of the program, receiving 14 NCAA Tournament
and four WNIT (2003, 2005, 2016, 2017) bids. The Hawkeyes were ranked No. 21 in the
final AP Poll

Bluder is one of eight active Division I head coaches to win 775 games or more in her
career. She enters her 37th season as a head coach and 21st at Iowa in 2020-21.
Junior Monika Czinano was named to the Preseason All-Big Ten team.

The Hawkeyes finished the 2019-20 season ranked in the top-15 nationally in six
statistical categories, including fourth in field-goal percentage (48.5), sixth in

total assists (599) and assists per game (20), 11th in scoring offense (79.5), 12th in
3-point field-goal percentage (37.2), and 15th in assist turnover ratio (1.27).

Bluder owns a 427-224 (.656) record and a 211128 (.622) conference mark at Iowa.
In her 36 seasons as a head coach, Bluder is 783-367 (.681).

Towa has won 42-consecutive games on Mediacom Court in Carver-Hawkeye Arena, including a
15-0 mark last season.

The last loss for the Hawkeyes at home was a 92-74 defeat against Nebraska on Jan. 28, 2018.
The Hawkeyes went undefeated on their home court in the regular season for the first time since
2014-15 (18-0) during the 2018-19 season and continued the feat in 2013-20.

Baylor is leading the country with 61-consecutive wins on their home court.

BlG IN THE RANKS

Junior
Monika Czinano and sophomaore McKenna Warnock follow, averaging 19.3
and 14.3 points per game, respectively. It Big Ten play, Clark is averaging

Warnock leads the Hawkeyes in rebounds, averaging 7.9 per game, while
Clark, Czinano, and redshirt sophomore Kate Martin follow with 7.1, 5.2, and
4.3 per game, respectively.

Sophomore Gabbie Marshall is leading Iowa with 20 steals and Clark fol-
lows with 17 steals on the season. Against Western Illinois (Dec. 22), Mar-
shall recorded six steals - the most from a Hawkeye this season.

Clark recorded her first collegiate triple-double against Western Illinois,
tallying 13 points, 13 rebounds, and 10 assists. Clark is the first Hawkeye
to reach the accomplishment since Sam Logic against Baylor (March 27,
2015]) and marks the 10th triple-double in program history, which tied the
second-most in the NCAA.
