PEARL FIELD
Pearl Field was dedicated on October 2, 1999, in honor of 
the late Robert L. Pearl, who was the first African-American 
baseball player at the University of Iowa and a longtime 
supporter of Hawkeye softball.

Pearl Field was completely rennovated after the flood of 
2008 destroyed nearly the entire complex. The stadium now 
includes a new, state-of-the-art locker room with spacious 
player lockers, a large, flat-screen plasma 
television with video equipment for film watching, a new team 
room, new concession and restroom areas and a new batting 
cage/bullpen area.

Iowa’s locker room at Pearl Field was also renovated after 
the flood. The new game day locker room includes state-
of-the-art lockers, audio and visual equipment along with 
shower spaces. The locker room is connected to the dugout, 
giving the Hawkeyes a great meeting space before games and 
between doubleheaders.

In the fall of 2013, UI enhanced the softball game atmosphere 
by adding a video scoreboard in center field. The screen, 
formerly located in Kinnick Stadium, was repurposed for use 
at Pearl Field.

In 2014-15, the Hawkeyes gained access to new practice facilities including, the Iowa Turf Facility, located at the Hawkeye Tennis and Recreation 
Complex, and the Jacobson Hitting Facility, located in football’s former weight room. The facilities have allowed the program to have a consistent 
practice schedule all year long. Jacobson has also provided the student-athletes with a place to train on their own and take extra reps. It includes 
four drop-down batting cages, nets for tee work, self-feeding machines, areas for front toss, and additional equipment.

During the offseason and preseason workouts, the Hawkeyes make their home at the UI Recreation Building, which is near the new indoor practice 
facility. Iowa’s locker room was completely renovated during the 2007-08 year, and now includes more spacious lockers and shower areas. It also 
features a team meeting area, complete with leather couches and flat screen televisions for film work.

THE COACHES

Renee Gillispie had Iowa on a 
resurgent pace in 2020 before the can-
cellation of the season due to Covid-19. 
The Hawkeyes finished the season 17-5, 
the best record in the Big Ten. Iowa was 
on pace to have its best season since 
2009, that year’s team won 42 games.

In the circle, Iowa had two of the con-
ference’s best pitchers in senior Allison 
Doocy and junior Lauren Shaw. Doocy 
was second in the Big Ten with a 1.54 
ERA, while Shaw ranked fourth with a 
1.71 ERA. The duo combined for 16 wins 
and 163 strikeouts. Under Gillispie’s 
guidance, Shaw earned her first Big Ten 
Pitcher of the Week honor on Feb. 17.

Iowa pitchers struck out the most 
batters in the fewest innings in the Big 
Ten (150.0 IP; 169 strikeouts).

At the plate, Iowa was led by a pair 
of freshmen in Nia Carter and Kalena 
Burns. In 22 games, Carter was the only 
Big Ten player batting over .500. Her 
.509 average ranked 11th nationally. On 
Feb. 24, Carter became the first player 
in program history to win Big Ten Player 
and Freshman of the Week in the same 
week. Burns was Iowa’s power through 
the 22-game season. Burns led the 
team with five homeruns,  tied for fifth  
in the conference. Burns also ranked 
fifth in the conference in RBIs (20) 
and was fourth in hits (29). Burns was 
named the Big Ten Co-Freshman of the 
Week on March 9.
Iowa won four weekly conference 
honors in 2020, the most since 2011.

In the field, the Hawkeyes reigned 
supreme in the Big Ten. Iowa was first 
in the conference with a .976 fielding 
percentage, comitting a conference-low 
15 errors.

In the classroom, Iowa set a program 
record with 11 Academic All-Big Ten hon-
orees. Four of those honorees – Allison 
Doocy, Aralee Bogar, Lauren Shaw, and 
Ashley Hamilton – were named Big Ten 
Distinguished Scholars. In 2019, the 
Iowa softball team finished the 2019 

season 19-32 in Gillispie’s first season. The 
Hawkeyes saw their longest winning streak 
since 2009 with eight straight wins during 
the nonconference season. 

Junior Allison Doocy was named second-team 
All-Big Ten and All-Region for the second 
consecutive year. Academically, Iowa had two 
student-athletes named B1G Distinguished 
Scholars and three named Academic All-Big 
Ten. 

In 2019, the Iowa softball team finished the 
2019 season 19-32 in Gillispie’s first season. 
The Hawkeyes saw their longest winning 
streak since 2009 with eight straight wins 
during the nonconference season. Junior 
Allison Doocy was named second-team All-Big 
Ten for the second consecutive year. Academi-
cally, Iowa had  two  B1G Distinguished Schol-
ars and three named Academic All-Big Ten.

Gillispie came to Iowa after 18 years as head 
coach at UCF where she compiled a record 
of 625-403-1 (.608), won five conference 
championships, and advanced to seven NCAA 
Regionals, including four straight regional 
final appearances. Gillispie has won the A-Sun 
Championship (2005), CUSA Championship 
(2008), and AAC Championship (2014 & 2015).

Gillispie spent one season as an assistant 
coach with Coach Tim Walton and Coach 
Beth Torina winning the 2010 NPF Champion-
ship Tournament. The Pride roster featured 
multiple Olympians, which included ESPN 
softball analyst Jessica Mendoza along with 
Caitlin Lowe and Natasha Watley.

Gillispie is a native of Danville, Iowa, and 
played collegiately at Kirkwood and West 
Texas A&M University.

Gillispie started UCF’s Division I program in 
2002 and averaged more than 36 wins per 
season. She has coached 75 all-conference 
honorees, 35 all-tournament selections, and 
25 NFCA all-region selections. Eighty players 
have earned academic all-conference honors.

In 2014 and 2015, Gillispie’s staff was named 
AAC Coaching Staff of the Year, and in 2015 
was named the All-Regional Coaching Staff 
of the Year.  The Knights set a school record 
with 50 wins that season, leading the NCAA 
with a 0.93 earned run average. Central 
Florida’s .979 fielding percentage ranked 

second nationally that same year. The 
Knights reached as high as No. 13 in 
the national rankings, and finished the 
season ranked No. 16.

Prior to UCF, Gillispie spent four years 
building the Texas Tech program. She 
led the Red Raiders to a No. 17 national 
ranking in 1998 and a No. 24 ranking the 
following season. Her team placed runner-
up at the 1999 NCAA Regional.

Prior to her time at Texas Tech, Gillispie 
rebuilt softball programs at Bradley 
University and Joliet Junior College. In 
1993, she took over a Bradley program 
that finished 12-25 in 1992, and in two 
years posted a record-breaking 33-8 
season. The 1994 team finished in second 
place in the Missouri Valley Conference 
and ranked fifth in the nation in winning 
percentage.

Gillispie received N4C Conference Coach 
of the Year honors as head coach of the 
1992 Joliet (Ill.) Junior College team that 
won the conference championship. She in-
herited a 2-29 team in 1991, and led Joliet 
a 32-12 record in 1992, placing runner-up 
at the NJCAA Regional.

Gillispie worked as an instructor with the 
Griffey International Gold Medal Camp, 
and Higher Ground Camps and Clinics 
under British National coach Bobby 
Simpson. She has served as an interna-
tional speaker for the Italian Softball and 
Baseball Federation Coaches Convention, 
and traveled to Athens, Greece, as a 
guest coach for the Greek National Team 
in 2001.

Gillispie pitched in two NJCAA National 
Championship Tournaments while at 
Kirkwood. In 1981, she ranked ninth na-
tionally as a NJCAA pitcher. Moving on to 
West Texas A&M University, she set nine 
career pitching records, including career 
wins, strikeouts, and saves. Gillispie was 
inducted into the West Texas A&M Athlet-
ics Hall of Fame in 2005 and the Danville 
High School Wall of Pride in 2013.

THE COACHES

Trena Prater is in her 
third  year as Iowa’s primary 
hitting coach. Prater was an-
nounced as assistant softball 
coach on July 3, 2018.

Prater’s impact as hitting 
coach was felt immediately in 
2020. Despite the season being 
cancelled after 22 games due to 
Covid-19, Iowa was ranked third 
in the Big Ten in batting (.283) 
and had a player leading the 
conference in batting average.

Freshman Nia Carter led the 
conference with a .509 batting 
average and was 11th nationally. 
Carter earned Big Ten Player and 
Freshman of the Week following 
her performance at the Hawaii 
Invitational where she hit .744 
with four RBIs in five games.

Freshman Kalena Burns 
accounted for half of Iowa’s 
homeruns with five. She was 
tied for fifth in the conference 
in that category and was fourth 
in hits (29).

In total, Iowa had six players 
hit above .300 (Carter, Burns, 
Sheehy, Monteer, Rocco, and 
Lien).

Prater joined the Hawkeyes 
after working under coach Gil-
lispie during the 2018 season at 
UCF, helping the team to a 34-22 
record and a third place finish in 
the American Conference. Under 
her tutelage, UCF compiled 29 
home runs and run-ruling four 
teams.

Prior to UCF, Prater spent four 
years as head coach at The 
University of Buffalo where 
she claimed the MAC East 
Division title in 2014. She also 
headed the Pirates at Hampton 
University, where she assumed 
2013 MEAC regular season 
division title, tournament title 
and, made an appearance in 
the Gainesville, Florida, NCAA 
Regional Tournament.

As an assistant coach, Prater 
had stints at George Washing-
ton (2003-04), Maryland (2006-
08), and Mississippi Valley State 
(2008-10).

Prater also spent seven seasons 
in National Pro Fastpitch, play-
ing for the Akron Racers (2004, 
2010), New York Juggernauts 
(2005), Chicago Bandits (2006), 
and Philadelphia Force (2007-
2009).

In college, Prater, formally 
known as Peel, played at LSU 
and was a 2002 Easton first-
team All-American, 2002 NFCA 
second team All-American, and 
2002 SEC Softball Player of the 
Year. She is a three time All-SEC 
honoree and set the school re-
cord with 27 triples, which ranks 
in the top 20 in NCAA history.

Prater was also a 1999 USA 
Junior Olympic Softball team 
member and USA Elite team 
member in 2001 - 2003.

Assistant Coach

Rick Dillinger is in his third 
season as Iowa’s pitching coach. He 
was named assistant coach on August 
2, 2018.

Dillinger continued to craft one of the 
best pitching staffs in the country. In 
2020, the Hawkeyes ranked second 
in the Big Ten with a combined ERA of 
2.15. Iowa had two pitchers ranked 
inside the Big Ten’s top-four (Doocy, 
Shaw).

Senior Allison Doocy finished the sea-
son with 621 career strikeouts, to rank 
seventh on the Division I active career 
strikeouts list. Doocy was 17th in the 
nation with 10.4 strikeouts per seven 
innings and was second in the Big Ten 
in ERA (1.54). She led a pitching staff 
that combined to place 15th nationally 
in strikeout-to-walk ratio (3.85).

Junior Lauren Shaw returned to the 
mound after missing the 2019 season 
and became one of the conference’s 

best pitchers. Shaw was fourth in the 
Big Ten with a 1.71 ERA and was named 
the Big Ten Pitcher of the Week on Feb. 
18.

As a team, Iowa gave up the second-
fewest runs in the Big Ten (56), 
while striking out the most batters 
in the fewest innings (150.0 IP; 169 
strikeouts).

In 2019, Dillinger helped guide junior Al-
lison Doocy to All-Big Ten and All-Region 
honors, while developing sophomore 
Sarah Lehman into a successful 
starting pitcher. Lehman started in 
nine of her last 10 games, earning her 
first career victory over Rutgers in a 
complete game shutout.

Dillinger joined the Hawkeyes after 
42 years as a high school softball 
coach. He was the head coach at three 
different schools, Adel-DeSoto-Minburn, 
North Polk Community, and Danville 
Community School. Dillinger coached 
head coach Renee Gillispie at Danville 

Community School from 1976-79.

Dillinger holds a 1,165-551 record as a softball 
coach, winning three state championships, 13 
conference titles, nine sectional champion-
ships, 11 district championships, and appear-
ing in 12 Iowa State Softball Tournaments.

Dillinger has won numerous softball coaching 
accolades, including National Softball Coach of 
the Year (2004), District Softball Coach of the 
Year (1986, 1987, 2005, 2006, 2014, 2015, 2018) 
by the Iowa Girls High School Athletic Union 
(IGHSAU) and Iowa Girls Coaches Association 
(IGCA). Softball Coach of the Year (1979, 1987, 
2002, 2006, 2009, 2010, 2014).

He is also a member of the Upper Iowa Univer-
sity Hall of Fame and IGCA Hall of Fame. Dill-
inger is a member of the IGCA, and has served 
as president (1995-1996), vice president (1989-
1994), secretary (1988-89) and state softball 
chair (1988-1994). Dillinger currently sits on 
the IGCA Hall of Fame Committee for basketball 
and softball, the IGHSAU Softball Hall of Fame 
Committee, and the Softball Rules Committee.
