The University of Iowa women's hasketball team (6 seed) continues its Big Ten Tournament run on Thursday, March 11 as the
Hawkeyes take on 3-seed Rutgers. Tipoff is set 7:30 p.m. (CT) on FS2.

A link to the broadcast is available
on the women’s basketball schedule page on hawkeyesports.com.

Brooks is in his fifth year as the play-by-play announcer for the Towa women’s baskethball team. He has been Iowa foot-
ball’s sideline reporter since 2004. He has called seven different Towa sports on radio or television.

Lang is in her fifth year as Iowa’s color commentator. She lettered at Towa from 2002-05. Lang finished her Hawkeye
career with 1,265 points and 506 rebounds. She was a two-time All-Big Ten selection.

BlG TOURNEY SECOND ROUND

Towa defeated Purdue (11 seed) in its first game of the Big Ten Tournament, 83-72, recording its fourth-straight win over
Purdue and seventh in the past 11 meetings. Purdue holds the all-time series record, leading 40-35.

Junior Monika Czinano’s recorded a career-high 38 points to tie for the fourth-most points in a Big Ten Tournament game
and most since March 10, 2019, when Towa's own Megan Gustafson scored 45 points in the Big Ten Tournament champi-
onship game against Maryland.

Czinano made 16-0f-18 shots (.889) from the field, the second-highest single-game field-goal percentage in Big Ten Tour-
nament history (with a minimum of 10 made field goals) and best since March 10, 2013 when Purdue’s Drey Mingo set the
record at .909 (10-of-11) against Michigan State in the Big Ten Tournament championship game.

Czinano’s 16 made field goals are third-most for a single game in Big Ten Tournament history and most since Iowa's
Megan Gustafson made 17 field goals on March 10, 2018, against Maryland.

Czinano and freshman guard Caitlin Clark (27 points) narrowly missed becoming the first teammates in Big Ten Tourna-
ment history to each score 30 points in the same game.

P. Sue Beckwith, MD, Head Coach Lisa Bluder improves to 21-18 (538) all-time at the Big Ten Tournament, recording the
second most on the tournament’s career coaching wins list passing Ohio State’s Jim Foster and Penn State’s Rene Port-
land with 20 wins, each. Purdue’s Sharan Versyp has the most wins in Big Ten Tournament history, now 25-12 (.676), with
two wins coming while she was the coach at Indiana.

SC[]UTING RUTGERS

Purdue is 14-3 on the season and 10-3 in conference play, falling to Maryland, Iowa, and Nebraska during the regular
season.

Rutgers leads the Big Ten in blocked shats per game (5.6), defensive field-goal percentage (36.8), scoring defense (56.2),
and steals per game (12.7).

Four Scarlet Knights average double figures, including Arella Guirantes (20.8), Diamond Johnson (174), Tekia Mack (11.4),
and Zipporah Broughton (10.1).

Rutgers has four student athletes with 35-plus steals on the season: Mack (45), Guirantes (36), Johnson (36), and Mael
Gilles (35).

Guirantes has tallied 34 blocks on the season and Tyia Singleton follows with with 25.

THE SERIES

Towa leads the all-time series, 8-3, with Iowa winning nine of the last 10 matchups, including a 80-84 win at Carver-
Hawkeye Arena (Dec. 31) during the regular season.

The Hawkeyes and Scarlet Knights have only met once at the Big Ten Tournament. Iowa (2 seed) defeated Rutgers (3
seed), 72-67, in the quarterfinals in 2019 and went on to win the tournament.

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In the first meeting this season, all five Hawkeyes starters scored in double figures, including
freshman Caitlin Clark (28), sophomore McKenna Warnock (18), junior Monika Czinano (17),
redshirt sophomore Kate Martin (12), and sophomore Gabbie Marshall (10).

HAWKEYES ON THE SEASON

Towa is 16-8 on the season and 11-8 in conference play, winning its first tournament matchup
over Purdue, 83-72.

The Hawkeyes upset No. 12 Michigan, 89-67, on Feh. 25 — the largest scoring margin over a
ranked opponent since the Hawkeyes’ 1993 Final Four team beat No. 4 Penn State, 84-58.
Freshman Caitlin Clark leads the Hawkeyes, averaging 27.4 points. Junior Monika Czinano and
sophomore McKenna Warnock follow, averaging 19.1 and 11.9 points per game, respectively.
Warnock leads the Hawkeyes, averaging 7.7 rebounds per game, while Clark and Czinano follow
with 6.1 and 5.8 per game, respectively.

Sophomore Gabhie Marshall is leading Iowa with 46 steals. Redshirt sophomore Kate Martin
and Clark follow on the season with 33 and 30 steals, respectively. Against Western Illinois
(Dec. 22), Marshall recorded six steals - the most from a Hawkeye this season.

Clark recorded nine 3-pointers at Maryland (Feb. 23) - the most from a Hawkeye against a Big
Ten opponent since Melissa Dixon recorded nine at Northwestern on Jan. 29, 2015.

NATII]NALLV SPEAKING

As a team, Towa is ranked in the top-10, nationally, in nine statistical categories, leading in
field goal percentage (51.8), rank second in scoring offense (87.2) and 3-point percentage
(40.9), fourth in total assists (481) and assists per game (20.5), sixth in free-throw percent-
age (79.6), seventh in assist turnover (141) and 3-painters made (230, and ninth in 3-pointers
per game (9.6).

Junior Monika Czinano, freshman Caitlin Clark, and redshirt sophomore Kate Martin rank
among the top-45, nationally, in 19 statistical categories, including Czinano’s leading field-
goal percentage (67.1), shooting 198-0f-235 from the field.

Clark leads the NCAA in total points (658), points per game (27.4), and 3-pointers made (94).
Clark ranks second in total assists (167), assists per game (7.0), field goals made (218),
3-pointers per game (3.92), and ranks ninth in free-throws made (128). She ranks 32nd in
3-point percentage and 40th in free-throw percentage (85.3).

Czinano also ranks seventh in field goals made (198), 31st in final points (458), and 4dth in
points per game (19.1).

Martin ranks 16th in assist turnover ratio (2.67).

B1G STANDINGS

As a team, the Hawkeyes are leading the Big Ten Conference in field-goal percentage (51.6),
total assists (491), assists per game (20.5), free-throw percentage (79.6), 3-pointers made
(230), and 3-pointers per game (9.6).

Towa ranks second in scoring offense (87.2), 3-point percentage (40.9), free throws made
(332), and 3-pointers attempted (562). They rank third in assist turnover ratio (141).

RANKING B1G INDIVIDUALS

Hawkeye individuals rank in the Big Ten top-five in 21 statistical categories.

Freshman Caitlin Clark leads the Big Ten in 11 statistical categories, including total points
(658), points per game (274), 3-pointers made (94), total assists (167), assists per game (7.0),
field goals made (218), 3-pointers per game (3.92), and free throws made (128).

Clark ranks third in 3-point percentage (41.4) and free-throw percentage (85.3).

Junior Monika Czinano leads the conference in field-goal percentage (67.1), ranks second in
field goals made (198) and final points (458), and fourth in points per game (19.1).
Sophomore Gabbie Marshall ranks fourth in the conference in total steals (46).

Redshirt sophomore Kate Martin ranks fourth in turnover assist ratio (2.67).

D[]UBLE DOUBLES

Four Hawkeyes have recorded double-doubles this season, including freshman Caitlin Clark
(7), sophomore McKenna Warnack (1), junior Monika Czinano (2, and redshirt sophomore Kate
Martin (1).

Clark has recorded seven double-doubles on the season, including a triple-double against
Western Illinois (Dec. 22). She recorded the others against Drake (Dec. 2), Minnesota (Jan. 8),
at Ohio State (Jan. 13), at Minnesota (Jan. 31), and at Wisconsin (Feb. 28). Clark's most recent
double-double was accomplished with 18 points and a career-high 14 rebounds at Wisconsin
(Feb. 28).

Warnock has five career double-doubles, adding three this season. She recorded her third ca-
reer double-double, tallying 14 points and 13 rebounds in Towa's win over Northern Iowa (Nov.
25), her fourth against Ohio State with 14 points and 12 rebounds, and her fifth at Minnesota
with 11 points and 10 rebounds.

Czinano recorded double-doubles in both matchups against Northwestern this season. In the
first meeting (Jan. 9), Czinano posted 28 points and 12 rebounds. On the Hawkeyes' home
court (Jan. 28}, Czinano recorded a career-high 34 points and added 11 rebounds.

Martin recorded her first-career double-double against Penn State, recording 19 points and
11 assists.

BlG RECORD-BREAKING HAWKS

Freshman Caitlin Clark tallied 13 Big Ten Freshman of the Week Honors, breaking the previous
record (10) set by Nebraska's Jessica Shepard during the 2015-16 season.

Clark’s five Big Ten Player of the Week nods are the most by a freshman in Big Ten women’s
basketball history. Minnesota’s Amanda Zahui B. previously held the record for most Player of
the Week nods by a freshman. Clark’s five Big Ten Player of the Week honors as a freshman are
believed to be an NCAA record.

Junior Monika Czinano posted a double-double, scoring 28 points and pulling down 12 re-
bounds at No. 22/23 Northwestern (Jan. 9). Czinano shot 13 of 14 from the field. Czinanad's
field goal percentage (.929) is a Big Ten Record with a minimum of 12 attempts in a Big Ten
contest, shooting 13-of-14 against the Wildcats. On three occasions, a Big Ten women’s bas-
ketball player has made 12 of 13 (.917) - the last being Indiana’s Quacy Barnes on Feb. 22,1998
agalnst Michigan State.

P. SUE BECKWITH, MD, HEAD COACH LISA BLUDER

Lisa Bluder, the all-time winningest coach in program his-
tory, is in her 2lst year as head women’s basketball coach
at the University of Iowa and her 37th year overall. Under her
direction, the Hawkeyes have advanced to 18 postseason ap-
pearances (14 NCAA and four WNIT) in 20 seasons, including
NCAA Tournament berths in 10 of the last 12 seasons. Iowa
advanced to the postseason in 12 consecutive seasons (10
NCAA and two WNIT) prior to the 2020 pandemic that cut the
2018-20 season short.
