• The Hawkeyes are 3-5 overall after splitting four games against Nebraska and Ohio State last 
weekend at U.S. Bank Stadium in Minneapolis.  
• Iowa's pitching staff was superb in Minnesota, posting a 0.79 ERA over 34 innings.  The Hawk-
eyes allowed 25 hits and 12 runs (just three earned) in four games and had 44 strikeouts to 13 
walks.
• The Hawkeyes are fourth in the Big Ten with a 3.44 team ERA and the staff is fourth in the league 
in strikeouts with 82 in eight contests.
• Senior Ben Norman hit a team-best .545 (6-of-11) with a double, home run, five walks, and five 
steals in Minneapolis.  The outfielder slashed .545/.909/.706 in four games, including a 3-for-4 
finale on March 14 in the 3-1 win over Nebraska.
• Senior Matthew Sosa has a career-best eight-game hitting streak heading into the home opener.  
The California native is hitting .400 (10-of-25) with a team-best three doubles and seven RBIs.  
• The Hawkeyes have ripped 16 doubles in their first eight games, which are tied for the fourth 
most in the Big Ten.
• Friday starter Trenton Wallace and Sunday starter Duncan Davitt both pitched five-plus innings 
of no-hit ball last weekend in Minneapolis.  Wallace held Ohio State hitless for 5 1/3 innings in an 
eventual two-hit shutout, while Davitt no-hit Nebraska over 5 2/3 innings in a 3-1 victory.
• Wallace has allowed just five hits and two runs over 11 innings in his first two  career weekend 
starts.  He is 1-0 with a 1.64 ERA over 11 innings, is limiting hitters to a .139 average and has 18 
strikeouts to six walks.
• Senior Grant Leonard enters the 2021 season with 20 career saves -- three saves away from 
breaking Kurt Belger's (22 saves, 1993-97) career saves record.   
• Iowa is projected to finish fourth in the Big Ten Preseason Coaches Poll and fifth in the Big Ten

HELLER'S YEAR-BY-YEAR RECORD

ABOUT HEAD COACH RICK HELLER

Rick Heller has turned the University of Iowa 
baseball program into a perennial Big Ten 
Conference and NCAA contender in his first seven 
seasons as the Hawkeyes' head coach.

Heller has injected new life into the Iowa pro-
gram, leading the Hawkeyes to the 214 victories 
-- an average of 30.5 wins per season -- advanc-
ing to two NCAA Regionals, and claiming the 
first Big Ten Tournament title in program history.  
The 2017 title was Iowa's first since winning the 
regular season crown in 1990.
 
The Eldon, Iowa, native became the 20th head 
coach in program history in 2013 -- his fourth 
stop as a collegiate head coach. He has enjoyed 
stints at Iowa (2014-present), Indiana State 
(2009-13), Northern Iowa (1999-2009), and 
Upper Iowa (1987-99), leading all four schools to 
NCAA postseason play. He is one of nine coaches 
all-time and one of five active coaches to lead 
three different Division I programs to NCAA 
Regional play.
 
In 34 seasons as a head coach, Heller owns a 
career record of 907-708-4. He is one of two Iowa 
head coaches to lead the program to the NCAA 
Tournament.
 
At Iowa
Under Heller's watch, Iowa has advanced to the 
postseason in six consecutive years for the first 
time in program history, he has coached seven 
All-Americans and at least one first-team All-Big 
Ten selection in five of his seven seasons. Iowa has 
had 21 Major League Baseball Draft picks in seven 
seasons -- the most in a six-year stretch all-time.

Heller has also given the Hawkeyes an interna-
tional flavor, taking the team to the Dominican 
Republic in 2016 and Taipei, Taiwan, as the United 
States representative at the 2017 World University 
Games.  Heller led USA to a silver medal, as the 
team became the first American squad to medal 
in Universiade history.

USA team went 5-2 during the two-week stretch, 
before falling to Japan in the gold medal game. 
The Americans posted victories over Mexico, 
Russia, Korea, and two games against the Czech 
Republic.  Junior Cole McDonald tossed a nine-
inning no-hitter in game one against the Czechs 
-- the first by a Hawkeye since 1965.

During Heller’s second season, Heller guided 
Iowa to an at-large berth into NCAA Regional 
play in 2015 -- a first for the program since 1990 
-- and the team posted the school's first NCAA 
Tournament win since 1972. The Hawkeyes were 
the runners-up at the 2016 Big Ten Tournament 
before claiming the program's first tournament 
title in 2017 to lock up the school's second NCAA 
Regional appearance in three seasons. 

Iowa made just three NCAA Tournament appear-
ances in its history prior to Heller's arrival.

WALLEY: THE ACE
Redshirt junior Trenton Wallace has slid right 
in to the Friday night starter role for the Hawk-
eyes.

Iowa's bullpen has been strong over the first two 
weekends of the season, posting a 2.25 ERA over 
32 innings.  Thirteen players have pitched in relief, 
limiting opposing hitters to a .211 average.
• Redshirt junior Dylan Nedved is developing into 
a strong late-inning option.  He is 1-0 with a 0.00 
ERA over 5 2/3 innings and he recorded his first two 
saves against Ohio State (3/12) and Nebraska (3/14).  
Nedved is tied for second in the Big Ten in saves.
• Senior Trace Hoffman has a team-high four ap-
pearances, allowing one run on four hits over four 
innings.  He has six strikeouts and is limiting hitters 
to a .250 average.
• Freshmen Will Semb, Jackson Payne, Jacob 
Henderson, Ty Langenberg, and Tyson James have 
thrown 14 innings without allowing an earned run.  
The group has 19 strikeouts to 11 walks.

THE GRANT LEONARD FILE
• Redshirt senior Grant Leonard (1-1, 5.68 ERA) fol-
lowed up his record-breaking junior year with a solid 
2020 campaign. In seven appearances, he recorded 
four saves in five chances -- the second most in the 
Big Ten and 17th most nationally. 
• Leonard enters his sixth and final season as a 
Hawkeye with 20 career saves, which are tied for 
the second most in Hawkeye history with Tim Gudex 
(2004-06). Kurt Belger (1993-97) holds the program 
record with 22 career saves. 
• Leonard also earned a "save" off the field as he and 
Iowa softball pitcher Allison Doocy became engaged 
in January.

MARTIN TO POSEY
Senior Austin Martin was named to the Buster 
Posey Award Watch List on March 9.  He is one of 
four players in the Big Ten and 69 players nationally 
named to the watch list for an award presented to 
the top catcher in collegiate baseball.

BUCKS HOME RUN KING
Redshirt freshman Peyton Williams enjoyed a break-
out summer while playing for the Waterloo Bucks in 
the Northwoods League.  The Johnston, Iowa, native 
hit a Bucks record 13 home runs in 33 games and 
finished the year with a .304 average and a 1.076 
OPS with 36 RBIs, five doubles, and 26 runs scored. 
He was voted the Bucks' team Most Valuable Player.

A SUMMER ALL-AMERICAN
Redshirt junior Dylan Nedved was honored as a 
National Baseball Congress All-American as a short-
stop, while playing for the Hutchinson Monarchs.  
Nedved also hit .355 with four home runs and 21 
RBIs in the Sunflower Collegiate League and he was 
the MVP of the league's All-Star Game.
 

DON'T COUNT 'EM OUT
The Hawkeyes have overcome deficits to win 51 
games since the start of the 2017 season and posted 
14 walk-offs.  Twenty-six of those victories have 
come with Iowa trailing or being tied entering or 
through seven innings.  Seventeen have come in the 
final at-bat.

SCOUTING NEBRASKA
• The Huskers are 5-3 overall after dropping their 
final two games in Minneapolis to Iowa and Ohio 
State.  Prior to the two losses, Nebraska had won 
five straight games.
