•	 Head coach Jen Flynn Oldenburg is in her second year as head coach. 
•	 The Buckeyes are 21-5 overall and 11-5 in conference play.
•	 Ohio State ranks first in assists per set (13.69) and kills per set (14.77).
•	 Junior setter Mac Podraza ranks second in the Big Ten in assists per set 

and second in the nation (11.85). She ranks third in the Big Ten in total 
assists (1,007).

•	 The Buckeyes average 14.8 kills per set and have an overall hitting 
percentage of .268.

SCOUTING INDIANA
•	 The Hoosiers are currently 9-19 overall and 3-13 in Big Ten play. 
•	 Head coach Steve Aird is in his fourth season.
•	 Indiana lost to Iowa at Xtream Arena, on Nov. 5 (3-1).
•	 The Hoosiers rank first in the Big Ten in team total attacks (3,628).
•	 Junior libero Paula Cerame ranks second in the Big Ten in total digs 

(436).

LEADING THE WAY
•	 Senior Courtney Buzzerio leads the squad with 378 kills, 4.065 kills per 

set, and 949 attacks. 
•	 Junior libero Mari Hinkle leads the team with 267 digs. 
•	 Sophomore Bailey Ortega has amassed a team-best 726 assists and 

7.806 assists per set. 
•	 Senior Hannah Clayton has recorded a team-best 44 blocks. 

BALANCED ATTACK
•	 In Iowa's, 3-1, victory over Michigan State four Hawkeyes had at least 

nine kills. 
•	 Iowa's kill leaders include Buzzerio (378), VanderWeide (195), Clayton 

(174), and Jones (155).

ALL THE BUZZ
•	 Buzzerio ranks 56th in the nation with 378 total kills.
•	 She ranks second in the Big Ten in kills per set (4.06).  
•	 Buzzerio ranks fifth in the Big Ten in points per set (4.49).   
•	 Buzzerio's outstanding play last season earned her an AVCA All-North 

Region Honorable Mention selection and first-team All-Big Ten honors, 
becoming the first Hawkeye to earn those postseason honors since 
Sara Meyermann in 2001. She is only the fifth All-Region selection in 
program history and eighth first-team all-conference honoree.

•	 She claimed her third career triple-double (13 kills, 21 assists, 11 digs) 
in Iowa's five-set match against Indiana on Feb. 6, becoming the only 
individual in the Big Ten and one of 23 nationally to record a triple-
double last season. She is the only Hawkeye in program history to 
register multiple triple-doubles in a career.

•	 Buzzerio's first career triple-double was against Nebraska (Nov. 16, 
2019), with her second coming two weeks later against Ohio State 
(Nov. 29, 2019). There have only been five triple-doubles in the last 20 
years at Iowa. Kiley Fister (2005) and Fabiana De Abreu (2000) are the 
other two Hawkeyes to complete the feat.

CY-HAWK VICTORY
•	 The Hawkeyes put together an impressive three sets to defeat in-state 

rival Iowa State in straight sets on Sept. 11. 
•	 Iowa recorded a then-season high attacking percentage of .286.
•	 The Hawkeyes held Iowa State to 36 kills and 33 digs.

•	 Freshman Addie VanderWeide has made 21 consecutive starts 

and recorded eight double-digit kill matches.
•	 VanderWeide recorded a career-high .471 hitting percentage 

against No. 11 Washington and career high and team-leading 
23 digs against Ball State.

•	 Freshman Toyosi Onabanjo made her first two starts in the Cy-
Hawk Series Tournament.

•	 Onabanjo recorded five kills and four blocks in both matches. 
•	 Freshman Jenna Splitt made her first two appearances against 

Illinois and Nebraska. She had 36 assists across both matches.  
•	 Splitt made her first career start against Michigan.

CAREER DAY
•	 Multiple Hawkeyes set career highs against Duke to open the 

season.
•	 Buzzerio recorded a career-high 28 kills against the Blue Devils, 

tied for 13th most in a single game in school history. The last 
Hawkeye to record at least 25 kills was her sister Meghan 
Buzzerio in 2019.

•	 Sophomore Bailey Ortega recorded a career-high 45 assists. 
She surpassed that against Ball State recording 49 assists, and 
again against Air Force with 57 assists. 

•	 Three Hawkeyes recorded a career high in digs. Mari Hinkle 
(11), Bailey Ortega (15), and Maddie Slagle (22).

RECORD BOOK UPDATE
•	 Hannah Clayton (.293) is currently in second and Amiya Jones 

(.292) is third for all-time hitting percentage in school history. 
•	 Clayton ties for ninth in program history with Jess Janota, 

having 311 career blocks. She is 37 blocks away from tying 
Katie Panhorst for eighth.

BEST CONFERENCE IN THE NATION
•	 Seven Big Ten teams are ranked in the top 15 of the AVCA 

Coaches Poll: No. 4 Wisconsin, No. 8 Minnesota, No. 9 Purdue, 
No. 10 Ohio State, No. 11 Nebraska, No. 15 Penn State and No. 
25 Illinois. 

•	 The Big Ten Conference has crowned an NCAA Champion in 
nine of the last 15 years and at least one Big Ten team has 
advanced to the Final Four in six straight seasons.

20 KILLS
•	 Buzzerio has recorded 20 kills in five matches this season. 

(Duke, Ball State, Air Force, Illinois and Maryland).  
•	 She has recorded double digit kills in 18 of the 26 games this 

season.

XTREAM DIGS
•	 The Hawkeyes finally welcomed fans to Xtream Arena for 

the first time as they faced Syracuse in the Cy-Hawk Series 
Tournament on Sept. 9, 2021.

Brown joined the Hawkeye 
staff after two seasons at 
Loyola Chicago when he 
was associate head coach/
recruiting coordinator. 
Brown helped the Ram-
blers establish a single-

season record for conference wins (14) and 
most total wins since 2004 (21) in the 2019 
campaign.

In his first season at Loyola, Brown was 
named one of 11 NCAA Division I women’s 
coaches to the Thirty Under 30 Award from 
the American Volleyball Coaches Association 
(AVCA) for up-and-coming young coaches.

Prior to Loyola, Brown coached four seasons 
at Southern Miss, helping the team to four 
20-win seasons and recruiting the 2016 
Conference USA Freshman of the Year in 
Catherine Repsher.

Brown’s first stint out of college was a vol-
unteer assistant coach at UC Santa Barbara. 
Brown helped the Gauchos win the Big West 
in 2013 and reach the NCAA Tournament for 
the first time in four seasons.

Brown graduated from the University of 
Wisconsin in 2013, where he was a player and 
coach for the Wisconsin men’s club volleyball 
team, overseeing all aspects of the program.

Before moving to Iowa 
City, Tatge spent the last 
two seasons at Louisiana 
Tech, helping the Lady 
Techsters to their best sea-
son since 2003. Louisiana 
Tech finished 13-15 in 2019 

after beginning the year 11-4.

At Ohio State, Tatge was a volunteer as-
sistant coach under Geoff Carlston in 2018. 
Before Tatge’s stop in Columbus, he spent 
three seasons as the head women’s volleyball 
coach at Lees-McRae College in Banner Elk, 
North Carolina, where he led the Bobcats to 
postseason appearances in 2015 and 2016.

Tatge also spent two years as an assistant 
coach at NAIA Montreat College in Montreat, 
North Carolina, where he claimed the 2014 
AVCA Northeast Region Assistant Coach of 
the Year and Appalachian Athletic Confer-
ence Assistant Coach of the Year honors.

He also has served as the head men’s and as-
sistant women’s volleyball coach at Durham 
University in the United Kingdom. Tatge’s 
collegiate coaching career began in 2010 at 
Bethany Lutheran College in Mankato, Min-
nesota.

Tatge played right side for the club volleyball 
team at Indiana University as an undergrad 
and played as a setter/right-side hitter for 
Durham University during his postgraduate 
studies. Tatge also competed internationally 
for Team Northumbria in the English National 
League.
