C Tyler Linderbaum is the 12th Hawkeye to earn unanimous consensus All-America 
status and the 28th Hawkeye to earn consensus All-America status. Linderbaum is the 
2021 Rimington Trophy winner and was also selected as the 2021 Big Ten Conference 
Rimington-Pace Off ensive Lineman of the Year.
Iowa has won 15 straight games against non-conference opponents, including 12 regular 
season non-conference victories and three bowl wins. The nonconference win streak is 
the longest in the country.

• Iowa has made two BCS bowl appearances, including a 24-14 win in the 2010 
FedEx Orange Bowl, and one CFP Bowl (2016).

• Iowa has played in 12 January bowl games with fi ve January bowl victories 
(2004 Outback Bowl, 2005 Capital One Bowl, 2009 Outback Bowl, 2010 
FedEx Orange Bowl, 2019 Outback Bowl).  

• Iowa has posted a 169-88 (.657) overall mark and a 106-65 (.620) Big Ten 
record since 2001. Ferentz has placed in the top one-half of the conference 
15 Ɵ mes, including Big Ten Ɵ tles in 2002 and 2004, a second-place fi nish in 
2009, and West Division Ɵ tles in 2015 and 2021.

• At Iowa, Ferentz holds an overall record of 178-109 (.620) and a 110-79 (.582) 
mark in Big Ten games.

HEAD COACH KIRK FERENTZ
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 FERENTZ AMONG BIG TEN’S BEST
 Moon Family Head Football Coach Kirk Ferentz has 110 
Big Ten wins as Iowa’s head coach, the fourth most of any 
coach in Big Ten Conference history. The Hawkeyes defeated 
Penn State, 41-21, on Nov. 21, 2020, to earn Ferentz’s 100th 
conference win. 
 Ferentz’s 178 wins in all games coached as a member of 
the Big Ten Conference rank fourth all-Ɵ me in league history. 
He is one of fi ve coaches in Big Ten Conference history to win 
at least 150 games as a member of the Big Ten Conference. 
The top fi ve include Woody Hayes (202), Amos Alonzo Stagg 
(199), Bo Schembechler (194), Ferentz (178) and Joe Paterno 
(162).
  Ferentz (178-109) became Iowa’s all-Ɵ me winningest coach 
on Sept. 1, 2018. The Hawkeyes defeated Northern Illinois, 33-
7. It was Ferentz’s 144th win as Iowa’s head coach, one more 
than his predecessor, Hayden Fry (143-89-6). Fry coached Iowa 
for 20 years (1979-98). Ferentz is in his 23rd season in 2021. 
 Both Ferentz (178, 110) and Fry (143, 96) rank in the top 
10 in overall wins and Big Ten wins. Only Iowa and Michigan 
have two coaches ranked in the top 10 of both win categories 
(Bo Schembechler 194, 143; and Lloyd Carr 122, 81).
 Iowa is the only school in the country to have just two head 
football coaches since 1979. 

 FERENTZ TOPS IN LONGEVITY
 Kirk Ferentz is in his 23rd season as Iowa’s head football 
coach in 2021. He is the longest tenured acƟ ve head coach in 
college football. Ferentz was named Iowa head coach on Dec. 
2, 1998. Among Big Ten coaches, only Pat Fitzgerald (2006) 
has been at his current school for 10 seasons or more. Iowa is 
the only school to have just two head football coaches since 
1979.
 Defensive coordinator Phil Parker is in his 23rd season on 
Iowa’s staff , his 10th as defensive coordinator. He is the longest 
tenured defensive coordinator in FBS.
 Quarterbacks coach Ken O’Keefe was on Ferentz’s original 
coaching staff before he left for the NFL following the 
2011 season. He returned to Iowa in 2017 to coach Iowa’s 
quarterbacks. 
 Ferentz is the only Division I coach to coach three sons. 
Brian Ferentz, a former Hawkeye letterman and captain 
(2003-05), is in his 10th season on Iowa’s coaching staff . James 
Ferentz was a three-year starter on the Hawkeye off ensive line 
and a team captain before graduaƟ ng in 2013. Steven was an 
off ensive lineman and leƩ erwinner in 2015 and 2016.

 HAWKEYES OPENED 6-FOR-6
 Iowa opened the season with six straight wins for the third 
Ɵ me in the Kirk Ferentz era. Iowa started 9-0 in 2009 and 12-0 
in 2015.   
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 KENTUCKY HEAD COACH MARK STOOPS
 Kentucky head coach Mark Stoops is an Iowa graduate and was a Hawkeye football 
leƩ erwinner from 1987-1989. He was a graduate assistant coach at Iowa from 1989-91. 
His brothers, Bob and Mike, are also University of Iowa graduates and former Hawkeye 
football players. 
 Mark Stoops will be the third Stoops brother to lead a college football program against 
his alma mater. 
 Iowa split a pair of games against Mike Stoops and the Arizona Wildcats in 2009 and 
2010. Iowa defeated Arizona, 27-17, in Iowa City in 2009, and fell to the Wildcats, 34-27, 
in Tucson, Arizona, in 2010.
 The Hawkeyes lost to Bob Stoops and the Oklahoma Sooners, 31-14, at the 2011 Insight 
Bowl in Tempe, Arizona.
  
  TROPHY COLLECTION
 Iowa is playing for a trophy for the sixth Ɵ me this season. The Hawkeyes are 3-2 in 
trophy games this season and 25-6 in their last 31 trophy games (includes bowl games and 
conference championships). Iowa is undefeated in its last three bowl appearances. Iowa 
defeated Boston College, 27-20, at the 2017 Pinstripe Bowl; No. 18 Mississippi State, 27-
22, at the 2019 Outback Bowl; and No. 22 USC, 49-24, at the 2019 Holiday Bowl.  Iowa’s 
2020 Music City Bowl game was canceled.
 Iowa is 22-5 in its last 27 rivalry trophy games (Iowa State, Minnesota, Nebraska, 
Wisconsin). 
 The Hawkeye defeated Nebraska 28-21 to capture the Heroes Trophy for the seventh 
straight year. Iowa retained possession of Floyd of Rosedale with a 27-22 win against 
Minnesota on Nov. 13. The Hawkeyes lost possession of the Heartland Trophy on Oct. 30 
at Wisconsin.  The Hawkeyes defeated No. 9 Iowa State, 27-17, on Sept. 11 to win the 
Iowa Corn Cy-Hawk Series game for the sixth consecuƟ ve Ɵ me.

 LINDERBAUM NAMED CONSENSUS ALL-AMERICAN, WINNER OF RIMINGTON TROPHY
 C Tyler Linderbaum is the 12th Hawkeye to earn unanimous consensus All-America 
status. He was named fi rst-team All-America by the Walter Camp FoundaƟ on, the Football 
Writers AssociaƟ on of America (FWAA), Associated Press, SporƟ ng News, and AFCA.
 Linderbaum is the 28th Hawkeye to earn consensus All-America status, while two of 
those players (OL Calvin Jones and LB Larry StaƟ on) earned the disƟ ncƟ on in two separate 
seasons. Iowa football has had a consensus All-American in three straight seasons for the 
fi rst Ɵ me in program history.
 Along with the consensus All-America status, Linderbaum received the Rimington Trophy, 
which is awarded to the naƟ on’s top center. He was a fi nalist for the Rotary Lombardi Award 
and the Outland Trophy. He was named the Rimington-Pace Off ensive Lineman of the Year 
in the Big Ten, while earning fi rst-team All-Big Ten honors for the second straight season.
 Linderbaum has started 34 consecuƟ ve games at center for the Hawkeyes aŌ er playing 
as a defensive lineman as a true freshman. Iowa has posted a 26-8 record during that span. 
The Hawkeyes won their fi nal six games in 2020 and began the 2021 season with six straight 
wins. 
 Linderbaum will be recognized at the Rimington Trophy banquet in Lincoln, Nebraska, on 
Jan. 15. He is the fi rst Hawkeye to earn the Rimington Trophy. He was also a fi nalist in 2020. 
AusƟ n Blythe (2015) and Bruce Nelson (2002) were previously fi nalists for the award.

 Iowa has three wins this season over ranked opponents (vs. #17 Indiana, 34-6; at #9 
Iowa State, 27-17; vs. #4 Penn State, 23-20). 
 Iowa opened the 2021 season ranked 18th in the AP Poll. It marked the third straight 
season Iowa was ranked in the AP Top 25 preseason poll and its highest preseason 
appearance since being ranked 17th in 2016.  
 Iowa’s fi rst two opponents were ranked in the AP Top 25 (No. 17 Indiana, No. 9 
Iowa State). It marked the fourth Ɵ me in program history the Hawkeyes have opened a 
season against consecuƟ ve opponents ranked in the AP Top 25 (1960, 1973, 1974). The 
Hawkeyes started 2-0 in 1960, 1-1 in 1974 and 0-2 in 1973.
  Iowa has been ranked in the AP Top 25 at least once in each of the last seven seasons, 
the third-longest streak in school history. Iowa fi nished the 2020 season ranked 15th 
in the Coaches Poll and 16th in the AP poll. It marked the 26th Ɵ me in program history 
that Iowa fi nished the season ranked in the top 25. Iowa has fi nished ranked 15th or 
beƩ er in the AP poll six Ɵ mes in 22 completed seasons under head coach Kirk Ferentz.

 PETRAS AMONG ALL-TIME LEADERS
 QB Spencer Petras started 17 consecuƟ ve games from the 2020 season opener through 
Week 9 of 2021. Petras’s streak of consecuƟ ve starts was snapped when he did not play 
Nov. 13 against Minnesota due to injury. 
 Petras owns a 13-5 record (.722) as Iowa’s starƟ ng quarterback, the seventh best 
winning percentage by a starƟ ng quarterback in program history. Iowa has scored 26.5 
points per game in 18 Petras starts. He has 3,263 career passing yards, 13th all-Ɵ me in 
program history. 
 Petras led Iowa to 12 consecuƟ ve wins from 2020-21, winning the fi nal six games of 
2020 and the fi rst six games of 2021. He was 194-324 with 17 touchdown passes, four 
intercepƟ ons and 2,226 passing yards during Iowa’s 12-game winning streak.
 Petras matched his career-high with three touchdown passes and set a career-high 
with two rushing touchdowns Week 5 at Maryland. He became the fi rst Iowa quarterback 
with mulƟ ple passing touchdowns and mulƟ ple rushing touchdowns in a game since 
Brad Banks at Minnesota in 2002.
 The Hawkeyes averaged 31.8 points per game in 2020, Petras’ fi rst year as starƟ ng 
quarterback. It marked Iowa’s highest point per game total since 2002 (36.5). Iowa won 
its fi nal six games in 2020, outscoring its opponents 214-83.

 PADILLA LEADS IOWA TO WIN IN FIRST CAREER STARTS
 QB Alex Padilla led Iowa to two wins in his fi rst two career starts (27-22 vs. Minnesota 
in Week 10; 33-23 vs. Illinois in Week 11). 
 Padilla made his fi rst career start Week 10 against Minnesota and passed for career-
high 206 passing yards. He ran for one touchdown (1) and threw for two (72, 27), both 
career fi rsts. He was 6-17 for 83 yards in his second career start, a Week 11 win against 
Illinois. 
 Padilla started Week 12 at Nebraska but was relieved at halŌ ime with Iowa trailing 
14-6. QB Spencer Petras started the second half and led Iowa to a 28-21 win.
 Padilla entered the game Week 9 at Northwestern on Iowa’s fourth drive, subsƟ tuƟ ng 
for the injured Petras. Padilla fi nished the game with a then-career high 172 passing yards. 
He set career best in compleƟ ons (18) and aƩ empts (28).  Padilla also relieved Petras aŌ er 
the opening drive of the second half at the Big Ten Championship game. He fi nished the 
game 10-15 for 38 yards and an intercepƟ on. 
 Petras had started 17 straight games for the Hawkeyes before missing the Nov. 13 
contest against Minnesota. 

 GOING THE OTHER WAY
 Iowa leads the country with a school-record 24 intercepƟ ons. The Hawkeyes have 88 
intercepƟ on since 2017, more than any team in the country. Eleven Hawkeyes have at 
least one intercepƟ on this season. The last Ɵ me Iowa had 11 players with an intercepƟ on 
in a single season was 1997 (14). 
 LB/DB Dane Belton is Ɵ ed for second in the NCAA and shares the Big Ten lead with fi ve 
intercepƟ ons. DB Riley Moss has four intercepƟ ons and  DBs MaƩ  Hankins and Jermari 
Harris have three intercepƟ ons.  
 Moss has two intercepƟ ons returned for a touchdown, both in Week 1. Jack Campbell 
returned an intercepƟ on 32 yards for a touchdown against Illinois in Week 11. 
 Iowa combined for 10 intercepƟ ons in consecuƟ ve games against Maryland and Penn 
State, which Ɵ es Miami (2001) for second most over a two-game span over the last 25 
years. Mississippi State had 11 in 2002.
 Six diff erent Hawkeyes intercepted a pass in Iowa’s 51-14 win at Maryland, tying a 
school record for most players with an intercepƟ on in a single game (vs. Wisconsin in 
1982). The six intercepƟ ons are the most in a game since Iowa had a school-record seven 
intercepƟ ons vs. Wisconsin in 1982. 

Since 1999, Kirk Ferentz’s fi rst year as Iowa head coach, 31 true freshmen have started for the Hawkeyes.

 THAT’S NOT A PUNT… THAT’S A PUNT
 Melbourne, Australia, naƟ ve Tory Taylor ranks fourth in the Big Ten averaging 45.9 yards 
per punt. Taylor leads the Big Ten and ranks second naƟ onally with 76 punts. He has 25 
punts of 50 or more yards, including a career-long 69-yard punt at Iowa State in Week 2. 
Thirty-eight of his punts have been downed inside the 20 this season. Taylor was recognized 
as a fi rst-team midseason All-American by The AthleƟ c and was a semifi nalist for the Ray 
Guy Award.
 Iowa owned the fi eld posiƟ on baƩ le in each of its 10 wins. The Hawkeyes averaged 20-
plus yards beƩ er in fi eld posiƟ on three Ɵ mes (+20 vs. Penn State; +22 at Maryland; +22 at 
Iowa State). 
 This season, Taylor has recorded three of the top nine single-game punƟ ng averages in 
the Ferentz era. Iowa’s Week 2 punƟ ng average of 51.1 ranks No. 3 all-Ɵ me in the Ferentz 
era. Its Week 1 punƟ ng average of 49.5 ranks No. 7 and the 49.0 average Week 8 Ɵ es for 
ninth. 
 Taylor was Big Ten Co-Special Teams Player of the Week following Iowa’s win at Iowa 
State. He averaged 51.1 yards on eight punts. Five of his punts were downed inside the 20, 
while Iowa State had just one punt return. 
 In Iowa’s 23-20 win over No. 4 Penn State, Taylor punted nine Ɵ mes, dropping six inside 
the 20, fi ve inside the 10 and three punts inside the fi ve. 
 Taylor was a semifi nalist for the Ray Guy Award a midseason fi rst-team All-America and 
honoree by The AthleƟ c. He was one of 10 semifi nalists for the Ray Guy Award and was 
named a fi rst-team Freshman All-American by the FWAA in 2020.  

 RETURN TO SENDER
 WR Charlie Jones ranks second in the Big Ten averaging 7.8 yards on a league-high 36 
punt returns. He has returned 23 kickoff s for an average of 26.3 yards per return, No. 2 in 
the Big Ten. He returned a kickoff  100 yards for a touchdown Week 11 against Illinois. 
 Jones’s 36 punt returns are the most by a Hawkeye in a single season since Andy Brodell 
returned 36 punts (10.6 average) in 2008. The school record for punt returns in a single 
season is 40 by Ramon Ochoa in 2003 (12.4 average). 
 Jones is one of three players in school history to score touchdowns on both kickoff  and 
punt returns. (Jones returned a punt 54 yards for a touchdown vs. Michigan State in 2020). 
The others include C.J. Jones (100-yard kickoff , 65-yard punt) and Kahlil Hill (two kickoff s: 
90, 88; two punts: 62, 57).

 GOODSON DECLARES FOR NFL DRAFT
 RB Tyler Goodson announced on Dec. 10 that he has completed his Hawkeye playing 
career and is declaring for the NFL DraŌ . Goodson started 13 games this season. If redshirt 
freshmen Gavin Williams or LeShon Williams start at the Citrus Bowl, it will mark the fi rst 
Ɵ me a Hawkeye running back made his fi rst career start in a bowl game since Jordan Canzeri 
started as a freshman against Oklahoma at the 2011 Insight Bowl. 
 Goodson led Iowa’s rushing aƩ ack with 1,151 yards on 156 aƩ empts, both single-season 
career highs. His six rushing touchdowns rank ninth in the Big Ten. He is the fi rst Hawkeye 
to rush for 1,000 yards in a single season since 2017 (Akrum Wadley, 1,109). 
 Goodson rushed for a career-high 156 yards in Iowa’s Week 12 win at Nebraska. It was 
his ninth career 100-yard rushing game and his fourth this season. He’s had four 100-yard 
rushing games this season (153, 141, 132, 156).  
Goodson has 2,551 career rushing yards, 10th all-Ɵ me in program history. 
 In Iowa’s 23-19 win against No. 7 Minnesota in 2019, Goodson became the fi rst true 
freshman to start at running back under Ferentz since 2012 (Greg Garmon). He was also 
the fi rst true freshman to lead the team in single-season rushing in 2019 (638 yards).

Keagan Johnson started at wide receiver. Colby was the fi rst true freshman off ensive 
lineman to start since Tristan Wirfs in 2017. Johnson was the fi rst true freshman wide 
receiver to start since Ihmir Smith-MarseƩ e in 2017.
 WR Arland Bruce IV made his fi rst career start Week 11 against Illinois. He had a career-
long 28-yard recepƟ on to set up a 2-yard touchdown rush in the second quarter. Johnson 
started the same game, marking the fi rst Ɵ me two true freshmen wide receivers started 
a game in the Ferentz era. 
 Colby and DL Lukas Van Ness were named Freshman All-American by the Maxwell 
Football Club. Van Ness Ɵ es for the team lead with 6.0 sacks and ranks second with 7.5 
tackles-for-loss. 

 CELEBRATING #300 
 The Hawkeyes’ 30-7 win against Kent State on Sept. 18 was their 300th win at Kinnick 
Stadium since the stadium opened in 1929. The fi rst game played at Kinnick Stadium was 
Oct. 5, 1929, a 46-0 Hawkeye win against Monmouth. Iowa’s 100th win at Kinnick was a 
31-19 victory over Arizona on Oct. 4, 1969. The 200th win at Kinnick Stadium was a 44-19 
victory against Miami, Ohio, on Sept. 8, 2001. Iowa became the seventh Big Ten school 
to celebrate at least 300 wins in its home stadium.

 HAWKEYE HISTORY 
 Iowa has played 1,280 games since beginning football in 1889. Iowa’s overall record is 
676-565-39 (.543).

 LB Jack Campbell was named second-team All-American by the Football Writers 
AssociaƟ on of America (FWAA).

 DB Riley Moss was named Walter Camp FBS NaƟ onal Defensive Player of the Week 
and Big Ten Conference Defensive Player of the Week following No. 18 Iowa’s 34-6 win 
over No. 17 Indiana on Sept. 4. 
 Moss became just the third player in school history to return two intercepƟ ons for 
touchdowns in a single game. He had a 30-yard intercepƟ on return to give Iowa a 14-0 
advantage in the opening minutes of the game. Moss collected his second touchdown in 
the fi nal minutes of the second quarter, returning the theŌ  55 yards for the score. Moss 
added one solo tackle and two pass break-ups against the Hoosiers as the Hawkeye defense 
allowed just 233 yards total off ense. 
 Moss has 10 career intercepƟ ons for 239 yards, including three touchdown returns. The 
10 theŌ s Ɵ e for 11th in program history, while his 239 return yards rank second among 
Iowa’s career leaders (Tyler Sash, 392 yards). The three touchdowns Ɵ e Desmond King 
and Tom Knight for the most in school history.
 Moss is the sixth Hawkeye to earn the Walter Camp naƟ onal award, which is in its 
18th year of being presented on a weekly basis to one off ensive and one defensive player. 
Previous Hawkeye honorees include linebacker Chad Greenway (2004), linebacker Mike 
Klinkenborg (2006), linebacker Josey Jewell (2017), defensive back Josh Jackson (2017) 
and quarterback Nate Stanley (2018).
 The weekly conference honor was the second of his career. He was named Big Ten 
Freshman of the Week in 2018 following a pair of intercepƟ ons at Minnesota.

 P Tory Taylor was named Big Ten Co-Special Teams Player of the Week following No.

 FIND THE NFL-ER
 The Hawkeyes have had NFL talent on their off ensive line in each 
of Kirk Ferentz’s 22 seasons. Eighteen Iowa off ensive linemen have 
been selected in the NFL DraŌ , including fi ve in the fi rst round. Former 
Hawkeye linemen under Ferentz have combined for 13 Pro Bowl 
appearances. Below is a list of players, by year, that played on the 
Hawkeyes’ off ensive line prior to joining the NFL. 
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  BACK ON CAMPUS
 Four former players are on the University of Iowa football staff  
in 2021. Brian Ferentz, a three-year leƩ erman from 2003-05, is in 
his 10th year on staff , his fi Ō h as off ensive coordinator.  
 LeVar Woods, a three-year letterman from 1998-2000, is 
in his 14th year on the Iowa staff . Woods was named special 
teams coordinator in 2017. He coached Ɵ ght ends from 2015-17 
and linebackers from 2012-14. He rejoined the program as an 
administraƟ ve assistant in 2008.
 Kelvin Bell joined the Iowa program as a defensive lineman in 
2000, but had his career cut short due to injury. He returned to the 
program as a graduate assistant and served as director of on-campus 
recruiƟ ng from 2012-13. He was named recruiƟ ng coordinator 
and defensive assistant coach in February, 2016, and was named 
defensive line coach in 2019. 
 Ladell BeƩ s joined the Iowa coaching staff  as running backs coach 
in 2021. BeƩ s is the second leading rushing in Iowa football history, 
rushing for 3,686 yards from 1998-2001. He is the only running back 
in school history to lead the team in rushing four straight years. 
 Former Hawkeyes Jason Manson and Sam Brincks lead Iowa’s 
player development unit. Manson, the Hawkeyes’ director of player 
development, was a two-year leƩ erman as a quarterback and wide 
receiver in 2005 and 2006. Brincks is the assistant director of player 
development and a 2018 Iowa graduate. He played defensive tackle 
for the Hawkeyes from 2015-2018.

 HAWKEYE LEGACIES 
 Iowa has fi ve players on its 2021 roster whose father played 
for the Hawkeyes: LB Eric Epenesa (Epenesa, 1997), DE Joe Evans 
(Spence, 1989), DB Thomas Hartlieb (Jim, 1989-92), WR Henry 
Marchese (John, 1985), and LS Liam Reardon (Bill).
 Epenesa is one of two players whose brothers played at Iowa: 
Eric (A.J. 2017-19) and FB Johnny Plewa (Macon in 2013-15). 
 Iowa has one set of the brothers on the team: TE Bryce Schulte 
and DB Quinn Schulte.
 RB Max White is the great, great grandson of Max Hawkins, a 
member of University of Iowa’s famed ‘Ironmen” team in 1939 that 
included Iowa Heisman Trophy winner Nile Kinnick.
 LS AusƟ n Spiewak is the grandson of Gary Grouwinkel, who 
played for Iowa in the 1957 and 1959 Rose Bowl games.

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 IOWA PROGRAM NOTES 
• The Hawkeyes earned bowl eligibility in 20 of the last 21 seasons. 

Iowa is 9-8 in bowl games since 2001. Only Ohio State (11) and 
Wisconsin (10) have more bowl wins among Big Ten teams since 
2001. The Hawkeyes are 17-15-1 in 33 bowl games. Iowa has won 
fi ve January bowl games under Ferentz. 

• Iowa is the only school to have two head football coaches since 
1979. Hayden Fry took over prior to the 1979 season and coached 
through the 1998 season, posƟ ng a record of 143-89-6. Current 
coach Kirk Ferentz (178-108) replaced Fry and is in his 23rd sea-
son in 2021. Ferentz also served as Iowa’s off ensive line coach 
from 1981-89 under Fry.

• Iowa won the Big Ten West Division Ɵ tle in 2021 and made its 
second appearance in the Big Ten Championship game. The 
Hawkeyes played in the Big Ten Ɵ tle game for the fi rst Ɵ me in 
program history on Dec. 5, 2015. Iowa earned Big Ten Confer-
ence championships in 2002 and 2004 and placed second in 
2009. Iowa (8-0, 2002; 8-0, 2015) is one of three Big Ten teams 
to post a perfect mark in conference play since 1998 (BCS era), 
joining Michigan State (1) and Ohio State (5).

• Iowa has ranked in the top 10 in the fi nal Associated Press and 
CNN/USA Today coaches polls fi ve Ɵ mes since 2002, includ-
ing a ranking of seventh in both polls at the conclusion of the 
2009 season. Iowa ranked eighth in 2002, 2003 and 2004. The 
Hawkeyes fi nished 2015 ranked ninth in the AP poll and 10th in 
the USA Today Coaches Poll. In the Big Ten, only Ohio State has 
more top 10 fi nishes since 2002. 

• Since 1936 when the fi rst AP poll was released, Iowa has ap-
peared in the poll 353 Ɵ mes, the fi Ō h highest total in the Big Ten 
(Ohio State, Michigan, Wisconsin, and MSU). Iowa has been the 
top-ranked team in the country 11 Ɵ mes.

• Iowa set a school record with 12 wins in 2015. The Hawkeyes 
won 11 games in 2002 (11-2), and 2009 (11-2).  In 2009, Iowa 
started 9-0 and won 10 regular season games for just the fourth 
Ɵ me in school history.

• Iowa won 10 or more games in three consecuƟ ve years (2002-04) 
for the fi rst Ɵ me in school history.

• Kirk Ferentz has been named Big Ten Coach of the Year four Ɵ mes 
(2002, 2004, 2009, 2015) and was named NaƟ onal Coach of the 
Year in 2002 and 2015. Only Michigan’s Bo Schembechler (6) has 
more conference coach of the year honors. Iowa’s Hayden Fry 
and Penn State’s Joe Paterno both won the award three Ɵ mes.  

• Iowa has had 11 individual naƟ onal award winners under head 
coach Kirk Ferentz. They include Brad Banks (2002 Davey O’Brien, 
Top Quarterback; 2002 Associated Press NaƟ onal Player of the 
Year); Dallas Clark (2002 Mackey, Top Tight End); Nate Kaed-
ing (2002 Groza, Top Kicker); Robert Gallery (2003 Outland, 
Top Lineman); Shonn Greene (2008 Doak Walker, Top Running 
Back); Brandon Scherff  (2014 Outland, Top Lineman), Desmond 
King (2015 Jim Thorpe), Josey Jewell (2017 LoƩ  IMPACT), T.J. 
Hockenson (2018, Mackey, Top Tight End), (Tyler Linderbaum, 
Top Center). 

• Iowa’s off ensive line earned the Joe Moore Award in 2016, an 
honor bestowed upon the top off ensive line unit in the country.

Iowa clinched a share of the Big Ten West Division Ɵ tle. 

Iowa scored the fi nal 22 points of the game and outscored the Husk-
ers 19-0 in the fourth quarter. Iowa erased a 12-point fourth quarter 
defi cit (trailed 21-9), its largest fourth-quarter defi cit in a win since 
trailing by 14 points against PiƩ sburgh in 2011. The last double-digit 
fourth quarter defi cit erased by Iowa in a win was in 2014 (trailed Ball 
State 13-3 entering the fourth). 

Iowa has won 19 conference games over the last three seasons, the 
most successful three-year stretch since Iowa won 20 conference 
games from 2002-04. Iowa has won at least six conference games in 
three straight years for the fi rst Ɵ me under Kirk Ferentz (19 wins). 
The last Ɵ me Iowa won at least six conference games in three straight 
seasons was 1981-83 (19 wins). 

Iowa has won 10 games or more for the seventh Ɵ me under head 
coach Kirk Ferentz (2002, 2003, 2004, 2009, 2015, 2019, 2021).

DB Jermari Harris intercepted Nebraska on its 2-yard line on the Husk-
ers’ fi nal off ensive play of the game. The intercepƟ on is the second of 
the season for Harris and the 22nd of the season for Iowa. Iowa leads 
the country in intercepƟ ons (22). The Hawkeyes have 86 intercep-
Ɵ on since 2017, more than any team in the country. Eleven diff erent 
Hawkeyes have at least one intercepƟ on this season. Iowa is plus-19 
in turnover margin in its 10 wins and minus-six in its two losses.

RB Tyler Goodson rushed 23 Ɵ mes for a career-high 156 yards, his 
ninth career 100-yard game. Goodson has been Iowa’s leading rusher 
for 15 straight games, the longest streak by a Hawkeye since Ladell 
BeƩ s was Iowa’s top rusher for 37 straight games from 1998-2001. 
BeƩ s is now Iowa’s running backs coach. Goodson has 2,501 career 
rushing yards, 10th all-Ɵ me in program history. 

RB Tyler Goodson has 1,101 rushing yards on 238 aƩ empts, both 
single-season career highs. The last Ɵ me a Hawkeye rushed for 1,000 
yards in a single season was 2017 (Akrum Wadley, 1,109).

K Caleb Shudak was perfect on four fi eld goals aƩ empts today (51, 48, 
36, 44), matching a career high set last week. Shudak connected on a 
51-yard fi eld goal in the second quarter, matching his career long. It 
was this third 51-yard fi eld goal of the season. 

K Caleb Shudak was good on both PAT aƩ empts and scored 14 points 
today, raising his season total to 100, the eighth highest single season 
point total in school history. 

LB Jack Campbell had a game-high 16 tackles, raising his season total 
to 124 (Ɵ ed 28th in school history).
