Kirk Ferentz (pronounced FAIR-rintz, rhymes with par-
ents) is in his 24th season as Moon Family Head Football
Coach at lowa. He is the dean of NCAA Division | football
coaches and is lowa’s all-time winningest coach, surpass-
ing Hayden Fry in 2019. His contract runs through the
2029 season.

e Named Big Ten Coach of the Year four times in his
career (2002, 2004, 2009, 2015). Only Michigan’s Bo
Schembechler (6) has more conference coach of the
year awards.

¢ Guided lowa to Big Ten titles in 2002 and 2004, and
Big Ten West Division titles in 2015 and 2021.

Moon Family Head Football Coach Kirk Ferentz has 110
Big Ten wins as lowa’s head coach, the fourth most of any
coach in Big Ten Conference history. The Hawkeyes defeated
Penn State, 41-21, on Nov. 21, 2020, to earn Ferentz’s 100th
conference win.
e Ferentz’ 180 wins in all games coached as a member of the
Big Ten Conference rank fourth all-time in league history. He
is one of five coaches in Big Ten Conference history to win at
least 150 games as a member of the Big Ten Conference. The
top five include Woody Hayes (202), Amos Alonzo Stagg (199),
Bo Schembechler (194), Ferentz (180) and Joe Paterno (162).
e Ferentz (180-111) became lowa’s all-time winningest coach
on Sept. 1, 2018. The Hawkeyes defeated Northern lllinois,
33-7. It was Ferentz’s 144th win as lowa’s head coach, one
more than his predecessor, Hayden Fry (143-89-6). Fry
coached lowa for 20 years (1979-98). Ferentz completed his
23rd season in 2021.
* Both Ferentz (180, 110) and Fry (143, 96) rank in the top 10
in overall wins and Big Ten wins. Only lowa and Michigan have
two coaches ranked in the top 10 of both win categories (Bo
Schembechler 194, 143; and Lloyd Carr 122, 81).
e Ferentz is fourth among active coaches with 192 career
victories.
e lowa is the only school in the country to have just two head
football coaches since 1979.

FERENTZ TOPS IN LONGEVITY

Kirk Ferentzis in his 24th season as lowa’s head football coach
in 2022. He is the longest tenured active head coach in college
football. Ferentz was named lowa head coach on Dec. 2, 1998.
Among Big Ten coaches, only Pat Fitzgerald (2006) has been
at his current school for 10 seasons or more.

¢ Defensive coordinator Phil Parker has been with Ferentz
throughout his tenure, as he is in his 24th season on lowa’s
staff, including his 11th as defensive coordinator. He is the
longest tenured defensive coordinator in FBS.

e Ferentz is the only Division | coach to coach three sons. Brian
Ferentz, a former Hawkeye letterman and captain (2003-05), is
in his 11th season on lowa’s coaching staff. James Ferentz was
athree-year starter on the Hawkeye offensive line and a team
captain before graduating in 2013. Steven was an offensive
lineman and letterwinner in 2015 and 2016.

LONGTIME ASSISTANTS
lowa’s coaching staff boasts some of the top longevity in the
nation with its assistant coaches. The Hawkeyes are one of
five schools nationally with a minimum of five assistants that
are entering their seventh-plus year of full-time coaching at
the school in 2022.

Freshman RB Kaleb Johnson rushed for his first 100-yard game in his third career contest,
finishing with 103 yards on seven carries and scoring two touchdowns against Nevada
on Sept. 17. The Ohio native had touchdown runs of 40 and 55 yards to become the first
Hawkeye in at least the last 20 years to have two rushing touchdowns of 40+ yards in a
single game.
¢ Johnson is the first lowa freshman to eclipse 100 yards since Tyler Goodson (13-116-1
TD) at Nebraska in 2019. Johnson is also the first lowa freshman with 100+ yards and two
touchdowns since Marcus Coker in the 2010 Insight Bowl.
e In three games, Johnson is lowa’s leading rusher with 116 yards on 14 carries for an 8.3
average. His 12 points also lead the team.

WELCOMED ADDITIONS

Senior wide receivers Nico Ragaini and sophomore WR Keagan Johnson made their 2022
season debuts in lowa’s 27-0 victory over Nevada on Sept. 17 after missing the first two
games of the season because of injury. Ragaini had two catches for 56 yards, including a
46-yarder in the third quarter, while Johnson was targeted four times, finishing with two
catches for 11 yards.

¢ The two receptions move Ragaini’s career totals to 93 catches for 1,024 yards. He is just
seven catches shy of 100 for his Hawkeye career.

lowa’s 27-0 victory over Nevada kicked off at 6:40 p.m. (CT) on Sept. 17 inside Kinnick
Stadium and ended at 1:39 a.m. early Sunday morning. There were three weather delays
lasting 236 minutes and the game spanned 6:59 minutes from start to finish.
¢ |t was the second weather delay in Kinnick Stadium history. lowa’s game against
Tennessee Tech was delayed 84 minutes in 2011. lowa’s last game affected by a delay
came at lowa State in 2019. lowa won both of those contests.

THE SHUUUUUUUUUUUUUOUT
lowa’s defense recorded its first shutout since 2019 — a season the Hawkeyes posted
shutouts in a road win at Northwestern (20-0) and a home win over Rutgers (30-0). The
shutout was lowa’s 13th under head coach Kirk Ferentz.
¢ [owa has six shutouts since 2016, which are tied with Penn State, UAB and Virginia Tech
for fourth most in the country over that span.

MIGHTY D
lowa’s defense is one of the nation’s best as the unit has surrendered 13 points — 3 vs.
South Dakota State, 10 vs. lowa State, 0 vs. Nevada) — in three games. The 13 points are
the second fewest points allowed through the first three games in the AP Poll era (since
1936). The 2008 Hawkeyes gave up eight points in their first three games.
* The Hawkeyes lead the Big Ten and rank second nationally in scoring defense (4.3 points
per game) behind top-ranked Georgia (3.3).
¢ lowa gave up 151 yards of total offense to a Nevada offense that was averaging 336.3
yards per game. It was the second time this season lowa has allowed 151 yards or fewer
(120 vs. South Dakota State). It is the first time since 1986 that lowa’s defense has given
up 160 or fewer (125 at lowa State, 159 vs. NIU, 150 versus UTEP).
¢ lowa’s passing defense held the Wolfpack to 82 yards, tied for the 13th fewest in a game
in the Kirk Ferentz era. The Hawkeyes have held two of their three opponents under 100
yards passing (87 vs. South Dakota State).
¢ Along with ranking second nationally in scoring defense, the Hawkeyes rank second in the
country in red zone defense (.500), fourth in total defense (194.7), sixth in passing yards
allowed (117.7) and team passing efficiency defense (82.56), 10th in first down defense
(37), 15th in rushing defense (77.0), 18th in sacks (3.00) and 22nd in tackles for loss (7.7).

Sophomore DB Cooper Delean has started all three games — two at the CASH position
and one at defensive back. Delean has recorded an interception in consecutive games (vs.
lowa State and Nevada). The last Hawkeye to accomplish the feat was junior DB Jermari
Harris when he had interceptions in three straight games to close out the 2021 season (at
Nebraska, vs. Michigan, vs. Kentucky).

e DelJean had a career-high 11 tackles, recorded his first career interception and had two
pass breakups against lowa State on Sept. 10.

¢ In three games, The Odebolt, lowa, native is third on the team with 17 tackles, has a
team-high two interceptions and is tied for the team lead with four pass breakups. His two
interceptions are leading the Big Ten and rank fifth nationally.

e Delean’s six passes defended are tied for second most in the Big Ten.

JACK ATTACK
Senior linebacker Jack Campbell has a team-high 31 tackles —10.3 per game —in lowa’s first
three games. His 10.3 tackles per game are second in the Big Ten as he is one of two players
averaging 10 or more tackles. Campbell had 12 tackles in the season opener against South
Dakota State on Sept. 3, nine tackles against lowa State on Sept. 10 and 10 stops against
Nevada on Sept. 17.
e Campbell has seven career games with 10 or more tackles, which are tied for the most
on the team. His seven double-digit tackle games came against: vs. Kent State (11), vs.
Colorado State (18), vs. Minnesota (17), at Nebraska (16), vs. Kentucky (14), South Dakota
State (12) and Nevada (10).
e Campbell surpassed the 200-career tackle mark in lowa’s 27-0 victory over Nevada on
Sept. 17. He passed 10 players on lowa’s career tackles list and now has 208 in his career,
ranking 68th in program history.

SACK YOU VERY MUCH

lowa has six players that have recorded at least one sack during the first three weeks of the
season. The team’s nine sacks (3.0 per game) are third in the Big Ten and 19th nationally.
e Senior defensive lineman Joe Evans and sophomore defensive lineman Lukas Van Ness
have a team-high two sacks, while defensive lineman Logan Lee and defensive lineman
John Waggoner have 1.5 apiece. Freshman Aaron Graves had his first career sack against
Nevada in Week 3.

¢ VVan Ness also has a team-high four TFL, which are tied for the fifth most in the Big Ten.

STEVENS STEPS IN
Freshman K Drew Stevens made his Hawkeye debut as lowa’s placekicker in the 27-0 victory
over Nevada on Sept. 17. The South Carolina native made both of his field goal attempts
— the first attempts of his collegiate career — as he was good from 43 yards and 33 yards.
He also converted all three PAT attempts.
e lowa’s placekickers are 3-for-5 on field goal attempts this season. Sophomore Aaron
Blom made 1-of-3 attempts in the first two games with a make from 46 yards — a long by
a Hawkeye this season.
» Stevens also handles kickoff duties, where he has seven touchbacks in 10 kickoffs.
e Stevens is lowa’s first true freshman kicker since Keith Duncan in 2016. Duncan made
9-of-11 field goals and made 38 PATs during his true freshmans eason, including the game-
winning 33-yard field goal against No. 2 Michigan. Stevens and Duncan share the same
kicking coach -- Carolina-based Dan Orner.

ALL-PURPOSE AB
Sophomore Arland Bruce, 1V, is leading the team, averaging 69.0 all-purpose yards per
game. The Olathe, Kansas, native has nine receptions for a team-high 127 yards, including
a 21-yard touchdown catch (the second of his career) against Nevada. He has three rushes
for 11 yards and 10 punt returns for 69 yards. His 6.9 average on punt returns is fourth in
the Big Ten and 39th nationally.

e His first block of the game set up the Hawkeyes’ touchdown. It was lowa’s first punt block
of the season and first since the 2021 regular season finale at Nebraska (Henry Marchese).
¢ Van Ness blocked his second punt in the third quarter, giving lowa possession at the
lowa State 20. The possession ended with an lowa turnover at the goal line.
e lowa is first in the Big Ten and third nationally in blocked kicks. Van Ness is leading the
Big Ten and ranks second nationally behind Temple’s De’Von Fox’s three blocks.

CREATIVE SCORING
Senior LB Jack Campbell has found ways to put points on the scoreboard for the lowa
football team. In his Hawkeye career, Campbell has scored via a safety (vs. South Dakota
State, 2022), interception return for a touchdown (vs. Illinois, 2021) and a fumble return
for a touchdown (vs. lowa State, 2021).

lowa took the unconventional path to seven points via a field goal and two second-half
safeties during the 7-3 victory over South Dakota State on Sept. 3. Following Tory Taylor’s
punt that pinned the Jacks at the 1, Jack Campbell’s tackle for loss gave the Hawkeyes a 5-3
third-quarter lead. Taylor pinned SD State deep again in the fourth quarter and Joe Evans’
sack accounted for lowa’s final two points.

e It was the first time since 2018 at Penn State that the Hawkeyes had two safeties in the
same game.

D SHINES IN OPENER
lowa’s defense limited South Dakota State to 120 yards of total offense in the Hawkeyes’
7-3 season-opening victory on Sept. 3. The 120 yards are the fewest allowed in a season
opener since 2004 (110 vs. Kent State) and the fewest by the Hawkeye defense since 2018
(115 vs. Maryland).
e The 120 yards are the fifth fewest allowed during the Kirk Ferentz era.
e The Hawkeyes allowed just 33 yards on the ground, the fewest in 23 games, dating back
to the 2019 Holiday Bowl victory over Southern California. lowa gave up just 22 rushing
yards to the Trojans.
e l[owa’s pass defense was nearly as good, allowing just 87 yards passing — the fewest since

for the third fewest allowed during the Kirk Ferentz era.

UNCONVENTIONAL 7 WAS ENOUGH
e The Hawkeyes’ seven points are the fewest for a Big Ten team in a win since lowa’s 6-4
win at Penn State in 2004.
e lowa is the first Big Ten team to win a game without scoring a touchdown since Nebraska
in 2018 (beat Michigan State, 9-6). The Hawkeyes’ last such win? The 6-4 win at Penn
State in 2004.

FRESHMAN PT TRACKER
lowa has had seven true freshmen play in the first three games of the 2022 season. The list
includes: DL Aaron Graves (2), DB T.J. Hall (3), RB Kaleb Johnson (3), DB Xavier Xwankpa (3),
TE Addison Ostrenga (3), RB Jaziun Patterson (1) and K Drew Stevens (3).

OH MY TORY
Junior Tory Taylor is averaging 48.3 yards on 23 punts over the first three games. The Australia
native has 11 punts of 50+ yards and 13 punts have been downed inside the 20-yard line.
His 48.3 average is tops in the Big Ten and ranks third nationally.
¢ Taylor punted a career-high 10 times for 479 yards, averaging 47.9 yards per attempt,
against South Dakota State on Sept. 3. Taylor had punts downed at the 1, 2, 6, 8, 8 and 12-
yard lines and seven of his punts were inside the 20.
¢ Taylor was named the Big Ten Special Teams Player of the Week and to the Rays 8 List
on Sept. 5 for his efforts. It is his second career Big Ten weekly honor as he earned his first
distinction last season following lowa’s 27-17 win at No. 9 lowa State.

P&P
The Hawkeyes return their top two quarterbacks from the 2021 Big Ten West Division-winning
team in senior Spencer Petras and junior Alex Padilla. Petras started 11 games, completing
165-0f-288 passes for 1,880 yards with 10 touchdowns, while Padilla went 55-0f-112 for
636 yards and two touchdowns in three starts.

THE CALIFORNIA KID
e Spencer Petras owns a 15-7 record (.682) as lowa’s starting quarterback, the ninth-best
percentage by a starting quarterback in program history. lowa has scored 24.3 points per
game in Petras’ 22 starts.
e Petras completed 14-of-26 attempts for 175 yards and one touchdown in lowa’s 27-0
victory over Nevada on Sept. 17. He is 37-0f-77 for 376 yards with one touchdown this
season. Petras currently is 12th in program history with 3,850 yards.
e He started 17 straight games from the 2020 season through Week 9 of 2021 before missing
the Nov. 13 game against Minnesota because of injury in 2021.
e Petras led lowa to 12 consecutive victories from 2020-21, winning the final six games of
2020 and the first six games of 2021. He went 194-0f-324 for 2,226 yards with 17 touchdown
passes, four interceptions during the winning streak.
e The Hawkeyes averaged 31.8 points per game in 2020, Petras’ first year as the starting
quarterback. It marked lowa’s highest point per game total since 2002 (36.5). The Hawkeyes
won their final six games in 2020, outscoring their opposition, 214-83.
e Petras matched his career high with three touchdown passes and set a career high with
two rushing touchdowns Week 5 at Maryland. He became the first lowa quarterback with
multiple passing touchdowns and multiple rushing touchdowns in a game since Brad Banks
at Minnesota in 2002.

FROM THE ROCKIES
Colorado native Alex Padilla led lowa to two wins in his first two career starts (27-22 vs.
Minnesota in Week 10; 33-23 vs. lllinois in Week 11) during the 2021 season. Padilla went
3-0 as a starter.
e Padilla made his first career start Week 10 against Minnesota and passed for career-high
206 yards. He ran for one touchdown (1) and threw for two (72, 27), both career firsts. He
was 6-for-17 for 83 yards in his second career start, a Week 11 win against lllinois.

THE NEXT GREAT HAWKEYE TIGHT END?
Senior Sam LaPorta returns as lowa’s featured tight end after leading the team in receptions,
receiving yards and touchdowns (tied) in 2021. The Illinois native had 53 catches for 670
yards and three touchdowns a season ago.
e LaPorta, who has been named to the John Mackey Award Watch List in each of the past
two seasons, led Big Ten tight ends in receptions, yards, yards after catch (299), yards after
contact (206) and catches of 15+ yards (18) in 2021.
e LaPorta concluded his junior season with the best game of his career, finishing with seven
catches for 122 yards and a touchdown in the Citrus Bowl against Kentucky.
e LaPorta had a career-high eight receptions for 55 yards against lowa State on Sept. 10. He
is lowa’s leading receiver through three games with 12 catches for 77 yards.
e For his career, LaPorta has 107 catches for 1,206 yards and four touchdowns. He ranks
33rd in school history with 1,206 yards.

WILLIAMS SQUARED
lowa will have a 1-2 Williams punch in the backfield in 2022 in sophomores Gavin and Leshon
Williams. The duo combined to rush for 374 yards on 86 carries during the 2021 season.
e Leshon Williams made his first career start in the season opener against South Dakota
State, finishing with 72 yards on 24 carries, which were both career-bests. In two games,
Leshon Williams is leading the team with 106 yards on 38 attempts. He scored his first
career touchdown — from 9 yards out — against lowa State on Sept. 10. Leshon Williams
missed the Nevada game due to a personal matter.
e Gavin Williams made his second career start in Week 3 against Nevada, finishing with 57
yards on 16 attempts. He also had three receptions for 34 yards, giving him 91 all-purpose
yards. Williams has 67 yards on 18 attempts in two games. He missed the opener because
of injury and played sparingly against lowa State.

The Cedar Falls, lowa, native led the country with 143 tackles,
including 57 solo and 86 assists. The total ranks fifth in a single season in school history
and were the most by a Hawkeye since Pat Angerer had 145 in 2009.
e Campbell was the first Hawkeye to record 100 tackles in a single season since Josey
Jewell, who had 100+ tackles each year from 2015-17. He posted five double-digit tackle
performances (11, 18, 17, 16, 14) in 2021. Campbell has a team-high 31 tackles and 2.5
TFL through the first three weeks of the season. He was named the Lott IMPACT Player
of the week for his efforts against South Dakota State.
¢ This season, Campbell is a preseason All-American by Athlon Sports, Phil Steele and The
Sporting News. He has also been named to the Butkas Award, Nagurski, Bednarik and
Lott IMPACT Trophy Watch Lists.

WHAT A TRIO...
The Hawkeye defense returns all three of its starting linebackers in Jack Campbell, Seth
Benson and Jestin Jacobs. All three players are on the Butkus Award Watch List, making
lowa the only team in the nation to have three linebackers on the list.
* The trio combined for 301 tackles, 9.5 tackles for loss, three sacks and four interceptions
during the 2021 season. Campbell also scored two defensive touchdowns (fumble recovery
at lowa State; interception return TD vs. lllinois).

YEP, THEY’RE FREAKS
Two Hawkeyes -- defensive back Riley Moss and fullback Monte Pottebaum -- have made
Bruce Feldman’s annual “Freaks” list for the 2022 season.
e Moss, who came in at No. 19, has vertical-jumped 42 inches and broad-jumped 10-8.
The Ankeny, lowa, native has clocked 3.85 seconds in the short shuttle time, which is the
fastest time in the Ferentz era. It would have been the fastest time at this year’s combine
(no one has even cracked 3.90 at the combine since 2017).
e Pottebaum, who came it at No. 52, holds a Hawkeye position record with a 3.92 short
shuttle time and a 435-pound power clean.

YOUTHFUL HAWKEYES

Melbourne, Austrailia, native Tory Taylor returns for his third season as lowa’s punter
after ranking fourth in the Big Ten, averaging 46.1 yards per punt in 2021. The two-time
Ray Guy Award semifinalist led the Big Ten and ranked second nationally with 80 punts.
He had 27 punts of 50 or more yards, including a career-long 69-yard punt at lowa State
in Week 2. Thirty-nine of his punts were downed inside the 20.
e Taylor is a preseason All-American by Athlon Sports and a Ray Guy Award Watch List
honoree leading into the 2022 season.
e Last season, lowa owned the field position battle in each of its 10 wins. The Hawkeyes
averaged 20-plus yards better in field position three times (+20 vs. Penn State; +22 at
Maryland; +22 at lowa State).
e Taylor recorded three of the top nine single-game punting averages in the Ferentz era.
lowa’s Week 2 punting average of 51.1 ranked No. 3 all-time in the Ferentz era. Its Week
1 punting average of 49.5 ranked No. 7 and the 49.0 average Week 8 tied for ninth.
¢ Taylor was Big Ten Co-Special Teams Player of the Week following lowa’s win at lowa
State. He averaged 51.1 yards on eight punts. Five of his punts were downed inside the
20, while lowa State had just one punt return. His 48.3 average in 2022 is leading the Big
Ten and ranks third nationally.
¢ In lowa’s 23-20 win over No. 4 Penn State, Taylor punted nine times, dropping six inside
the 20, five inside the 10 and three punts inside the five.

DUAL SPORT HAWKEYE

Redshirt freshman wide receiver Brody Brecht is one of 15 players in the FBS that is a
football/baseball dual-sport athlete. The Ankeny, lowa, native was a Collegiate Baseball
Freshman All-American in 2022 as a right-handed pitcher. Brecht, who has a 100+ mile
per hour fastball, went 1-3 with a 3.18 ERA with 44 strikeouts over 22 2/3 innings.

¢ Brecht made his Hawkeye football debut against South Dakota State on Sept. 3 and made
his first career catch against Nevada. The Ankeny, lowa, native was targeted four times
against the Wolfpack — three on deep balls.

11th year on staff, his sixth as offensive coordinator and first as
quarterbacks coach.
e LeVar Woods, a three-year letterman from 1998-2000, is in
his 15th season on the lowa staff. Woods was named special
teams coordinator in 2017. He coached tight ends from 2015-17
and linebackers from 2012-14. He rejoined the program as an
administrative assistant in 2008.
¢ Kelvin Bell joined the lowa program as a defensive lineman in
2000, but had his career cut short due to injury. He returned to
the program as a graduate assistant and served as director of
on-campus recruiting from 2012-13. He was named recruiting
coordinator and defensive assistant coach in February, 2016, and
was named defensive line coach in 2019.
e Ladell Betts joined the lowa coaching staff as running backs coach
in 2021. Betts is the second leading rushing in lowa football history,
rushing for 3,686 yards from 1998-2001. He is the only running back
in school history to lead the team in rushing four straight years.
¢ Abdul Hodge joined the staff as tight end/fullback coach in 2022.
The three-time All-Big Ten linebacker lettered for the Hawkeyes
from 2002-05, leading the team to 38 wins, two Big Ten titles and
four straight January bowl games. Hodge ranks third all-time in
career tackles (453).
e Former Hawkeyes Jason Manson and Sam Brincks lead lowa’s
player development unit. Manson, the Hawkeyes’ director of player
development, was a two-year letterman as a quarterback and wide
receiver in 2005 and 2006. Brincks is the assistant director of player
development and a 2018 lowa graduate. He played defensive tackle
for the Hawkeyes from 2015-18.

The Hawkeyes’ 30-7 win against Kent State on Sept. 18, 2021, was
their 300th win at Kinnick Stadium since the stadium opened in 1929.
The first game played at Kinnick Stadium was Oct. 5, 1929, a 46-0
Hawkeye win against Monmouth. lowa’s 100th win at Kinnick was a
31-19 victory over Arizona on Oct. 4, 1969. The 200th win at Kinnick
Stadium was a 44-19 victory against Miami, Ohio, on Sept. 8, 2001.
lowa became the seventh Big Ten school to celebrate at least 300
wins in its home stadium.

Fans
can attend shows in mperson, listen live on the Hawkeye Radio
Network or watch on KCRG 9.2.

The show will not be held on Oct. 12 due to the bye week and
the Nov. 16 show will be moved to Nov. 15 because of the men’s
basketball game at Seton Hall.

The
Hawkeyes played in the Big Ten title game for the first time in
program history on Dec. 5, 2015. lowa earned Big Ten Conference
championships in 2002 and 2004 and placed second in 2009. lowa
(8-0,2002; 8-0, 2015) is one of three Big Ten teams to post a perfect
mark in conference play since 1998 (BCS era), joining Michigan State
(1) and Ohio State (5).
¢ |owa has ranked in the top 10 in the final Associated Press and
CNN/USA Today coaches polls five times since 2002, including
a ranking of seventh in both polls at the conclusion of the 2009
season. lowa ranked eighth in 2002, 2003 and 2004. The Hawkeyes
finished 2015 ranked ninth in the AP poll and 10th in the USA Today
Coaches Poll. In the Big Ten, only Ohio State has more top 10 finishes
since 2002.
e Since 1936 when the first AP poll was released, lowa has
appeared in the poll 354 times, the fifth highest total in the Big
Ten (Ohio State, Michigan, Wisconsin, and MSU). lowa has been
the top-ranked team in the country 11 times.
¢ lowa setaschool record with 12 wins in 2015. The Hawkeyes won
11 games in 2002 (11-2), and 2009 (11-2). In 2009, lowa started
9-0 and won 10 regular season games for just the fourth time in
school history.

e Kirk Ferentz has been named Big Ten Coach of the Year four
times (2002, 2004, 2009, 2015) and was named National Coach
of the Year in 2002 and 2015.
