The Hawkeyes are facing their second top five opponent this season when they travel to Columbus to face
No. 2 Ohio State (Michigan, #4). lowa competed against three top six opponents in 2017 (No. 4 PSU, No. 3
Ohio State, No. 6 Wisconsin), including downing the Buckeyes, 55-24, in lowa City. It is the second straight
year lowa has faced a No. 2 ranked foe (Michigan, 2021 Big Ten Championship Game).

TE Sam LaPorta had his second career 100-yard game when he had a career-high nine catches
for 101 yards at lllinois on Oct. 8. The lllinois native has a team-high 30 receptions for 279 yards
this season. LaPorta’s 30 receptions are second-most amongst Big Ten tight ends this season.

The Hawkeye defense has allowed 10 points or fewer in five of the team’s first six
games — a first for the program since 1933. lowa has allowed 59 points in its first six
games, the fewest for the program since 1956 (57 points).

200 X 2... lowa has two senior linebackers that each have more than 200 career tackles.
LB Jack Campbell has 239 career stops, which are 39th all-time, and LB Seth Benson has
214 career tackles, ranking 63rd all-time.

The Hawkeyes are third nationally in scoring defense (9.8). lowa is also second in
passing efficiency defense (97.20), third in passing yards allowed (154.0), seventh in
total defense (265.0) and 13th in red zone defense (.733).

LB Jack Campbell is second in the Big Ten and 10th nationally, averaging 10.3 tackles per game. The
Cedar Falls, lowa, native has 23 tackles in the last two games and has 10+ tackles in four games this
season. Both Campbell and LB Seth Benson rank in the top five in the Big Ten in tackles.

lowa is one of the least penalized teams in the nation, ranking ninth in fewest penalty
yards (241), 15th in fewest penalties (30), 16th in fewest penalty yards per game (40.17)
and 20th in fewest penalties per game (5.00).

P Tory Taylor is second in the Big Ten and fifth nationally with a 46.0 punting average
on 40 punts. Taylor, a two-time Big Ten Specialist of the Week honoree, has 15 punts
of 50+ yards and 20 have been downed inside the 20.

RB Kaleb Johnson is fourth in the Big Ten in kickoff returns, averaging 25.5 yards per
return. The Ohio native is second on the team in rushing with 232 yards and a team-
high three touchdowns.

DB/CASH Cooper Delean is second in the Big Ten and 11th nationally with three interceptions.
Delean has eight passes defended (three INT, five breakups) to go along with 37 tackles —
third-most on the team.

FERENTZ AMONG BIG TEN’S BEST
Moon Family Head Football Coach Kirk Ferentz has 111 Big Ten
wins as lowa’s head coach, the fourth most of any coach in Big
Ten Conference history. The Hawkeyes defeated Penn State,
41-21,0on Nov. 21, 2020, to earn Ferentz’ 100th conference win.
e Ferentz’ 181 wins in all games coached as a member of the
Big Ten Conference rank fourth all-time in league history. He
is one of five coaches in Big Ten Conference history to win at
least 150 games as a member of the Big Ten Conference. The
top five include Woody Hayes (202), Amos Alonzo Stagg (199),
Bo Schembechler (194), Ferentz (181) and Joe Paterno (162).
e Ferentz (181-113) became lowa’s all-time winningest coach on
Sept. 1, 2018. The Hawkeyes defeated Northern lllinois, 33-7. It
was Ferentz’s 144th win as lowa’s head coach, one more than
his predecessor, Hayden Fry (143-89-6). Fry coached lowa for
20 years (1979-98).
¢ Both Ferentz (181, 111) and Fry (143, 96) rank in the top 10
in overall wins and Big Ten wins. Only lowa and Michigan have
two coaches ranked in the top 10 of both win categories (Bo
Schembechler 194, 143; and Lloyd Carr 122, 81).
e Ferentz is fourth among active coaches with 193 career
victories.
e lowa is the only school in the country to have just two head
football coaches since 1979.

FERENTZ TOPS IN LONGEVITY
Kirk Ferentz is in his 24th season as lowa’s head football coach
in 2022. He is the longest tenured active head coach in college
football. Ferentz was named lowa head coach on Dec. 2, 1998.
Among Big Ten coaches, only Pat Fitzgerald (2006) has been at
his current school for 10 seasons or more.
e Defensive coordinator Phil Parker has been with Ferentz
throughout his tenure, as he is in his 24th season on lowa’s staff,
including his 11th as defensive coordinator. He is the longest
tenured defensive coordinator in FBS.
e Ferentz is the only Division | coach to coach three sons. Brian
Ferentz, a former Hawkeye letterman and captain (2003-05), is
in his 11th season on lowa’s coaching staff. James Ferentz was
a three-year starter on the Hawkeye offensive line and a team
captain before graduating in 2013. Steven was an offensive
lineman and letterwinner in 2015 and 2016.

LONGTIME ASSISTANTS
lowa’s coaching staff boasts some of the top longevity in the
nation with its assistant coaches.

In consecutive games against Rutgers and
Michigan, Lachey had six catches for 121 yards and one touchdown. He had a career-long
37-yard reception against the Scarlet Knights on Sept. 24.

Ohio State football radio broadcasts.

MIGHTY D
lowa’s defense is the nation’s third-best scoring defense as the Hawkeyes have given up just
59 points (9.8 per game) in the first six games. It is the lowest point total for the program
through six games since 1956.
¢ The unit gave up just 20 points in the first four games -- the fewest points allowed for the
program in 66 years.
* lowa has given up 10 or fewer points in five of its first six games — a first for the program
since 1933.

¢ Along with ranking third in scoring defense, the unit is second in passing efficiency defense
(97.20), third in passing yards allowed (154.0), sixth in blocked punts (2), seventh in total
defense (265.0) and defensive TDs (2), 12th in first down defense (99) and 13th in red zone
defense (.733).

DEFENSIVE SCORING
lowa’s defense extended its pick six streak to 15 consecutive years at Rutgers when DB Cooper
Delean made an over the shoulder catch and returned the interception 45 yards for his first
career touchdown.

Delean recorded an interception in three consecutive games (vs. lowa State,
vs. Nevada, at Rutgers). The last Hawkeye to accomplish the feat was junior DB Jermari Harris
when he had interceptions in three straight games to close out the 2021 season (at Nebraska,
vs. Michigan, vs. Kentucky).

¢ Delean had a career-high 11 tackles, recorded his first career interception and had two pass
breakups against lowa State on Sept. 10.

¢ |n six games, the Odebolt, lowa, native is third on the team with 37 tackles, has a team-high
three interceptions and has five pass breakups. He is second in the Big Ten and 11th nationally
in interceptions and is sixth in the Big Ten and 19th in the NCAA in passes defended (8).

JACK ATTACK
Senior linebacker Jack Campbell has a team-high 62 tackles — 10.3 per game —in lowa’s first six
games, which are second in the Big Ten and 10th nationally. Campbell has had eight or more
tackles in all six of lowa’s games (12, 9, 10, 8, 11, 12) and he had 10+ stops in four contests,
including a season-high 12 tackles at lllinois.
e Campbell has nine career games with 10 or more tackles, which are the most on the team.
His nine double-digit tackle games came against: vs. Kent State (11), vs. Colorado State (18),
vs. Minnesota (17), at Nebraska (16), vs. Kentucky (14), South Dakota State (12), Nevada (10),
Michigan (11) and at Illinois (12).
e Campbell surpassed the 200-career tackle mark in lowa’s 27-0 victory over Nevada on Sept.
17. He currently has 239 career tackles, which is 39th all-time. Campbell is 21 tackles shy of
the top 30 in program history.

KALEB’S BREAKOUT
Freshman RB Kaleb Johnson rushed for his first 100-yard game in his third career contest, finishing
with 103 yards on seven carries and scoring two touchdowns against Nevada on Sept. 17. The
Ohio native had touchdown runs of 40 and 55 yards to become the first Hawkeye in at least
the last 20 years to have two rushing touchdowns of 40+ yards in a single game.
e Johnson is the first lowa freshman to eclipse 100 yards since Tyler Goodson (13-116-1 TD) at
Nebraska in 2019. Johnson is also the first lowa freshman with 100+ yards and two touchdowns
since Marcus Coker in the 2010 Insight Bowl.
e Through six games, Johnson has 232 yards on 50 carries for a 4.6 average with three
touchdowns.

Colorado native Alex Padilla led lowa to two wins in his first two career starts (27-22 vs. Minnesota
in Week 10; 33-23 vs. lllinois in Week 11) during the 2021 season. Padilla went 3-0 as a starter.
e Padilla made his first career start Week 10 against Minnesota and passed for career-high
206 yards. He ran for one touchdown (1) and threw for two (72, 27), both career firsts. He was
6-for-17 for 83 yards in his second career start, a Week 11 win against lllinois.

THE NEXT GREAT HAWKEYE TIGHT END?
Senior Sam LaPorta returns as lowa’s featured tight end after leading the team in receptions,
receiving yards and touchdowns (tied) in 2021. The lllinois native had 53 catches for 670 yards
and three touchdowns a season ago.
¢ LaPorta, who has been named to the John Mackey Award Watch List in each of the past two
seasons, led Big Ten tight ends in receptions, yards, yards after catch (299), yards after contact
(206) and catches of 15+ yards (18) in 2021.
e LaPorta concluded his junior season with the best game of his career, finishing with seven
catches for 122 yards and a touchdown in the Citrus Bowl against Kentucky.
e For his career, LaPorta has 125 catches for 1,407 yards and four touchdowns. He ranks 26th
in school history in receiving yards. Amongst lowa tight ends, LaPorta is the third all-time in
career receiving yards.

lowa has a 1-2 Williams punch in the backfield in 2022 in sophomores Gavin and Leshon Williams.

finishing with 72 yards on 24 carries, which were both career-bests. Leshon Williams is leading
the team with 236 yards on 64 attempts in five games.

finished with 98 yards on 16 carries. Leshon Williams, meanwhile, had 10 carries for 42 yards
against the Wildcats.
e Gavin and Leshon Williams are not related.

THE MAN IN THE MIDDLE

Senior linebacker Jack Campbell returns as the anchor of the lowa defense after earning second-
team All-America honors by the Football Writers Association of America (FWAA) and Phil Steele
in 2021. The Cedar Falls, lowa, native led the country with 143 tackles, including 57 solo and
86 assists. The total ranks fifth in a single season in school history and were the most by a
Hawkeye since Pat Angerer had 145 in 2009.

e Campbell was the first Hawkeye to record 100 tackles in a single season since Josey Jewell,
who had 100+ tackles each year from 2015-17. He posted five double-digit tackle performances
(11, 18, 17, 16, 14) in 2021. Campbell has a team-high 50 tackles and 2.5 TFL through the first
five weeks of the season. He was named the Lott IMPACT Player of the week for his efforts
against South Dakota State.

e This season, Campbell is a preseason All-American by Athlon Sports, Phil Steele and The
Sporting News. He has also been named to the Butkas Award, Nagurski, Bednarik and Lott
IMPACT Trophy Watch Lists. He is also a semifinal candidate for the National Football Foundation’s
William V. Campbell Trophy.

Senior Riley Moss returns for his final season as a Hawkeye after earning second-team All-
America honors by the Football Writers Association of America and third-team All-America
honors by the AP.

¢ The Ankeny, lowa, native was also named the Tatum-Woodson Big Ten Defensive Back of
the Year in 2021 after finishing with 39 tackles and four interceptions in 11 games.

e Moss is the first Big Ten player since lowa’s Desmond King to return to school the season
after winning the Tatum-Woodson Defensive Back of the Year honor.

e Moss tied for 14th in the country and fourth in the Big Ten with four interceptions in 2021.
Moss had two interceptions returns for touchdowns in lowa’s opening win over Indiana. He is
tied for 11th in career interceptions (10-239-3 TDs), is one of three players in program history
with three interception returns for touchdowns and ranks second in career interception
return yards.

BALL HAWKS
¢ lowa led the country with a school-record 25 interceptions in 2021. The Hawkeyes have 95
interceptions since 2017, more than any team in the country.
¢ Four Hawkeyes have interceptions this season. DB/CASH Cooper Delean recorded an
interception in three of lowa’s last five games had he has a team-best three interceptions
this season. His pick against lowa State was his first career interception. Senior Terry Roberts
had a third-quarter pick against lowa State (his second career interception) and he had an
interception return for a touchdown wiped off the board against Nevada because of a penalty.
* Both DeJean and Kaevon Merriweather had interceptions at Rutgers, lowa’s fourth and fifth
picks this season. Delean returned his interception 45 yards for a pick six. Quinn Schulte had
lowa’s sixth interception (his second career pick) at lllinois on Oct. 8.
¢ In 2021, Moss had two interceptions returned for a touchdown, both in Week 1 against
Indiana. LB Jack Campbell returned an interception 32 yards for a touchdown against Illinois
in Week 11.

YEP, THEY’RE FREAKS
Two Hawkeyes -- defensive back Riley Moss and fullback Monte Pottebaum -- have made
Bruce Feldman’s annual “Freaks” list for the 2022 season.
¢ Moss, who came in at No. 19, has vertical-jumped 42 inches and broad-jumped 10-8. The
Ankeny, lowa, native has clocked 3.85 seconds in the short shuttle time, which is the fastest
time in the Ferentz era. It would have been the fastest time at this year’s combine (no one
has even cracked 3.90 at the combine since 2017).
e Pottebaum, who came it at No. 52, holds a Hawkeye position record with a 3.92 short shuttle
time and a 435-pound power clean.

YOUTHFUL HAWKEYES
lowa’s 2022 roster features 85 underclassmen (55 freshmen and 30 sophomores), which are
tied for the 12th most in the nation. Of lowa’s 125 player roster, 68 percent are underclassmen.
