an Iowa golfer since current volunteer assistant Steven Ihm ('14) 
won four tournaments in his career. 
•	 McClear won the Spartan Collegiate and Big Ten Championships 
in 2021; he also was medalist at the Joliet Amateur and co-medalist 
a local US Open qualifier this summer.
•	 At the Iowa Fall Classic, McClear was the only competitor to fin-
ish below par through 54 holes under adverse weather conditions; 
his 12 birdies matched the most at the event as he outpaced the 
field by three strokes.
•	 Four total Hawkeyes finished inside the top four on the lead-
erboard; junior Callum Macfie tied for fourth, competing as an 
individual, along with seniors Garrett Tighe and Ronan Kleu. The 
trio shot 220 (+4) on the week, with Tighe shooting up the board 
in the third round with an 18-hole score of 68 (-4).
•	 All seven Hawkeyes that competed at the Iowa Fall Classic 
placed inside the top 25; junior Felipe Pedraza (individual) tied 
sophomore Ian Meyer for 17th, while freshman Hogan Hansen 
tied for 24th in his first collegiate start. 

MCCLEAR EARNS WEEKLY HONORS
McClear was named Co-Big Ten Golfer of the Week on Oct. 19 for 
his performance at the Iowa Fall Classic. The Big Ten weekly honor 
is the second of McClear’s career. McClear is the first Hawkeye to 
earn Big Ten Golfer of the Week since Alex Schaake on April 28, 2021.

McClear was named a Big Ten Player to Watch on Aug. 31 and 
earned second team All-Big Ten honors last season. In 2021, Mc-
Clear was the only unanimous All-Big Ten First Team selection and 
was named to the All-Big Ten Championships team after winning 
the fourth individual conference title in program history.

The Hawkeyes conclude the fall slate this week. Iowa has not yet 
announced a spring schedule.
