lowa broke the WBB all-time attendance record for a single game with 55,646 on hand
for the Crossover at Kinnick exhibition against DePaul.

lowa advanced to its first National Championship appearance in program history in
2023.

Gabbie Marshall became the first lowa women'’s basketball player to register 200+
3-pointers made and 200+ steals in a career.

lowa has two AP Top 20 wins this season.

Ul is looking to make its first 8-1 start to the regular season since 2017-18.

The Hawkeyes won the 2023 Gulf Coast Showcase in Estero, Fla., with three games in
three days. Clark was named the Tournament MVP.

Since 2008, Bluder’s teams own a 233-43 record inside of Carver-Hawkeye Arena. In
that stretch, the Hawkeyes have posted three undefeated seasons at home.

Over the last nine years, lowa has dropped the second-fewest regular season home
games in the Big Ten.

lowa’s 2023-24 roster is comprised of two fifth-year, one graduate, one senior, five
juniors, three sophomores, and two freshmen. Four Hawkeyes are lowa natives, four
from lllinois, two from Michigan, and one each from Colorado, Kansas, Nebraska, Ohio.
Six Big Ten regular-season games will be on a nationally broadcast platform (either NBC
or FOX), the most in conference history. The Hawkeyes are featured in four of the six
contests — Indiana (Jan. 13/FOX), at Ohio State (Jan. 21/NBC), at Maryland (Feb. 3/FOX),
Ohio State (March 3/FOX).

lowa WBB has helped sellout or break an attendance record in 25 of 32 games this sea-
son. Tickets are available to catch the Hawkeyes against Purdue, Ohio State, Maryland,
Nebraska, and Indiana. All of which are on the road. Ul helped set attendance records
at OSU, Nebraska, and Indiana a season ago.

The Hawkeyes had a nation’s best six wins against AP Top 10 opponents last season.
For the first time in the Lisa Bluder era, the Hawkeyes knocked off an AP Top 10 team in
the month of November. It has only occurred one other time in school history.

Bluder owns a 502-250 (.667) record and a 247-141 (.637) conference mark at lowa. In
her 39 seasons as a head coach, Bluder is 858-392 (.686).

lowa State returns four players from last season’s Big 12 Champion squad that will
look to guide a youthful group with eight newcomers in 2023-24.

e |owa State returns as the 2023 Phillips 66 Big 12 Champions and enters the season
picked to finish sixth in the Big 12 according to the preseason poll by the leagues
coaches.

e Nyamer Diew has played a large role for the Cyclones as the only starter this season
who played on the Big 12 Championship squad.

e Freshman center Audi Crooks leads lowa State with 16.8 points per game while
shooting nearly 73 percent from the floor.

e The Cyclones have been phenomenal at home during Bill Fennelly’s tenure,

e compiling a 370-80 record (.821) in Hilton Coliseum, including a 184-8 (.958) mark
against regular-season non-conference opponents. lowa owns two of the eight
losses.

e Against UNCW, freshman Addy Brown put up career highs in both points (24) and
assists (10). It was the Derby, Kansas native’s second double-double and first of the
points and assists variation. Audi Crooks also was in double figures, totaling 16.
Crooks has scored 10 or more points in six of the Cyclone’s first seven games.

Since the start of the 2020-21 season, lowa leads the nation with 84
games of 80+ points.

lowa also leads the country with 41 games of 90+ points offensively.

Ul has scored 80 or more points seven times this season.

RECORDS ARE MEANT TO BE BROKEN

Clark became lowa’s all-time leading scorer against Northern lowa.

lowa’s 64 points in the first half against Drake, broke its program record for
the most points in a first half. (vs. Ohio, 1991)

Against Drake, Clark became the leader in the 30+ point games over the
last 25 seasons.

Clark tied the program record most steals in a quarter against Drake. (4)
Clark’s six assists in the first quarter against Purdue Fort Wayne ties for
second-most by an individual in a quarter in lowa WBB history. It marks
the fifth time in her career she has recorded six or more assists in a quar-
ter.

lowa broke its program record for most 3-pointers made in one game
against FGCU. (20)

The Hawkeye Radio Network had over 30,000 listeners on YouTube in
lowa’s win over Kansas State in the GC Showcase, which is a station record.
Clark notched her 20th Big Ten POW honor on Nov. 27, 2023. She is three
weekly awards away from Megan Gustafson’s Big Ten record of 23.

Clark has scored 20+ points in 94 of her 109 career games at the University
of lowa, which is the most in school history.

Is Towa's all-time leader in scoring, 3-point field goals made, and is eyeing the assist title record.

Since 2020-21, Clark has registered four 40-points performances against AP Top 10 teams. All other men or women’s basketball players have not
done once.

She has registered 40+ points, 5+ assists, and 5+ rebounds five times in her career and three times against AP Top 25 opponents. Since her career
began, the rest of Division I has three such games, period.

47 career double-doubles, needs two to crack the Big Ten’s all-time top-10 list.

Clark has 45 career games with +25 points, +5 assists, and +5 rebounds which is the mast in NCAA WBB history.

InClark’s 100th game against South Carolina, she netted the most points by a Division I men’s or women’s basketball player in that time span. Since
the 1999-2000 season, only four players have scored 2,500 points. (Elena Delle Donne, Keydren Clark, Steph Curry)

Clark had 191 points and 60 assists in the 2023 NCAA Tournament.

She became the first player in Division I women’s baskethall history to record more than 1,000 points and 300 assists in the same seasaon. Clark
has 161 points and 52 assists in this NCAA Tournament. Since 2000, it's one of six instances of a player having 150 points and 50 assists in ANY
5-game span. All six of those belong to Clark.

Eclipsed 2,000 career points in her 75th career game, which ties her for the fastest NCAA Division I women'’s basketball player to do so. (Elena Delle
Donne).

Clark also broke the Big Ten single season record for most points (1,055).

Earned B1G Player of the week on Feb. 27, Feh. 6, Jan. 17, Dec. 5, Dec. 12, and earned Co-B1G Player of the Week on Jan. 30 to mark her 18th weekly
award, which is the third-most in B1G history. She has garnered weekly honors six times this season which is a conference-best.

Clark is the second player in Big Ten women’s baskethball history to have registered more than 2,000 points, 550 assists, 520 rebounds, 110 steals,
and 40 blocks in a career.

Clark recorded her 12th career triple-double against Northern Iowa and joins Sabrina Ionescu as the only players in Division I women'’s baskethall
history to record a triple-double in four different seasons. (24p, 11a, and 10r)

Clark is the first player in NCAA Tournament history to record a 40-point triple-double.

Clark’s 41-point performance against Louisville on March 26 ties for the third most in NCAA Tournament Regional Final history. Clark has registered
back-to-back 40-point performances. Clark is the second player to score 40 points or more in an NCAA Women’s Final Four game. (National or Semis])
Clark is the only player since 2000 with 30 points per game, 10 assists per game, and 50% field goal percentage over a five-game span.

Clark netted a 3-point basket in 67 straight games.

Set a Big Ten Tournament career record with 86 career assists in her 11 tournament games to date (2021-23).

Set a Big Ten Tournament championship game record with 17 assists and tied the record with five made three-pointers. The 17 assists were also
the second-most in a Big Ten Tournament game.

Clark’s triple-double against Ohio State in the Big Ten Tournament is the third in Big Ten Tournament history and first in the championship game.
