« lowa has rushed for 200+ yards in back-to-back games for the first time since 2020. The Hawkeyes rushed for 241 yards
aqainst lllinois State and 204 yards against lowa State.

« Junior RB Kaleb Johnson has posted back-to-back 100-yard games (six career 100-yard contests). He rushed for 187
yards and two touchdowns against lowa State -- the most by a Hawkeye against the Cyclones since 1996.

- Johnson is averaging 153 yards in two games this season, which ranks second in the Big Ten and fourth nationally. He
has a team-high 24 points on four touchdowns, which is fourth in the nation.

+ Big play KJ2. ... Johnson has five runs of 25+ yards and two runs of 50+ yards in 2024. His 161.5 all-purpose yards per
game ranks seventh in the country.

« lowa has played seven games decided by a single possession since the start of the 2023 season. The Hawkeyes are 5-2in
such games.

- The Hawkeyes are averaging 29.5 points and 397.5 yards of total offense through the first two weeks of 2024, which
ranks 74th and 68th nationally, respectively.

« Senior LB Jay Higgins had 11 tackles and an interception against lowa State. It was his 12th career game with 10 or
more tackles and his second career interception. The Indianapolis native has a team-high 18 tackles with his nine tackles
per game ranking third in the Big Ten.

- The Hawkeyes have forced four turnovers in two games -- two interceptions, two fumble recoveries. The four turnovers
are fifth in the Big Ten and 18th in FBS.

« lowa led 13-0 at the half and 19-7 in the third quarter against lowa State. It was the first time the Hawkeyes surren-
dered a 13-point second half in 10 years (2014 vs. Nebraska).

« The Hawkeyes piled up 492 yards of total offense under first-year 0C Tim Lester against lllinois State -- the most by a
Hawkeye OCin his debut dating back to 1979. It was the program’s highest offensive production since 2019 and the most
in a season opener since 2002.

- The Hawkeye defense allowed just 189 yards of total offense and forced three turnovers to pitch its first season-opening
shutout since 2005. lowa has eight shutouts since 2018, second most in the FBS in that span (Georgia, 9).

+ Senior QB Cade McNamara eclipsed 4,000 career passing yards against lowa State. He has 4,036 yards for his career.

« lowa’s defense has allowed fewer than 400 yards in 30 consecutive games -- the longest active streak nationally. The
unit has allowed 14 or fewer points in 20 of their last 29 games and it has held 10 teams without a touchdown since the
start of the 2022 season.

« lowa returns 19 starters -- nine on offense, eight on defense, two on special teams -- the most in the Big Ten.

« Head coach Kirk Ferentz has 197 career wins as a member of the Big Ten Conference -- third most all-time. He trails only
Woody Hayes (205) and Amos Alonzo Stagg (199).

« LBs Nick Jackson and Jay Higgins are two of the active leaders in career tackles among Power 5 teams and the pair is
being tabbed as the best linebacker duo in college football. Jackson has an NCAA-best 468 career tackles, while Higgins is
ninth with 240.
« The Hawkeyes are 158-8-1 when allowing 10 points or less since 1970 and 391-59-19 when allowing 10 points or less all-time.
+ Since the start of the 2015 season, lowa is 72-3 when leading by eight points at any point in a game.
« lowa has sold out Kinnick Stadium prior to the start of the season for a second straight season.
« Since 2009, lowa has 230 interceptions -- tied for the fourth-most in the nation. The team’s 34 interception returns for a
touchdown are the fourth-most in the nation in that span.

- Saturday’s game is the first in the all-time series
between lowa and Troy.

« The Hawkeyes have played two teams from the current
members of the Sun Belt Conference. lowa defeated
Arkansas State, 24-21, in 2009 and Louisiana Monroe,
41-17,in 2011. Both games were played in lowa City.

WOODY, AMOS & KIRK

Kirk Ferentz, in his 26th season as lowa’s head football
coach and the longest tenured active head coach in col-
lege foothall, won his 195th career game as a member of
the Big Ten Conference on Nov. 18, 2023, against lllinois.
The victory moved Ferentz past Bo Schembechler for
third in Big Ten history. He currently has 197 victories,
trailing only Ohio State’s Woody Hayes (205) and Chica-
go’s Amos Alonzo Stagg (199).

- Ferentz has 121 Big Ten wins, which also rank third all-
time, trailing Hayes (153) and Schembechler (143).

- Ferentz won his 200th career game at lowa State in
2023. He is the 27th coach at an FBS institution to reach
the 200-career win milestone and the 99th coach across
all divisions. Former Hawkeye head coach Hayden Fry
finished his career with 236 victories.

ASSISTANT HC

For the first time in the Ferentz era, the Hawkeyes will
have an assistant head coach. Seth Wallace was elevated
into the role in January 2024. In addition to his assistant
head coach duties, Wallace continues as lowa’s assistant
defensive coordinator and linebackers coach. Wallace
served as the acting head coach in the season opener

-- 240-0 Hawkeye victory.

LESTER: THE OC

Tim Lester is in his first season as lowa’s offensive
coordinator, joining the program after serving as a
senior analyst with the Green Bay Packers in 2023. Lester
previously was head coach at Western Michigan, where
he won 37 games and appeared in three bowl games. He
guided the Broncos to a top-35 national ranking in total
offense in four consecutive seasons. He was the primary
play caller in three of those campaigns.

- lowa had 492 yards in Lester’s debut as the offensive
coordinator. It was the best production by an lowa 0Cin
their debut dating back to 1979.

AT THE ALMA MATER

Four Hawkeye coaches -- Ladell Betts, Abdul Hodge, Kel-
vin Bell and LeVar Woods -- played for the lowa football
program under Kirk Ferentz.

TIGHT GAMES

lowa has played 130 games in the Ferentz era in games
decided by one score or less. The Hawkeyes are 65-65
(.500) in such contests. Over the past two seasons, lowa
has won five of seven games decided by eight points or
fewer.
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OUR BELL COW

Junior RB Kaleb Johnson is averaging 153 yards on 18
attempts this season. The Ohio native has 36 carries for
306 yards and four touchdowns, which includes five
rushes of 25+ yards.

« He is second in the Big Ten in rushing and fourth na-
tionally, while his four touchdowns lead the league (and
rank fifth in FBS). Johnson averages 8.5 yards per carry
which is third in the Big Ten and 10 in the nation.

« Johnson has rushes of 26, 27, 37, 54 and 64 yards in
2024 -- two of which went for touchdowns (26, 64).

« Johnson has posted back-to-back 100-yard games,
becoming the first Hawkeye to accomplish the feat in
the first two games of the season since 2017 (Akrum
Wadley). The last player to have back-to-back 100-yard
games was Tyler Goodson in 2021.

« He has six career 100-yard games -- three in 2021, one
in 2022 and two in 2023.

« Johnson rushed for 187 yards and two touchdowns on
a career-high 25 attempts against lowa State in Week
2. He had 105 yards in the first half alone. Johnson is
the first Hawkeye since 2017 to post a 100-yard game
against the Cyclones and the yardage total is the most
by an lowa player in the series since 1996 (Tavian Banks,
182).

+ He rushed for 119 yards on 11 carries (all in the second
half) against lllinois State in the season opener, which
included a 64-yard touchdown run — the third-longest
rush of his career.

« Johnson is the first Hawkeye since Goodson in 2020 to
score two touchdowns in consecutive games.

RUSH STRONG

(153) and Bo Schembechler (143).

Named the 2002 Associated Press and Walter Camp National Coach of the Year and AFCA Regional Coach of the Year.

lowa has made two BCS bowl appearances, including a 24-14 win in the 2010 FedEx Orange Bowl, and one CFP Bowl (2016).
lowa has played in 12 January bow| games with five January bowl victories (2004 Outback Bowl, 2005 Capital One Bowl, 2009

« Junior Kaleb Johnson recorded his second straight and sixth career 100-yard
game, finishing with 187 yards on 25 attempts with two touchdowns, tying a
career high.

2017 (Akrum Wadley) and the first Hawkeye since 2021 (Tyler Goodson) to have
back-to-back 100-yard games.

« Johnson had rushes of 26, 27, 37 and 54 yards in the game.

« He has five runs of 25+ yards this season and two of 50+ yards in 2024

« Johnson has four touchdowns this season and 13 for his career.

« Johnson had 105 yards in the first half (his second career game with 100+ yards
in the first half).

- Senior QB Cade McNamara completed 13-0f-29 passes for 99 yards and two
interceptions.

«Heis now 18-5 in his career as a starter.

- Senior LB Jay Higgins led the team with 11 tackles (6 solo) for his first double-dig-
it tackle game of the season. He also had an interception and a forced fumble.
