• UI head coach Rick Heller won the 700th game of his 26-plus year coaching career March 15 with a 
13-1 victory over Georgetown.  He is 39th in the NCAA in winningest active coaches.  
• This weekend will be a matchup of two of the most potent offenses in the Big Ten.  Iowa and Nebraska 
are in the top two in the conference in batting, slugging percentage, on-base percentage,  runs, hits, 
RBIs, doubles and total bases.  The Hawkeyes average 7.8 runs per game, ranking 13th nationally in 
scoring, while the Huskers plate 7.3 runs per game.
• Iowa has a Big Ten best 11 home runs -- five more than second-place Michigan and Ohio State.   Five 
different Hawkeyes have hit at least one long ball.  Iowa hit three home runs in its 17-5 victory over 
Otterbein, the team’s first three home run game since March 21, 2012, against Grand View.
• Senior Taylor Zeutenhorst is leading the Big Ten in home runs (4), runs (18), RBIs (21) and slugging 
percentage (.588).  
• The Hawkeyes have five players among the top-10 in the Big Ten in runs scored -- Zeutenhorst (18), 
Jake Yacinich (17), Eric Toole (16), Jake Mangler (16) and Blake Hickman (15).
• Sophomore Tyler Peyton is riding a 10-game hitting streak and an 11-game reached base streak.  He is 
hitting .469, while going 3-0 with a 4.70 ERA as Iowa’s Sunday starter. 
• Sophomore Calvin Mathews has allowed three or fewer runs in all five starts this season.  He is 2-1 
with a 2.10 ERA with a Big Ten-leading 27 strikeouts.

Nebraska (12-7)

HUSKERS
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Rick Heller was named the 20th head coach in University of Iowa baseball 
history on July 12, 2013. Heller joined the Hawkeyes after serving as head 
coach at Indiana State the last four seasons. 

Heller, a native of Eldon, Iowa, has been head coach at three institutions 
-- Indiana State (2009-13), Northern Iowa (1999-2009), and Upper Iowa 
(1987-99) -- leading all three schools to NCAA postseason play. He led 
Indiana State to its first outright Missouri Valley Conference title in 2012. 
He led Northern Iowa to the 2001 MVC title and into the NCAA Tournament, 
the first regional appearance for the Panthers since becoming a Division I 
program in 1981. In 26-plus seasons as a head coach, Heller holds a career 
mark of 702-573-4. 

Heller led the Sycamores to their first outright Missouri Valley Conference 
championship in school history and back to the NCAA Tournament for the 
first time since 1995 during the record-setting 2012 season. Indiana State 
finished 41-19, including a 14-7 record in conference play to claim the 
regular season crown and earn an at-large bid into the NCAA Tournament. 
The 41 wins were the most for the program since 1991. 

During his tenure at Northern Iowa, Heller’s teams won 270 games, includ-
ing the 2001 Missouri Valley Conference championship and NCAA Regional 
Berth. While building the Panthers into an annual contender, Heller 
coached three MVC Most Valuable Players, one MVC Pitcher of the Year and 
helped put 22 players in professional baseball. 

While at UNI, Heller’s teams broke a total of 57 team or individual records, 
including setting team records for hits, runs batted in, doubles and extra 
base hits during the 2001 season. Heller led the Panthers to four MVC 
tournaments, winning the championship in 2001. All-American Ryan Brun-
ner claimed the league MVP award and All-American Nic Ungs was named 
Pitcher of the Year. 

The Panthers recorded back-to-back 30-plus win seasons in 2001 and 2002 
for the first time in school history and set the school single-season record 
with 35 wins in 2001. Before taking over the Northern Iowa program prior 
to the 2000 season, Heller spent 12 years as a head coach at Upper Iowa 
University, a Division III institution. While at Upper Iowa, Heller recorded a 
291-194-3 overall record and was named the Iowa Conference Coach of the 
Year four times.

Nebraska 
won 2-of-3 games against No. 25 Cal Irvine last 
weekend in Lincoln before rallying to defeat 
Creighton, 5-4, in 10 innings on Wednesday.  The 
Huskers are also 1-1 against Oregon State, down-
ing the Beavers, 9-2, when they were ranked No. 
1 on Feb. 21.
• Nebraska was tabbed to finish as the Big Ten 
runner-up in the preseason coaches poll.  
• The Huskers are currently leading the Big Ten 
in hitting (.321) and fielding (.975) this season.  
Nebraska’s pitching staff has the seventh-best 
team ERA (4.34) in the league.
• Twelve players on the Huskers’ roster  are hitting 
above .300.  Jake Placzek is the team’s top every-
day player, hitting .339 with 11 RBIs.  Michael 
Pritchard is hitting .315 with 10 extra base hits 
and 16 RBIs.  Tanner Lubach, the reigning Big Ten 
Player of the Week, has a team-best two home 
runs, while Pat Kelly is pacing the team with 18 
RBIs.

Heller 
is 39th among winningest active head coaches in 
the NCAA.

• Iowa is playing its first competition on the 
new AstroTurf infield at Banks Field.  The surface 
was installed last fall and completed earlier this 
month.
• The Hawkeyes have had at least 10 hits in 
10 contests this season.  Iowa had a string of 
five-straight games from Feb. 22-March 2.

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POWER SURGE
After hitting two home runs the entire 2013 season, 
Iowa has a Big Ten-leading 11 home runs in 17 games 
this season -- the most for the program since 2010 
when it had 28 jacks.  The Hawkeyes surpassed their 
2013 home run total in the season-opening weekend, 
connecting on three home runs.  Junior Dan Potempa 
became the fifth player to hit a home run, connecting 
on a solo shot March 17 against Otterbein.

RUNS, RUNS & MORE RUNS
• Iowa has scored 10 or more runs six times this season, 
including a season-high 17 in victory over Otterbein on 
March 17.  All 17 runs came over a four-inning stretch. 
The Hawkeyes hit the 10-run barrier three times the 
entire 2013 season.
• It is the most 10-run games for the Iowa program 
since 2011 when it had seven such contests.
• The Hawkeyes are 6-0 when scoring 10 or more runs 
this season.
• Iowa has five players among the top-10 in the Big Ten 
in runs scored -- Taylor Zeutenhorst (18), Jake Yacinich 
(17), Eric Toole (16), Jake Mangler (16) and Blake 
Hickman (15).
•  Iowa scored 11 and 15 runs in consecutive victories 
at Austin Peay on the opening weekend of the 2014 
season. It was the first time scoring 10 or more runs in 
two-straight games since April 20 and April 23, 2011, 
putting 14 and 13 runs on the board in victories over 
Western Illinois and Michigan.  
• Iowa has scored 10 runs in a single inning in two 
games this season (at Austin Peay (2/15), vs. Otterbein 
(3/17).  The Hawkeyes last had a double-digit inning 
on April 3, 2011, in a 19-7 victory over Michigan State.
• Iowa has outscored its opponents 82-42 over the final 
four innings.

RUNNIN’ WILD
Ten different Hawkeyes have swiped at least one base 
during the 2014 season.  Iowa’s 33 steals lead the Big 
Ten and rank 32nd nationally.  Junior Jake Yacinich has 

a league-best 12 steals in 13 attempts, a total that is 
16th in the country.  Six different players have at least 
two steals, which includes six by Eric Toole (6-of-9) and 
five by Taylor Zeutenhorst (5-of-6).
 Iowa has stolen home twice this season -- Blake 
Hickman vat Austin Peay (2/15) and Tyler Peyton vs. 
Georgetown (3/15).

B1G PLAYER OF THE WEEK
Senior Taylor Zeutenhorst has tabbed as the Big Ten 
Player of the Week on Feb. 21 after hitting .412, slug-
ging .765 and reaching at a .500 clip.  The outfielder 
tied a career-high with four hits, going 4-of-6, which 
included a two-run home run in Iowa’s 16-6 win over 
Ball State.  Zeutenhorst is Iowa’s first Player of the 
Week honoree since 2012.

3 B1G PLAYERS TO WATCH
Juniors -- Eric Toole, Sasha Kuebel and Jake Yacinich 
-- have been named to the Big Ten Watch List.  
 Toole paced the Hawkeyes with a .337 batting aver-
age, 59 hits and 32 runs scored in 2013.  He also tied 
for fifth in the Big Ten with 22 steals.   Yacinich batted 
.286 and tied for the team lead with 24 RBIs, and 
Kuebel won a pair of games and posted a 5.13 ERA.

TEAM CAPTAINS
Juniors Nick Hibbing, Jake Mangler, Eric Toole and Jake 
Yacinich have been elected by their teammates as team 
captains for the 2014 season.  

TOOLE EARNS PRESEASON HONOR
Junior Eric Toole was named a preseason first-team all-
conference selection by College Sports Madness.  Toole 
was a second-team All-Big Ten selection in 2013 after 
leading the Hawkeyes in batting average (.337), runs 
(32), hits (59), total bases (67 and steals (22).

Sophomore Blake Hickman has been named to Perfect

catcher/right-handed pitcher is ranked No. 51 in the 
nation.  He is 1-of-3 Big Ten players in the top-51 and 
six in the top-100.

RETURNEES - BY THE NUMBERS
Iowa’s offense returns nearly intact from the 2013 
season with 98 percent of the runs (1,652-of-1,684), 
95 percent of the steals (57-of-60), 88 percent of the 
triples (7-of-8), 84 percent of the hits (374-of-443) 
and 81 percent of the RBIs (155-of-199) and doubles 
(43-of-53) returning. 
 On the mound, the Hawkeyes return hurlers who 
accounted for 11 of the 22 wins and tossed 256 2/3 of 
the 447 innings.

A NEW ERA
The Rick Heller era began in July, 2013, when Heller 
was tabbed as the 20th coach in Iowa baseball history.  
The Eldon, Iowa, native has been head coach at three 
institutions -- Indiana State (2009-13), Northern Iowa 
(1999-2009) and Upper Iowa (1987-99) -- leading all 
three schools to NCAA postseason play.  
 Heller added Scott Brickman and Marty Sutherland 
to his staff as assistant coaches.  Brickman, the pitching 
coach, spent the past four seasons as head coach at 
NCAA Division II Belmont Abbey University, while 
Sutherland, the hitting coach/recruiting coordinator, 
was an assistant high school coach and hitting/fielding 
instructor.  The three were together on the coaching 
staff at Northern Iowa in 2008 and 2009.
 Heller also brought back a pair of UI baseball alums 
in Jim Magrane and Matt Wooldrick.  Magrane will 
serve as the volunteer assistant coach, while Wooldrik 
will be the director of baseball operations.

The 
Hawkeyes roster features two true freshmen, 10 
sophomores,  18 juniors, one redshirt junior and three 
seniors.

•   Iowa brought in 13 newcomers to the 2014 squad,
