IOWA HAWKEYE FIELD HOCKEY

THIS WEEK
The 12th-ranked University of Iowa fi eld hockey team plays its home-opener Sunday, Sept. 2, 
against Missouri State.  Action between the Hawkeyes and Bears is scheduled to start at 1 p.m. 
(CT) at Grant Field.  Admission is free.

ON THE NET

WEEKEND PROMOTIONS
Sunday against Missouri State will be Junior Hawk Club Day at Grant Field.  Junior Hawk Club 
members can enjoy a pregame tailgate that includes free pizza, bubbles and games.  Free post-
ers and schedule cards will be available for all fans in attendance.  In addition, fans will have a 
chance to win a pair of 2012 Big Ten Field Hockey Tournament tickets courtesy of the UI market-
ing department.  Iowa fi eld hockey t-shirts will be thrown into the crowd during every home game 
this season whenever the Hawkeyes have a penalty corner and/or score a goal.

SCOUTING MISSOURI STATE
Missouri State is 0-1 this season.  The Bears dropped their season-
opener, 6-1, at Virginia Commonwealth.  Missouri State freshman de-
fender Leah Reitmayer scored the Bears only goal against VCU.  The 
Bears face Indiana on Saturday, Aug. 31, in Bloomington, Ind., before 
playing the Hawkeyes.  Missouri State is coached by Gabby Gomez 
Sosa.

HAWKEYES VS. BEARS HISTORY
The Hawkeyes have a 24-4-1 record all-time against the Bears.  Iowa defeated Missouri State, 
10-2, last season at Grant Field.  The Hawkeyes hold a 16-0 home record against the Bears and 
have won the last 21 meetings between the two teams.  

HAWKEYES IN HOME-OPENERS
Iowa is 29-6 all-time in home-openers.  The Hawkeyes are 7-5 in home-openers under head 
coach Tracey Griesbaum.  Iowa won its home-opener in 2011, downing Kent State, 7-3.

IOWA AT GRANT FIELD
The Hawkeyes won their fi rst fi ve home games at Grant Field in 2011 and ended the season 
with a 6-1 home record.  The Hawkeyes are 133-42 all-time playing at old and new Grant Field.

PENN MONTO/NFHCA RANKINGS
Iowa is ranked 12th in the country in the 2012 Penn Monto/National Field Hockey Coaches 
Association Division I Preseason Poll. The Hawkeyes garnered 347 points in the rankings. The 
Hawkeyes were one of fi ve Big Ten Conference schools in the team rankings along with Penn 
State (9), Michigan (10), Ohio State (15) and Northwestern (20.) A total of nine Iowa opponents 
appeared in the top-25.  The Hawkeyes ended the 2011 season ranked 12th in the poll.  

LAST TIME OUT
The Hawkeyes opened their season Aug. 25-26 at the Big Ten/ACC Challenge. Iowa went 1-1 
against a pair of nationally-ranked foes at the Challenge, hosted at Kentner Stadium on the cam-
pus of Wake Forest in Winston-Salem, N.C. The Hawkeyes downed No. 13 Wake Forest, 3-2, in 
overtime on Aug. 25.  Iowa trailed 2-0 at halftime, before junior Kelsey Mitchell and sophomore 
Corinne Allen scored goals in the second period to knot the contest at two and send the game 
in overtime.  Senior Jessica Barnett secured the win in overtime with a goal at the 81:07 mark.  
Iowa fell, 5-0, to No. 2 North Carolina on Aug. 26.

MCGRAW IN GOAL
After the fi rst weekend of the season, senior goal-
keeper Kathleen McGraw ranks second in the Big 
Ten in saves (13) and saves per game (6.5).  Mc-
Graw fi nished 2011 ranked second in the confer-
ence with 106 saves (5.3 per game). In addition, the 
Atherton, Calif., native paced the Big Ten with fi ve 
shutouts and a .768 save percentage that ranked 
15th nationally. McGraw has made 259 career 
stops, ranking sixth all-time in school history.

TEAM CAPTAINS
Seniors Jessica Barnett and Kathleen McGraw will 
serve as team captains for the Hawkeyes in 2012. 
Barnett and McGraw were both team captains in 
2011.  Barnett was an All-America and All-Big Ten 
selection after ranking second on the team in goals 
(11) and points (24) as a junior.  McGraw was a re-
gional All-America and a second-team All-Big Ten 
selection in 2011. 

ROSTER BREAKDOWN
• The Hawkeyes have 21 student-athletes on 

their roster; fi ve freshmen, fi ve sophomores, 
fi ve juniors and six seniors.

• Iowa returns 15 letterwinners, including nine 
starters. Four of the nine starters are seniors 
(Jessica Barnett, Sarah Drake, Geena Lesiak, 
Kathleen McGraw).  All four will become fourth-
year starters in 2012. 

• Offensively, Iowa returns nine of the 11 players 
that netted a goal in 2011. The nine returnees 
accounted for 64 percent of the team’s goals 
(42-of-66) and 68 percent of the team’s points 
(114-of-167). 

• Seven Hawkeyes hail from New Jersey, four 
from Pennsylvania, two from California and 
Canada, and one from Belgium, Delaware, 
Germany, Maryland, Michigan, and Virginia  

• Five members of the Iowa roster were also 
teammates in high school.  Corinne Allen, 
Geena Lesiak and Kelsey Mitchell all played 
at Eastern Regional High School in New Jer-
sey, while Jessica Barnett and Karli Johansen 
competed for Handsworth Secondary School in 
North Vancouver, Canada.  

LOOKING AT THE SCHEDULE
• Iowa opened its season at the Big Ten/ACC 

Challenge for the 11th consecutive season.  
The Hawkeyes faced Wake Forest on Aug. 25 
(3-2 win) and North Carolina on Aug. 26 (5-0 
loss) on the campus of Wake Forest in Winston 
Salem, N.C.

• The Hawkeyes open Big Ten play against 
Michigan State for the third-straight season.  
Iowa takes on the Spartans on Sept. 21 in East 
Lansing, Mich. 

• Iowa will play 11 games away from home during 
the regular season, the most since 2006 when 
it also played 11 games away from Iowa City. 

• The Hawkeyes are slated to play six teams 
that appeared in the fi nal NFHCA poll on Nov. 
8, 2011.  Five of those teams (Michigan, North 
Carolina, Ohio State, Penn State, Stanford) 
competed in the 2011 NCAA tournament.  

HAWKEYES TO HOST BIG TEN 
TOURNAMENT
Iowa will host the Big Ten Tournament at Grant 
Field in 2012.  The tournament will begin with 
fi rst round play on Nov. 1, followed by semifi nal 
action on Nov. 2 and the championship game 
on Nov. 4.  The Hawkeyes will host the confer-
ence tournament at Grant Field for a third time 
in 2012. Iowa City previously hosted the event in 
1997 and 2005. 

THE HAWKEYES ON BTN
Six University of Iowa fi eld hockey regular season 
contests will be available via live coverage dur-
ing the 2012 season. Two Hawkeye games will 
be televised on the BTN, while four contests will 
be streamed on BTN.com. All seven games at 
the 2012 Big Ten Tournament at Grant Field will 
also feature live coverage. Iowa hosts the tourna-
ment Nov. 1-4.

TCHOU SELECTED TO IOWA 
HALL OF FAME
Former Hawkeye Liz Tchou will offi cially be-
come a member of the National Iowa Varsity 
Club Athletics Hall of Fame on Sept. 14, the 
night before the Iowa football team hosts 
Northern Iowa.  Tchou will be joined by four 
other former Iowa athletes in the 2012 class, 
the 24th class to be inducted.  
 
Tchou was a standout at Iowa from 1984-
1987, becoming the fi rst female in Iowa his-
tory to have her number retired.  Tchou led the 
Hawkeyes to the 1986  National Champion-
ship, as she paced Iowa with 15 goals.  She 
was a fi rst team All-American in 1987 after 
leading the team in goals (30) and points (65).  
Tchou scored 75 career goals, a mark that still 
stands fi fth in the Iowa record books.  She 
was a four-time All-Big Ten fi rst team selec-
tion, twice being named Big Ten Conference 
MVP.  Tchou was also a two-time Big Ten Med-
al of Honor recipient at Iowa.  Following her 
Hawkeye career, she played for the U.S. Wom-
en’s National Team from 1989-95 and was a 
member of the 1996 Olympic Team.  She is 
currently the Youth Development Manager for 
U.S.A. Field Hockey. 

HEAD COACH TRACEY GRIES-
BAUM
Head coach Tracey Griesbaum enters her 
13th season as the Hawkeyes’ head coach.   
Griesbaum owns a 142-92 record at Iowa and 
a 155-113 career record.  At Iowa, she has 
mentored 16 national All-Americans, 45 re-
gional All-Americas, 44 All-Big Ten selections, 
three Big Ten Defensive Player of the Year 
award winners and two Big Ten Freshman 
of the Year honorees.  She is joined on the 
coaching staff by associate head coach Lisa 
Celluucci, who also enters her 13th year as a 
member of the coaching staff, and assistant 
coach Meghan Bemesderfer, who returns to 
the sidelines for her second season.
