IOWA NEARLY KNOCKS OFF NO. 16 WISCONSIN
The Hawkeyes earned their fi rst point in Big Ten play against Wisconsin and 

produced a season-high 17 shots.
Wisconsin gained an early 1-0 lead in the 20th minute after Kara Kabellis knocked 

in a free kick.  Iowa scored the equalizing goal in the 37th minute when sophomore 
Melisa Kaetterhenry found the back of the net off a cross from freshman Stephanie 
Hyink.
 After the Badgers regained the lead in the 49th minute, Whitney Strain tied 
the contest in the 81st minute off assists from freshmen Manon Engelhardt and 
Hyink.
 Senior Katelyn Quinn and Hyink led the Hawkeye offense.  Quinn recorded 
fi ve shots while Hyink had four, three of which were on target.  Freshman Erin 
MacIsaac had a stellar performance in net, recording seven saves.

Iowa answered in the 30th minute after senior 
Katelyn Quinn volleyed in a shot inside the 
18-yard box.  Sophomore Melisa Kaetterhenry
fi red the equalizer in the 53rd minute off a free 
kick from Whitney Strain.  Quinn headed the 
free kick inside the box to Kaetterhenry.
 Quinn once again led the Hawkeye 
charge, recording one goal and one assist 
with six shots on target.  Kaetterhenry had 
one goal on two shots while Strain had one 
assist.  Freshman goalkeeper Erin MacIsaac
had a career-high 12 saves.
