lowa Quick Facts

SteveAlford (pronounced AL L -ford)
is in his seventh season as the head
coach at the University of lowa and
his 15th season as a college head
coach. Alford holdsacareer record of
283-165(.632), includinga127-88 (.591)
record at lowa, a78-29 (.729) record in
four seasons (1992-95) at Div. Il
Manchester College and a four-year
record (1996-99) of 78-48 (.619) at
Southwest Missouri State. He hasled
lowato six straight winning seasons.

Alford ranks fourth among lowa's head basketball coachesin
total wins. Heis47-57 (.452) in Big Tengames. Alfordis8-6inthe
NCAA Tournament (3-3in Division | and 5-3in Division11) and
2-4intheNIT. Hisrecord inthe Big Ten Tournament is10-5in six
seasons and his 10 wins rank as the most among all Big Ten
coachesintheevent. lowawon the tournament in 2001, returned
to thetitle gamein 2002 and just missed the championship game
in2005.

Alford led lowa into the second round of the 2001 NCAA
Tournament in his second season and the Hawkeyes returned to
the NCAA Tournament in 2005. Iowa advanced to the NIT in
2002, 2003 and 2004.

Alford led Southwest Missouri Stateto the NCAA Sweet 16in
1999 and in 1995 Manchester advanced to the NCAA
championship game before suffering itsfirst defeat of the season.

Alfordisa1987 graduate of Indiana, where heled the Hoosiers
to the 1987 NCAA title. Alford wasamember of the1984 U. S.
Olympic team that earned the Gold Medal and he was the 26th
player selected in the NBA Draft following his senior season.
Alford played four seasons in the NBA before beginning his
coaching career.

At Indiana, Alford started 120 of 125 games in four seasons.
He served asteam captain in 1987 when the Hoosierswere 30-4.
Steve concluded his college career as Indiana’s al-time scoring
leader with 2,438 pointsand he holdsthe Indianarecord for career
stealswith 178. Hewasaconsensusfirst team All-American and
the Big Ten MVPasasenior.

Alford isamember of the Manchester College M Association
Hall of Fame and the IndianaUniversity AthleticsHall of Fame.
In 2001 hewas named one of the* Top 50 Athletes’ in the history
of the state of Indiana and was selected as a member of the 15-
man IndianaUniversity all-Century team. In 2004 he was one of
five players selected to ESPN’s Big Ten Conference Silver
Anniversary team.

For the only timein its basketball history, lowa has posted
13 consecutive home wins in a single season. lowa's last
undefeated home season wasin 1965-66 when the Hawkeyes
won all 12 home games. Iowa has won 13 home games or
morein 12 seasons, but never theinitial 13 gamesof theyear.

lowa has never completed a perfect record in Carver-
Hawkeye Arena, which opened in January, 1983. The
Hawkeyes|ost just one home gamein 1993 (15-1) and 1996
(14-1).

LOFTY POSITION FOR FEBRUARY

With a 6-2 Big Ten record at the midway point in confer-
ence play, lowaistied for first place with Michigan and I1li-
nois. Thismarksthefirst timelowahasbeeninfirst placein
February since 1981-82. |owa began that season with a 10-
1 league record before suffering its second conference loss
on Feb. 11. Minnesota (14-4) won the 1982 Big Ten title,
while lowa (12-6) tied for second.

lowa s 17-5 record through 22 games matchesthe best start
for a Hawkeye team under Steve Alford, as the Hawkeyes
werealso 17-5in 2001.

IOWA STRENGTH OF SCHEDULE

lowais 10th in the RPI Index and 20th in the Sagarin Rat-
ings. Both rank lowa's strength of schedule as 13th stron-
gest in the nation. |owa has played 10 games against top 50
teamsin the RPI Index and the five teams that have defeated
lowahold acombined record of 77-25 (.755). TheHawkeyes
are 5-3 against teams that were ranked in the top 25 at the
time of the game, including 2-1 against top 10 teams.

HAWKEYES VS. RANKED FOES

lowa has posted a 5-3 record against teams in the top 25
rankings at the time of the game.

In 2002-03, lowa recorded back-to-back wins over 20th-
ranked Michigan State and eighth-ranked Illinois.

|OWA SECURES WINNING SEASON

With 17 winsin 22 games, lowa has clinched its sixth con-
secutive winning season. The current streak ranks as the
second longest in the history of lowa basketball. lowa's
record for consecutive winning seasons is seven, from 1950
through 1956. Pops Harrison, Bucky O’ Connor and Rollie
Williamsall coached the Hawkeyes during thoseyears. Only
a10-10 record in 1949 kept lowa from 13 consecutive win-
ning seasons (1944-56).

Harrison coached lowato five straight winning seasonsfrom
1944-48, L ute Olson coached | owa to winning seasons from
1979-83, George Raveling and Tom Davis combined to coach
lowa to winning seasons from 1985-89 and Davis coached
lowato winning seasons from 1995-99. lowa had five con-
secutive winning seasons three times, 1979-83, 1985-89 and
1995-99.

lowaisone of four Big Ten teamsto post awinning season
in each of the previousfive seasons, joining llinois, Michigan
State and Wisconsin. lowaadvanced to post-season play for
the fifth straight season a year ago, returning to the NCAA
Tournament.

|OWA PROGRAM REACHES 1,400 WINS

The lowa basketball program reached 1,400 wins (now at
1,413) with a79-46 victory over Texas-San Antonio Nov. 26.
lowaisone of 34 NCAA Division | programs with as many
as 1,400 wins. lowa sbasketball history includes 72 winning
seasons and 22 years in which the Hawkeyes have won 20
or moregames. lowa(with 21) isone of 31 programsto earn
more than 20 invitationsinto the NCAA Tournament.



HORNER IS COUSY FINALIST

Senior guard Jeff Horner is one of 16 players named as a
finalist for the 2006 Bob Cousy Award. Thelist of finalists
includes 12 Division | playersand two each from Division 1
and I11. The winner will be announced at the Final Four in
Indianapoalis.

Horner, a native of Mason City, |A, has played in al but
four gamesthroughout his career, missing four games earlier
thisseason with akneeinjury. Horner isaveraging 12.9 points,
6.3 assists and 3.9 rebounds per game. He has scored over
1,300 career points and has over 500 career assists and 500
rebounds, the only player in lowa history to surpass those
totals.

Horner and his teammates have posted a 17-5 record, se-
curing awinning season for the fourth timein his career.

HALUSKA EARNS BIG TEN HONORS

Junior guard Adam Haluska was named co-Player of the
Week in the Big Ten Conference after hel ping the Hawkeyes
towinsover 11th-ranked Indianaand 16th-ranked Ohio State
last week.

Haluska recorded the first double-double of his Hawkeye
career with 20 pointsand 10 rebounds against Indianaand he
added 18 points and seven rebounds later in the week in a
win over Ohio State. Haluska hit 6-9 field goalsand 9-9 free
throws vs. Indiana. Against the Buckeyes he hit two free
throws to give lowa a 65-62 advantage with 24 seconds to
play. Haluska has scored in double figuresin 20 of 22 games
and he is averaging 15.1 points per game. He scored a ca-
reer-high 29 points earlier this season in aroad win at Penn
State.

The double-double vs. Indiana is Haluska's first as a
Hawkeye. Hedid record one double-double during hisfresh-
man season at lowa State, collecting 10 points and 11 re-
bounds in awin over Arkansas-Pine Bluff.

The Player of the Week honor is the first for Haluska and
the first for an lowa player this season.

HORNER IS THREE-POINT LEADER

With seven three-point field goals in lowa's 77-68 win at
Purdue, senior guard Jeff Horner became lowa’'s career
leader in made three-pointers. Horner has made 230 treys,
moving past Chris Kingsbury, who had 226 during his career
(1994-96). Horner currently issecond in three-point attempts
(625), just 20 from passing Kingsbury in that category. Horner
made 7-10 treyswhile scoring acareer-high 32 points against
the Boilermakers. The seven three-pointers tie as the third
best single-game performance in school history. Horner's
previous scoring high of 27 points came ayear ago vs. Texas
inasemi-final win at theMaui Invitational.

Horner also ranks third in career assists, just 18 shy of the
school record (575), held by AndreWoolridge (1995-97). He
is 14th in career scoring (1,327) and ninth in career steals
(148).

Thepreviousmark of 21 was set by Dwayne Scholten
of Washington State on 12/6/86. The previous best in the
Arena by an lowa player was 19 by Ryan Bowen vs. Long
Island on 11/29/98.

The 23 rebounds are the most by any player in the Big Ten
Conference and the second most in Division | this season.
Rashad Jones of Arkansas-Little Rock had 30 rebounds ear-
lierinthe year.

The lowa record for single game rebounds is 30, set by
Chuck Darling vs. Wisconsin on 3/3/52. Brunner’s 23 re-
boundstie asthefourth highest total in school history anditis
the most by aHawkeye player since Kunnert had 23 rebounds
vs. Drake on 12/27/72.

Brunner has moved into second place on lowa's career re-
bounding chart, raising histotal to 900. Kevin Kunnert (1971-
73) islowa's career leader with 914 rebounds.

MICHIGAN COACH TOMMY AMAKER

Tommy Amaker isin hisfifth season ashead coach at Michi-
gan and his ninth season overall as a college head coach.
Amaker is 80-63 at Michigan and his career mark stands at
148-118. He posted a 68-55 record in four seasons at Seton
Hall. Amaker graduated from Duke University in 1987, where
he earned all-America honors and was named National De-
fensive Player of the Year asa senior. Amaker scored 1,168
points during his playing career and ranks second in Duke
history in career assists and steals. Amaker was a member
of the Blue Devil coaching staff from 1989-97, serving as
associate head coach hisfinal two seasons before taking over
at Seton Hall in 1997-98.

Amaker is 4-3 against lowa and Hawkeye Coach Steve
Alford.



ALFORD MOVES TO FOURTH

Coach Steve Alford has collected 127 victories as lowa's
head coach, atotal that ranksfourth on lowa'slist of coaches
in career wins. Alford, earlier this season, moved past Bucky
O’ Connor, lowa's head coach from 1952-58 (he also was
lowa's head coach for 11 games in 1950), who earned 114
wins as lowa's basketball coach.
