lowa has played 829 games since beginning basketball in 1974. Overall, lowa srecord is
505-324 (.609). That includes a 267-138 (.659) mark in Big Ten games and a 223-51 (.814)
record in Carver-Hawkeye Arena.

DIFFICULT ROAD TESTS

After playing four of its last five games at home, the Hawkeyes hit the road for a pair of
road contests against two of the nation’s elite teams. Penn State is ranked ninth, while
Minnesotais ranked sixth. New rankings will be released Tuesday night.

Not only will the Hawkeyeshavetheir handsfull with Lady Lionsand Golden Gophers, but
they will be playing infront large-hostile crowds. Penn State averages 8,518 fans per game,
while Minnesota averages 6,738 fans per contest.

LAST TIME OUT

lowa snapped a two-game losing streak to Illinois with a 91-73 triumph Friday night in
Carver-Hawkeye Arena. The Hawkeyes have won 18 of the last 19 games played in lowa
City. Inaddition, lowaimproved to 4-0 in conference home openers under Coach Bluder.

TheHawkeyesplayed their best game of theyear, shooting a season-best 55.2 percent (37-
67) from the field. Twenty-four of lowa's 37 baskets were lay-ups as the Hawkeyes out-
scored the Fighting Illini 48-32 in the paint.

lowa had four players score in double figures for the fourth time this year. Jamie Cavey
sparked the Hawkeye offense, scoring a game and career-high 26 points, bolstered by a
career-high 8-11 shooting fromthefreethrow line. Thejunior also grabbed six reboundsand
tied acareer highwithfour assists. JennieLilliscontributed 18 pointsand ateam-high seven
rebounds. Kristi Faulkner tallied 17 points and five assists, while Crystal Smith added 10
points and four assists.

lowarecorded 26 assiststoIllinois' 10 and held the Fighting I1lini to 20 percent (3-15) from
3-point range, which is a season low for a Hawkeye opponent this year.
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Coach Lisa Bluder

Lisa Bluder (pronounced BLUE-dir) is
in her fourth season ashead coach at the
University of lowa and her 20th season
asacollegehead coach. Bluder, 41, hasa
career record of 420-183 (.697), including
a 64-41 (.610) record at lowa, a 187-106
(.638) recordin 10 seasons (1990-2000) at
Drake and a six-year mark (1984-90) of
169-36 (.824) at St. Ambrose. In her first
season with the Hawkeyes, Bluder trans-
formed a struggling program into a 21-game winner. lowafin-
ished second in the Big Ten, won the conference tournament
and advanced to the second round of the NCAA Tournament.
Bluder becamelowa’ sthird coach to be named Big Ten Coach of
theYear. Shewasalso honored asthe College Coach of the'Y ear
by the Women’s Basketball News Service and was named the
WBCA District 6 Coach of the Year. lowa s 2001-02 squad fin-
ished fourth in the Big Ten and advanced to the second round
of the NCAA Tournament for the second consecutive year.

Last year, Bluder guided the Hawkeyesto itsfirst-ever WNIT
appearance. lowa, which had nine underclassmen on itsroster,
advanced to the quarterfinals before falling to Creighton.

In her 10 years at Drake, Bluder brought great success and
tradition to the Bulldog program and established herself as one
of thetop coachesin the country. Sheled Draketo five 20-plus
win seasons in the last six years, including five post-season
appearances. Sheguided the Bulldogsto eight Missouri Valley
Conference Tournament appearances, reaching the semifinals
six times and winning the tournament four times. Bluder was
also named the Conference Coach of the Year three times as
Drake.

Bluder began her coaching career at St. Ambrose, where she
coached six successful seasons building the Beesinto aNAIA
powerhouse. During her tenure at St. Ambrose, Bluder guided
the Bees to four straight national tournaments, including two
consecutive Final Four appearances. The 1990 St. Ambrose
team was ranked No. 1 and Bluder was named the NAIA Con-
verse Coach of the Y ear.

A graduate of Linn-Mar High School in Marion, 1A, Bluder
was athree-year starter at Northern lowa. She graduated from
UNI in 1983 with a bachelor’ s degree in marketing.

Bluder and her husband David have two daughters, Hannah
(6) and Emma (3) and one son, David (1).

Bluder is 13-1 vs. Penn State and Coach Rene Portland.

EXCITING ACTION EARLY

Five of lowa s first 12 games this year have been decided by
seven points or less, including one double overtime thriller. lowa
had six games decided by seven points or less all of last year. In
addition, theHawkeyes gamevs. Creighton wasan overtimethriller,
but the Bluejays pulled away in the extra session and won by 12.

A 14-2 run to finish the game helped lift Penn State to a 64-62
come-from-behind win over Michigan State Sunday in University
Park, PA. TheLady Lionswereled by all-American Kelly Mazzante,
who finished with agame-high 26 points(10-21 FG, 1-2FT). Tanisha
Wright added 17 points and six assists.

In Penn State’ sBig Ten opener, the Lady Lions snapped Purdue’s
32-gamehome conferencewinning streak with a47-42 victory. Penn
State leads the Big Ten standings with a perfect 2-0 record.

Mazzante ranks second in the Big Ten in scoring (22.3). Wright
ranks11thintheleaguein scoring (15.4) and ranksthird on theteam
inrebounding (4.7), while Jess Strom averages 12.4 ppg and 4.6 rpg.
Freshman Reicina Russell’s first two games as a starter were at
Purdue and vs. Michigan State. The 6-6 center averages 4.8 ppg
and ateam-best 5.7 rpg.

Thevictory waslowa's
first win over aranked opponent since it bounced Wisconsin, 76-
64, in Madison, WI (2/7/02).

The first half was a back-and-forth affair that saw eight lead
changes and six ties. lowa's Jennie Lillis and Kristi Faulkner
spearheaded its offensive attack in the first half. Lillistalied 12
first half points, while Faulkner contributed 11. Penn State’ sKelly
Mazzante scored 18 of her team-high 26 pointsin the first stanza
lowashot ablistering 60.7 percent (17-28) from thefield, while the
Lady Lions fired only 44.4 percent (16-36) from the floor in the
opening period. lowatook a44-42 lead into halftime.

lowa stepped its defensive intensity in the second half. The
Hawkeyes' strong defense yielded great offensive chances. lowa
penetrated the hoop, which yielded easy lay-ups and numerous
free throw opportunities helping increaseitslead.

Lillisfinished with 16 points, eight rebounds and four
steals. Solverson scoredindoublefiguresfor thethird-consecutive
game, finishing with 11 points, four rebounds and four assists.
