The Voice of the Hawkeyes, Brent 
Balbinot will handle the play-by-play, while Steve Duncan and a few ex-Hawkeyes, will provide 
expert analysis.  All three games will be broadcasted on the radio and online.
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SCOUTING OHIO STATE:
Ohio State is 25-19 with a 9-9 record in the 
conference.  The Buckeyes play host to Ball 
State this evening after losing two games of a 
three-game series against Illinois at home last 
weekend.
	 The Buckeyes hit .323 as a team and are led, 
offensively, by senior Zach Hurley.  The leadoff 
hitter leads the team in hits (74), doubles (19), 
triples (3) total bases (117), slugging percentage 
(.613) and on base percentage (.448).
	 The Ohio State pitching staff has a 5.02 ERA 
and are led by ace Alex Wimmers.  He has a 
conference-best nine wins with 78 strikeouts in 
67 innings pitched.  Wimmers has missed his 
last two starts after injuring a hamstring April 30. 
Wimmers is being evaluated at this point on a 
series-by-series basis.

Z-ROB GETS HOT:
Senior Zach Robertson has caught fire in his 
final season as a Hawkeye.  After being moved 
to the bullpen he has become Iowa’s middle 
reliever stopper.
	 The lefty has only allowed five earned runs 
in his last 11 appearances.  Robertson has also 
amassed a solid 35 K’s in only 29.1 innings of  
work.

MULLER EARNS FIRST BIG 
TEN PLAYER OF THE WEEK:
Kurtis Muller was named co-Big Ten Player 
of the Week by the conference office Tuesday. 
Muller shares the honor with Indiana’s Alex 
Dickerson. The weekly accolade is the first 
of Muller’s career and first for the Hawkeyes 
this season. 
	 .Muller put on an offensive clinic in the final 
two games against the Nittany Lions. In the 
series finale, Muller collected a game and 
career-high five RBI, recording hits in his 
first five at-bats to tie the school single-game 
record. With the game tied, he blasted a three-
run homer, his first of the season, to put the 
Hawkeyes in front to stay. The next half inning, 
he made a sliding catch into the wall to help 
preserve the lead. The native of Sun Prairie, 
WI, nearly hit for the cycle in Saturday’s 9-3 
triumph. He went 3-for-6 (single, double, triple) 
while registering two RBI. 
	 Muller ranks first in team batting average 
(.369), slugging percentage (.512), hits (62), 
stolen bases (21), walks (21), runs (43) and 
triples (5). 

1. Zach Kenyon went a solid five innings 
in relief for Iowa in its loss to Penn State.  
The righty allowed no runs on two hits 
with three K’s.

2. Mike McQuillan is on a season-high 
12-game hit streak.  At Penn State the 
sophomore went 7-for-15.

3. Zach Robertson ranks seventh in Big 
Ten games out of the bullpen amongst 
other conference players.  The stopper 
got a win last weekend at Penn State.

IOWA GETS SERIES WIN:
Iowa took two of three games at Penn State 
last weekend, in its final conference road 
series of the season.  The win was the second-
straight away series win for the Hawkeyes (last 
was at Michigan).
	 In the three-game series, the team hit a 
whopping .391 with a .548 slugging percent-
age.  The offense was led by Kurtis Muller 
who went 9-for-16 with a double, two triples, 
a homer and eight RBI.   Ryan Durant went 
7-for-11 with two RBI.  Phil Keppler picked 
up six RBI.  The pitching staff featured strong 
performances from: Zach Kenyon, Zach 
Robertson and Nick Brown.  Robertson and 
Brown each earned a win.

IOWA ADDS ST. AMBROSE:
The Hawkeyes’ final non-conference game of 
the season against Western Illinois has been 
changed.  Iowa will now play St. Ambrose 
on Tuesday, May 18 at 6:35 p.m. at Modern 
Woodmen Park in Davenport.
	 The switch in opponents was necessary 
due to changes in Western Illinois’ conference 
schedule after one of its student-athletes, 
Devin VanBrooker, died from injuries sustained 
in a motorcycle accident on May 4.

Iowa will play its final seven games in the state 
of Iowa, including six Big Ten games.
	 The Ohio State three-game series this 
weekend kicks off the Hawkeyes six home 
conference games to end the season.

In the series finale at Penn State, Kurtis Muller 
tied an individual-game record after going 
5-for-6.  In the feat, the outfielder collected a 
game and career-high five RBI, recording hits 
in his first five at-bats. With the game tied, he 
blasted a three-run homer, his first of the sea-
son, to put the Hawkeyes in front to stay.
	 Teammate Zach McCool tied the individual-
game record earlier in the season.  He went 
5-for-6 from the leadoff spot for Iowa in its 
series finale against the Spartans.  McCool’s 
five hits ties a single-game school record, last 
achieved by former Hawkeye standout, Justin 
Toole, in 2008.

HAWKEYES SWING IT:
Mike McQuillan is currently on a team season-
best 12-game hit streak.  The sophomore also 
leads the Hawkeyes with 21 multi-hit games, 
followed by Kurtis Muller (19) and Ryan 
Durant (18).  
    Durant leads the way with 11 multi-RBI 
games and McCool has collected eight.

In six years as Iowa’s head baseball coach, Jack Dahm has established the 
Hawkeyes as Big Ten contenders and is ready to lead the Iowa baseball 
program to new heights with his commitment to excellence.
    Since taking over the Iowa baseball team in July of 2003, Dahm has 
sparked resurgence in the Hawkeye program, having success Hawkeye 
fans hadn’t seen in years.
    In Dahm’s 16 years as a head coach, he has produced 24 first team all-
conference performers, eight freshmen All-Americans and two All-Ameri-
cans. In his six years at Iowa, Dahm has coached 24 all-Big Ten selections, 

including eight first teamers. Iowa had only four first team selections in the previous 14 years 
before his arrival in Iowa City. 
    Last season, Iowa went 16-35, but was decimated by injuries, which gave several young 
players opportunities and experience.  Three Hawkeyes received all-conference honors.  Ryan 
Durant received first team laurels, while Justin Toole was named third team all-Big Ten for the 
third consecutive year.  Freshman Dallas Burke was named a unanimous choice to the confer-
ence’s all-freshman team after seeing significant time on the field.
    Five Hawkeyes were drafted in 2009, including two incoming recruits.  Relievers Steve 
Turnbull, Kyle Heim and Mike Schurz were all picked up, as well as Matthew Dermody and Dan 
Sheppard.  Additionally, Justin Toole signed a free agent contract with the Cleveland Indians.  
Thirty-four of Dahm’s players have been selected in the MLB Draft, while four have gone on to 
play in the major leagues.
	 In 2009, Coach Dahm surpassed Dick Schultz for the third-most victorious coach in Iowa 
history at Duane Banks Field on March 21st in a 9-4 victory over Western Illinois. Dahm picked 
up his 400th win as a Division I coach at Northern Iowa on April 23. He also picked up his 124th 
victory as an Iowa head coach against Ohio State on May 16, which surpassed Scott Broghamer 
(1998-03) for fourth in Iowa coaching victories. 
	 The 42-year old Dahm and his wife, Lynn, have been married for 16 years. The couple has 
three children - sons Casey and Tyler and daughter Lyndsey.  He was born January 19, 1967 in 
Skokie, Illinois.

THE ASSISTANT COACHES:
Head Coach Jack Dahm is assisted by coach 
Ryan Brownlee and coach Chris Maliszewski, 
along with volunteer coach Zach Dillon.
	 Over the past nine seasons, Brownlee has 
had 21 players he coached or recruited drafted; 
two more signed free agent contracts. This past 
summer, Steve Turnbull, Kyle Heim, Mike Schurz 
and recruits Matt Dermody and Dan Sheppard 
were drafted by major league teams. In six years 
of coaching summer collegiate leagues, he has 
seen 33 of his players sign pro contracts, includ-
ing Khalil Green of the Padres and Kevin Cash 
of the Yankees, Joe Thatcher of the Padres, 
Dan Meyer of the Marlins and Luke Scott of the 
Astros. 
	 In 2008, Brownlee’s expertise on stealing 
bases and knowledge of hitting were essential 
in establishing team and individual records. 
Iowa stole 138 bases, which are the most in a 
single-season by a Hawkeye team; the previous 
record of 127 was set by the 1981 team. The 
team total ranked third in the nation. On top of 
that, Iowa knocked out 436 singles for a new 
single-season record and wore 86 pitches to set 
a single-season team record in hit-by-pitches. 
	 Maliszewski is in his second season as the 
Hawkeyes’ pitching coach. In addition to his 
role as pitching coach, Maliszewski is also 
responsible for the team’s travel arrangements 
and assists in the youth summer camps. 
	 In his first season, the team’s ERA in Big Ten 
play improved 1.45 points from 2008 to 2009. On 
top of that, Hawkeye pitchers recorded nearly 20 
less walks then the season before and over 30 
strikeouts more than in 2008. 
	 Over the summer, Maliszewski had three 
Hawkeye relievers get drafted; Steve Turnbull, 
Kyle Heim and Mike Schurz, all of whom signed 
professional contracts. 

WHISTLIN’ RAY:
Of all the members of the Hawkeye baseball 
program, the longest tenured is “Whistlin’” 
Ray Gilmore, who serves as Iowa’s official 
scorekeeper. Gilmore started as a batboy in 
1978, and has since served as manager, public 
address announcer and unofficial mascot for 
Iowa Baseball.
