POTENTIAL REMATCH
The probable lineups include fi ve rematches 
from the 2014 Midlands, including two fi nals 
rematches. 
 Cory Clark defeated Zain Richards, 3-1, in 
the 133-pound fi nals, handing Richards (17-1) 
his only loss of the season.
 Evans defeated Zac Brunson, 2-1, in the 
174-pound fi nals, handing Brunson (18-1) his 
only loss of the season. 
 Three Hawkeyes look to avenge Midlands 
losses. Josh Dziewa lost to Steven Rodriguez, 
3-1, in the semifi nals at 141. Michael Kelly 
lost, 16-5, to Isaiah MarƟ nez in the semifi nals 
at 157, and Nick Moore lost, 5-2, to Jackson 
Morse in the 165-pound consolaƟ on fi nals. 

HAWKEYE TRAINED
Illinois head coach Jim Heff ernan and associ-
ate head coach Mark Perry were both stand-
out wrestlers at the University of Iowa.

Redshirt freshman Brandon Sorensen was 
named Big Ten Co-Wrestler of the Week by 
the conference offi  ce Jan. 13. 
 Sorensen, a naƟ ve of Cedar Falls, Iowa, 
scored a pair of takedowns and added 1:58 of 

riding Ɵ me to defeat second-ranked Josh Kindig 
of Oklahoma State, 6-1, on Sunday. 
 The win helped top-ranked Iowa roll to a 30-7 
win at No. 8 Oklahoma State, and vaulted So-
rensen to No. 3 in the naƟ onal rankings at 149 
pounds, the highest ranking of his career. 
 Sorensen leads Iowa with 22 wins, including 
six major decisions, fi ve pins, and two technical 
falls. He is 22-2 overall, and his last three wins 
have been against ranked opponents, including 
two in the top fi ve. 
 The weekly honor is the fi rst of his career and 
the second for Iowa this season -- Bobby Tel-
ford was honored Dec. 31. Sorensen shares the 
weekly honor with Ohio State’s Kyle Snyder. 
 
LAST OF THE UNBEATENS
Mike Evans (17-0), Nathan Burak (17-0), and 
Bobby Telford (11-0) enter with undefeated 
records. All three streaks are career bests. In 
the history of Iowa wrestling, 15 wrestlers have 
fi nished the season with a perfect record (mini-
mum 20 matches).

Three of Iowa’s four returning All-Americans 
-- Mike Evans (174), Nathan Burak (197), and 
Bobby Telford (285) -- are a combined 45-0 this 
season with 22 pins.

Iowa’s overall dual meet record is 949-224-31 
(.799) in 105 seasons. The Hawkeyes have won 
23 naƟ onal Ɵ tles and 34 Big Ten Ɵ tles. Iowa’s 53 
NCAA Champions have won a total of 81 NCAA 
individual Ɵ tles, crowning six three-Ɵ me and 16 
two-Ɵ me champions. The Hawkeyes’ 110 Big Ten

 Illinois’ Jesse Delgado upset top-ranked MaƩ  McDonough, 9-4, at 125, but the Hawk-
eyes counterpunched with a fall at 133 from No. 2 Tony Ramos. Ramos and 10th-ranked 
Daryl Thomas wrestled through a scoreless fi rst period before Ramos scored an escape 
and takedown in the second period to take a 3-0 lead into the third. Ramos totaled three 
more takedowns in the fi nal period and was working on nearfall points when he fl aƩ ened 
Thomas with 24 seconds on the clock.

Illinois 
then answered with a 5-0 win at 149 to trim the Hawkeyes’ lead to 9-6.
 Derek St. John swung the momentum back in Iowa’s favor when he piled up nine take-
downs and 3:45 of riding Ɵ me in a 20-8 major decision at 157 pounds.
 The Hawkeyes took a 13-6 lead into intermission, but Illinois fi red back out of the 
break when No. 8 Conrad Polz topped No. 13 Nick Moore, 7-3, at 165 pounds. Mike Evans 
then scored a 2-1 decision over No. 8 Jordan Blanton. AŌ er a scoreless fi rst period, Evans 
grabbed a 1-0 lead with a second period escape. He rode Blanton for 1:59 in the third pe-
riod to secure the riding Ɵ me point and give Iowa a 16-9 team lead.
 Ethen LoŌ house answered Evans’ win with two takedowns, one reversal, a pair of near-
fall points and 1:49 of riding Ɵ me to earn a 9-5 win over No. 20 Tony Dallago. 
 No. 15 Mario Gonzalez cut the lead to 19-12 with a 3-1 win over Nathan Burak, but his 
lack of bonus points clinched the dual for Iowa with one match to go.
 With the team win in the bag, Bobby Telford Ɵ ed a bow around the victory with a fi rst-
period pin over Chris Lopez at 285. Telford fi nished an early slide-by and was working on 
back points when he fi nished the fall at the 2:32 mark.

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Tom Brands
Head Coach (University of Iowa, 1992)

Three-time Big Ten Coach of the Year Tom Brands completed his 
eighth season as head wrestling coach at the University of Iowa. A 
1996 Olympic gold medalist and member of wrestling’s Hall of Fame, 
Brands is only the eighth wrestling coach at the University of Iowa. The 
former Hawkeye wrestler was a four-time All-American and three-time 
national champion (1989-92) at Iowa. He has a 154-15-1 (.907) overall 
and 61-6 (.909)  Big Ten coaching record at Iowa, and a 171-35-1 
(.826) career mark. 
    In eight seasons as Iowa’s head coach, Brands has led the Hawk-
eyes to three NCAA and Big Ten team titles, crowning nine NCAA 
champions, 11 Big Ten champions and 44 All-Americans. Iowa has 
honored 61 academic all-Big Ten recipients, including a school-record 
12 in 2011-12. The Hawkeyes have qualifi ed 72 wrestlers for the NCAA 
Championships in the last eight years, sending the entire 10-man line-

up in 2009, 2010, and 2014. Iowa has also won or shared six of the last seven Big Ten regular season titles. 
 During Brands’ tenure, Iowa set school records for longest dual unbeaten (84) and winning streaks (69), 
longest dual road unbeaten (51) and winning streaks (44), most Carver-Hawkeye Arena victories (11) and 
most dual shutouts (8). 
 Iowa also made another entry in the record books, setting the then-national collegiate dual meet atten-
dance record of 15,955 when Iowa defeated Iowa State, 20-15, on Dec. 6, 2008, at Carver-Hawkeye Arena. 
Iowa has led the nation in attendance in each of Brands’ eight seasons, setting an NCAA all-time attendance 
average of 9,014 in 2011-12. 
 Brands was named 2008 NWCA Coach of the Year after leading the Hawkeyes to their fi rst NCAA team 
title since 2000 and their fi rst Big Ten team title since 2004. He was named Big Ten Coach of the Year in 
2008, 2009 and 2010, becoming the fi rst coach in conference history to earn the honor in three consecutive 
seasons. 
 Brands served as head coach at Virginia Tech University for two seasons (2005-06), recording a 17-20 
dual mark. In his fi rst season with the Hokies, Brands led the team to the 2005 regular season Atlantic Coast 
Conference title, set a school record for dual meet wins (16) and had a school-record fi ve wrestlers qualify 
for the NCAA Championships. During his tenure, Virginia Tech crowned fi ve ACC champions and had two 
All-Americans. Senior heavyweight Mike Faust was named 2006 ACC Wrestler of the Year. 
 Prior to taking the helm at Virginia Tech, Brands was an assistant coach at Iowa for 12 seasons (1993-
2004). He helped the Hawkeyes to a 177-27 dual record, seven NCAA and eight Big Ten team titles, while 
crowning 23 NCAA champions, 73 All-Americans and 36 Big Ten champions. He was named the National 
Wrestling Coaches Association Assistant Coach of the Year in 2000. 
 In 2004, he was one of three coaches for the U.S. Olympic freestyle wrestling team, participating in 
Athens. Brands also served as assistant coach for the 2002 and 2003 U.S. Freestyle World Teams, earning 
Freestyle Coach of the Year honors from USA Wrestling both years. He was also a member of the U.S. 
coaching staff at the 2001 World Championships, and has coached a number of other U.S. teams in inter-
national competition. 
 As a competitor, Brands won the 1996 Olympic freestyle gold medal at 136.5 pounds in Atlanta, GA. He 
also won a gold medal at the 1993 World Freestyle Championships in Toronto, two World Cup gold medals 
(1994, 1995) and was the 1995 Pan American Games champion. He won four U.S. National titles (1993-96) 
and made four straight U.S. World or Olympic teams (1993-96). Along with his twin brother, Terry, Tom was 
named 1993 USA Wrestling Athlete of the Year, the 1993 John Smith Outstanding Freestyle Wrestler, and 
1993 Amateur Wrestling News Man of the Year. He was inducted into wrestling’s Hall of Fame in 2001. 
 Brands was a four-time All-American at Iowa (1989-92). During his Hawkeye career, he won three NCAA 
titles and was named Outstanding Wrestler of the 1992 NCAA Championships. Also a three-time Big Ten 
champion, Brands won 95 percent of his matches at Iowa. His career mark of 158-7-2 includes an unde-
feated season in 1991 (45-0). 
 The Sheldon, Iowa, native was born April 9, 1968. He earned his B.S. degree in physical education from 
Iowa in 1992. He and his wife, Jeni, have three children, Madigan, Kinsee and Tommy.
