Friday’s dual is the 101st meeƟ ng between 
Minnesota and Iowa. The schools fi rst met in 
1921, a 39-3 Iowa victory in Iowa City. 
 The Hawkeyes lead the all-Ɵ me series 71-
28-1. Iowa is 34-16 all-Ɵ me wrestling Minne-
sota at home, but the Gophers won the last 
meeƟ ng, 19-15, on Jan. 25, 2014.
 The schools have met 13 Ɵ mes since 2006-
07, Tom Brands’ fi rst season as Iowa’s head 
coach. The Hawkeyes own a 9-4 advantage 
during that stretch. 

IOWA VS. RANKED OPPONENTS 
Iowa is 6-0 against ranked opponents, with 
three wins at home and three on the road.
 Individually, Iowa’s probable lineup is 35-23 
against ranked opponents. Three Hawkeyes 
are undefeated against ranked opponents. 
They include Thomas Gilman (5-0), Brandon 
Sorensen (6-0), and Nathan Burak (3-0). 

STREAKING THROUGH THE BIG TEN
The Hawkeyes are 7-0 in the Big Ten, and 57-13 
in individual conference matches. 
 The Hawkeyes have won 19 consecuƟ ve 
Big Ten duals, the longest conference winning 
streak since winning 39 straight from 2007-
2012. Minnesota was the last team to beat 
Iowa in a Big Ten dual (19-15, Jan. 25, 2014).
 Iowa’s 19-dual win streak Ɵ es for the fourth 
longest in program history. The Hawkeyes won 
19 in a row from 1994-97, 21 in a row from 
1989-92, 39 in a row from 2007-2012, and 98 
in a row from 1974-1989.

PERFECT 7-0
Iowa is 7-0 in the Big Ten for the sixth Ɵ me 
since 2006-07, Tom Brands’ fi rst season as 
head coach. Each Ɵ me the Hawkeyes started 
7-0, they went on to fi nish with an undefeated 
conference record while winning the Big Ten 
regular season dual Ɵ tle (2008, 2009, 2010, 
2011, 2013, 2015).
 The Hawkeyes have won or shared seven of 
the last eight Big Ten dual championships, and 
have won or shared the regular season Ɵ tle 
eight Ɵ mes since the conference started rec-
ognizing a dual meet champion in 1999. Iowa 

won the Ɵ tle outright in 2000, 2008, 2009, 2010, 
2011, 2013, and 2015, and shared the Ɵ tle in 
2003 and 2014.

ALL AMERICAN DOMINANCE
Iowa’s four returning All-Americans -- Thomas 
Gilman (125), Cory Clark (133), Brandon So-
rensen (149), and Nathan Burak (197) -- are a 
combined 68-1 with 44 wins by bonus points. 
 Gilman, Sorensen, and Burak each won their 
respecƟ ve brackets at the 2015 Midlands. Clark 
was 3-0 before withdrawing prior to the semifi -
nals.
 The group is 20-1 against top 20 wrestlers, 
with two technical falls and three major deci-
sions. 

HEAVYWEIGHTS COLLIDE
Minnesota naƟ ves Sam Stoll and Michael Kroells 
will meet at 285 pounds for the fi rst Ɵ me in their 
collegiate careers. 
 Stoll was a two-Ɵ me Minnesota state champi-
on at Kasson-Matoville in Kasson, Minnesota. He 
is ranked seventh by Intermat. Kroells was a two-
Ɵ me state champion at ScoƩ  West High School 
in Belle Plaine, Minnesota. He is ranked ninth by 
Intermat.
 Stoll and Kroells have wrestled four common 
opponents this season. Both wrestlers defeated 
Alex Macki (SDSU), Tyler Kral (Purdue), and Col-
lin Jensen (Nebraska). Stoll defeated Rutgers’ 
Billy Smith, 3-1, in sudden victory. Kroells lost to 
Smith, 2-1, in the fi rst Ɵ ebreak. 

LAST OF THE UNBEATENS
Three Hawkeyes -- Thomas Gilman (17-0), Bran-
don Sorensen (19-0), and Nathan Burak (17-0) 
-- enter the fi nal week of January with unbeaten 
records. 
 It is the fi rst Ɵ me since 2009-10 that three 
Iowa wrestlers are undefeated this late in the 
season. MaƩ  McDonough (22-0), Brent Metcalf 
(22-0), and Jay Borschel (21-0) were undefeated 
entering the fi nal week in January 2010. All three 
wrestlers went on to win NCAA Ɵ tles. Borschel 
did it with an undefeated record (37-0). Both Mc-
Donough (37-1) and Metcalf (36-1) suff ered their 
only losses of the season in the Big Ten fi nals.
 In the history of Iowa wrestling, 15 wrestlers 
have fi nished the season with a perfect record 
(minimum 20 matches). Four of those wrestlers 
were able to perform the feat twice. They include 
Mark Ironside, Lincoln McIlravy, T.J. Williams and 
Jim Zalesky. Iowa coaches Tom Brands and Terry 
Brands are among the 15 wrestlers. Tom went 
45-0 in 1990-91 and Terry went 35-0 in 1991-92.

FALLS BIG AND SMALL
Junior 125-pounder Thomas Gilman and red-
shirt freshman 285-pounder Sam Stoll rank 1-2 
on the team in falls. Stoll has seven pins. Gil-
man has six. 
 Five of Gilman’s six falls have occurred in the 
fi rst period, with his quickest coming in 56 sec-
onds. The six falls are a new career high; he had 
fi ve pins in 2014-15.

 Clark defeated No. 7 Earl Hall of Iowa State, 
9-2, on Nov. 29, earned a decision against No. 
15 Brance Simms of SDSU on Dec. 4, scored a 
major decision over Rutgers’ No. 17 Anthony 
Giraldo on Dec. 10, won by 7-3 decision against 
Wisconsin’s No. 7 Ryan Taylor, and shutout No. 
14 Montoya, 2-0. 
 His only loss this season was to Illinois’ No. 7 
Zane Richards, 5-3, on Jan. 8.
 Clark is 27-10 all-Ɵ me and has won nine of 
his last 11 matches against ranked opponents.  
He has a career record of 23-1 at Carver-Hawk-
eye Arena. 

GROTHUS IS BACK, BACK AGAIN
Senior Brody Grothus returned to the dual 
lineup with a 6-0 win against No. 17 Danny Sa-
batello (Purdue) on Friday, Jan. 22. 

 It marked Grothus’ fi rst appearance in the 
dual lineup since December 2014. He shares 
the 141 spot in the probable lineup with To-
pher Carton, who has a 3-2 record in the Big 
Ten. 
 
BATTLE TESTED AT 149
For the seventh Ɵ me this season, sophomore 
Brandon Sorensen has a ranked opponent on 
his schedule. Minnesota’s Jake Short is ranked 
13th by Intermat. Sorensen is 2-0 in his career 
against Short, with a 4-0 decision in last sea-
son’s dual, and a medical forfeit in the opening 
round of the 2015 Big Ten Championships (So-
rensen was leading 8-0 before Short withdrew 
from the match). 
 Sorensen is 6-0 against ranked opponents, 
including two wins this season over No. 4 Jason 
Tsirtsis, and two wins over No. 5 Jake Suefl ohn. 
 Sorensen is 19-0 overall with fi ve major de-
cisions, three technical falls, and two pins at 
arguable the toughest weight class in the Big 
Ten. 
 According to Intermat rankings, fi ve of the 
top six wrestlers in the country are in the Big 
Ten. Sorensen is ranked No. 2 by Intermat, one 
spot behind Penn State’s Zain Retherford, and 
ahead of Tsirtsis (4), Suefl ohn (5), and Michi-
gan’s Alex Pantaleo (6). 
 Two more Big Ten wrestlers crack the top 13, 
including Ohio State’s Hunter Steiber (11) and 
Short (13)
 Sorensen is 11-2 all-Ɵ me against the Big 
Ten’s top rated wrestlers. He has never faced 
Retherford.
 
BURAK DRAWS TOP 5 MATCHUP
Senior Nathan Burak, ranked No. 3 by Intermat, 
is scheduled to face Minnesota’s BreƩ  Pfarr, 
ranked No. 4 by Intermat. It is the fi rst career 
meeƟ ng between the two. Pfarr wrestled at 
184 last season, losing 13-6 to Sammy Brooks 
in the regular season dual.
 Burak is ranked third for the fourth week 
in a row. It is the second Ɵ me in his career 
he cracked the top three. He spent one week 
ranked No. 3 in January 2015 before falling to 
Minnesota’s sixth-ranked ScoƩ  Schiller.
 Burak is 17-0 for the fi rst Ɵ me in his career. 
He started 13-0 last season. He has 10 wins by 
bonus points, including fi ve major decisions, 
three technical falls, and two falls. The three 
technical falls are a single-season career high, 
and the two falls match his single-season ca-
reer high.

Mike Evans (6th/174) and Bobby Telford (5th/285) won All-America 
honors for the third Ɵ me, Nathan Burak (7th/197) and Cory Clark 
(2nd/133) became two-Ɵ me All-Americans, and Thomas Gilman

MINNEAPOLIS -- Nick Moore used short Ɵ me, Mike Evans used over-
Ɵ me, and for the 71st Ɵ me in 100 meeƟ ngs the University of Iowa 
defeated Minnesota in a baƩ le for the Border Belt, 23-12, inside Wil-
liams Arena.
 Moore opened the dual with a quick six, whipping Brandon Kings-
ley to his back in the second period to give Iowa a 6-0 lead, and Evans 
topped fourth-ranked Logan Storley with a takedown 39 seconds into 
the fi rst sudden-victory period to give the Hawkeyes a 9-0 edge.
 The Hawkeye seniors stole a couple big moments from 13,603 Min-
nesota fans, and before the shock had a chance to seƩ le in, Sammy 
Brooks scored six takedowns at 184 to extend the Iowa lead to 12-0.
 The Hawkeyes won six-of-10 matches overall and scored the 
only bonus points of the dual. Besides Moore’s pin, Thomas Gilman 
notched nine takedowns, one reversal, and terminated his match, 23-

Three-time Big Ten Coach of the Year Tom Brands enters his 10th 
season as head wrestling coach at the University of Iowa. A 1996 
Olympic gold medalist and member of wrestling’s Hall of Fame, 
Brands is only the eighth wrestling coach at the University of Iowa. 
The former Hawkeye wrestler was a four-time All-American and 
three-time national champion (1989-92) at Iowa. He has a 176-16-
1 (.913) overall and 74-6 (.922) Big Ten coaching record at Iowa, 
and a 193-36-1 (.832) career mark.
    In nine seasons as Iowa’s head coach, Brands has led the Hawk-
eyes to three NCAA and four Big Ten team titles, crowning nine 

NCAA champions, 11 Big Ten champions and 50 All-Americans. Iowa has had 70 academic all-Big Ten 
recipients, including a school-record 12 in 2011-12. The Hawkeyes have qualified 82 wrestlers for the 
NCAA Championships in the last nine years, sending the entire 10-man lineup in 2009, 2010, 2014, 
and 2015. Iowa has also won or shared seven of the last eight Big Ten regular season titles. 
 Brands was named 2008 NWCA Coach of the Year after leading the Hawkeyes to their fi rst NCAA team 
title since 2000 and their fi rst Big Ten team title since 2004. He was named Big Ten Coach of the Year in 
2008, 2009 and 2010, becoming the fi rst coach in conference history to earn the honor in three consecutive 
seasons.
 Brands served as head coach at Virginia Tech University for two seasons (2005-06), recording a 17-20 
dual mark. In his fi rst season with the Hokies, Brands led the team to the 2005 regular season Atlantic Coast 
Conference title, set a school record for dual meet wins (16) and had a school-record fi ve wrestlers qualify 
for the NCAA Championships. During his tenure, Virginia Tech crowned fi ve ACC champions and had two 
All-Americans. Senior heavyweight Mike Faust was named 2006 ACC Wrestler of the Year.
 Prior to taking the helm at Virginia Tech, Brands was an assistant coach at Iowa for 12 seasons (1993-
2004). He helped the Hawkeyes to a 177-27 dual record, seven NCAA and eight Big Ten team titles, while 
crowning 23 NCAA champions, 73 All-Americans and 36 Big Ten champions. He was named the National 
Wrestling Coaches Association Assistant Coach of the Year in 2000.
 As a competitor, Brands won the 1996 Olympic freestyle gold medal at 136.5 pounds in Atlanta, Georgia. 
He also won a gold medal at the 1993 World Freestyle Championships in Toronto, two World Cup gold med-
als (1994, 1995) and was the 1995 Pan American Games champion. He won four U.S. National titles (1993-
96) and made four straight U.S. World or Olympic teams (1993-96). Along with his twin brother, Terry, Tom 
was named 1993 USA Wrestling Athlete of the Year, the 1993 John Smith Outstanding Freestyle Wrestler, 
and 1993 Amateur Wrestling News Man of the Year. He was inducted into wrestling’s Hall of Fame in 2001.
 Brands was a four-time All-American at Iowa (1989-92). During his Hawkeye career, he won three NCAA 
titles and was named Outstanding Wrestler of the 1992 NCAA Championships. Also a three-time Big Ten 
champion, Brands won 95 percent of his matches at Iowa. His career mark of 158-7-2 includes an unde-
feated season in 1991 (45-0).
 The Sheldon, Iowa, native was born April 9, 1968. He earned his B.S. degree in physical education from 
Iowa in 1992. He and his wife, Jeni, have three children, Madigan, Kinsee and Tommy.
