Michigan won
six-of-seven in the series from 2001-06, includ-
ing a 21-11 win in lowa City on Feb. 13, 2005,
which was the Wolverines last win in lowa City.
lowa head coach Tom Brands is 6-0 against
the Wolverines since being named lowa’s head
coach in 2006.

HIGH/LOW FACTS

BROOKS MORE THAN A FILL-IN

Freshman Sammy Brooks has made eight dual starts this season, four at 184 and four at 197. He
is 5-3 in those duals with wins over No. 16 Nolan Boyd (Oklahoma State) and No. 11 T.J. Dudley
(Nebraska).

e Brooks is 16-7 overall, and 14-5 competing at 184 pounds.

e Two of Brooks’ losses were to the No. 3 ranked 197-pounder in the country (Gadson, Sheptock).
e Brooks has a team-best three overtime wins (3-0).

HAWKEYE WRESTLING HISTORY

lowa’s overall dual meet record is 938-224-31 (.799) in 104 seasons. The Hawkeyes have won
23 national titles and 34 Big Ten titles. lowa’s 52 NCAA Champions have won a total of 80 NCAA
individual titles, crowning six three-time and 16 two-time champions. The Hawkeyes’ 105 Big
Ten champions have won a total of 190 conference titles. There have been seven four-time, 18
three-time, and 28 two-time lowa winners. lowa’s 148 All-Americans have earned All-America
status 301 times, including 17 four-time, 32 three-time and 38 two-time honorees.

ALL-AMERICAN STREAK

The Hawkeyes have crowned at least one All-American every year since 1972, a span of 42 sea-
sons. lowa has totaled 255 All-America honors during that stretch. The Hawkeyes return five
All-Americans to this year’s squad. Tony Ramos (2nd-133), Derek St. John (1st-157), Mike Evans
(6th-174) and Ethen Lofthouse (5th-184) join 2012 All-American Bobby Telford (5th-285) in the
2013-14 lineup.

40 YEARS OF DOMINANCE

Since 1974, only seven schools have captured the NCAA Championship. During that 40-year
span, the Hawkeyes have won 23 team titles, including nine straight from 1978-86. The other
schools include Oklahoma State (7), Minnesota (3), Penn State (3), lowa State (2), Arizona State
(1) and Oklahoma (1).

THE ATTENDANCE GAME
Through seven home dates the Hawkeyes have drawn nearly 60,000 fans to Carver-Hawkeye
Arena. Including the lowa City Duals, 59,198 wrestling fans have visited Carver-Hawkeye Arena in
2013-14. lowa set a single-season home attendance record last year with 66,904.

The Hawkeyes are on pace to average over 8,000 fans for the sixth straight year. Through six
home dates (the lowa City Duals are excluded from official attendance averages), lowa has aver-
aged 8,914 fans.

Head Coach (University of lowa, 1992)

Three-time Big Ten Coach of the Year, Tom Brands, is in his eighth
season as head wrestling coach at the University of lowa. A 1996
Olympic gold medalist and member of wrestling’s Hall of Fame,
Brands is only the eighth wrestling coach at the University of lowa.
The former Hawkeye wrestler was a four-time All-American and three-
time national champion (1989-92) at lowa. He has a 143-15-1 (.902)
overall and 56-6 (.903) Big Ten coaching record at lowa, and a 160-
35-1(.818) career mark.

In seven seasons as lowa’s head coach, Brands has led the Hawk-
eyes to three NCAA and Big Ten team titles, crowning eight NCAA
champions, 10 Big Ten champions and 38 All-Americans. lowa has
honored 53 academic all-Big Ten honorees, including a school-record
12in 2011-12. The Hawkeyes have qualified 62 wrestlers for the NCAA
Championships in the last seven years, sending the entire 10-man

lineup in 2009-10. lowa has also won five of the last six Big Ten regular season titles.

During Brands’ tenure, lowa set school records for longest dual unbeaten (84) and winning streaks (69),
longest dual road unbeaten (51) and winning streaks (44), most Carver-Hawkeye Arena victories (11) and
most dual shutouts (8).

lowa also made another entry in the record books, setting the national collegiate dual meet attendance
record of 15,955 when it hosted lowa State Dec. 6, 2008, at Carver-Hawkeye Arena. The previous record of
15,646 was set Feb. 1, 2002, when Minnesota hosted lowa at the Target Center in Minneapolis. The Hawk-
eyes won the lowa State dual, 20-15. lowa has led the nation in attendance in each of Brands’ six seasons,
setting an NCAA all-time attendance average of 9,014 in 2011-12.

Brands was named 2008 NWCA Coach of the Year after leading the Hawkeyes to their first NCAA team
title since 2000 and their first Big Ten team title since 2004. He was named Big Ten Coach of the Year in
2008, 2009 and 2010, becoming the first coach in conference history to earn the honor in three consecutive
Seasons.

Brands served as head coach at Virginia Tech University for two seasons (2005-06), recording a 17-20
dual mark. In his first season with the Hokies, Brands led the team to the 2005 regular season Atlantic Coast
Conference title, set a school record for dual meet wins (16) and had a school-record five wrestlers qualify
for the NCAA Championships. During his tenure, Virginia Tech crowned five ACC champions and had two
All-Americans. Senior heavyweight Mike Faust was named 2006 ACC Wrestler of the Year.

Prior to taking the helm at Virginia Tech, Brands was an assistant coach at lowa for 12 seasons (1993-
2004). He helped the Hawkeyes to a 177-27 dual record, seven NCAA and eight Big Ten titles, while
crowning 23 NCAA champions, 73 All-Americans and 36 Big Ten champions. He was named the National
Wrestling Coaches Association Assistant Coach of the Year in 2000.

In 2004, he was one of three coaches for the U.S. Olympic freestyle wrestling team, participating in
Athens. Brands also served as assistant coach for the 2002 and 2003 U.S. Freestyle World Teams, earning
Freestyle Coach of the Year honors from USA Wrestling both years. He was also a member of the U.S.
coaching staff at the 2001 World Championships, and has coached a number of other U.S. teams in inter-
national competition.

As a competitor, Brands won the 1996 Olympic freestyle gold medal at 136.5 pounds in Atlanta, GA. He
also won a gold medal at the 1993 World Freestyle Championships in Toronto, two World Cup gold medals
(1994, 1995) and was the 1995 Pan American Games champion. He won four U.S. National titles (1993-96)
and made four straight U.S. World or Olympic teams (1993-96). Along with his twin brother, Terry, Tom was
named 1993 USA Wrestling Athlete of the Year, the 1993 John Smith Outstanding Freestyle Wrestler and
1993 Amateur Wrestling News Man of the Year. He was inducted into wrestling’s Hall of Fame in 2001.

Brands was a four-time All-American at lowa (1989-92). During his Hawkeye career, he won three NCAA
titles and was named Outstanding Wrestler of the 1992 NCAA Championships. Also a three-time Big Ten
champion, Brands won 95 percent of his matches at lowa. His career mark of 158-7-2, included an unde-

feated season in 1991 (45-0).
The Sheldon, lowa, native was born April 9, 1968. He earned his B.S. degree in physical education from
lowa in 1992. He and his wife, Jeni, have three children, Madigan, Kinsee and Tommy.
