(126-94) on Dec. 3, 1987 in the All-College Tournament in Oklahoma City, Oklahoma.
•  Iowa is ge"  ng produc! on up and down its roster through two contests. Iowa reserves 

have scored a combined 73 points through two games, averaging 36.5 points per ou! ng.
• Luka Garza is averaging a double-double through two games (17 ppg and 10 rpg). Garza 

is the only Hawkeye to score in double fi gures in each of its fi rst two contests. The junior 
posted the fi rst double-double in an Iowa season opener (20 points & 12 rebounds versus 
SIUE) since Aaron White versus Chicago State (19 points & 10 rebounds) on Nov. 11, 2011.

• The Hawkeyes have made 79.7 percent of its free-throw a; empts through two games, 
making 51 of their 64 a; empts.

• Iowa has won 60 of its last 65 nonconference home games, da! ng back to 2012. 
•  Iowa has led the Big Ten in scoring off ense two of the last six years, including last season.
• Freshman walk-on Aidan Vanderloo will redshirt the 2019-20 season.
• Last season, Iowa went undefeated in regular season nonconference play for the fi rst 

! me since the 1986-87 season, winning all 11 games by a margin of 16.9 points. 
• Iowa has qualifi ed for four NCAA tournaments over the last six years (2014, 2015, 2016, 

2019) and seven postseason tournaments over the last eight seasons (4 NCAA; 3 NIT).
• Iowa won 23 games a year ago, its second highest total in 13 seasons, and most victories 

under Fran McCaff ery for an NCAA Tournament team.
• Iowa was na! onally-ranked for 16 straight weeks in either the Associated Press or 

Coaches Poll (Nov. 19, 2018 - Feb. 25, 2019).
• Fran McCaff ery has guided Iowa to 20 wins or more in fi ve of the last seven seasons and 

upper division fi nishes in the Big Ten six of the last seven seasons. Only Michigan State 
(7) has more fi rst division fi nishes than Iowa (6) and Wisconsin (6) since the 2013 season.

• In only three-plus seasons, Jordan Bohannon (265) surpassed Jeff  Horner (262) to 
become Iowa’s all-! me leader in 3-point fi eld goals made.

• Jordan Bohannon led the Big Ten in free throw percentage each of the last two seasons. 
• Jordan Bohannon is the 10th player in all of Division I basketball since 1992, to post at 

least 79 triples and 118 assists per season in each of his fi rst three seasons.
• Luka Garza joins Aaron White, Tyler Cook, and Jess Se; les as the only Hawkeyes to total 

more than 800 points and 350 rebounds through their sophomore season.

HAWKEYES FALL IN GAVITT TIPOFF GAMES CONTEST TO DEPAUL

DePaul sprinted out to a 19-2 advantage and never looked back in a 93-78 Gavi�  Tipoff  
Games victory over Iowa on Monday evening on Mediacom Court at Carver-Hawkeye Arena.
• Four Hawkeyes ne� ed double fi gures, led by redshirt freshman CJ Fredick’s 16 points. 

Also scoring in double digits were Luka Garza (14), Ryan Kriener (13) and Joe Toussaint 
(13). Garza has scored in double fi gures in Iowa’s fi rst two games of the season.

• Fredrick ne� ed 13 of his 16 points in the fi nal 20 minutes of play, while Kriener tallied 
11 of his 13 points in the fi rst half. Kriener made all fi ve of his fi eld goal a� empts.

• Forwards Luka Garza and Ryan Kriener combined for 27 points (10-17 FG, 5-7 FT) and 
16 rebounds against the Blue Demons.

• For the second game in a row, the Hawkeyes a� empted 32 free throws. Iowa mde 24 
of the 32 a� empts (.750) against the Blue Demons on Monday.

• The loss snapped Iowa’s streak of 18 straight nonconference home wins inside Carver-
Hawkeye Arena, da� ng back to Dec. 3, 2016 versus Omaha (L, 98-89).

BOHANNON JOINS 1,000-POINT CLUB

Jordan Bohannon is 25 assists from becoming the sixth Hawkeye to amass 1,000 points 
and 500 assists. Bohannon also surpassed Jeff  Horner for fi rst in career triples made as 
a Hawkeye with his three treys in Iowa’s last contest of the 2018-19 season against No. 
6 Tennessee in the NCAA Tournament second round. The Hawkeye senior enters Friday 
night’s game versus Oral Roberts with 265 3-pointers.

2019-20 IOWA HAWKEYES ROSTER
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Fran McCaff ery, who is signed through the 2023 

season, is in his 10th season as the head basket-

ball coach at the University of Iowa and his 24th 

year overall as a college head coach. McCaff ery 

has reached the 20-win plateau eight of the last 12 

seasons, including four of the last six years.

 McCaff ery spent fi ve seasons (2005-10) as the 

head coach at Siena, six years at UNC-Greensboro 

(1999-2005) and three seasons at Lehigh (1985-

88) before joining the Hawkeyes.  

 McCaff ery has three decades of Division I coach-

ing experience. He concluded his 37th season as a 

collegiate coach in 2019, which includes 23 years as a head coach and 14 as 

an assistant. McCaff ery is one of 14 coaches to lead at least four diff erent 

Division I teams to the NCAA Tournament.

 McCaff ery, 59, holds a career mark of 426-310 (.579) and guided his 

teams to 12 postseason appearances (nine NCAA & four NIT). He is 175-

133 (.568) at Iowa; the second winningest coach in program history. Mc-

Caff ery led Iowa to NCAA Tournament wins in three of the last fi ve years 

(2015, 2016, and 2019). 

Since taking over the Iowa program in 2010, the Hawkeyes have earned 

seven postseason tournament berths (4 NCAA, 3 NIT). McCaff ery coached 

Iowa to 25 victories in 2013, equaling the second-most win total in program 

history. McCaff ery has guided seven diff erent Hawkeyes to all-conference 

honors, including four straight fi rst team honorees (2014-17). The last � me 

Iowa had four consecu� ve fi rst-team all-league honorees was 1945-48.

 McCaff ery has posted upper division fi nishes in six of the last seven sea-

sons at Iowa and 18 of 23 seasons as a head coach. He has posted 20 wins 

or more nine of the last 13 seasons, including fi ve of the last seven years 

at Iowa (2013, 2014, 2015, 2016, and 2019). Iowa’s 163 victories between 

2013-19 are the most over an eight-year span at Iowa since 1987-94.

 McCaff ery and the Hawkeyes have made Carver-Hawkeye Arena one of 

the most feared arenas to play na� onally. Fans have embraced McCaff ery 

and his team’s style of play with a� endance increasing by more than 50 

percent since 2010. The Hawkeyes boast a 96-27 (.780) home record the last 

seven seasons, which includes a school-record 18 wins in 2014.

 McCaff ery’s fi ve years at Siena were the best in its 70-year history. He led 

the Saints on an incredible run that ended with three straight Metro Atlan� c 

Athle� c Conference championships and NCAA Tournament appearances. 

 McCaff ery’s Saints owned a 112-51 (.687) record in his fi ve years with the 

program. He guided the Saints to four consecu� ve 20-win seasons. McCaff ery’s 

achievements earned the head coach Siena Hall of Fame recogni� on in 2017.

 The 2009 MAAC Coach of the Year and 2010 District I Coach of the Year 

is the third winningest coach, by percentage, in league history (68-22, .756). 

He is the only coach to guide a MAAC program to two NCAA Tournament 

wins. McCaff ery led his 2008 and 2009 teams to fi rst round NCAA Tourna-

ment victories over Vanderbilt and Ohio State, respec� vely.

 In his fi nal two seasons at Siena, he coached the Saints to back-to-back 

27-win campaigns and boasted a combined 39-3 (.929) record against MAAC 

opponents, which included MAAC Tournament contests.

 McCaff ery began his coaching career as an assistant at Penn (1982-83) 

and Lehigh (1983-85). A� er three seasons as head coach at Lehigh, he spent 

11 seasons as an assistant at Notre Dame (1988-99).

 McCaff ery played basketball at Wake Forest his freshman year (1977-78) 

and then concluded his collegiate playing career at Penn his fi nal three sea-

sons (1979-82). 

 He earned his B.S. degree in Economics from The Wharton School (Penn) 

in 1982. McCaff ery also earned a Master of Educa� on from Lehigh in 1985.

• Oral Roberts enters Friday’s game against the Hawkeyes with a 1-2 record, bea! ng 
Houston Bap! st (95-81), but falling on the road at Oklahoma State (80-75) and at Tulsa 
(74-67).

• In its last ou! ng at Tulsa on Tuesday, Oral Roberts’ Kevin Obanor posted a double-double 
with 13 points and 11 rebounds. Also scoring in double fi gures was Max Abmas (12), 
Elijah Lufi le (10), and Emmanuel Nzekwesi (10). The Golden Eagles (10) made six more 
3-pointers than the Golden Hurricanes (4).

Senior guard Jordan Bohannon has been recovering from hip sur-
gery in May. Bohannon entered the 2019-20 season with 96 con-
secu� ve starts, which � ed for the eighth-longest ac� ve streak in 

the country. The streak was snapped in Iowa’s opener last Friday 

when Bohannon played 19 minutes off  the bench versus SIUE.

 Bohannon (6-foot-1, 185 pounds) suff ered the injury early his 

junior season and managed the injury un� l the end of the season. 

 A third-team All-Big Ten performer last season, Bohannon was 

credited with a team-best 118 assists, becoming just the seventh 

Hawkeye to register three 100-assist seasons. The na� ve of Mar-

ion, Iowa, is one of 10 Division I basketball players since 1992, 

to total at least 79 3-pointers and 118 assists in each of his fi rst 

three seasons. As a junior, Bohannon ranked third on the team in 

scoring (11.6 ppg) and led the Big Ten in free throw accuracy dur-

ing league play. Bohannon is Iowa’s all-� me leader in 3-point fi eld 

goals made (264). Last season, Bohannon ne� ed 85 points over 

the fi nal two minutes of regula� on and two minutes of over� me 

to rank among the na� on’s best.

Bohannon became the seventh Hawkeye to register three 

100-assist seasons (Dean Oliver, Jeff  Horner, B.J. Armstrong, An-

dre Woolridge, Mike Gesell, Devyn Marble).

GARZA JOINS ELITE COMPANY

Luka Garza has put up numbers that few Hawkeyes have done 

through their sophomore season. Garza joins Aaron White, Jess 

Se� les, and Tyler Cook as the only Hawkeyes to total more than 

800 points and 350 rebounds through their sophomore year.

 Garza’s sophomore campaign started with surgery in early 

September to remove a benign cyst in his abdomen. The na� ve 

of Washington, D.C., recovered in � me to start the season opener 

and have another stellar season for the Hawkeyes.

Olson was instru-

mental in the vision and construc� on of Carver-Hawkeye Arena, 

which opened on Jan. 5, 1983. Olson went on to coach at the Uni-

versity of Arizona for 25 years (1983-2008).

RYAN KRIENER TOOK THE NEXT STEP

Ryan Kriener registered single-season bests in nearly every sta� s� -

cal category as a junior last year. His scoring (5.7) and rebounding 

(3.0) averages improved, along with his shoo� ng percentages. 

Kriener tallied double fi gures seven � mes in 2018-19.

 The na� ve of Spirit Lake, Iowa, is off  to a good start in 2019-20
