The 2005 meetings also
came at Michigan, where the Hawkeyes won the opener, 5-2, on April
1,2005. The Wolverines won the second game of the series, 3-1, be-
fore claiming the third meeting at the Big Ten Tournament, 7-2, on
May 14.

HAWKEYE BIG TEN PLAYERS OF THE WEEK

Junior Liz Watkins was tabbed as the Big Ten Player of the Week April
18 after leading the Hawkeyes to a 3-1 record in games against Min-
nesota and Northwestern. The catcher finished the week with a .625
batting average with seven RBI and four runs scored.

Watkins earned the accolade the first time on March 28 after hit-
ting .714 with six RBl and six RBl and three runs scored in lowa's series
sweep at Ohio State. The catcher went 4-for-4 in the opener with
three RBI before tallying her fifth straight hit on a three-run long ball
to send lowa to the sweep. It was Watkins' second career honor.

Senior Stephanie Ochoa was the first Hawkeye honoree March
21 after hitting .612 to lead the Hawkeyes to a 4-2 record. The Califor-
nia native went 4-for-4 in a game at No. 11 Tennessee, which were a
career high in hits. She then closed out the week going 5-for-6 with
four runs and an RBI in the doubleheader sweep of South Dakota.

SWEEP YOU VERY MUCH

The Hawkeyes have posted three series sweeps in Big Ten Conference
play. lowa opened league play with a road sweep at Ohio State be-
fore doing the same in home series over Michigan State and North-
western. It was the Hawkeyes' first sweep over Northwestern since
the 2004 season.

WATKINS MATCHES CAREER HIGH

Junior Liz Watkins matched her career high in home runs when she
belted her eighth and ninth jacks of the season in the 9-7 victory over
Northwestern on April 17.

(16/12), while a quartet of individuals are tied
for third with 10.

BIG INNING HAWKEYES
lowa plated eight runs in the bottom of the
fourth inning to rally from a 7-1 deficit to beat
Northwestern, 9-7, on April 17. The Hawkeyes
scored the eight runs despite coming up with
just two hits in the inning. It was the most
runs for the team since plating nine at Wis-
consin last season.

lowa has plated five or more runs in sev-
en innings this season. The eight runs are a
high for a single inning, while the squad has
scored six runs on three occasions (vs. [daho
State, vs. South Dakota, vs. Michigan State).

AN ON BASE MACHINE
Junior LizWatkins reached base in each of her
first eight plate appearances in lowa's two
game sweep over Northwestern. The catcher
went 2-for-2 to go along with three hit by
pitches in the opener and 2-for-3 with a pair
of home runs in the finale. Watkins struck out
in her final at-bat of the weekend.

Over the last six games, Watkins is bat-
ting .615 with eight hits in 13 at-bats. She has
nine RBI, six runs scored and a 2.004 OPS.

SCHUELKE GOES DEEP

Senior Jenny Schuelke belted her fourth
home run of the season in the 4-3 victory over
lowa State April 20. The long ball was the
outfielder's 14th career home run.

TABLE SETTER

Junior Katie Keim has been coming on as of

late, serving as a catalyst at the top of the

lowa line-up. The Missouri native is riding a

six game hitting streak, where she has record-

ed multi-hit contests in four of the six games.
During the stretch, Keim is batting .440.

GUNNIN' EM DOWN

Junior LizWatkins has thrown out 16 base run-
ners this season. In the series against North-
western, the catcher gunned down three
Wildcat base runners. Entering the weekend,
NU had been caught only three times the en-
tire season (67-70).

LYON HURLS A ONE-HITTER
Sophomore Chelsea Lyon pitched one of the
best games of her Hawkeye career in leading

lowa to a 2-1 victory at Minnesota on Wednes-
day evening. The Oklahoma native allowed a
single hit - a third inning solo home run - in
the complete game victory.

In the doubleheader against the Golden
Gophers, Lyon pitched 9.1 innings in the cir-
cle, allowing one run on two hits with three
strikeouts.

BATS EMERGE AT PEARL

The Hawkeyes erupted for 17 hits in the 9-8
victory over Michigan State in the series finale
at Pearl Field. The 17 hits were the most for
the team since Feb. 25 (at FGCU - 18 hits) and
the second most for the squad in a game this
season. The hit total are also the most in a
conference game.

GAINING THE EARLY ADVANTAGE

The Hawkeyes have jumped on opponents
early in games this season, out scoring the
opposition 42-22 in the first inning alone.
lowa has gone on to post an 21-6 record
when scoring first.

WATKINS GETS 100TH CAREER RBI

The lllinois native is the 11th player in lowa
history with at least 100 RBI, ranking 10th
with 106 driven in.
