He is the 12th
Big Ten Conference coach to win 100 games. His Big Ten record
is 67-57. Ferentz ranks ninth in Big Ten history in total wins and
conference victories.

Jerry Killis in his fourth season at Minnesota and 21st season as
a college head coach. Kill is 23-23 with the Golden Gophers and
his career mark is 150-96.

3-1in Big Ten play.

lowa has scored 30 or more points in three consecutive games for the first time since
opening the 2011 season with four straight games with 30-plus points. The last time
lowa scored 30-plus points in three consecutive conference games was 2010 (Michigan,
38; Wisconsin, 30; Michigan State, 37).

lowa scored a season-high 48 points against Northwestern, its most points scored in
a Big Ten game since Nov. 21, 2008 against Minnesota (W, 55-0).

In Big Ten games only, the Hawkeyes lead the conference averaging 260.8 passing yards
per game. The Hawkeyes are also No. 1 in pass defense, allowing 117.2 passing yards
per game.

lowa leads the Big Ten in kickoff returns (26.5) and kickoff coverage (16.3). The
Hawkeyes’ kickoff return ranks fifth and their kickoff coverage ranks seventh nationally.
lowa has 10 interceptions, tied for the fourth most in the Big Ten. Eight different players
have recorded an interception.

In four of lowa’s six wins, the Hawkeyes recorded an interception on its opponents’ final
drive (CB Greg Mabin vs. UNI; FS Anthony Gair at Pitt; SS John Lowdermilk at Purdue;
FS Jordan Lomax vs. Indiana).

lowa has returned an interception for a touchdown in each of the last seven seasons
and 12 of the last 14 seasons. CB Desmond King returned an interception for a touch-
down (35 yards) against Indiana on Oct. 11.

Seventeen Hawkeyes have caught at least one pass this season (seven backs, six receiv-
ers, four tight ends). The Hawkeyes have had 10 or more players record at least one
catch in four of their six wins.

lowa has converted 10 fourth-down attempts, tied with Purdue for most in the Big Ten.
The Hawkeyes have scored two touchdowns on fourth down (one pass, one rush).
lowa has used 13 first-time starters -- five on offense (C Tommy Gaul, FB John Kenny,
WR Jacob Hillyer, FB Macon Plewa, OL Sean Welsh) six on defense (DE Nate Meier, LB
Bo Bower, CB Maurice Fleming, FS Anthony Gair, CB Greg Mabin, LB Reggie Spearman),
and two on special teams (P Dillon Kidd and K Marshall Koehn).

Parker rush).

lowa scored on three straight offensive plays in the first quarter against Indiana on Oct. 11.
TE Jake Duzey caught a 12-yard touchdown pass from QB Jake Rudock with 4:41 left. On
lowa’s next play from scrimmage, WR Damond Powell caught a 72-yard touchdown pass
from Rudock. On lowa’s next play from scrimmage, RB Jonathan Parker ran for a 60-yard
touchdown.

Against Indiana on Oct. 11, lowa scored two offensive touchdowns of 60 yards or greater
(Rudock to Powell, 72 yards; Parker 60-yard rush) for the first time since Oct. 31, 2009 vs.
Indiana. (Stanzi to McNutt, 92 yards; Stanzi to Johnson-Koulianos, 66 yards).

the Gophers’ Homecoming and retain possession of
the Floyd of Rosedale trophy.

lowa’s defense limited Minnesota to 30 yards
rushing on 27 attempts (1.1 avg.), collecting two
interceptions, and amassing six tackles for loss, in-
cluding four sacks. The Gophers entered the game
averaging 282 yards rushing per game.

The Hawkeyes struck first with a 49-yard Mike
Meyer field goal in the first period. Jake Rudock
scrambled for a 4-yard scoring run in the second quarter, and later connected with WR
Damond Powell on a screen pass that Powell took 74 yards to the end zone, extending
lowa’s advantage to 17-0 at halftime.

Meyer added second-half field goals of 23 and 46 yards to finish lowa’s scoring. Min-
nesota’s lone score came on a 23-yard touchdown reception by Derrick Engel late in the
third quarter.

RB Mark Weisman carried the ball 24 times for 147 yards. WR Kevonte Martin-Manley
caught six balls for 56 yards, and Rudock completed 15-of-25 passes for 218 yards while
accounting for two touchdowns (one pass and one rush).

LB Anthony Hitchens led the Hawkeye defense with 10 tackles. LB James Morris added
eight tackles, including a QB sack, and a fourth quarter interception.

Minnesota QB Philip Nelson completed 12-0f-24 passes for 135 yards. Rodrick Williams
was held to just 22 yards on seven attempts to lead Minnesota’s ground game.

Kirk Ferentz (pronounced FAIR-rintz,
rhymes with parents) is in his 16th season as
head football coach at lowa and is the dean
of Big Ten Conference football coaches. His
latest contract extension runs through the
2020 season.

Named Big Ten Conference Coach of the
Year in 2002, 2004 and 2009, joining
Hayden Fry, Bo Schembechler and Joe
Paterno as the only three-time recipients.
Guided lowa to Big Ten titles in 2002 and
2004.

Ferentz ranks ninth with 114 overall wins as a member of the Big
Ten Conference. He has 67 Big Ten wins, ninth all-time.

Named the 2002 Associated Press and Walter Camp National
Coach of the Year and AFCA Regional Coach of the Year.

lowa has made two BCS bowl appearances, including a 24-14 win
in the 2010 FedEx Orange Bowl.

lowa has played in seven January bowl games with four January
bowl victories (2004 Outback Bowl, 2005 Capital One Bowl, 2009
Outback Bowl and 2010 FedEx Orange Bowl).

lowa has posted a 105-60 (.636) overall mark and a 62-43 (.590)
Big Ten record since 2001. Ferentz has placed in the top one-half
of the conference nine times, including Big Ten titles in 2002 and
2004, and a second-place finish in 2009.

TRINCA-PASAT, WADLEY EARN WEEKLY HONORS

DT Louis Trinca-Pasat and RB Akrum Wadley were recognized by the Big Ten Confer-
ence following their performances against Northwestern on Nov. 1. Trinca-Pasat shared
Defensive Player of the Week honors, while Wadley was named Freshman of the Week.
It is the first career weekly conference award for both players.

Trinca-Pasat, a Chicago native (Lane Tech HS), led lowa’s defensive effort against North-
western with three QB sacks for minus 29 yards. He tallied three solo tackles and two
assists, along with one QB pressure. The Hawkeye defense held Northwestern to 180
yards total offense. Trinca-Pasat was also named honorable mention Defensive Lineman
of the Week by the College Football Performance Awards (CFPA).

Wadley played in two games this season before earning his first career statistics against
Northwestern. He led lowa’s ground game with 106 yards on 15 carries, and scored the
final points of the game on a 5-yard run. He is the first Hawkeye in 11 games to surpass
100 rushing yards.

COLLEGESPORTSMADNESS.com RECOGNIZES WEISMAN

RB Mark Weisman was selected by College Sports Madness (collegesportsmadness.com),
as the Big Ten Offensive Player of the Week. Weisman, a senior from Buffalo Grove, Illinois
(Stevenson HS), rushed 20 times for 94 yards and three touchdowns. He scored on runs
of eight (twice) and 14 yards, scoring multiple rushing touchdowns for the fifth straight
game. He has nine career multi-touchdown games.

Weisman has 18 touchdowns over lowa’s last 12 games. He has 13 rushing touchdowns
in 2014, a single-season career high (eight in 2012 and 2013) and the fifth most in a single
season. He has 29 career rushing touchdowns, the third most in program history (Sedrick
Shaw and Tavian Banks each scored 33) and the most in the Kirk Ferentz era.

Fifth-year senior C Tommy Gaul has started lowa’s last two games at center, his first two
career starts.

Starting center
Austin Blythe slid to right guard, and Gaul handled snaps the rest of the game. Gaul, a
Des Moines native, joined lowa as a walk-on in 2010. He appeared in one game in 2011,
and two games in 2013.

Six Hawkeyes were drafted in each of those
years, including three first round picks (OL Bryan Bulaga, 2010; DE Adrian Clayborn,
2011; OL Riley Reiff, 2012).

¢ |lowa and Alabama were the only two college football programs to have a first round
draft selection following the 2009, 2010 and 2011 seasons.

¢ |lowa had six players drafted in the 2012 NFL Draft, which tied for the most in the Big
Ten and tied for fourth in the country.

e In NFL 2011 regular season statistics, former Hawkeye linebackers Chad Greenway
(Minnesota) and Pat Angerer (Indianapolis) finished third and fourth, respectively, in
tackles.

e Former Hawkeyes Marshal Yanda (Baltimore OL) and Chad Greenway (Minnesota LB)
were named to the Pro Bowl for the first time in their respective NFL careers in 2012.
Greenway was a repeat selection in 2013.

e Three former Hawkeyes were involved in the 2012 Super Bowl. DB Tyler Sash played for
the Super Bowl champion New York Giants, while LB Jeff Tarpinian was on the injured
reserve roster of the New England Patriots.

Career Games Played/Starts: 31/29
Senior RB Mark Weisman has 29 career rushing touchdowns, third

most in program history. Only Sedrick Shaw (33) and Tavian Banks (33)
have more career rushing touchdowns.

Weisman has 29 career rushing touchdowns and 2,311 career
rushing yards on 519 career carries.

Has 13 rushing touchdowns this season, a single-season career
high (8in 2012, 8in 2013) and tied for the fifth most by a Hawkeye
running back in single season history.

Has more rushing touchdowns (29) than any other player under
Kirk Ferentz.

He is one of eight players in school history to surpass 2,200 career
rushing yards and 22 career rushing touchdowns. He has 2,311
career rushing yards, and 29 career rushing touchdowns. The other
seven include Sedrick Shaw, Ladell Betts, Albert Young, Tavian
Banks, Owen Gill, Ronnie Harmon, and Shonn Greene.

He recorded a career-high 11 stops at Maryland.

Intercepted a pass in the end zone on Indiana’s final possession.
It was his first career interception.

Started at free safety in lowa’s first three games before sitting out
the first half at Pitt due to a targeting penalty in the second half
against lowa State. Returned to the starting lineup at Purdue.
Recorded six tackles and one pass breakup at Purdue.
Recorded three tackles and one pass breakup while playing just
the second half at Pitt.

He moved from cornerback to safety during 2013 spring practice.

IOWA PROGRAM NOTES

lowa has 103 wins since 2002. Only 23 programs across the coun-
try have 100 or more wins since the start of the 2002 season.
Including 2014, the Hawkeyes have earned bowl eligibility in 13
of the last 14 seasons.

lowa earned Big Ten Conference championships in 2002 and
2004 and placed second in 2009. lowa (8-0, 2002) is one of
three Big Ten teams to post a perfect mark in conference play
since 1998 (BCS era).

lowa has ranked in the top 10 in the final Associated Press and
CNN/USA Today coaches polls in four of the past 11 seasons,
including a ranking of seventh in both polls at the conclusion of
the 2009 season. lowa ranked eighth in 2002, 2003 and 2004
and the Hawkeyes were also 20th in 2008.

lowa established a school record with 11 wins in 2002 (11-2)
and matched that record in 2009. In 2009, lowa started 9-0 and
won 10 regular season games for just the fourth time in school
history.

lowa won 10 or more games in three consecutive years (2002-
04) for the first time in school history.

Kirk Ferentz has been named Big Ten Coach of the Year three
times (2002, 2004 & 2009) and he was named National Coach
of the Year in 2002. Ferentz joins Michigan’s Bo Schembechler
(four), lowa’s Hayden Fry (three) and Penn State’s Joe Paterno
(three) as the only coaches to be honored in more than two
seasons.

lowa has had national award winners in: Robert Gallery (2003
Outland, Top Lineman); Brad Banks (2002 Davey O’Brien, Top
Quarterback; 2002 Associated Press National Player of the Year);
Dallas Clark (2002 Mackey, Top Tight End); Nate Kaeding (2002
Groza, Top Kicker); Shonn Greene (2008 Doak Walker, Top Run-
ning Back).

lowa has appeared in the final Associated Press poll 22 times in
program history, a total that ranks 25th-best in the country.
lowa’s football record in the 2000 decade was 80-45 (.640), a
record that ranks as the best decade in lowa football history,
based on total wins. lowa posted a record of 77-40-4 (.652)
during the 1980’s and the Hawkeyes were 62-53-2 (.538) in the
1990’s.

Part of the Hawkeyes’ long term success is due to the stability
in the program. lowa has had just two head coaches since 1979.
Hayden Fry took over prior to the 1979 season and coached
through the 1998 season, posting a record of 143-89-6. Current
coach Kirk Ferentz replaced Fry, leading the program for the last
15-plus seasons. Ferentz also served as lowa’s offensive line
coach from 1981-89 under Fry.

lowa fans are known for their support of Hawkeye athletics, and
the attendance figures from 2012-13 support that claim. lowa
was one of four programs in the nation to rank among the top
25 in attendance for football, men’s basketball and women’s
basketball events in 2013-14. In addition, lowa was the only
program in the nation to rank among the top 25 in attendance a
year ago in football, men’s basketball, women’s basketball, and
wrestling. lowa sold an estimated 11,000 tickets to the 2014
Outback Bowl, with more than 15,000 Hawkeye fans attending
the game in Tampa. lowa sold 95 percent of it bowl game ticket
allotment, the highest percentage of any bowl team.

The Hawkeyes have played 51 consecutive games without a missed
or blocked PAT, the longest streak of any school in the nation. lowa has
converted on 153 consecutive PATs during the streak.

following a 20-17 loss to lowa State on Sept. 13. The Hawkeyes cur-
rently have possession of the Floyd of Rosedale and Heroes trophies.

FERENTZ THIRD IN LONGEVITY

Kirk Ferentz is in his 16th season as lowa’s head football coach and
ranks third in longevity among FBS head coaches. Ferentz is first
among Big Ten coaches and nationally ranks behind Virginia Tech’s
Frank Beamer and Larry Blakeney of Troy. Blakeny will retire at the end
of the season. Ferentz is tied for third with Bob Stoops of Oklahoma.

HAWKEYE HISTORY

lowa has played 1,188 games since beginning football in 1889. lowa’s
overall record is 612-537-39 (.530). That includes a 386-211-16 (.642)
record in home games, a 226-326-23 (.412) record in games away from
lowa City, a 305-363-25 (.455) mark in Big Ten games and a 269-175-15
(.601) record in Kinnick Stadium.

lowa’s roster includes 118 players from 20 states and one foreign
country. Among Big Ten schools, only Nebraska (25) and Penn State
(21) have a larger footprint in the United States. Of the Hawkeyes’
118 players, 40 are from lowa. The roster includes 18 players from
Illinois; 10 from Ohio; seven from Maryland, six from Michigan and
Texas; four from Missouri, Minnesota, New Jersey and Florida; three
from Nebraska and Wisconsin; two from Canada; one from Arizona,
Connecticut, Indiana, New York, Oklahoma, South Dakota, Tennessee,
Virginia, and West Virginia; and three from Canada. Only four FBS
schools —Michigan State (4), UCONN (3), UNLV (3), Wyoming (3) — have
more Canadians on their 2014 roster.

IOWA WILL RECEIVE

lowa has received the opening kickoff in 7-of-8 game this season. In 16
seasons as lowa’s head coach, Kirk Ferentz and the Hawkeye received
the opening kickoff in 157-0f-195 games (94-63). lowa has started the
game on defense in 38-0f-194 games under Ferentz (20-18). lowa start-
ed the game on defense one time this year (loss at Maryland, 38-31).

IOWA BOWL NOTES
lowa has appeared in 27 bowl games with a record of 14-12-1 (.537).

The Hawkeyes have competed in the Rose (five times), Outback (four),

Alamo (four), Holiday (three), Orange (two), Peach (two), Sun (two),

Insight (two), and the Capital One, Gator and Freedom bowls once.

TE George Kittle (Bruce in 1977-80), and TE Peter Pekar (Jimin 1980-81).

The 13 different
receivers are the most during the Kirk Ferentz era in a
single-game. Seven Hawkeyes accounted for the 151 yards
rushing, led by WR Tevaun Smith’s 35 yards.

Defensively, the Hawkeyes amassed nine tackles for loss,
including five sacks, and held the Panthers to 25 yards
rushing on 25 carries (1.0 average).

Weisman crossed the goal line from 1-yard out to reclaim
the lead with 5:03 left in the second quarter.

The teams exchanged field goals before the end of the
half, which included lowa junior’s Marshall Koehn’s first
career field goal (40 yards).

lowa stretched its lead to 24-13 on a 6-yard scoring strike
from Rudock to Smith with 10:13 left in the third period.

lowa rallied from a 10-point fourth-quarter deficit to upend
Ball State, 17-13, in Kinnick Stadium. The comeback equaled
the team’s second-largest in the fourth quarter since 1999;
lowa posted a 17-point comeback versus Pittsburgh in 2011
and had another 10-point rally against Indiana in 2009.

QB Jake Rudock engineered his third career fourth-quarter
comeback (Northwestern and Michigan in 2013). The junior
was 9-of-11 for 81 yards and two touchdowns on lowa’s final
two scoring drives. Rudock finished the game posting career
highs in completions (33), pass attempts (52), passing yards

Scott Secor field goals (27 and 42 yards).

Trailing by 10 points in the fourth quarter, lowa tallied a pair
of 12-yard touchdown passes in the final 2:52 of the game
to notch its second victory of the season. Rudock connected
with WR Derrick Willies for his first career touchdown
reception with 2:52 remaining. After lowa’s defense forced a
three-and-out, TE Jake Duzey culminated a six-play, 59-yard
drive with the game-winning TD reception from Rudock.

For the second time in as many meetings, lowa rallied past
Pittsburgh in the fourth quarter for victory.

lowa scored 38 of its season-high 45 points in the first half
en route to a 45-29 victory over Indiana at Kinnick Stadium
on Homecoming. Six different Hawkeyes accounted for the
45-point outburst.

The Hawkeye offense totaled 426 yards of offense, while
the defense collected three interceptions and forced eight
three-and-outs. After missing the last game due to injury,
QB Jake Rudock returned in a starting role, completing 19-
of-27 passes for 210 yards and two touchdowns.

lowa scored 28 first-quarter points for the first time since
scoring 28 against Ball State in 2005. Rudock connected
with TE Jake Duzey (12 yards), and hit WR Damond Powell
for a season-long 72 yard scoring play. Jonathan Parker
scored on a 60-yard rush, and CB Desmond King returned
an interception 35 yards. lowa has recorded a defensive
score in each of the last seven years.

The Hoosiers closed to within 28-21 on a 13-yard pass
play from QB Nate Sudfeld to Nick Stoner and a 45-yard
scoring run by Tevin Coleman, his second of the game; he
had an 83-yard scoring run in the first period.

lowa closed the half with a 22-yard Marshall Koehn field
goal and a 1-yard touchdown run by Mark Weisman as time
expired. The Hawkeyes led 38-21 at halftime.

Weisman crossed the goal line a second time from one
yard out to extend lowa’s advantage to 45-21 with 13:17
left in the fourth period. Indiana’s Coleman added a 69-yard
scoring run -- his third touchdown of the game -- to close
the scoring.

lowa totaled 207 rushing yards, led by Weisman’s 89
yards and two scores on 25 carries. Parker rushed three
times for 58 yards and a score. WR Tevaun Smith led the
lowa receivers with four catches for 69 yards.

Sudfeld completed 4-of-9 passes for 85 yards and one
interception before exiting the game due to injury in the
second quarter. Coleman rushed for a game-high 219 yards
on 15 attempts and three scores to lead the Hoosiers.

Nate Meier amassed a career-high 10 tackles, while
Quinton Alston had eight stops and Reggie Spearman
equaled a personal best with seven tackles. Bo Bower and
Jordan Lomax had lowa’s other two interceptions.

GAME RECAP

Maryland rallied from a 14-point first-half deficit to hand
lowa its first road loss of the season, 38-31, at Byrd Stadium
in the team’s first-ever meeting.

The Hawkeyes sprinted out to a 14-0 advantage in the first
quarter after a RB Mark Weisman 2-yard scoring run and a
TE Henry Krieger Coble 2-yard touchdown reception from
QB Jake Rudock. Weisman'’s score came five plays after DE
Drew Ott intercepted Maryland QB C.J. Brown on the first
play from scrimmage -- the first theft of his career.

The Terrapins answered with 24-straight points spanning
the first, second and third quarters. Jacquille Veii ran
for a 23-yard touchdown, Wes Brown scored on a 1-yard
rush, Stefon Diggs tallied a 53-yard TD reception and Brad
Craddock kicked a 41-yard field goal to give Maryland a 24-
14 lead with 4:18 remaining in the third period.

lowa closed the gap to 24-21 late in the third quarter
after Weisman’s second 2-yard scoring run of the game. It
marked the Hawkeye senior’s fourth-straight multiple TD
game and eighth of his career.

Maryland extended its lead to 17 in the fourth quarter
after Will Likely returned a Rudock interception 45 yards
and a Brown 1-yard run.

lowa made a late push, recording a WR Jacob Hillyer 4-yard
TD reception and a 24-yard Marshall Koehn field goal with
1:19 remaining following an onside kick. The Hawkeyes’
attempt to recover a second consecutive onside kick was
unsuccessful.

Rudock completed 32-of-56 passes for 317 yards and two
touchdowns, while Maryland starter C.J. Brown completed
12-0f-23 passes for 120 yards.

Weisman rushed for a team-high 78 yards on 10 carries,
while C.J. Brown led the Terrapins with 99 yards rushing on
21 attempts.

Mark Weisman scored three touchdowns and Jake Rudock
threw for another in a 48-7 lowa victory over Northwestern
in Kinnick Stadium. The win was lowa’s sixth, making the
Hawkeyes bowl eligible for the 13th time in 14 seasons.

lowa scored on its first three offensive possessions and
returned a blocked punt for a touchdown to jump out to
a 24-0 advantage in the first quarter. Weisman started
the scoring with an 8-yard run less than two minutes into
the game. Following a 48-yard Marshall Koehn field goal,
Weisman found the end zone again, this time from 14 yards.
Freshman Ben Niemann finished the first-quarter scoring
with a 1-yard return after blocking a Northwestern punt.

The Hawkeyes added two more touchdowns in the second
quarter after Northwestern’s only score of the contest;
Tevaun Smith caught a 31-yard touchdown pass, followed
by another Weisman 8-yard run -- his third of the half.

After a scoreless third period, Koehn split the uprights
from 24 yards -- his seventh straight made field goal -- and
redshirt freshman Akrum Wadley scampered five yards
for his first career score. Wadley, who was named Big Ten
Freshman of the Week, finished the contest with 106 yards
rushing on 15 carries. It marked the first time since Jordan
Canzeri at Purdue (165 yards) in 2013 that a Hawkeye
topped the century mark on the ground.

Rudock completed 12-o0f-19 passes for 239 yards and one
touchdown, while C.J. Beathard completed 5-of-6 passes for
23 yards. Weisman finished with 94 yards and three scores
on 20 carries. The Hawkeye senior scored multiple rushing
touchdowns for the fifth-straight game. Matt VandeBerg led
the Hawkeye receivers with career bests in receptions (5)
and receiving yards (90).

lowa’s defense was stellar, allowing only 180 total yards,
including 75 yards passing. The Hawkeyes registered eight
tackles for loss, including five sacks, forced and recovered
a fumble. Louis Trinca-Pasat, who was tabbed Big Ten co-
Defensive Player of the Week, amassed a game and career-
high three sacks -- all in the first half.

Northwestern QB Trevor Siemian completed only 8-of-18
passes for 68 yards.
