INDIVIDUAL NOTES
WR Brandon Smith set career highs in recepƟ ons (9) and receiving 
yards (106). It is his fi rst career 100-yard receiving game. Smith leŌ  
the game following his ninth recepƟ on with 4:21 leŌ  in the fourth 
quarter and did not return.

QB Nate Stanley made his 33rd consecuƟ ve start, the second longest 
streak by a Hawkeye QB in program history (Long, 47).

QB Nate Stanley passed for 260 yards, raising his career total to 7,122. 
He passed Chuck Hartlieb (6,934) for fourth in school history.  Stanley 
totaled 269 yards of off ense tonight, raising his career total to 6,989 
yards of total off ense, fourth all-Ɵ me. He passed MaƩ  Rodgers (6,855) 
on Iowa’s all-Ɵ me list. 

DL John Waggoner’s 7-yard sack in the second quarter was his fi rst 
career tackle.

RB Tyler Goodson’s 1-yard touchdown rush in the third quarter was 
the fi rst touchdown of his career. 

WR Ihmir Smith-MarseƩ e caught 3 passes for 57 yards. He has 991 ca-
reer receiving yards. He is nine yard shy of becoming the 42nd player 
in program history to reach 1,000 yards receiving. 

LB Dillon Doyle made his fi rst career start. 

RB Mekhi Sargent’s 14-yard touchdown rush in the fourth quarter Ɵ es 
for Iowa’s longest touchdown rush (Smith-MarseƩ e) of the season. 
Iowa has nine touchdown rushes this season (2, 2, 1, 4, 1, 14, 1, 1, 
14).

K Keith Duncan connected on four fi eld goals (30, 44, 42, 38). He is 
10-11 on fi eld goal tries of 40-yards or more. 

P Michael Sleep-Daulton’s 63-yard punt in the fourth quarter was a 
season-long. 

DB MaƩ  Hankins recovered a fumble in the second quarter. SS Geno 
Stone forced the fumble. It is the fi rst career fumble recovery by 
Hankins, the third career forced fumble for Stone. 

MISCELLANEOUS 
Iowa’s defense allowed 33 yards rushing, the lowest total allowed 
against a Big Ten team since holding Minnesota to 30 yards rushing in 
2013. Purdue rushed 18 Ɵ mes, the third lowest total by any opponent 
in the Ferentz era.

Iowa is 20-5 on 
Homecoming since 1995, and 16-4 since 2000, including winning seven in a row from 2000-06.  The Hawkeyes are 16-5 in Homecoming contests 
under Kirk Ferentz.  

Iowa won the toss and elected to receive. The Hawkeyes have played 260 games under head coach Kirk Ferentz. Iowa has opened the game on 
off ense 195 Ɵ mes (121-74). The Hawkeyes have opened the game on defense 65 Ɵ mes (36-29).
