Head Coach Lisa Bluder

Lisa Bluder (pronounced BLUE-dir), the all-time winningest
coach in program history, completed her 16th season as head
coachat the University of lowa and her 32nd season as a college
head coach in 2015-16.

Under her direction, the Hawkeyes have advanced to 15
postseason appearances (12 NCAA and three WNIT) in 16
seasons, including NCAA Tournament berths in eight of the
last nine seasons.

Bluder, the 2015 Carol Eckman Award winner, has posted
a329-191 (.633) record at lowa and her career record stands
at 685-333 (.673). Bluder surpassed Hall of Famer C. Vivian Stringer (269 wins) as the
all-time winningest coach in program history on Feb. 10, 2014, as the Hawkeyes defeated
Northwestern, 90-84.

Bluder, 1-of-14 active Division | coaches with 675 or more wins, is a three-time Big Ten Coach
of the Year (2001, 2008 and 2010) and two-time WBCA Regional Coach of the Year (2001 and
2008). She has guided lowa to a winning record in 15 of her 16 years at lowa, including 11
upper-division finishes in the challenging Big Ten Conference. Bluder, who ranks third among
Big Ten coaches all-time in league victories (160), has led lowa to nine 20-win seasons in her
16 years, including seven of the last nine years.

Bluder has coached numerous players to different awards in her 16 years in lowa City. She
has mentored 19 players to 47 All-Big Ten honors, including 12 first team picks, 16 second,
11 third and eight honorable mention selections. She has also had two Big Ten Freshman of
the Year award winners, two Big Ten Sixth Player of the Year recipients, eight members of the
Big Ten All-Freshman team and three players named to the Big Ten All-Defensive team, with
Kachine Alexander earning the honor twice.

Five players during Bluder’s tenure have earned a total of seven Women's Basketball
Coaches Association (WBCA) all-region team accolades and six players have earned a total of
11 honorable mention All-America honors. Bluder coached her first consensus All-American
in Samantha Logic, who earned the honor after being named a WBCA Division | Coaches All-
American, USBWA All-American, ESPN Second Team All-American, and Third Team Associated
Press All-American.

With Bluder on the lowa sidelines, student-athletes have been named Academic All-Big Ten
75 times, including a program-best eight honorees in 2011 and 2012. The 75 honorees is the
highest total mentored by any of the Big Ten coaches. Bluder has also mentored three Academic
All-Americans in Ally Disterhoft (2015, 2016), Logic (2015), and Lindsey Meder (2001, 2002).
Disterhoft was also named Academic All-America of the Year in 2015.

Inher 10 years at Drake, Bluder brought great success and tradition to the Bulldog program
and established herself as one of the top coaches in the country. She led Drake to five 20-
plus win seasons in her last six years, including five postseason appearances. She guided the
Bulldogs to eight Missouri Valley Conference Tournament appearances, reaching the semifinals
six times and winning the tournament four times. Bluder was also named the Conference
Coach of the Year three times at Drake.

Bluder began her coaching career at St. Ambrose, where she coached six successful sea-
sons, building the Bees into a NAIA powerhouse. During her tenure at St. Ambrose, Bluder
guided the Bees to four straight national tournaments, including two consecutive Final Four
appearances. The 1990 St. Ambrose team was ranked No. 1 and Bluder was named the NAIA
Converse Coach of the Year.

A graduate of Linn-Mar High School in Marion, lowa, Bluder was a three-year starter
at Northern lowa. She graduated from UNI in 1983 with a bachelor’s degree in marketing.

Megan Gustafson ranks fifth in the NCAA in field-goal percentage (.670) and double-doubles (5), ninth in field goals
made (65), and 10th in rebounds (93).

Senior Ally Disterhoft ranks 14th nationally in field goal percentage (.628), 19th in points (162), 22nd in field goals
made (59), and 36th in free throw attempts (36).

lowa ranks second in the conference in field goal percentage defense (.337), 3-point field goal percentage (.260) and
defensive rebounds (31.9).

The Hawkeyes are also ranked third in field goal percentage (.488), scoring margin (+15.9), and rebounding margin

After scoring just five points in 12 contests last season, Stewart has netted 65 points in nine games this year.

Senior Ally Disterhoft has netted double figures 87 of her 93 career starts, including her last 42 straight games.

The lowa City, lowa, native has started 93 consecutive games and appeared in every game of her Hawkeye career (112).
Disterhoft led the team with a career-high 29 points in lowa’s season opener against Oral Roberts on Nov. 11. She also
registered seven boards, two blocks, an assist and a steal in 27 minutes of play.

Disterhoft has 1,704 career points and is 355 points from tying lowa’s all-time scoring record of 2,059 set by Cindy
Haugejorde (1976-80).

Disterhoft has registered 20 or more points in three of seven games this season.

Last season, Disterhoft became the program’s highest scoring junior, netting 565 points to break Michelle Edwards’
record of 564 points in 1986-87.

Center/forward Megan Gustafson was named Big Ten Player of the Week, the conference office announced Nov. 14. It
is the second weekly honor of Gustafson’s career.

The Port Wing, Wisconsin, native posted back-to-back double-doubles to lead lowa to wins overall Oral Roberts and
Hampton on Nov. 11 and 13. The sophomore tied a career high in points (25) and recorded 12 rebounds, an assist and
a block in 26 minutes of action against Oral Roberts on Nov. 11. Two days later, Gustafson netted 14 points and pulled
down 11 boards to lead the Hawkeyes past Hampton. She also went a combined 7-for-8 from the free throw line.
Gustafson earned Big Ten Freshman of the Week honors on Feb. 22, 2016. She is the first Hawkeye to win Big Ten
Player of the Week since Samantha Logic won the award on March 2, 2015.

The lowa Athletic Department upgraded Carver-Hawkeye Arena’s video boards, sound system, lighting, digital
scorestable displays, and playing surface this past summer.

A new four-sided centerhung video system is the centerpiece of the installation. The two main centerhung displays
measure approximately 14.5 feet high by 26 feet wide and the other two centerhung displays measure 9.5 feet high
by 16.5 feet wide. The project also upgraded the auxiliary displays located near the ceiling at each side of the arena.

Senior Ally Disterhoft was named Preseason All-Big Ten by the coaches and media, the Big Ten Conference announced Oct.
24.The lowa City, lowa, native was a second team All-Big Ten selection in 2015 and 2016 and an honorable mention All-Big
Ten honoree in 2014. She was also named to the Big Ten All-Freshman Team and Big Ten All-Tournament team in 2014.
