Junior transfer Shalyn Greenhaw leads the team with 28 kills (3.45 k/s) and ranks second on the team with
35 digs. Kaili Simmons tallied 38 digs in the opening weekend, while Lexi Kolschefski leads the team will 11
total blocks.
The Hawkeyes hold a 19-3 advantage in the all-time series. lowa and Western Illinois last met at the 2013

HEAD COACH BOND SHYMANSKY

Bond Shymansky
3rd Season

Bond Shymansky -- a University of lowa graduate and lowa City native -- has re-
newed excitement surrounding the Hawkeye volleyball program in his first two
years at the helm.

In 2015, Shymansky led the Hawkeyes to their best overall start since 2006 with
a 10-3 mark in nonconference action. lowa won eight straight matches from
Sept. 6-19 -- the longest streak for the program since 2006 - and defeated the
Cyclones, 3-1, for the first time since Sept. 13, 1997. The Hawkeyes won eight
matches in Carver-Hawkeye Arena, marking the most home wins for the pro-
gram since 2000, and started the season with a perfect 7-0 mark on Mediacom
Court -- the best start at home for the Hawkeyes since 1993.

The Hawkeyes saw a significant increase in attendance in Shymansky’s second
year, setting two top-10 attendance marks in 2015. The Hawkeyes downed the
Cyclones in front of the fifth-largest crowd in program history (2,488) on Sept. 11,
before hosting the nationally ranked Huskers on Sept. 23 in front of 2,447 fans
- the sixth-largest crowd in lowa volleyball history.

Mikaela Gunderson and junior Loxley Keala etched their names into the lowa re-
cord book in 2015. Gunderson ended her career with a .294 attack percentage —
16 points higher than the previous school record of .278 (Alessandra Dietz, 2014).
Keala tallied 1,247 assists in her first year as a Hawkeye, moving her into eighth
on lowa’s all-time assists list. She also earned the first Big Ten Setter of the Week
honor of her career for her play at the Comfort Suites Challenge on Sept. 11-12.
Keala became the first Hawkeye to earn a Big Ten weekly award since Bethany
Yeager in 2013, and the first to win a weekly setter award.

The Hawkeyes also succeeded in the classroom in Shymansky’s second year.
Following the regular season, five Hawkeyes — Mikaela Gunderson, Jess Janota,
Alyssa Klostermann, Alli O’'Deen, and Erin Radke - received Academic All-Big Ten
recognition for maintaining a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher.

In his 13th season overall as a head coach, Shymansky guided the Hawkeyes
to a 14-17 overall record and a 6-14 mark in Big Ten Conference action. He has
amassed a 319-147 record and .685 win percentage over 14 seasons, earning his
300th win milestone on Oct. 31, 2014, with a 3-0 sweep of Maryland on the road.

The program’s six conference victories in 2014 were the most for the program
since 2008. Four of the Big Ten wins came consecutively, as the Hawkeyes de-
feated Maryland (3-0), Rutgers (3-1), Indiana (3-2) and No. 12-ranked Purdue (3-1).
It is the longest conference win streak for the program in 20 years, dating back to
1994 when lowa won eight straight matches and went on to clinch a berth to the
NCAA Tournament. The team’s win over the Boilermakers marked the team’s first
ranked win since 2012.

Alessandra Dietz and Alex Lovell wrote their names in the lowa volleyball record

eight-year-old career attack percentage record (.276), finishing her career with a
.278 attack percentage. She also broke the program’s five-year-old single match
attack percentage record, hitting .882 with 15 kills in lowa’s 3-0 win at South Da-
kota State, and ended her career ranked 11th all-time with 274 career blocks.
Lovell closed her career ninth all-time with 1,279 kills, and earned the team's Big
Ten Sportsmanship Award.

Seven student-athletes -- Julianne Blomberg, Dietz, Alyssa Klostermann, Erin Lep-
pek, Lovell, Alli O'Deen, and Emily Yanny - were named to the 2014 Big Ten Fall
Academic All-Conference Team.

University of lowa Director of Athletics Gary Barta announced Shymansky as the
volleyball program’s ninth head coach on January 31, 2014.

Shymansky’s 14-year resume as a head coach boasted 24 all-conference honor-
ees, three conference players of the year, two conference freshmen of the year,
17 AVCA All-Americans, two AVCA Region Freshman of the Year selections, and
eight professional volleyball players.

Shymansky has a deep understanding of what it means to be a Hawkeye, as he
earned a Bachelor of Arts in Communications in 1995 and a Master of Arts in Eng-
lish Education in 1997 from the Ul. From 1991-93, Shymansky was a setter and
outside hitter on the Ul men’s volleyball club team.

An lowa City resident, Shymansky has a daughter, Corrina, and two sons, Nicholas
and Bond.

Reghan Coyle set a new career high with a.571 hitting percentage against Northern lllinois on Aug. 28. The sopho-
more registered 10 kills in 14 total attempts with just two errors. Coyle tallied 20 kills in opening weekend action.

Tournament with Nebraska winning their fourth national title. The title marked the third straight for the Big Ten
Conference.

NATIONALLY SPEAKING

Nine Big Ten teams appeared in the AVCA Division | Coaches Top 25 Poll, released Aug. 29. Defending National Cham-
pion Nebraska holds the top spot followed by No. 2 Wisconsin, No. 6 Minnesota, No. 11 Ohio State, No. 13 Penn State,
No. 17 lllinois, and No. 24 Purdue. Michigan State and Michigan also received votes in the poll.

EUROPEAN TOUR

From May 24-June 6 the Hawkeyes traveled to four different countries as part of the program’s first European Tour.
With stops in Germany, the Netherlands, Poland, and Ireland, the Hawkeyes squared off with professional and junior
national teams to improve their game and bond as a unit.

The 2016 roster features five newcomers, including two with collegiate experience.

Redshirt sophomore Kasey Reuter (OH) transferred from Missouri and joined the Hawkeyes last spring. The
Sioux City, lowa, native appeared in 31 matches with 12 starts as an outside hitter for the Tigers in 2014 before
redshirting in 2015.

Redshirt freshman Meghan Buzzerio (OH/RS) transferred from Arizona to join the Hawkeyes this fall. The Chino
Hills, California, native went to Arizona ranked 96th nationally on PrepVolleyball.com's Senior Aces list.

The Hawkeyes also welcome three incoming freshman including defensive specialists Alexa Ito and Emily Bush-
man and outside hitter Cali Hoye.
