Roll on Monday. It is the ninth honor of Gustafson’s career and her third in as many weeks. Gustafson
averaged 20.3 points, 12.7 rebounds, 2.0 blocks, and shot 674 from the field to lead Iowa to three wins
in four days last week.

- Towa started the season 7-0 record, matching the best start for the program since 2010. Iowa fin-
ished the 2010-11 season with a 20-9 overall record and a trip to the NCAA Tournament.

- Towa has defeated three teams - Quinnipiac, Western Kentucky, and Elon - that made the NCAA
Tournament last season.

- Bluder owns a 350-203 (.633) overall record and a 168-114 conference mark at Iowa. In her 34 seasons
as a head coach, Bluder is 706-345 (.671).

The Bulldogs fell to Iowa's last opponent — No. 13/11 Florida State —- 87-62 in Tallahassee on Nov.
26.
Senior guard Hannah Nichols leads the Bulldogs, averaging 16.3 points per game and 6.7 re-
bounds per contest.
Nichols led Samford with 14 points and 11 rebounds in its 58-51 win over UCF on Nov. 30.
Sophomaore Charity Brown ranks sixth in the nation in assists per game. Through the first seven
games of the season, Brown is averaging 7.7 assists per game.
Iowa owns a 1-0 advantage in the all-time series. The Bulldogs and Hawkeyes last met on Decem-
ber 3, 2006.

Gustafson averaged 20.3 points, 12.7 rebounds, 2.0 blocks, and shot 67.4
from the field to lead Iowa to three wins in four days last week.

The Port Wing, Wisconsin, native registered a double-double in all three
contests, bringing her season total to seven and her career total to 34.
She ranks second nationally with seven double-doubles this season.

Iowa shot 61.0 percent from the field in its 94-93 loss to No. 13/11 Florida
State on Wednesday night in Carver-Hawkeye Arena.

The Hawkeyes shot 93.0 percent from the field in the opening quarter and
made 15 consecutive baskets over a 9:37 second span in the first and
second quarters.

Junior Megan Gustafson scored 34 points on 15-0f-18 field goals with nine
rebounds in 37 minutes. Four other Hawkeyes scored in double figures:
Tania Davis (14), Alexis Sevillian (14), Kathleen Doyle (13), and Chase Coley
(10.

GUSTAFSUN NAMED TO NAISMITH TROPHY WATCH LIST

Junior Megan Gustafson was named to the Naismith Trophy Watch List by
the Atlanta Tipoff Club on Wednesday. The award honars the nation’s top
player.

The list currently features 50 student-athletes. It will be trimmed to 30
on Feb. 12, 2018.

Nine different conferences are represented on the list. Gustafson is one of
eight Big Ten student-athletes included.

NATIONALLY SPEAKING

Towa leads the nation in assists (199), assists per game (24.9), and defen-
sive rebounds per game (35).

The Hawkeyes also rank second in field goal percentage (52.3), assist/
turnover ratio (1.69), and personal fouls per game (11.6), fourth in free
throw percentage (80.7), and eighth in scoring offense (88.1).

Junior Megan Gustafson ranks in the top-10 nationally in seven different
categories, including field goals made (1st, 79), field goal percentage
(nd, 70.5), double-doubles (2nd, 7), total points (3rd, 183), rebounds (Lth,
103), rebounds per game (5th, 12.9), and points per game (3th, 22.9). She
also ranks 11th in defensive rebounds per game (8).

IOWA SWEEPS PUERTO RICO CLASSIC

The Hawkeyes registered three wins in four days to finish the Puerto Rico
Classic with a perfect 3-0 mark.

Three Hawkeyes averaged double figures in scoring throughout the tour-
nament, including junior Megan Gustafson (20.3), redshirt freshman Alex-
is Sevillian (13.0), and sophomore Makenzie Meyer (10.0).

Gustafson led the team in rebounding, averaging 12.7 per game, while ju-
nior Hannah Stewart chipped in 7.0 per contest.

Iowa shot animpressive 51.1 percent from the field during the three-game
span and 34.7 percent from 3-point range. Iowa averaged 80.3 points per
game and 2.7 assists per contest.

HEAD COACH LISA BLUDER

Lisa Bluder (pronounced BLUE-dir), the all-time
winningest coach in program history, enters her 18th
season as head coach at the University of Iowa and her
34th season as a college head coach in 2017.

Under her direction, the Hawkeyes have advanced to
16 postseason appearances (12 NCAA and four WNIT)
in 17 seasons, including NCAA Tournament berths in
eight of the last 10 seasons.

Bluder, the 2015 Carol Eckman Award winner, has
posted a 350-203 (.633) record at Iowa and her career
record stands at 706-345 (.671). Bluder surpassed Hall of Famer C. Vivian Stringer
(269 wins) as the all-time winningest coach in program history on Feb. 10, 2014,
as the Hawkeyes defeated Northwestern, 90-84.

Bluder, 1-of-10 active Division I coaches with 700 or more wins, is a three-time
Big Ten Coach of the Year (2001, 2008 and 2010) and two-time WBCA Regional
Coach of the Year (2001 and 2008). She has guided Iowa to a winning record in
16 of her 17 years, including 11 upper-division finishes in the challenging Big Ten
Conference. Bluder, who ranks second among Big Ten coaches all-time in league
victories (168), has led Towa to 10 20-win seasons in her 17 years, including eight
of the last 10 years.

Bluder has coached numerous players to different awards in her 17 years in
Towa City. She has mentored 20 players to 49 All-Big Ten honors, including 14
first team picks, 16 second, 11 third and eight honorable mention selections.
She has also had two Big Ten Freshman of the Year award winners, two Big Ten
Sixth Player of the Year recipients, nine members of the Big Ten All-Freshman
team, and three players named to the Big Ten All-Defensive team, with Kachine
Alexander earning the honor twice.

Five players during Bluder’s tenure have earned a total of seven Women'’s Bas-
kethall Coaches Association (WBCA) all-region team accolades and six players
have earned a total of 11 hanorable mention All-America honors. Bluder coached
her first consensus All-American in Samantha Logic, who earned the honor after
being named a WBCA Division I Coaches All-American, USBWA All-American, ESPN
Second Team All-American, and Third Team Associated Press All-American.

With Bluder on the Towa sidelines, student-athletes have been named Academic
All-Big Ten 86 times, including a program-best eight honorees in 2011 and 2012.
Bluder has also mentored three Academic All-Americans in Ally Disterhoft (2015,
2018, 2017), Logic (2015), and Lindsey Meder (2001, 2002). Disterhoft was also
named Academic All-America of the Year in 2015 and 2016.

In her 10 years at Drake, Bluder brought great success and tradition to the
Bulldog program and established herself as one of the top coaches in the coun-
try. She led Drake to five 20-plus win seasons in her last six years, including
five postseason appearances. She guided the Bulldogs to eight Missouri Valley
Conference Tournament appearances, reaching the semifinals six times and win-
ning the tournament four times. Bluder was also named the Conference Coach
of the Year three times at Drake.

Bluder began her coaching career at St. Ambrose, where she coached six suc-
cessful seasons, building the Bees into a NAIA powerhouse. During her tenure
at St. Ambrose, Bluder guided the Bees to four straight national tournaments,
including two consecutive Final Four appearances. The 1990 St. Ambrose team
was ranked No. 1 and Bluder was named the NAIA Converse Coach of the Year.

A graduate of Linn-Mar High School in Marion, Iowa, Bluder was a three-year
starter at Northern Towa. She graduated from UNI in 1983 with a bachelor’s
degree in marketing.

Nine Hawkeyes have registered 10 or more assists on the season, including Davis (43), Meyer (43), sopho-
more Kathleen Doyle (30, junior Hannah Stewart (22), redshirt freshman Alexis Sevillian (15), senior Chase
Coley (15), sophomore Amanda Ollinger (11, junior Megan Gustafson (10), and redshirt junior Carly Mohns
(10).

CULEY S TURNAROUND
After scoring in double figures once last season, senior Chase Coley has scored 10 or more points in four
contests this season.
Coley netted 20 points in Iowa's win over Northern Illinois on Nov. 15 — her most points since scoring 20
against Michigan on March 3, 2016.
The Minneapolis native has scored eight or more points five times this season, and registered four or
more rebounds on five occasions.

DOUBLE-DOUBLE MACHINE

Junior Megan Gustafson has 34 double-doubles in her Hawkeye career, including double-doubles in
12 of her last 16 games.

Last season, Gustafson broke a program record with 18 double doubles on the season.
Gustafson’s seven double-doubles this season rank second nationally.

SEVILLIAN STEPS IN
Redshirt freshman Alexis Sevillian ranks second on the team, averaging 13.6 points per game.
Sevillian has scored in double figures in seven of Iowa'’s eight contests this season.
The Goodrich, Michigan, native has netted 3-or-more 3-pointers six times this season.
Sevillian led the team in scoring with a career-best 21 points on 5-0f-6 shooting from 3-point range
against Elon on Nov. 25 in Fort Lauderdale, Florida.

LOCKED IN AT THE LINE

TIowa leads the Big Ten and ranks fourth nationally in free throw percentage (80.7).

The Hawkeyes have shot 80.0 percent or better from the free throw line in seven of their eight
contests this season.

Towa was a perfect 15-for-15 from the line against Northern Illinois on Nov. 15.

The Hawkeyes made 17-0f-19 (89.5 percent) from the line against Quinnipiac, including 10-0f-11 in
the fourth quarter.

Towa shot 92.0 percent from the line against Western Kentucky. The Hawkeyes were a perfect 8-for-
8 in the fourth quarter and overtime period.

STEWART MAKES AN IMPACT
Junior Hannah Stewart is averaging 8.5 points and 5.9 rebounds off the bench for the Hawkeyes
this season.
