PROGRAM QUICK HITS

- Towa has made 10 consecutive postseason appearances (8 NCAA, 2 WNIT).

- The Hawkeyes have made a postseason tournament appearance in 16 of head coach Lisa Bluder’s 17
seasons at the helm of the program, receiving 12 NCAA Tournament and four WNIT (2003, 2005, 2016,
2017) opportunities.

- Bluder is one of 10 Division I head coaches to win 700 games or more in her career. She is in her 34th
season as a head coach, 18th at Towa.

- Towa leads the nation in four categories, including assists (225), assists per game (25.0), defensive
rebounds per game (34), and personal fouls per game (11.1).

+ Juniors Megan Gustafson and Hannah Stewart and senior Chase Coley are all ranked among the top-10
in the conference in field goal percentage. Gustafson leads the conference, shooting 69.6 from the
field this season, while Coley ranks third (60.8) and Stewart is 10th (56.9).

- Four Hawkeyes are averaging double figures in scoring this season, while seven are averaging seven
or more.

- Four Hawkeyes average 5.0 or more rebounds per game, including Megan Gustafson (12.7), Hannah
Stewart (5.9), Chase Coley (5.1) and Kathleen Doyle (5.0).

- Towa started the season 7-0 record, matching the best start for the program since 2010. Iowa fin-
ished the 2010-11 season with a 20-9 overall record and a trip to the NCAA Tournament.

- Towa has defeated three teams - Quinnipiac, Western Kentucky, and Elon - that made the NCAA
Tournament last season.

+ Bluder owns a 351-203 (.633) overall record and a 168-114 conference mark at Iowa. In her 34 seasons
as a head coach, Bluder is 707-345 (.672).
