•  The Hawkeyes have won 11 straight season openers da! ng back to the 2011-12 season.

•  Iowa has won 77 of its last 82 nonconference home games, da! ng back to 2012.

•   Fran McCaff ery is in his 27th season as a head coach and is seven wins from 500.

•   Six Hawkeyes are Iowa na! ves, two hail from Illinois, two are interna! onal (Serbia 

and England), and one each from New York, Nebraska, Massachuse' s, Michigan, and 

Indiana. Iowa’s average height is 6-foot-5. 

•  Iowa has won 68 games combined over the last three seasons (20 in 2020; 22 in 2021;

• Iowa posted its ninth upper division Big Ten fi nish in the last 10 seasons. The Hawkeyes 

have fi nished fi < h or be' er in the regular season standings six of the last eight years.

• Iowa led the Big Ten and ranked fi < h na! onally in scoring off ense (83.2). The Hawkeyes 

have led the league in scoring fi ve of the last nine seasons, including the last four.

• The Hawkeyes boasted a 15-3 record in home games in 2021-22. Iowa has won 14+ 

home contests each of the last four years.

• The Hawkeyes were tops in the country in assist-to-turnover ra! o (1.74); fourth in few-

est turnovers per game (9.2); and seventh in turnover margin (4.4).

• Fran McCaff ery has coached a fi rst-team All-Big Ten honoree seven of the last nine years. 

He has guided Iowa to 20+ wins eight of the last 10 seasons, including four-straight.

(.560) from long distance. Connor McCaff ery and Tony Perkins made all six of their 3-point 

tries in the fi rst half.

• Perkins and Connor McCaff ery combined for 30 total points on an effi  cient 11-of-13 

shoo! ng from the fi eld. 

• True freshman Dasonte Bowen was credited with a game-best eight assists.

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Fran McCaff ery, who is signed through the 2028 

season, enters his 13th season as the head basket-

ball coach at the University of Iowa and his 27th 

year overall as a college head coach. McCaff ery has 

reached the 20-win plateau 11 of the last 15 sea-

sons, including four straight.

 McCaff ery spent fi ve seasons (2005-10) as the 

head coach at Siena, six years at UNC-Greensboro 

(1999-2005) and three seasons at Lehigh (1985-88) 

before joining the Hawkeyes.  

 McCaff ery has nearly four decades of Division I 

coaching experience. He is in his 41st season as a 

collegiate coach, which includes 27 years as a head 

coach and 14 as an assistant. Last March, McCaff ery joined Hall of Fame coach-

es Rick Pi� no, Bob Huggins, Eddie Su� on and Le� y Driesell as the only Division 

I coaches to lead teams to conference tournament � tles in four or more diff er-

ent leagues (Big Ten, MAAC, SoCon, ECC). He is one of 14 coaches to lead at 

least four diff erent Division I teams to the NCAA Tournament. 

 McCaff ery, 62, holds a career mark of 493-339 (.593) and guided his teams 

to 15 postseason appearances (11 NCAA & four NIT). Iowa likely would have 

competed in another NCAA Tournament in 2020, if not for the NCAA canceling 

the postseason due to COVID-19. He is 242-162 (.599) at Iowa; the second win-

ningest coach in program history. McCaff ery led Iowa to wins in four of the last 

seven NCAA Tournaments (2015, 2016, 2019, and 2021). 

Since taking over the Iowa program in 2010, Iowa has earned nine postsea-

son tournament bids (6 NCAA, 3 NIT). McCaff ery coached Iowa to a Big Ten 

Tournament � tle and 26 wins in 2022, the second-most win total in program 

history. McCaff ery has guided fi ve players to fi rst team All-Big Ten status six of 

the last eight years, including the 2020 & 2021 Na� onal and Big Ten Player of 

the Year, Luka Garza.

 McCaff ery has posted upper division fi nishes in nine of the last 10 seasons at 

Iowa and 21 of 26 seasons as a head coach. The Hawkeyes have fi nished fi � h or 

be� er in the Big Ten standings six of the last eight years. He has posted 20 wins or 

more 11 of the last 15 seasons, including eight of the last 10 years at Iowa (2013, 

2014, 2015, 2016, 2019, 2020, 2021, and 2022). Iowa’s 205 victories between 

2013-21 are the most over a 10-year span at Iowa since 1987-96 (207).

 McCaff ery and the Hawkeyes boast a 153-40 (.793) home record the last 11 

seasons, which includes a school-record 18 wins in 2014 and 13 consecu� ve vic-

tories in 2019-20. Iowa has won 14+ games in Carver-Hawkeye Arena each of the 

last four seasons (2019, 2020, 2021, and 2022).

 McCaff ery’s fi ve years at Siena were the best in its 70-year history. He led the 

Saints on an incredible run that ended with three straight Metro Atlan� c Athle� c 

Conference championships and NCAA Tournament appearances. 

 McCaff ery’s Saints owned a 112-51 (.687) record in his fi ve years with the pro-

gram. He guided the Saints to four consecu� ve 20-win seasons. McCaff ery’s achieve-

ments earned the head coach Siena Hall of Fame recogni� on in 2017.

 The 2009 MAAC Coach of the Year and 2010 District I Coach of the Year is the 

third winningest coach, by percentage, in league history (68-22, .756). He is the 

only coach to guide a MAAC program to two NCAA Tournament wins. McCaf-

fery led his 2008 and 2009 teams to fi rst round NCAA Tournament victories over 

Vanderbilt and Ohio State, respec� vely.

 In his fi nal two seasons at Siena, he coached the Saints to back-to-back 27-win 

campaigns and boasted a combined 39-3 (.929) record against MAAC opponents, 

which included MAAC Tournament contests.

 McCaff ery began his coaching career as an assistant at Penn (1982-83) and Le-

high (1983-85). A� er three seasons as head coach at Lehigh, he spent 11 seasons 

as an assistant at Notre Dame (1988-99).

 McCaff ery played basketball at Wake Forest his freshman year (1977-78) 

and concluded his playing career at Penn his fi nal three seasons (1979-82).  

 He earned his B.S. degree in Economics from The Wharton School (Penn) in 

1982. McCaff ery also earned a Master of Educa� on from Lehigh in 1985.

MURRAY VOTED PRESEASON ALL-BIG TEN, KARL MALONE AWARD CANDIDATE

Junior Kris Murray was named to the 2023 Big Ten Preseason All-Big Ten Team and one of 20 

candidates for the 2023 Karl Malone Award, which recognizes the top power forward in col-

lege basketball.

 It marks the fourth straight season that one or more Hawkeyes have been selected to the 

preseason all-conference squad, voted upon by a selected panel of media. Joe Wieskamp was 

selected in 2019 and 2020, Luka Garza was tabbed the Big Ten Preseason Player of the Year in 

2020, while Kris’ twin brother Keegan was recognized in 2021. Keegan was also the recipient 

of the 2022 Karl Malone Award.
