HAWKEYE INVITATIONAL HISTORY
2023 marks the 29th edition of the Hawkeye Invitational. Iowa seeks 
its 17th championship in the event's history. The Hawkeyes have 
won two of the last three team titles dating back to 2019 (event 
was canceled in 2020). Iowa had three top-six finishers at the event 
last season, placing second as team.

The Hawkeyes claimed the inaugural team title in 1970, as well as 
the next seven in a string lasting through 1981. Other champions 
include Kansas, Kent State, Western Illinois and Wisconsin. Iowa has 
won 16 Hawkeye Invitational titles and has crowned 15 individual 
champions in the tournament’s histor. 

The Hawkeye Invitational has hosted a number of different teams 
and has been played in a number of different formats, but two 
things have remained the same: Finkbine Golf Course has always 
been home to the event and many of the Midwest’s best teams 
have been showcased.

ON THE LINKS
Iowa finished ninth at the Calusa Cup on April 4. The Hawkeyes 
hosted four of the top-five ranked teams in the country as part of 
a loaded field at Calusa Pines Golf Club. 
•	 Kleu was Iowa's top finisher at the event, tying for 30th at 11-

over par (227) for the week. 
•	 Iowa's top finish this spring is a tie for fourth place at the Wake 

Forest Invitational on March 7; the Hawkeyes previously won 
the Iowa Fall Classic on Oct. 17 at Blue Top Ridge Golf Course.
