SERIES RECORDS

« lowa is 57-31-1 all-time against Northwestern.

« The first meeting between the teams was in 1977, with lowa winning 3-0.

« The last meeting between the teams was in October 2023 at Grant Field, with the Hawkeyes falling
to second-ranked Northwestern, 2-0.
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Lisa Cellucci enters her 24th season as a member of the University
of lowa field hockey team’s coaching staff in 2023-24 and her 10th
as head coach. Cellucci, a three-time All-American and member of
the U.S. National Team, is the all-time saves leader at lowa. In her
23 years at lowa, the Hawkeyes have compiled a 294-177 record and
have been consistently ranked in the top 15 of the NFHCA national
rankings.

In the past five seasons, the Hawkeyes have been a top 10 team in
the national poll and the team ascended to the No. 1 spot in the
rankings for seven straight weeks during the 2021 season and four
weeks in the 2023 season. lowa has advanced to the Elite Eight in
four out of the five last seasons, including a Final Four appearance in
the spring of 2021.

Cellucci earned back-to-back-to-back Big Ten Coach of the Year
honors (2019-21), becoming the first coach in Big Ten history to
accomplish the feat. She and her staff have earned NFHCA Regional
Coaching Staff of the Year honors twice.

In her ten years as head coach, Cellucci has coached:

+ 20 NFHCA All-Americans

« 37 NFHCA All-West Regional selections

+ 28 All-Big Ten selections, including 13 first-team honorees

three NFHCA West Region Players of the Year, two Big Ten Player of
the Years, two Big Ten Defensive Player of the Years, three Big Ten
Offensive Players of the Year and two Big Ten Freshman of the Year
+ 97 Academic All-Big Ten selections, 74 NFHCA National Academic
Squad honorees, 41 Big Ten Distinguished Scholars, and 66 NFHCA
Scholars of Distinction selections.

The Hawkeyes advanced to their fourth straight NCAA Elite Eight in
2022, finishing the season with a 12-8 overall record. lowa, which
finished the year ranked 11th in the NFHCA poll, advanced to its 21st
Elite Eight with a shootout win over Virginia in the Sweet 16. The
season ended in a shootout fashion, falling in a 2-1 heartbreaker at
Northwestern.

IN THE NATIONAL RANKINGS

lowa comes in at No. 4 6 in the NFHCA poll. The Hawkeyes have been ranked in 85 consecutive
polls dating back to the 2016 season.

- The Hawkeyes were ranked in the top 10 for the duration of the 2023 season.

- The Hawkeyes were ranked No. 1 for four weeks in row last season (Sept. 5 - Oct. 2). It was the
second time in program history (2021) the Hawkeyes had been ranked No. 1 by the NFHCA.

- The Hawkeyes have climbed to #4 this week in the NFHCA poll, in week four of the 2024 season.

NCAATOURNAMENT HISTORY

« lowa traveled to Evanston for the second straight year for the NCAA Tournament in 2023.

- lowa has qualified for six straight NCAA Tournaments -- the longest streak since making a
school record 15 consecutive tournaments from 1982-96.

« The Hawkeyes have made 28 NCAA Tournament appearances in program history -- the most of
any school as a member of the Big Ten Conference -- and have made 12 NCAA Final Four appear-
ances, includ-ing winning the 1986 NCAA Championship.

- The Hawkeyes are 30-28 all-time in the NCAA Tournament. The program’s 30 NCAA Tourna-
ment victories and 12 NCAA Final Fours are the most of any school as a member of the Big Ten
Conference.

« Mia Magnotta stopped Ashley Hart the Demon Deacons fifth shooter to set up the opportunity
for van Aalsum to clinch the match. van Aalsum got the ball past the Wake Forest goalkeeper
and sent the Haw-keyes to a 1-0 record.

- The Hawkeyes have won seven straight season openers.

+ Head Coach Lisa Cellucci concluded her tenth season at the helm of the Hawkeye field hockey
program and her 24th season overall. Cellucci has been a part of 293 lowa victories and in 2020,
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she led the program to the Final Four for the 12th time -- the first since 2008. lowa has posted
double digit win totals in eight of her ten seasons. The Hawkeyes have won three Big Ten titles
(2019, 2019 (BTT), 2021) under her watch.

- The Hawkeyes had two student athletes earn NFHCA All-America honors - freshman Dionne
van Aalsum earned her first career All-America nod, as she was named first team. Gibson earned
second team and was named an All-American for a third straight season.

«Three Hawkeyes earned NFHCA All-West Region selections. Gibson earned her fourth all-region
acco-lade and was also named to the NFHCA Senior Team. Van Aalsum also earned first team
honors while So-fie Stribos earned second-team.

« Three Hawkeyes — Dionne van Aalsum (Freshman of the Year/First-Team), Esme Gibson
