« The Hawkeyes will welcome Northwestern to lowa City for Homecoming for the second time in three seasons. lowa has won 11
of its last 14 Homecoming games dating back to 2009 and is 62-44-5 all-time on Homecoming.

« lowa put up 40 points against a Big Ten opponent for the first time since 2021 (51 at Maryland). The Hawkeyes are 29-0 when
scoring 21+ points since 2020.

« Head coach Kirk Ferentz moved into second place in Big Ten history with his 200th victory on Oct. 12 against Washington. He
trails only Ohio State’s Woody Hayes (205) for the most overall wins in league history.

« lowa has two players on the midseason All-America lists for CBS, Sporting News and The Athletic. The Hawkeyes are one of three
teams with multiple players on (BS'list along with Texas and Ohio State..

+ RB Kaleb Johnson eclipsed the 1,000-yard single season rushing mark in Week 8 at Michigan State, becoming the 22nd Hawkeye
to surpass 1,000 yards. Johnson has five 100-yard games this season and he has scored at least one touchdown in every game.

+ Johnson is 11th in program history with 2,277 career rushing yards.

« Johnson is second in the nation in rushing yards (1,035), rushing yards per game (147.9) fourth in yards per carry (7.84), rushing
touchdowns (13), total touchdown (14) and scoring (12.0).

«Big play KJ..... Johnson has 17 rushes of 20+ yards, five 40+ yard runs and six touchdown runs of 25+ yards this season. lowa
has 19 20+ yard rushes in 2024.

« lowa’s rushing attack has churned out 200+ yards in five games. The team’s 210 yards per game ranks first in the Big Ten and
17th nationally.

« Senior LB Jay Higgins is leading the Big Ten in tackles (seventh nationally), making 76 tackles (10.9 per game). He has led the
team in tackles in all seven games, including a season-high 14 tackles in Weeks 6, 7 and 8 against Ohio State, Washington and
Michigan State. He also has two interceptions and two forced fumbles.

« Higgins, who is seven tackles shy of 300 for his career, has four double-digit tackle games this season and 15 in his career.

« Graduate LB Nick Jackson made his 500th career tackle against Washington. He is currently third in FBS history with 514 career
tackles and his 7.1 tackles per game in "24 is eighth in the Big Ten.

« PK Drew Stevens made four field goals for the third time in his career, connecting from 37, 46, 25 and 51 yards in Week 7 against
Washington. He is 4-for-4 from 40-49 yards this season and it was his fifth career 50+ yard FG.

« Stevens will tie Brion Hurley for the school record of six made field goals of 50+ yards with his next make.

+T0s -- The Hawkeyes have forced 12 turnovers in seven games -- eight interceptions, four fumble recoveries. The 12 takeaways
are fourth in the Big Ten and 27th nationally.

+ lowa has played seven games decided by a single possession since the start of the 2023 season. The Hawkeyes are 5-2 in such
games.

« The Hawkeyes are averaging 27.9 points and 346.9 yards of total offense in seven games, which ranks 74th and 102nd national-
ly, respectively.

« DB Jermari Harris had his first career pick-six, returning an interception 28-yards for a touchdown in Week 3 against Troy. It
extended lowa’s pick-six streak to 17 straight years, the longest active streak nationally. Harris ranks second in the Big Ten and
ninth nationally with three interceptions.

« lowa’s rushing defense has allowed fewer than 100 yards in four games, including just 24 yards in Week 3 against Troy. The unit
allows 112.9 rushing yards per game, 29th-fewest in the nation, and it has allowed two touchdowns on the ground.

« Don't beat yourself! lowa didn’t commit a penalty in Week 3 against Troy and was flagged for only one penalty in road games

at Minnesota and Ohio State. lowa leads the nation in fewest penalties (19) and fewest penalties per game (2.71), while ranking
second in fewest penalty yards (185) and fewest penalty yards per game (26.43).

« lowa's defense has allowed fewer than 400 yards in 33 of the last 35 games and 14 or fewer points in 21 of their last 34 games.
The Hawkeyes have held 10 teams without a touchdown since the start of the 2022 season.

+ Since the start of the 2015 season, lowa is 75-3 when leading by eight points at any point in a game.

+ Since 2009, lowa has 236 interceptions -- tied for the third-most in the nation. The team’s 35 interception returns for a touch-
down are the fourth-most in the nation in that span.

Kirk Ferentz, in his 26th season as lowa’s head football coach and the longest ten-
ured active head coach in college football, won his 200th career game as a member
of the Big Ten Conference on Oct. 12, 2024, against Washington. The victory moved
Ferentz into second place in Big Ten history, trailing only Ohio State’s Woody Hayes’
205 wins.

« Ferentz has 124 Big Ten wins, which rank third all-time, trailing Hayes (153) and
Michigan’s Bo Schembechler (143).

- Ferentz won his 200th career game at lowa State in 2023. He is the 27th coach at
an FBS institution to reach the 200-career win milestone and the 99th coach across
all divisions. Former Hawkeye head coach Hayden Fry finished his career with 236
victories.

ASSISTANT HC

For the first time in the Ferentz era, the Hawkeyes have an assistant head coach.
Seth Wallace was elevated into the role in January 2024. In addition to his assistant
head coach duties, Wallace continues as lowa’s assistant defensive coordinator and
linebackers coach. Wallace served as the acting head coach in the season opener

-- 3 40-0 Hawkeye victory.

LESTER: THE 0C

Tim Lester is in his first season as lowa’s offensive coordinator, joining the program
after serving as a senior analyst with the Green Bay Packers in 2023. Lester previ-
ously was head coach at Western Michigan, where he won 37 games and appeared
in three bowl games. He guided the Broncos to a top-35 national ranking in total
offense in four consecutive seasons. He was the primary play caller in three of those
campaigns.

« lowa had 492 yards in Lester’s debut as the offensive coordinator. It was the best
production by an lowa OCin their debut dating back to 1979. The Hawkeyes have
scored 40 points twice in Lester’s first seven games as the OC.

MORE NOTABLES

« lowa’s offensive line started a different combination for the first time this season

in Week 8 at Michigan State. OL Tyler Elsbury started at left guard in place of Beau
Stephens (injury).

« DB Sebastian Castro missed the HawkeyesWeek 8 game in East Lansing because of
injury, snapping a streak of 16 consecutive starts.

« Michigan State did not punt in Week 8 against the Hawkeyes, a first by an lowa
opponent since Ohio State in 2013. The Spartans had 468 yards of total offense, the
most allowed by the unit since 2017 against Penn State.

+ Since 2020, lowa is 14-6 in road games and the Hawkeyes have posted a winning
road record dating back to the start of the 2018 season (20-10 record).

« lowa has come-from-behind in the second half to win in two games (trailed 14-10
vs. Troy; 14-7 at Minnesota) this season.

« lowa’s defense allowed just 189 yards of total offense and forced three turnovers
to pitch its first season-opening shutout since 2005. lowa has eight shutouts since
2018, second most in the FBS in that span (Georgia, 9).

« lowa has played seven games decided by a single possession since the start of the
2023 season. The Hawkeyes are 5-2 in such games.

« Senior QB Cade McNamara completed 19-of-23 attempts for 176 yards, completing
82.6 percent of his attempts in Week 3 against Troy. It was his high completion
percentage as a Hawkeye. He had two touchdown passes against Washington — his
fourth game as a Hawkeye with 2+ TD passes. McNamara is 21-7 in his career as a
starting QB.

« The Hawkeye offense has 11 scoring drives of 70 or more yards this season through
the first seven games. lowa had a season-long 80-yard touchdown drive against
Washington.

- lowa led 13-0 at the half and 19-7 in the third quarter against lowa State. It was
the first time the Hawkeyes surrendered a 13-point second halfin 10 years (2014 vs.
Nebraska).

« The Hawkeyes are 158-8-1 when allowing 10 points or less since 1970 and 391-59-
19 when allowing 10 points or less all-time.

0-LINE NAMED TO MIDSEASON HONOR ROLL

lowa’s offensive line was named to the midseason
honor roll for the Joe Moore Award on Oct. 8. The award
honors offensive line units that display a high level of
toughness, effort, teamwork, consistency, technique
and finishing. The Hawkeye offense has rushed for 200+
yards in five of the team’s first seven games, averaging
210 yards this season.

TACKLING MACHINE

Senior LB Jay Higgins has had 14 tackles in three
consecutive games in Week 6 at Ohio State, Week 7
against Washington and Week 8 at Michigan State.

The Indianapolis native has four 10+ tackle games this
season and 15 in his career.

« He has had at least 14 tackles in a game seven times in
his career.

- Higgins had his second career forced fumble and fourth
career fumble recovery against the Buckeyes.

« He has a team-high 76 tackles (10.9 per game) to lead
the Big Ten and rank seventh nationally. Higgins also has
two interceptions and two forced fumbles.

« His has 293 career tackles, which are 20th in program
history.

+ Junior RB Kaleb Johnson was named the Doak Walker
National Running Back of the Week and the Big Ten
Co-Offensive Player of the Week following his Week 4
performance in the win at Minnesota. The Ohio native
had a career-high 206 yards with three touchdowns with
five 20+ runs in the game. He became the first Hawkeye
since 2012 to post four straight 100-yard games.

« Freshman punter Rhys Dakin was named the Ray Guy
Award Punter of the Week on Sept. 24 after punting

five times for a 49.6 average in the road win over the
Gophers. He placed three punts inside the 20 and three
traveled 50+ yard, including a career-best 55-yarder in
the second quarter.

« Junior DL Aaron Graves was named the Big Ten Co-De-
fensive Player of the Week after recording five tackles,
two sacks and two forced fumbles in lowa’s Week 7
victory over Washington.

« Johnson was named the Senior Bowl Co-Offensive
Player of the Week on Oct. 14 after rushing for 166 yards
with two touchdowns and having three receptions for 22
yards and one touchdown in the win over Washington.

Junior RB Kaleb Johnson has rushed for 1,035 yards
(second nationally) with 13 touchdowns (fourth in FBS)
in 26 quarters. He is second nationally, averaging 147.9
yards on 18.9 attempts per game, which includes 17
rushes of 20+ yards. Johnson’s 1,035 yards are the most
in the team’s first seven games since 1997 (Tavian Banks,
1,125 yards).

« Heiis fourth in yards per carry (7.84), fourth in scoring
(13), rushing touchdowns (13), points scored (84) and
total touchdowns (14).

« Johnson is the first Hawkeye since Mark Weisman in

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Kirk Ferentz (pronounced FAIR-rintz, rhymes with parents) is in his 26th season as
Moon Family Head Foothall Coach at lowa. He i the dean of NCAA Division | football
coaches and is lowa's all-time winningest coach, surpassing Hayden Fryin 2019. His
contract runs through the 2029 season.

« Named Big Ten Coach of the Year four times in his career (2002, 2004, 2009,
2015). Only Michigan's Bo Schembechler (6) has more conference coach of the
year awards.

Guided lowa to Big Ten titles in 2002 and 2004, and Big Ten West Division titles
in 2015, 2021 and 2023.
« Named Woody Hayes, Eddie Robinson, and Bobby Dodd Coach of the
Yearin 2015. Was a finalist for the Maxwell Football Club, Paul“Bear” Bryant Coach

of the Year award.

Ferentz is second all-time with 200 overall wins as a member of the Big Ten Conference, trailing only Woody Hayes (205). He
has 124 Big Ten wins, which are the third-most all-time, trailing only Woody Hayes (153) and Bo Schembechler (143).
Named the 2002 Associated Press and Walter Camp National Coach of the Year and AFCA Regional Coach of the Year.

lowa has made two BCS bowl appearances, including a 24-14 win in the 2010 FedEx Orange Bowl, and one CFP Bowl (2016).
lowa has played in 12 January bow| games with five January bowl victories (2004 Outback Bowl, 2005 Capital One Bowl, 2009
Outback Bowl, 2010 FedEx Orange Bowl, 2019 Outback Bowl).

Twelve different players have won 14 national awards during Ferentz’s tenure.

lowa has posted an 191-99 (.658) overall mark and a 121-73 (.624) Big Ten record since 2001. Ferentz has placed in the top half
of the conference 17 times, including Big Ten titles in 2002 and 2004, a second-place finish in 2009, and West Division titles in
2015, 2021 and 2023.

At lowa, Ferentz holds an overall record of 200-122 (.623) and a 124-87 (.589) mark in Big Ten games. He is lowa’s all-time
winningest football coach with 200 wins. In 26 seasons as a college head coach, he holds a career mark of 212-143 (.598),
giving him the fourth most wins among active head coaches.

The only Division | head coach to coach three sons at the same college. Brian was a Hawkeye letterman from 2003-05, James
was a three-year starter on the Hawkeye offensive line before graduating in May, 2013 and Steve was a senior offensive lineman
in 2016.

James Ferentz, retired following an eight-year NFL career in 2024. He is currently an assistant offensive line coach for the New
York Giants. Steve Ferentz is in his second season on the coaching staff at the University of South Dakota (outside linebackers
coach), while Brian Ferentz s in his first season as an offensive analyst at Maryland.
