Many people feel tired with cancer
treatment. You may notice that you cannot
think clearly or concentrate well. You may
not want to do activities that you often enjoy.

Feeling tired may be caused by:

» Cancer treatments, such as surgery,
chemotherapy or radiation therapy

* Alow blood cell count called anemia
* Problems with eating

* Nausea and vomiting

e Trouble sleeping

e Stress or worry

e Tumors

Talk to your doctor or nurse about how to
manage your tiredness.

Here are some things that you
can do:

» Rest often. Take naps when you feel
tired. If you are having trouble sleeping at
night, talk to your doctor or nurse.

» Stay active. Exercise such as walking
can help your energy level. Do some
form of light exercise each day.
